S.G. Clary appeared
before the Council to
request that money the
city receives for burial
lots at Oakwood
Cemetery be divided
with the Cisco
Cemetery Association
on a 756-25 per cent
basis. Lots sell for $100
and the city has been
giving $25 to the
association. Coun-
cilmembers voted to
give the entire $100 to
the association since
up-keep of the
cemetery now 1S
financed largely by the
association.

Mr. Clary said the
extra funds would
finance repairs for the

" water system in the

cemetery, restoration
work on tombstones
and general upkeep ac-
tivities. Coun-
cilmembers com-
plimented the associa-
tion on doing a good job
in the cemetery.
Chairman Willard
Johnson reported to
the council on the work
of the city equalization
board, which included
Johnson, Mrs. Velma
Joyner and Mrs.
JoAnn Cermin. He said
the board held nine
days of meetings, con-
cluding its work July
20. A total of 32 tax-
payers appeared to
protest new valuations
on their property.
Council woman
Louise Allison said the

work of the board did
not comply with new
state laws and that no
changes should be
made in the tax roll.

The combined effects of
sun, exercise, heat and ex-
cessive perspiration which
result in loss of fluids and
salts can produce these
serious conditions.

HEAT EXHAUSTION

The body's normal reac-
tion to high temperatures is
to pool blood near the sur-
face of the skin so that sweat
is formed and then
evaporated into the air
releasing heat.

This process works very
well in most instances, the
specialist says.

However, when a person is
exposed to high
temperatures--especially
combined with  high
humidity-for a long period
of time, the vessels deep in
the body may lack sufficient
blood resulting in heat ex-
haustion.

A breakdown of the cooling
system of the body which
causes the body temperature
to rise uncontrollably causes
heatstroke, the spcialist ex-
plains

Because the sweating
mechanism is not working,
there is very little perspira-
tion,

One symptom of
heatstroke is dry, red, hot
skin and fast, strong pulse.
The victim may also be
nauseated and have
headache. There is also a
possibility of the person col-
lapsing

As in the case of heat ex-
haustion, the important
thing is to get the victim out
of the sun and to lower the
temperature.

Sponge the person with
water, especially around the
head. Avoid giving the vic-
tim stimulants such as tea or
coffee because of the
possibility of complications

such as increased blood
pressure.
If the person is un-

conscious, give no fluids at
all. Ms. Shearer cautions.

PREVENT SUNSTROKE,
HEATSTROKE

To prevent sunsroke or
heatstroke, avoid being in
the sun and heat for a long
period of time, drink a suffi-
cient amount of liquids and
wear loose-fitting clothing
such as cotton T-shirts which
help to retain perspiration
and keep the body cool.

Lawn Deserves
Award

COLLEGE STATION~-The
front lawn deserves a special
award from the En-
vironmental Protection
Agency.

thesis, plants use carbon
dioxide in the air and release
pure oxygen. It is estimated
that a 50 feet by 50 feet plot of
grass can provide enough ox-
ygen for a family of four.

Grass and trees are also
effective dust traps. Dirt
particles are attracted to
leaf surfaces through static
electricity or are trapped by
dense foliage. Rainfall
washes these particles back
into the soil, continuing the
recycling process.

Janne says grass also acts
as a cooling system.

Washington, D.C. — For
most of this century
agriculture has been a de-
pressed or subsidized sector of
our economy. This situation
has not occurred because of
obsolescence, or poor
management, or low produc
tivity as has happened in other
ailing industries. The reason
that agriculture has been ex-
periencing difficulties is
because the farmer has been
encouraged to produce to the
point where he more than
satisfies the needs of the
market. The problem we have
been facing most of this cen-
but
surpluses. And with surpluses
have come less expensive food
and low farm income.

We are continually faced
with the dual problem of pro
viding for the world’'s nutri-
tional needs and at the same
time insuring an adequate
return to our producers. One
of the most successful pro
grams that addresses both of
these goals is the farm loan

* system and more recently the

grain reserve. This program is
administered by the Commodi
ty Credit Corporation. Farmers
can store their produce in
government warehouses and
receive a loan payment. If the
market prices go above the
loan rate, then the farmer can
withdraw his crop in an orderly
fashion and sell it in the
marketplace. If the market
price is below the loan rate for
a sufficient period of time,
then the loan expires and the
produce becomes property of
the government. This policy,
administered properly,
as is the case recently, can pro-
vide a good return to pro-
ducers and insure an adequate
supply to the consumer at a
fair price. The cost to the tax-
payer is relatively low. Over the
40 year history of the loan pro-
gram, for every dollar paid out
by the government, 30¢ has
been recovered from the
market.

surveying, woodworking,
and record keeping,

After this instruction a stu-
dent has the knowledye t¢
becin his own farming
operation, or has a sohd
backyround for college work
in Agriculture or its many
related fields. So this train-
ing 18 not just for survival in
the rural areas. It's for sur-
vival in the suburbs as well -
learning practical skills to
cut the costs of home repair
and many other things

John Rodgers has an
averaye enrollment of twen-
ty in his classes, mostly con-
sisting of boys with farm
backgrounds and practical
experience. “But we have
some boys from town,"
Rodgers explains, “*Who
show real skills. I have seen
an interest in Agriculture
grow during my years at
Carbon. And I'm really glad
these classes have been
opened to girls, for there are
many valuable things young
women can learn from them,
including preparation for
Veterinary Medicine. ['ve
had two young womer

raduate from my classes,
and my daughter, Kim, took
two years. She, with Jeff
Hodge, Gary Bledsoe and
Craig Spruill, was on the
State Soil Judging Team n
1978."

Rodgers had a well-
equipped classroom and
shop at the High school. But
his instruction and
assistance reaches a lot fur-
ther - 1t stretches over about
a seven mile radws of deep
sandy loam and oak-dotted

pastures, an area which he
describes as ‘The finest
diversified farnng country
anywhere

Look at all we can raise
here,” he explains. **No one
crop economy at all
Peanuts, hay, prasses, cat-
tle, sheep, hogs, fruit,
arden produce,
watermelons, and pecans
The commercial pecan or-
chards, which were started
here about ten years ago, are
turning out to be some of the
best in the state.”

Rodgers carries his pupils
out to various farms on
demonstrations, and 1s
always on call to assist the
older farmers with pro-
blems. *‘This teaching job,"
he remarks, “Is no Nmne
O'Clock to Five thing. I visit
in the homes of pupils to
observe projects, or carry
students out on trips to
various meetings.’

John Rodeers learned
about farm hfe at an early
ave. He was born on a farm
north of Gorman, in the
Kokomo Community, not far
from where he now hives. He

raduated from Hich School
at Gorman, and attended
lexas Tech at Lubbock.

where he received a
Bachelor of Science Degree
in Acricultural Education
He taught in Lingleville one
year before moving to Car-
bon. Each summer he
returns to Colleye for short
courses related to
Agricultural teaching. “It's
a real challenge to keep up
with all the new
developments,'' he remarks.
‘Sometimes 1 keep the line
busy to the office of De Mar-
quis Gordon, who has always
been helpful. Some of my
pupils go into 4H work,
which 1s supervised by the
County Auents.”

John's home and acreaue
east of Carbon 1s a
demonstration of what can
be done toward self-
sufficiency on a small place
He has remodeled an old
house into a spacious, attrac-
tice home, and arranged
places for lvestock and
vardening projects. His

Both girls studied art
under Vallie Parker, and en-
joyed it very much.

The fanuly attends the
Church of Christ n
Eastland, where John leads
the congregation 1n singing
He mentions that he once
played the trumpet in sheool
bands, but hasn't played it
much lately.

At the present time John 1s
serving as President of The
Booster Club of Carbon,
which raises extra money to
benefit the local School. This
year, as usual, the Club
plans to raise around $2,000
through benefit suppers.
John 1s also a member of the
Carbon Lion’s Club, and in-
volved in their projects to
bcn('ht youny, people.

“That's one thing I like

about teaching
Agriculture,” he remarks.
“It involves many things
which are valuable to the
students, like the teaching of
responsibility, When a pupil
takes on the job of caring for
a show animal, he knows he
must not forget to feed and
water and ¢room this
anmmal. I have had parents
complain to me that show
amimals cost too much - the
kid doesn't cet enough for
them. Yet I've seen the same
parents buy their kids a
motorcycle or hot-rod car -
something I don't believe
they can learn nearly as
much from. It's a ¢reat thrill
to vo to shows and Fairs and
see the youngsters win some
well-deserved ribbons.™
