Gospel Assembly

By Viola M. Payne

The  Gospel Assembly
Church is not one of the
largest religious groups ir
Eastland County, but it is
certainly a growing one.
Seven years ago, wher
Pastor John C. Begley
arrived in Cisco to minister tc
the only congregation in the
area, he found it had sever
members. Now the Churct
has a membership of arounc
seventy-five, with a numbe:
of visitors in attendance a
various functions.

‘“We are a Christian Fellow
ship,”” the Pastor states
"“Not an organization. We
are World-wide, the groups
meeting in many countries
But there is no central head
quarters - no direction from
man-made authority. Ouwu
bonds are love for each
other, and a desire to learr
the true doctrine as taught by
Christ. Names divide. If
were putting a name on the
front of our Cisco Churct
building 1 would call it ‘The
Church’. Our groups have
different names in differen:
places The Church i
Abilene is called ‘Gospe
Tabernacle’, and at Ft
Worth ‘The Church At Ft
Worth'."”'

The only directory
published by the Fellowshiy

is a listing of Pastors in the
world and the location ol
meeting places. There are
no Church rolls membershig
lists, The Cisco Churck
draws members from East
land, Ranger, Hico, Clyde
Baird, and Breckenridge
One man lives in Cisco to be
near the Church - and drives
to Ft. Worth for his work
with the Fire Department
One man drives all the way
from Dallas to worship at the
Church in Cisco.

Once every month the loca
Pastor attends a three day
meeting with  Fellowshiy
Ministers from the Unitec
States and  neighboring
countries. These meetings
are held in various places ir
the United States or some
area nearby.

The assembled Ministers
take turns speaking anc
being questioned on many
Bible topics. It is hoped these
discussion will constantly
enlighten the local Ministers
so they can return home anc
lead the Churches to ¢
greater understanding. Lay
people are invited to these
meetings whenever  the
buildings are large enough 1«
accomodate a crowd. The
next meeting will be helc
near Los Angeles, Calif.

These Fellowship actually

began in the early 1900's
They still have the belief thai
the complete truth, as taughi
by Christ, was lost in the
Dark Ages, and has not beer
fully restored.

Martin Luther is considerec
a great spiritual leader, whc
went as far as he could in his
lifetime. Other European and
early American reformers
discovered even more Truth
But much remains to be
illumed by the Spirit of God

The Fellowships agree or
four Cornerstones of the
Faith -- the Doctrine ol
Baptisms (water, the Spirit
and fire) the Laying On Of

Hands, the Ressurections
and Eternal Judgement
From this they have

launched into various areas
of discussion and some
times individuals  have
different shading of opinion
In the early 1940's L.C
Anderson, who was pastor
ing an Independent Churck
in Cisco, came in contact
with this type of Fellowship
In 1945 he brought his
Church into the group, where

it has remained.

The Gospel Assembly
occupied several structures
in the same area before
building its spacious rock
front on Avenue A.

The Church meets on Thur
sday and Saturday nights
and Sunday afternoon a
2:30. The Pastor is the sole
authority for Church govern
ment, but counsels witl
Elders of the group.

There is no set order of
service--the  worship  i¢
unstructured and spontan
eous, with the congregatior
participating as inspired
The King James translatior
of the Bible is used in the
services, being constructec
as Divinely inspired and the
only rule of faith. On Sunday
afternoon the children anc
young people go to classe:
for an indefinite time, ther
return to the main assembly

Sometimes the Pastor wil
hold a healing service, where
the sick go to the front foi
special prayer. There will be

other types of praye:
services, or testimonies by
Church members. Some

times a member will “'speak
in tongues'’, which is believe
to be caused by a ‘‘baptism’
- or “'infilling"’ - of the Holy
Spirit.

"“This experience is not ¢
sign of Sanctification,”” the
Pastor cautions. He adds tha
the Church has all the gifts
and fruits of the Holy Spirit

Members bring their tithes
and offerings, which will be
placed in charge of the
Pastor. All funds are usec
locally - there are no foreigr
Mission offerings. Foreigr
Churches take care of theii
own local needs.

When the Pastor begins his
Sunday sermon, he i
‘“‘subject to question’’ mean
ing that a laymember o1
visitor may interrupt o1
question him from the floor
This can lead to some
animated discussions.

Along with this program
there is a lot of music -
singing, and instrumenta
music produced by a unique
fifteen-piece Church band
This band consists ol
trumpets, saxaphones, clari
nets, a bass trombone, bass
guitar, amplified guitar
flute, tenor sax, and a pianc
and organ. The band plays
with the congregational sing
ing, and gives many rousing
special numbers.

These musicians practice
regularly for the Churct
programs, and  usually

feature up-beat sounds.

Communion is not helc
frequently by the Church
being considered a symbolic

rather than a litera
experience for each week
Baptism is by immersior
only.

After the Sunday services
the Church serves a dinner
prepared by the women. The
partaking of this fellowship
meal has a distinct meaning
to the members -- a sign of
their love for each other. The
men of the Church do all the
cleaning and dishwashing
after this meal.

The worship in the Churct
is only the beginning of the
association of the members
during the week. Eact
member attempts to patterr
his life-style after the teach
ings of Christ. This includes
becoming as self-sufficent as
possible, and giving
assistance to those who are
unable to care for their own
needs. ‘‘We symbolically

‘wash the feet’ of the Church
members by becoming ser
vants of those who need us,”’
the Pastor explains

The widows in the Church
recieve the special care of
fellow Church members, anc
this may include repair work
on cars or homes. The
Pastor, a skilled carpenter
spends a lot of time witl
physical labor. "“We are :
close group,’’ he says, "'Bui
always open to new
members. A person may joir
the Fellowship by attending
first all, and by professing
faith. Usually the Spirit wil
move a person (o accept out
mode of Baptism in the name
of Jesus Christ."”

The Church teaches the
separation of Church anc
State, and does not believe ir
taxation of Church property
The Church does not accept
Government aid or Grants for
Church schools, and does not
believe in registering with
the Government as ar
organization.

The members are taught («
abstain from alcoholic
beverages and any harmfu
drugs. Marriage 1s con
sidered binding for life, witl
divorce permissable only for
the Biblical reason of fornica
tion. When converts wh
have been divorced come ¢
the Church, the Fellowshij
recognizes that God forgives
and wipes away the past. It is
far more serious, the Churcl
believes, for persons wh
have accepted the salvatior
of Christ to wilfully sin in this
manner or any other.

“The Old Law - the Ter
Commandments - is the
foundation for the New,"" the
Pastor states. "‘In the Olc
Covenant, the Law was
written on tables of stone. In
the New Covenant, the Law
is to be written on the heart

and have grace cover it?"’

The Church teaches that the
next coming of Christ to this
earth will be unseen by the
wicked.

YOUTH ALIVE...It's just
a dream, but oh what a
dream. In my mind’s eye |
saw it all..In the dream-
state, I can't be sure where it
was held-probably a gym.
Can't say who sponsored it-
apparently a great number
who still believe in young
people.

Music, music, music,
There was plenty of it. Not
the kind we older folks know.
There was no Wayne King or
Lawrence Welk...It was
what they call Disco,
because every time there
was music, there were funny
lights all over the place.

And there were hundreds
and hundreds of kids. All
ages; all sizes. Some in
school, Some who had given
up on school. Some who were
apparently ready to give up
on just about everything.

But they came - because it
appealed to them. Because it
was free...because there was
a free hot-dog (they called

drinks free for everybody.

It was
Youth Alive. It started at 10
a.m. on a Saturday-and ran
until about 5...and there
wasn’t a dull minute.

And you know the things
that the kids seemed to like
best — because they asked
questions and questions and
questions.

It was when a judge took
the mike a minute to tell
about misdemeanors...to
talk about bonds and getting
Inquiries are encouraged by
the Church on all thesec
matters.

locked up...and how hard it
is to pass sentence on a
young person who’s been
convicted of a crime.

You'd better believe they
were interested with a
Highway Patrolman told
about what constitutes DWI,
and the fact that a
patrolman makes the first
decision.

There have been some
good sweet potaotes produc-
ed in Eastland County this
year and now is the time that
gardeners are harvesting
the sweet potatoes. We
usually get several calls con-
cerning the harvest and
storage of fresh sweet
potatoes.

The following are some
suggestions from Samuel
Cotner, Extension Hor-
ticulturest:

Harvest sweet potatoes
before soil temperatures
drop to 50 degrees to prevent
injury. If frost damages the
vines before digging,
remove them to prevent
decay from starting in the
dead vines and moving into
the roots. If possible, dig
sweet potatoes when the soil
is dry, less soil will stick to
the roots and they will be
easier to handle. Let the
roots dry about three hours
after digging. Dry soil for
digging potatoes is the least
of our problems now. In fact
it may be too dry for digging

Successful storage
depends greatly upon proper
curing. Cure by placing a
large quantity of roots in a
fairly airtight building. If ar-
tivicial heat is not available,
the heat of respiration and
high outside temperature is
ofter sufficient for curing.
Artitficial heat can be used
to bring storage
temperature up to 80 to 90
degrees. Bring the relative
humidity up to 85 to 90
degrees. Bring the relative
humidity up to 85 to 90 per-
cent with a water hose or
humidifier. Wounds heal
rapidly and there is some
root drying. The curing pro-
cess lakes about 2 weeks.

Store sweet potatoes in a
warm building where the air
is dry and the temperature
uniform. The curing room
may also be the storage
room if conditions are right.

Temperatures during
storage should be kept as
close to 55 degrees as possi-
ble. The roots may chill if the
temperature drops below 50
degrees. Ventilate the
storage room if the

temperature gets to 60
degrees or above.

Cellar houses used for
storage should be ventilated.

Poor ventilation is one
reason why losses are
sometimes heavy when pits
or banks are used for
storage. Disturb the sweet
potatoes as little as possible
after they have been cured
and stored. Excessive handl-
ing will result in increased

rot and decay during
storage.
Peanut harvest here in

Eastland County has pro-
gressed about as fast as we
have ever seen. Harvest is
about 80 percent complete.
There has been no wet
weather to slow peanut
harvest. In fact it's getting
hard to remember what wet
weather is like. Even though
we had about 10 inches of
rain in the spring our annual
rainfall total for 1979 is
below 19 inches. the average
annual rainfall total for 1979
is below 19 inches. The
average annual rainfall for
the county is about 27 inches.
It has been five years since
we have had that much rain-
fall. In 1978 we had 22 inches,
in 1977-17.94 inches, in
1976-22.79 inches and in
1975-23.87 inches. The last
time we had above average
rainfall was in 1974 when we
had 30.32 inches.

AMENDMENT NO. 1-H.J.R.
No. 108
Proposing an amendment
to Article IV, Section 26, of
the Texas Constitution to
authorize the legislature to
provide terms of office of
notaries public and to
specify the appointment of
notaries public for the state
instead of for each county.
The proposed amendment
to Article IV, Section 26, of
the Texas Constitution would
authorize the legislature to
provide terms for office of
notaries public that are not
less than the current terms
of two years and not more
than four years. The amend-
ment also would provide that
the secretary of state shall
appoint a convenient
number of notaries public
for the state instead of the
present appointment of a
convenient number of
notaries public for each
county. I would add tem-
porary provisions to the
lexas Constitution to
establish January 1, 1980, as
the date on which the amend-
ment would take effect and
to provide each person ap-

pointed a notary public
before that date would con-
tinue to serve as a notary
public for the term for which
the person was appointed.

ARGUMENTS

FOR:

1. Extending the term of
office of notaries public from
two years to four years and
appointing notaries public
for the state instead of for
each county will reduce
government personnel and
will reduce costs to both the
government and notaries
public by decreasing the
number of renewals and
reappointments to be made.

2. Processing notary
public applications and
renewals is time-consuming
and costly for county clerk’s
offices. The personnel in
those offices could better
spend their time performing
other duties, and many coun-
ty clerks favor the change.
Currently, all applications
must be forwarded from the
county clerks to the
secretary of state for ap-
proval, and applying direct-
ly to a cetralized office for

e ep—— g
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appointment as a notary
public would be more effi-
cient and would avoid the
middleman step.

AGAINST:

1. The convenience and
personal contact that is
f and in county clerks’ of-
fices, especially in rural
counties, would be lost if the
secretary of state took over
all responsibility for appoin-
ting and reappointing
notaries public.

2. This proposed amend-
ment would increase state
control over a function that
has been handled successful-
ly at the local level. It would
add to the growing state
government bureaucracy
and would be an instance of
centralization of state
government bureaucracy
and would be an instance of
centralization of state

government down to and
through the office of notary
public.

AMENDMENT NO.

2-H.J.R. No. 133

Proposing a constitutional
amendment to provide for
legislative review of the pro-
cess of rulemaking by
agnecies in the executive
department.

The proposed amendment
would authorize the
legislature to enact law
establishing procedures for
‘‘legislative review' of
state-agency rulemaking.
The law could prescribe con-
dition for agency rules to
take effect and could provide
for implemetation of this
authority by delegating
powers to one or both houses
of the legislature or to com-
mittees of eith or both
houses. The proposed
amendment expressly
recognizes that this scheme
would be an exception to the
separation of powers doc-
trine.

ARGUMENTS

FOR:

1. The proposed amend-
ment would provide for the
close and continuing super-
vision needed by the stae
bureaucracy in order to
make it more responsive to
the people and to the public
policies expressed by their
legislature.

2. If legislative commit-
tees are given the respon-
sibility of continuing review
of agency rulemaking, it is
likely that the legislature
will learn to be more careful
and precise in the way it
delegates this power to state
agencies.

3. The legislature should
review state agency rules
because it delegated the
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specific rulemaking authori-
ty to the agencies in the first
place, and the rules have the
effect of laws.

4. Just as the governor's
veto is a necessary check on
the powers of the legislature,
legislative review of agency
rules can serve as an impor-
tant check on the powers of
the executive branch.
AGAINST:

1. The proposed amend-
ment clearly would infringe
upon one of the fundamental
principles of American
government-separation of
powers. Under this principle
the legislature makes law,
the executive branch carries
it out, and the courts resolve
desputes under the law.
I egislative review of agency
rulemaking is an obvious en-
croachment of executive
power.

2. If legislative commit-
tees get involved in the day-
to-day process of agency
rulemaking, then special in-
terest groups will have one
more chance to impose their
will on the public. In many
cases four or five sym-
pathetic legislators might be
able to block administrative
actions that are needed to
carry out policies set by the
legislature.

3. The people have con-
sistently rejected attempts
to expand the time the
legislature is in session. If
this amendment is adopted,
legislative committees may
be “in session’’ on a year-
round basis.

4. The legislative commit-
tee and staff members who
would review agency rules
do not have the same level of
expertise and understanding
as do agency rules do not
have the same level of exper-
tise and understanding as do
agency officials who deal
with the problems daily.
Furthermore, the length of

time that the legislative
committee would take to
review and make decisions
could postpone the effec-
tiveness of important and
immediately needed regula-
tions.

program of state guaranteed
loans to be used for the pur-
chase of farm or ranch landa

The amendment would
authorize $10 million in
general obligation bonds, the
proceeds of which would be
administered by the com-
missioner of agriculture
without appropriation for the
purpose of :

1. guaranteeing loans
made by private lenders to
individuals for the purchase
of farm or ranch land;

2. acquiring mortgages or
deeds of trust on lands pur-
chased under a guaranteed
loan.

3. advancing to the bor-
rower a percentage of the
principal and interest due on
a guaranteed loan.

The amendment would re-
quire that any advances
made to a borrower bear in-
terest at the rate of six per-
cent. The amendment would
also provide for investment
of the bond proceeds and
would place a first call on the
treasury for repayment of
the bonds.

ARGUMENTS

FOR:

1. The family farm makes
an important contribution to
the health and economic
well-being of the state, but
the average age of Texas
farmers is reaching 55. This
proposed amendment would
aid young men and women
who have been unable to
begin in the farm and ranch
business because of the high
price of land and the ex-
tremely high down payment
required on the land (now
averaging 20 percent) by
making affordable loans
available.

2. Because of safeguards
concerning who is eligible
for loans, the risks to the
state from defaults are
minimal and land
speculators and large cor-
porations will not benefit.
Furthermore, in case of a
default, the state would be
able to resell the land with
the possibility of making a
profit because of the initial
requirement for a fair ap-
praisal before a loan is ap-
proved and because of in-
creasing land values.

3. The proposal has been

* modeled after a successful
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Minnesota program, and

that state's experience show
that the loan security pro-
gram is a viable way to en-
courage young farmers and
ranchers.

4, Large coporations are
gaining control of more and
more agricultural land in the
state, and this loan program
enables individuals to begin
to operate economically effi-
cient and competitive farms
or ranches.

AGAINST:

1. A state guaranteed loan
program financed by bonds
means that the state is, with
borrowed money, assuming
the risk of default for loans
made by private lenders.
Not only is this government
interference with tradi-
tionally free marketplace,
but it is also an unreasonable
assumption of risk without
tangible benefit to the state
as a whole. If the presently
unstable economic condi-
tions were to worsen, the
taxpayers would bear the
cost of the defaulted loans.
The potential for that default
is reflected in current in-
terest rates and down pay-
ment requirements; without
that potential, state
guarantees would not be
needed to encourage private
lenders to make loans.

2. Even with no or few
defaults, the program is not
without cost to the taxpayer.
Under the enabling legisla-
tion, the costs of administer-
ing the program through the
commissioner of agriculture
are paid from appropriated
funds. In addition, the
guarantees may tend to
create higher land prices
and add to the inflation rate.

3. Although the number of
individual farms and ran-
ches has dropped by 50 per-
cent since 1940, there are no
proven ill effects from the
decline which justify a
guaranteed loan program.
Farms have become fewer,
larger, and more expensive
to operate, but have also
become far more produc-
tive.

4. The ‘‘payment ad-
justments’’ provided for
under the proposed amend-
ment and the enabling
legislation are, in effect,
loans to the individual bor-
rowers. The state, therefore,
is not only assuming the risk
of a private lender on the

Other commit-
tees chose designs for
the early dies, or cuts
from 1782 to 1903—when
the present die was ac-
cepted.

The Great Seal is at-
tached to all important
documents; it is the of-
ficial signature of the
United States of
America.

Durham pointed out
that the current one-
dollar bill carries both
the observe and the
reverse sides of the
Seal. An eagle is shown
with arrows clutched
in one foot; and an
olive branch in the
other. In its beak is a
ribbon with the Latin
words meaning ‘‘one
out of many.” Above
the eagle’s head there
is a group of 13 stars;
across its breast is a
striped shield.
