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FILM is a process 
which requires com­
plete darkness while 
loading the roll of film 
into the developing 
canister. If the tiniest 
amount of light hits the 
film, the whole roll will 
be exposed and none of 
the pictures will be any 
good.

That is apparently 
what happened this 
week to a roll of film 
which was taken for 
publication in today’s 
Cisco Press. While be­
ing developed, the film 
was somehow exposed 
and the entire roll turn­
ed out black.

I apologize to the 
C isco C h am b er of 
Commerce for this un­
fortunate accident and 
any inconveniences 
which may have been 
caused those in the 
photos. Those photos 
which can be retaken 
will be done so for later 
publication.

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Eco Conference 
Attracts Good Crowd

The federal govern­
m ent has 1,315 
assistance programs 
available to the com­
munities of the nation. 
D ale K ing, Con­
g re ssm a n  C h arles  
Stenholm’s district of­
fice administrator in 
A b ilen e, told a 
Business Development 
and Econom ic Con­
ference luncheon here 
Thursday.

Some 150 business 
and civic leaders from 
throughout the 17th 
Congressional District 
a tte n d e d  the co n ­
ference at the Laguna 
Hotel. Six state and 
federal agencies had 
teams here to work 
with the visitors during 
the all-day meeting.

Speaking at the lun­
cheon in place of Con­
gressm an Stenholm, 
who was unable to 
leave Washington due 
to official duties, Mr. 
King said the Council 
of Government was the 
best ap p roach  for 
cities and political sub­
divisions to seek par­
tic ip a tio n  in the  
assistance programs. 
The COG has a staff 
that is familiar with 
the various programs, 
he said. COG can supp­
ly basic information 
and advise anyone the 
best procedures to 
follow, he added.

The Congressman’s 
office can best help 
after the application 
has been submitted to 
an ag en cy  of the 
government, Mr. King 
said.

Mr. King, who held a 
sim ilar post under 
Congresmman Omar 
Burleson who retired 
last Dec. 31st after 
m any y e a rs  in 
Washington, said that 
Mr. Stenholm “ is doing 
well as your man in the 
capital.’’ He reported 
that Mr. Stenholm was 
one of 11 of the 70 
fresh m an  co n ­

gressmen who was in­
vited by President 
Carter to the Wliile 
House recently for a 
meeting.

“ I am optimistic that 
there is trend toward 
m ore co n se rv a tiv e  
g o v e rn m e n t,”  M r. 
King said. “A proposed 
amendment that would 
have req u ired  a 
balanced budget by 
1982 was defeated  
recently by only two 
votes. There is other 
evidence that congress 
is becoming more con­
cerned for the future,’’

Mr. King said that 
1980 will be a political 
ele ctio n  y e a r .  
“Regardless of your 
party, get involved,’’ 
he urged. Our system, 
which we all regard as 
the best, will fail if we 
let it down.’’

During both morning 
and afternoon ses­
sions, the various state 
and federal agencies 
held conferences to 
work with anyone in­
terested in their par­
ticular field. The agen­
cy officials were well 
pleased with the good 
turnout.

The 
Judge's chamber, to the left 
of the main room, is linec 
with books defining points ol 
the law. But the Judge can 
look down from its windows 
to a street w here he laid brick 
many years ago. For all of his 
life has been closely involved 
with may facets of the town 
and community around him.

Judge Conner was born in 
Eastland in 1904 - right on 
the corner of Moss and 
Lamar Streets. He says he 
decided on the legal profes­
sion when a boy - probably 
because his father, Earl 
Conner Sr., and other 
relatives aroused his interest 
in it.

Conners came to Eastland 
County around 1875 
supposedly from a place 
named Connersville,
Indiana. An Uncle. Truman 
H. Conner, was County 
Attorney, and later served as 
District Judge. In 1898 he 
moved to Ft. Worth, and was 
elected to the Court of Civil 
Appeals. He was Chief 
Justice of the Court until he 
died, in 1933.

Earl Conner Sr. began his 
practice of law in Eastland in 
189b. He also served as a 
special Judge in the Court of 
Civil Appeals.

Earl Conner Jr. also had an 
Uncle. J.H . Calhoun, who 
served as District Judge.

During the time Earl 
Conner Jr. grew up in East- 
land his father taught him 
the value of faith in God, 
education, the law, and work 
with his hands. He attended 
the Methodist Church, kept 
up his schoolwork, and 
entered in athletic events. In 
his Senior High School year, 
in 1923, he set the State 
Record for the mile run at the 
Interscholastic League Meet 
at Austin. He also won the 
tme-half mile race the same 
day!

During the summer he 
worked at various jobs, 
including bricklaying and oil 
field work. After graduation 
from Eastland High School 
Conner attended the Univer­
sity of Texas at Austin, 
where he studied law. He 
was also on the Track Team, 
and on the Freshman Foot­
ball Team.

He passed his Bar Exams, 
and in 1931 he came home to 
begin work in his father's 
Law Firm. His starting salary 
was $25.00 per month.

"This was the worst of the 
derpession," Earl Conner 
recalls. "And Eastland was 
hard hit. The boll weevil had 
ruined cotton farming, the oil 
b«M>m was over, and few 
people had any money. Some 
were losing their land and 
leaving the County - heading 
west. Many were having to 
live by sort of a barter 
system. It was a bleak time to 
begin practicing law.
*My first year in the firm 

was mostly spent in the

In 1934 Earl Conner Jr. 
married attractive Edna Day. 
an Eastland teacher. While 
he continued his work as a 
lawyer, she taught school.

"Her salary was $50.00 per 
month, paid in script." the 
Judge remembers.

Edna Conner was a gifted 
artist. and particularly 
enjoyed painting still life 
pictures. She loved flowers, 
and often drew them with a 
rosy, apricot glow.

Mrs. Conner was also 
interested in dramatics, and 
in various Club and Civic 
projects. In 1937 the Conner 
bought their home on South 
Seaman Street, and Edna

Conner utilized her talents in 
decorating it.

Conner served as District 
Attorney from 1937 to 1947, 
then went back into private 
practice. He was appointed 
again as District Attorney in 
1958. and served until 1964. 
After that term he again 
went into private practice, 
but on June 1, 1968 was 
appointed by Gov. John 
Connally as Judge of the 91 st 
District Coun. This filled the 
unexpired term of Judge 
Frank Sparks. After this 
Judge Conner was reelected 
for three terms, with his last 
unexpired term running until 
Dec. 31. 1980.
Judge Conner's wife. Edna, 

died in May of this year. He 
has two sons. Earl III of 
Huntsville, and Clark of 
Houston. There are two 
Grandsons in the family - 
Mark Conner of Ft. Worth, 
and Chris Conner of East- 
land.
Judge Earl Conner Jr. has 

seen a lot of human drama 
come and go in the old 
Courtroom. Much has been 
serious, some tragic, and 
some with moments of

humor. His goal as a Judge 
was to be fair and impartial, 
with consideration. He has 
seen the world we live in 
change to a more complex 
environment, with different 
sets of accepted social 
values. Some of these 
changes, he feels, have con­
tributed to the rise in crime. 
He mentions the lack of 
employment available for 
young people as being 
another contrtbuting lactor.

The Judge has lived a full 
life outside the Courtroom, 
helping various Civic 
functions and working with 
the Democratic part). During 
his lifetime he has met many 
State and National figures in 
the parts When not involved

with campaigns he has 
managed to spend some time 
golfing, fishing, and hunt­
ing. He also enjoys restoring 
antique furniture, and hopes 
to have more time for this I 
hobby. He lists traveling, j  
and visiting with old friends, • 
as other favorite recreations.

But regardless of how far 
the Judge travels, Eastland 
will always be his home. For 
a person can't give 75 years 
of his life to a place without 
being vitally interested in the 
town and its residents.

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Nozarene Church Members Meet in Cisco Building

The one hundred Eastland 
County members _ of the 
Na^arene Church meet in an 
attractive red-brick building 
on 10th Street in Cisco. The 
Pastor is Edward O. Jackson, 
and the Director of Music is 
Loyall Lunsford. This
spacious Church was
completed around l% 2, and 
combines the best features of 
modern and traditional styl­
ing. The Sanctuary will seat 
around three hundred 
people, and the furnishings 
include a Tine piano, organ, 
and chimes. There are 
sleeping quarters for visiting 
Ministers located off the 
Fellowship Hall, and these 
are called “ The Prophet’s 
Chamber". These facilities 
are used frequently, for the 
Nazarene Church has two 
revivals each year - and 
/isiting speakers between 
times.
The main services of the 

Church are on Sunday, 
beginning with Sunday 
School at 9;4S. Worship 
services begin at 10:45. At 
5:00 each Sunday afternoon 
an Interdenominational 
group call “ The Concerners” 
meets in the Church. This 
unique program was begun 
in Cisco, and received its 
name from the fact that the 
people there were deeply 
concerned about the spread 
of Christianity, about people 
of all ages, and topics vital to 
our world today. Various 
interesting speakers give 
talks during meetings of 
“The Concerners". This is 
folUtwed. at 6:00 P.M., by 
evening worship services. 
Other programs of the 
Church include a Tuesday 
n(N>n prayer meeting, and u 
Wednesday evening prayer 
meeting. Communion is 
observed every three 
months, and all Christians 
are invited to participate.
The Eastland County 

Na/arene Churches have had 
some notable members. 
Among those now working in 
the Church arc Dr. and Mrs. 
C.M. Cleveland. Dr. Cleve­
land. a long-time Youth 
Leader, is now the Sunday 
School Superintendent. In 
community life Dr. Cleveland 
is a noted Optometrist, and a 
Civic worker.

tion of the Church now, there 
have been Nazarene 
Churches in other parts of 
the County in times past. 
Rising Star, in fact, was the 
place the Church was first 
established in this area, 
being the site of the merging 
of two groups who later 
united with the Church of 
The Nazarene. These were 
the "Holiness" Church, and 
the "New Testament Church 
of Christ". (A different 
organization from the 
present-day Churches of 
Christ in this area).

The Nazarene Church was 
organized in America as a 
result of what was called the 
"Holiness” revival • an 
upsurge of religious 
emphasis calling for a sancti­
fied life worked by the Holy 
Spirit in the lives of 
believers. This movement 
began just before the Civil 
War, and spread rapidly 
afterward. At first Methodist 
Church members were 
involved in these revivals, 
then Baptists. Presbyterians, 
and other groups took part.

Many of the “ Holiness" 
groups left their own* 
Churches, but belonged to no 
central 'organization. They 
did a large evangelizing and 
charitable work among the 
poor, both in cities and rural 
areas. An Eastland County 
historian reports a Holiness 
Church in Rising Star in the 
late 1800's, but no detailed 
records of its works are 
available.
The Church of the Nazarene 

was organized in Los 
Angeles, Calif., in 1895. Its 
Charter members consisted 
of leaders of the Methodist 
Church in California, and 
some members of the 
Holiness groups. They set 
out to unify various indepen­
dent groups who held similar 
doctrinal views.

A few years later Rising 
Star, besides having a Holi­
ness Church, was the Head­
quarters of the West Texas 
Branch of the New Testa­
ment Church of Christ. 
William E. Fisher was the 
leader of this group. He 
discussed doctrinal questions 
at length with the Holiness 
Association of Texas, and 
scheduled a meeting bet­
ween Church leaders in

I Hanna Tells Lions Club About
\ Agriculture Tour By Texans

State Representative 
Joe Hanna told the 
Cisco Lions Club about 
touring Russia and 
several iron curtain 
countries as a member 
of Gov. Bill Clements’ 
special Texas delega­
tion last month in a 
talk at the Wednesday 
luncheon. Lion J.C . 
Fletcher was the pro­
gram chairman and in­
troduced Mr. Hanna.

Mr. Hanna, who is 
serving his 5th term as 
representative of the 
54th District, was one 
of two legislators who 
were invited to take 
part in the tour of three 
weeks. Some 15 Tex­
ans, headed by the 
g o v e rn o r, stu d ied  
agriculture and in­
dustry on the trip.

The group stopped 
f irs t  in B e lg ra d e , 
Hungary, where they 
saw little evidence of 
Communism and ho 
soliders. Most farms 
w ere owned and 
operated as coops. 
Private farms were no 
larger than two and a 
half acres, Mr. Hanna 
said . The av erage  
worker’s salary was 
between $175 and $200 
monthly.

In Prague, the Tex­
ans found a depressed

Sunday,
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atmosphere with shor­
tages aplenty. Condi­
tions were much better 
in Poland and Tito’s 
Y u g o sla v ia  w here  
there is more privately 
owned land and ap­
parent prosperity.

In Moscow, the Tex­
ans stayed in a hotel 
ov erlo o k in g  R ed  
Square and the 28-acre 
Kremlin with its many 
b u ild in gs. E ig h t  
million people live in 
Moscow which has a 
100-m ile subw ay  
system. They visited 
the 115,000 s e a t  
stadium where the 1980 
Olympics will be held. 
They found th a t  
Moscow has 55 chur­
ches and “tolerates” 
religions.

The Texans visited 
industrial plants and 
saw one that turns out 
60,000 grain combines 
yearly. They found cat­
tle similar to Santa 
G e rtru d a s  on the  
ranges. They visited 
huge a g r ic u ltu re  
centers and learned 
that increase grain im­
ports from the USA 
and other countries 
has resulted from pro­
longed droughts.

Mr. Hanna described 
the tour as  “ very  
en ligh ten in g  and  
educational.”

1904. At this meeting, which 
was considered imponant, 
decisions were reached 
which united the two groups. 
This was called “ The Rising 
Star Union", and the Church 
which emerged was named 
the Holiness Church of 
Christ. The groups worked 
under that name until 1908. 
when they united the Church 
of the Nazarene.

In the summer of 1910 the 
Nazarene Church held a 
meeting in Cisco, and 
organized a Church of thirty 
or thirty-five members. They 
purchased a building owned 
by the Northern Methodist 
Church (a different organiza­
tion from the present-day 
Methodist Church in East- 
land County), and this 
became their first house of 
worship. It appears that they 
got most of the Northern 
Methodist membership 
along with the Church build­
ing. These Charter members 
were joined by some other 
Metht^ists. Several families 
came by wagon from the 
country to worship with the 
group. Charlie Robinson was

the first Minister.
In August. 1928 the Cisco 

Nazarene went to Eastland, 
cleared weeds off a vacant 
lot on East Commerce Street, 
and set up a tent for a 
meeting. After a successful 
evangelistic effort a Church 
was organized, with Lon R. 
Woodrun as the first Pastor. 
The group rented a store 
building on West Main until 
they bought a building on 
Sadosa Street. In 1946 they 
built a rock Church on Main 
and Connellee. In the early 
1960's the Eastland congre­
gation decided to merge w ith 
the group in Cisco.

A Nazarene Church was 
organized in Ranger in the 
early 1930's. but disbanded 
some time later. The Rising 
Star Church, too. closed 
some years ago.

Basic beliefs of the 
Nazarene Church can be 
summed up in these state­
ments:
There is one God - the 

Father, Son. and Holy Spirit.
The Old and New Testa­

ment Scriptures, given by 
inspiration, contain all truth

necessary to faith and 
Christian living. Several 
translation of the Bible are 
used in religious study, but 
the King James version is 
the one preferred for use in 
Church.

Man is born with a fallen 
nature, but whoever repents 
and believes on the Lord 
Jesus Christ is justified and 
regenerated and saved from 
the dominion of sin. Belief in 
the “ two graces" marks a 
difference between the 
Nazarene Church and other 
Churches. The first grace 
gives salvation, the second 
sanctification. The Holy 
Spirit bears witness to the 
new binh, and also to the 
entire sanctification of 
believers.

The sancitied life, as taught 
by the Church, covers all 
areas of living, including the 
keeping holy of the “ Lord's 
Day", (Sunday). The Church 
speaks clearly against the 
use of "intoxicating liquors 
as a beverage, or trafficking 
therein; giving influence to. 
or voting for. the licensing of 
places for the sale of same;

using of tabacco in any of its 
forms, or trafficking 
therein". It teaches against 
dishonesty in any form, tak­
ing advantage in buying or 
selling, or the indulging of 
pride in dress or behavior. 
The Ten Commandments are 
considered to be basic rules 
of Godliness.

The marriage covenant is 
considered morally binding 
so long as both partners live, 
and divorce is perniissable 
only for infidelity. Ministers 
of the Church do not 
solemnize the marriage of 
persons not having the scrip­
tural right to marry or re­
marry .
The Church holds to a 

distinct difference between 
Church and State, and does 
not believe that Church 
propeny or Church Schools 
should be taxed.
The Church is supported by- 

tithes and offerings, and 
these funds are handled by 
elected treasurers. Local 
Churches elect various 
officers, and call their own 
Pastors. This representative 
form of Government is also 
followed in the District and 
General Assemblies, which 
oversee area and world-wide 
work. Local Church supply

funds for Mission work in 
many parts of the world, 
including remote and 
undeveloped areas. The 
Church also supports various 
schools and Colleges here 
and overseas. The World 
Headquarters of the Church 
is at Kansas City, Missouri.

The Nazarene Church 
stresses that it is essentially 
evangelistic in nature. Any­
one may be added to the 
Church who accepts Christ 
and desires to follow Him. 
The Church accepts persons 
with experiences in salva­
tion. and baptism, from other 
Christian faiths. Baptism in 
the Nazarene Church may be 
by sprinkling, pouring, or 
immersion.

The Church speaks often of

the return of Christ. "Our 
Lord will return, the dead 
will be raised, and the final 
judgement will take place." 
This time, it is felt, is very 
near.

But while awaiting the 
return of Christ, the 
Nazarene Church speaks of 
growth in grace. “ There is a 
marked distinction between a 
perfect heart and a perfect 
character. The former is 
obtained in an instant, the 
result of entire sanctification, 
but the latter is the result of 
growth in grace. Our people 
should give careful need to 
the development of Holiness 
...to the promotion of 
Christian graces in the heart, 
and to their manifestation in 
the daily life.”

complete in Pastlaiid 
County. During this fhanks- 

îvin̂ j season, we would be 
thankful for the abundant 
harvest of peanuts and other 
crops in our area. Not every­
one made giKid peanut crops, 
because ot the spotted 
summer rains, but m general 
tt is a good year.

One of the better peanut 
crops we saw was produced 
by Cowan Hutton, north of 
Pioneer. We saw a Held of 
irrigated peanuts that had 
been dug last week by 
Hutton The peanuts, on new 
land, will produced about I.T5 
bushels per acre.

Congratulations to K D. 
Hart. w ho w as a state w inner 
in the recent State Hay 
Show, held in Lufkin. Hart’s 
entry of grass-legume mi.\- 
ture hay won second place in 
its division. Han and his 
family went to Lufkin on 
Novemher 10 and received 
recognition and a price of 
one-half ton fertili/cr.

Pecan producers in 50 
counties will be cvhibiimg 
their crops in November and 
December, in competition for 
the best pecans in Texas.

Lach county peacn show 
will feature about t>0 
different varieties, that will

bv DcM.irc|uis (iordon

be gradeu lor nut si/c. 
percent kernel, and freedom 
of detects.

Pecan producers will be at 
each show to answer 
questions on pecan culture 
and where current season 
nuts can be purchased.

The idea of county pecan 
shows began here in 
1 astland County 2’’ years 
ago. This, the oldest of all 
pecans shows, will be held 
December "th and hth. in the 
county courthouse.

The rapid acceptance of 
new varieties, such as 
Choctaw, Wichita. and 
Kiowa, can be contributed, 
to a great degree, to pecan 
shows. It’s u good way for 
growers and eonsuiners to 
become familiar with the new 
varieties and their character 
istics.

In the pecan show , samples 
entered will be weighed to 
determine the number of 
nuts required for one pound. 
This can range from .12 nuts 
per pound for large Mohawk, 
to bO nuts per one pound for 
the small varieties.

Percent kernel is also 
measured. The Whiehita 
variety can be as high as b2 
percent kernel, while Stuart, 
at its best, will only be Td 
percent kernel.

In addition to size and 
percent kernel, pecans are 
graded for freedom of insects 
and disease. blemishes, 
uniforitiiiy, and kernel color.

A total of 4.1 nuts of any 
variety constitutes an entry 
in the show. The pecans 
entered must have been 
grow n in 1*1 "‘I and be entered 
by the person or family who 
produced the pecans. Native 
variety seedlings and 
improved varieties may be 
entered in the show. A 
grower may bring one entry 
of each variety, and as many 
different entries of natives as 
he chiHvses. All entries 
become the property of the 
Pecan Growers Association. 
W'inning entries will be sent 
to the regional pecan show. 
Kibbons will be given to 
exhibitors who have first, 
second, and third place 
entries. Trophies will be 
given to the exhibitor of the 
champion shelling pecan, 
champion in-shell pecans, 
and champion native pecans. 
There will he a class for the 
smallest pecans.

Both, commercial pecan 
growers and yard tree 
growers in F.astland County 
and surrounding areas are 
encouraged to enter pecans 
in the county show. There 
will be no county pecan show- 
in Comanche County this 
year, and growers from that 
County have been invited to 
enter pecans in our show.

Start selecting pecans for 
the show now. These should 
not be put in air-tight con­

tainers. They need to dry: 
therefore, put entries in 
paper or cloth bags.
There is no better place to
