Voting Information 
for Citizens of Cisco

There have been some 
questions raised about the 
absentee ballots and the 
reprinting of the ballots to be 
used at the polls on April 4th. 
If I may, I would like to take 
a little time to make some 
clarifications on this and to 
assure everyone that the 
voting, both absentee and at 
the polls on April 4th, will be 
handled in a fair, legal and 
professional manner.

An error was made by me 
on the ballots; the error be­
ing that the candidates were 
listed in the opposite places 
in which they are running. 
Upon realization of this fact, 
I immediately talked with 
the Secretary of State, Elec­
tion Division, in Austin, 
Texas. After talking with a 
representative there for a 
lengthy period of time, he 
advised that the ballots 
which are going to the polls 
must be reprinted but that 
the absentee ballots (No. 
1-100) could be corrected by 
putting the ballot in the

typewriter and indicating 
the correct Council Places 
over the correct names, 
which we did. This would 
mean that Council Place VI 
would be listed before Coun­
cil Place V on the absentee 
ballot. He advised that if we 
would make sure that the 
Election Judge was fully 
aware of this in counting the 
absentee ballots, that there 
should be no reason why it 
would have any effect on the 
outcome of the election.

The absentee ballots were 
NOT erased as has been in­
dicated in literature found on 
the street. The ballots were 
corrected using explicit 
d irection s  from  the 
Secretary of State's office. 
As you probably noticed, a 
corrected Sample Ballot was 
printed in the Thursday, 
March 26th edition of "The 
Cisco Press." This is a copy 
of the ballot that will be at 
the polls on April 4th.

Before the ballots were 
o r ig in a lly  printed, the

Secretary of State’s office 
was contacted to determine 
the correct wording for the 
ballot. They referred me to 
the Texas Municipal I.«ague. 
TML assured me that there 
was no problem with having 
the Regular election and the 
Recall election on the same 
ballot as long as there was a 
proper separation between 
the two. I received informa­
tion from them on exactly 
how the ballots should be 
worded and the precise 
order in which the ballot was 
to be printed.

I would like to assure the 
citizens of Cisco that the 
election will be held in a fair 
and impartial manner and 
that ‘ win, lose or draw" Mr. 
Warren, Election Judge, and 
1 will do everything possible 
to see that the voters unders­
tand the ballot and that the 
election is conducted in such 
a way as would be a compli­
ment to the election officers 
and to the citizens of Cisco.

Above all, please vote on 
April 4th, or absentee if you 
cannot vote at the polls. If

The Central Committee for 
Conscientious Objectors, the 
nation's largest draft and 
military counseling agency, 
warns that the influence of 
the military in our schools is 
growing at epidemic propor­
tions

I.arry Spears. Director of 
CCCO’ s Pre-en listm en t 
Counseling Program, says.

The last few years have 
seen a tremendous growth of 
militarism in this Country, 
and much of it has been 
centered in the high schools 
and colleges!"

According to Spears, the 
nulitary now lures students 
through many different pro­
gram s, i n c l u d i n g T h e  
Armed Services Voc-ational 
Aptitude Battery lASVAB). 
This IS a military aptitude 
test administered in 15,000 
high schools by military per­
sonnel. The ASVAB Test has 
been criticized in Congress 
as being of little help to a 
counselor and .student ex­
ploring civilian occupations 
However, the information 
obtained from the test goes 
to many offices around the 
country, and it is used by 
recruiters for years Many 
schools never tell their 
students that this is an op­
tional test.

“ The Reserve Officers 
Training Corps iKOTCi and 
Junior ROTC The college 
ROTC and high school 
JROTC programs now exist 
in nearly 2,000 schools. The 
courses are taught by 
military personnel and are 
o ften  o f questionable

.academic value. They also 
encourage values which are 
at odds with the goals of 
academic learning And the 
programs cost the American 
public millions of dollars 
each year

—The Delayed Entry Pro­
gram. The DEP encourages 
students to sign the enlist­
ment contract up to one year 
before starting basic train­
ing Once student enlistees 
sign the contract, they are 
bound by it, and discharges 
under the DEP are rarely 
granted. Each year, hun­
dreds of thousands of young 
people who are uncertain 
about what to do sign up 
under the D EP Once 
students enlist in DEP they 
are given  bonuses fur 
recruiting other students, 
thus becoming a sort of 
undercover recruiting force 
H ow ever, if a student 
changes his or her mind a 
few months later because of 
a job offer, school or voca­
tional training possibilities, 
or marriage plans, it is 
usually too late to get out of 
the military unless counsel­
ing IS sought through groups 
such as CCCX)

"One of the biggest pro­
b le m s ,"  says Spears, 
"results from counselors 
and school administrators 
who become active helpers 
of military recruiters. The 
military often seems to be an 
easy way for a counselor to 
offer direction to a student 
But the counselor or teacher 
IS often unaware of the 
potential problems and

disappointments facing 
many enlistees."

"Military recruiters are 
sa lesm a n ," com m ents 
Spears. "They have a quota 
to meet, superiors to please, 
and they certainly will not 
take the time to explain the 
possible problems to a poten­
tial recruit. Students who 
are considering joining the 
armed forces should have 
the benefit of seeing both 
sides of the story before 
enlisting."

Counselors and teachers 
who are in a position to give 
advice on enlistment should 
be aware of the loopholes in 
the enlistment contract 
which put the enlistee at a 
distinct disadvantage, and in 
fact, o ffe r  very  few 
guarantees,”  says Spears.

They should be aware of 
the problems many enlistees 
face For example, verbal 
promises are often made by 
recruiters. If the military 
should not come through 
with wliat the recruiter pro­
mised, the enlistee has no 
legal recourse”

"Another problem en­
countered by enlistees is the 
fact that many important 
sounding job titles turn out to 
be dull, meaningless jobs 
with no application to 
civilian positions Many 
m ilita ry  jobs have no 
civilian counterpart, and 
thus the training is often 
useless after you get out of 
the military.”

She had an uncanny knack for handling money, for exam­
ple. At one time early in our association with her she loaned 
20,000 rials to our driver. Now Hushang, the driver, was a 
man of some substance. He owned several cars which were 
hired, for the most part, under long-term agreements to 
“ Faranghi" (foreigners) businessmen. But Hushang seemed 
always to be strapped for cash. Payments on the cars, wages 
for the drivers...the usual pains of the small businessman 
seemed constantly to beset him.

I learned of the transaction when Hushang had defaulted 
on his “ interest payments" for a couple of months.

I confirmed with Hushang that he did 
indeed owe the interest payments, paid them and held the 
sum from my payments to him.

And while Noelli was not really lazy, she did not mind tak­
ing advantage of any labour-saving procedure. As in the case 
of the ironing board which My Lovely Wife purchased for her.

She did all the laundry for the household, squatting beside a 
shallow “ tub" about the size of a large dishpan and rubbing 
out the dirt from the clothes on her hands. She did a good job 
of it, although she was very reluctant to use hot water. Hard 
on the hands, I suppose.

But she’d do the ironing on the kitchen table. She’d fold a 
bed sheet and spread it on the table and viola I A perfect place 
to iron. But when MLW saw her at work with the ironing, the 
pangs of sympathy tugged at her heartstrings. She went 
straight down to the one very large department store in the 
city and purchased a proper ironing board.

When she presented Noelli with the contraption, the bhadji 
was quite impressed...and equally puzzled. Slhe couldn’t 
figure how things like shirts, pillowcases, sheets and skirts 
could be ironed on such a narrow surface. Madame 
demonstrated, and Noelli caught on, smilingly. She somehow 
gave the assurance that she would master the thing. Which 
she did. But forthwith.

She also learned right away, through trial and error, I sup­
pose, that the ironing board had one very good feature. Its 
height was adjustable. We learned the Noelli had discovered 
that when we saw her ironing in the kitchen, seated on one (rf 
the two chairs and ironing away on the lowered ironing 
board.

The Hardy Perennial ■ Sunday Laws Part I
By Viola M. Payne

The current session of the 
Texas State 1/ettislature has 
a hardy old perennial up for 
consideration and possible 
repeal • Sunday or “ Blue” 
I^ws. It would probably be 
more accurate to call them 
Selective Sales l^ws, for 
they regulate buying and 
selling on Sunday - and in 
some cases Saturday. These 
laws come up so often for 
review that the legislators 
are not surprised to see them 
back again. Sometimes 
lawsuits involv ing this 
religious legislation bounces 
through the state on to 
F'ederal Courts, where 
various opinions are ex­
pressed For Sunday lew  
discussions are as old as 
Kmpcrior Constantine of 
Rome (A.I). 334), and as new 
as tomorrow’s new.spaper.

Many Texans shrug off 
such laws and try to adjust to 
whatever the legislatures 
come up with next, deciding 
that it is simpler to switch 
than fight over this situation. 
They note that many States 
of the Union have some 
variety of Sunday or ’Blue” 
laws, whether they are en-

forced or not. But citizens of 
States less rigid than Texas 
are amazed at the complica­
tions of our present system.

In a recent series of ar­
ticles about Eastland County 
Churches, each Church 
leader took a stand for 
religious liberty - and 
separation of Church and 
State. And for a good reason 
* during some time in the 
past each one of these 
religions has suffered from 
persecution.

The love of religious liber­
ty is so basic that it cuts 
through all religions and 
creeds, just as it always has. 
All people want religious 
liberty for themselves. But 
to give it to the other fellow - 
that person who approaches 
God in a different way - that 
requires more charity. And 
many pieople do not percieve 
Sunday l.«gislation as a 
threat to the First Amend­
ment of the United States 
Constitution. Nor do they 
believe it threatens the First 
Amendment of the Texas 
Constitution, or the Sections 
guaranteeing no religious 
test for office, freedom of 
worship, and no State ap-

propiation for sectarian pur­
poses. But persons who have 
studied the situation realize 
that the issue is complex, 
and there is far more at 
stake than whether a citizen 
buys shoes - or even beer - on 
Sundays.

So a glimpse at Religious 
Legislation  in Am erica 
would appear to be in order. 
A history of the Church and 
State separation in Texas 
will follow.

Upon their arrival in 
America, in the early 1600’s - 
persecuted Congrega- 
tionalists adjusted quickly to 
their new position of 
dominance They incor­
porated laws forcing citizens 
to attend Church, and 
observe Sunday in a way the 
leaders considered proper. 
By 1629 Jews and Catholics 
in the new Colonies were 
denied the right to vote or 
hold public office. And the 
first boat of Quakers was 
referred to as ‘ full of 
heretics and malignanls.”  
The Baptists, also, ran afoul 
of the local government. And 
life grew so difficult for 
Episcopalians that even the 
English Crown stepped in to 
uphold their freedom.

It IS easy to criticize the 
absurdity of early Religious 
l^egislation, but it is more 
difficult for us to understand 
the type of tyranny the peo­
ple had just come from. But 
fortunately, in a new land, a 
kind of spiritual evolution 
began to form and grow - an 
understanding that true 
religious freedom had to be 
for everyone, or it could be 
for no one. The Churches 
began to spread, with their 
own champions of religious 
liberty. Roger Williams, a 
Baptist, became a defender 
of the persecuted. Maryland 
was founded as a refuge for 
persecuted Catholics. The 
Quakers, Presbyterians, and 
others fought their own bat­
tles in and out of the Chur­
ches. With this diversity of 
National heritage, there was 
no chance for one religious 
organization to sieze control.

A wecept of freedom was 
carned.4hr«a(gl*alie Revolu­
tion, and found expression in 
the First Amendment to the 
new Constitution. Thomas 
Jefferson, speaking of this 
Amendment, obser\’ed: “ I 
contemplate with soverign 
reverence that act of the 
whole American people 
which declares that their 
I^egislature shall make no 
law respecting an establish­
ment of religion or pro­
hibiting the free exercise 
thereof, thus building a wall 
of separation  between

Church and State.”
Meanwhile the battle for 

disestablishment of religion 
in the new state govern­
ments got under way, with 
Virginia pioneering in this. 
But not until 1833 did 
.Massachusetts abolish some 
of the last remnants of 
religious establishment. And 
one symbol of establishment 
- the Sunday Blue I.aw - re- 
maind on the books of most 
states.

In 1822 Ex-President 
Jam es Madison, while 
writing to a friend, stated:
• We are teaching the world 
the great truth that Govern­
ments do better without 
Kings and Nobles...The 
merit will be doubled by the 
other lesson that Religion 
flourishes in greater purity 
without the aid of Govern­
ment.”

Madison, however, had 
known powerful opponents 
who pushed for Sunday 
legislation on the Federal 
level. When this agitation 
boiled into Congress, it was 
met by Richard M. Johnson 
of Kentucky, who fought 
such legislation in the House, 
the Senate, and late as a Vice 
President. Johnson noted 
that “ Some denominations 
consider one day the most 
sacred, and some looked to 
another, and these petitions 
did, in fact, call upon Con­
gress to settle what was the 
Law of God.”  He declared 
that “ The United States 
Government is a Civil and 
not a religious institution,”  
and, as such, “ It is not the 
legitimate province of the 
Legislature to determine 
what religion is true, and 
what false.”  Rather, the 
Government’s proper func­
tion is to protect all persons 
“ In the enjoyment of their 
religious as well as Civil 
Rights, and not to determine 
for any whether they shall 
esteem  one day above 
another, or esteem all days 
alike holy.”

While Congress did not 
establish Federal Sunday 
Legislation, Blue Laws in the 
States survived the gerreral 
disaaUbltshment of religion. 
And these States continued 
to enforce Sunday obser­
vance. In a steady stream of 
decisions, the majority of 
State Courts sanctioned Blue 
Laws. Jews, Seventh-day 
Baptists, Seventh-day 
Adventists and persons who 
liad no religion were jailed in 
many cases.

In C a lifo rn ia , David 
Terry, a form er Texas 
R anger, engineered  a 
religious-liberty plank in the 
Democratic Party platform.

Judge Stephen J. Field, a bit­
ter foe of Terry, defended 
Sunday I^ws by treating 
them as Civil rather than 
religious legislation. This 
fued became more than an 
intellectual debate when a 
right erupted between the 
two men one day. Terry was 
shot twice, and Judge Field 
faced the charge of murder. 
He successfully pleaded self- 
defense, and was cleared of 
criminal conduct. But the 
cause Terry had defended 
was approved by voters, and 
the Sunday l.aw was strip­
ped from California statues 
in 1883 Oddly enough, when 
Sunday observance was no 
longer demanded by law, at­
tendance at Sunday worship 
services in California in­
creased.

Rarely did any Sunday 
I.aw face Federal review in 
the 1800’s. It was individual 
State Governments that 
decided the cases. But final­
ly various issues began to 
filter through, some involv­
ing prayer in schools and 
sports such as baseball.

Finally, in 1961, Sunday- 
law opponents hoped that the 
Supreme Court would strike 
down Blue I^ws either as an 
“ establishment”  of religion, 
or as an unconstitutional in­
fringement on the “ free ex­
ercise”  of religion. The 
Court rejected a contention 
that Sunday prohibitions 
constituted a denial of 
“ equal protection”  of the 
law. This left the “ free exer­
cise”  question, and the right 
of a citizen to raise that was 
more narrowly construed by 
the Court.

So the year 1961 became a 
landmark in Sunday-law 
history, where traditional 
religious symbolism emerg­
ed relatively intact from a 
massive legal confrontation. 
There were a number of 
dissenting opinions, in­
cluding that of Justice 
William O. Douglas. But 
basically the Court in- 
terpeted the First Amend­
ment in this way.

“ Your religious beliefs are 
protected - absolutely. But 
actions based upon your 
beliefs are protected only to 
the extend that they do not 
violate a compelling public 
interest.”

So where does that leave 
us, in the year 1981 ? It should 
leave us keeping up with the 
issues, and writing letters to 
our Congressman in Austin. 
And we should take a stand 
for everyone’s religious 
liberty, not just our own. 
There is a compelling little 
story a ttribu ted  to a 
Lutheran Pastor, Martin

N iem boller, right a fter 
World W arn.:

In Germany, the Nazis 
first came for the Com­
munists, and I didn’t speak 
up because I wasn’t a Com­
munist. Tlien they came for 
the Jews, and I didn’t speak 
up because 1 was not a Jew. 
Then they came for the 
Trade Unionists, and I didn’t 
speak up because I wasn’t a 
Trade Unionist. Then they 
came for the Catholics, and I 
was a Protestant, so I didn’t 
speak up. Then they came 
for me. By that time there 
was no one to speak up for 
anyone”
