Board Sells Lots, 
Inspects Residence

The board of regents of 
Cisco Junior College approv­
ed the sale of several lots in 
southeast Cisco, transacted 
routine business and then 
made an inspection tour of a 
residence the building trades 
class has under construction 
last Monday night.

The bid of |1S0 per lot for 
four lots was accepted from 
B.W. Patterson, who lives 
near the area just south of 
old Humbletown. The college 
was given the lota some ten 
years ago and still owns 
several more. Dr. Norman 
Wallace, CJC president, 
said.

The board discussed possi­
ble use of the Rockwell Bros. 
Lumber Co. property on 
E ^ t  5th Street. The approx­
imately five acres with 
buildings was presented to 
CJC by the Rockwell com­
pany recently. Dr. Wallace 
said a possibility under 
study is to create a teaching 
laboratory for the tourist In- 
duotry. Rebuilding railroad 
tracka Into the property olao 
w«a diamaeeri.

Dr. W allace said the 
building trades class, which 
is taught by Jim Webb, is 
completing a three-bedroom 
home on the old Abilene

Highway. It has been con­
structed in such a manner 
that it can be moved.

The ground on which the 
house is being built is owned 
by Mr. Webb and will be 
available. Dr. Wallace said, 
in the event the purchaser 
does not want a different 
location.

Dr. Wallace said the house 
would be sold to the highest 
bidder. School officials will 
determ ine the minimum 
price and the successful bid­
der must pay at least that 
amount for the house. Dr. 
Wallace said. It is expected 
to be in the $25,000 class.

City Manager's Resignation Is

Accepted; Special Meeting Set
The resignation of R.J. 

Turpin, city manager for 
some 10 months, was ac­
cepted by the City Council at 
the  new g ro u p ’s f irs t  
meeting Tuesday night at Ci­
ty Hall. The resignation took 
effect immediately.

A special meeting of the 
(Council has been called for 7 
p.m. Friday at CHty Hall at 
which time an acting city 
manager will be named, it 
was decided at an executive 
session of the 0)uncil as the 
concluding event of the Tues­
day night meeting.

In a letter to Mayor Eris 
Ritchie and the Council, Mr. 
Turpin said that his h ^ t h  
was a factor in his decision 
to resign. He said he was 
undergoing medical treat­
ment three times each week 
and that the work as city 
manager was too heavy for 
him.

“Call on me if I can be 
helpful at any time,” Mr. 
Tuipin wrote. He expressed 
appreciation for the help and 
cooperation of the city hall 
staff.

This was the first regular 
meeting of the Council since 
the election May 30th of 
Mayor Ritchie and Coun- 
cilmen Linton Batteas, Brad 
Kimbrough, Loyal Lund- 
strom and Bobby Rains. 
Councilman Bobby Ingram 
and Ivan Webb had been in 
office since the regular elec­
tion in April.

“We are an inexperienced 
Council without a city 
m anager,” Mr. Ritchie

observed. All members of 
the Council were present.

Beginning work on a long 
agenda that lasted until 
about 11 p.m., the Council 
approved minutes of the 
regular meeting of May 26th 
and a special nneeting held 
June 1.

The agenda item concern­
ing city check signing was 
passed until a later date. Ĉ - 
ty accountant Jean Gray told 
the Council that no bills has 
come to her desk concerning 
the volunteer ambulance 
se rv ice  th a t was in ­
augurated June 1st at the 
Fire Department.

The matter of changing 
the city water rate ordinance 
and m e te r deposit r e ­
quirements was delayed for 
further study.

City Attorney Wm. B. 
Wright, Jr., was asked to 
advertise for bids for a grass 
lease on the Lake Bernie 
tract of some 300 acres. Bids 
will be opened at the July 
14th meeting, it was decided. 
The tract will be offered on a 
five year lease.

that amount, Mr. McKinnon 
said.

The hospital proposes to 
use a 1974 ambulance with a 

*1967 ambulance available as 
backup equipment. Both 
vehicles meet state regula­
tions, Mr. McKinnon said. 
The service would operate 
from Graham Hospital. The 
proposal an ticipates an 
average of 50 calls per 
month. Reasonable charges 
would be made for use of of 
the ambulance service, and 
this would take care of most 
of the estimated $37,862 an­
nual cost of the project.

Pafford Ambulance Ser­
vice of Eastland, new con­
tractor there, offered to pro­
vide ambulance service in 
Cisco for $425 per week plus 
enrolling families at $36 per 
year in a plan that would 
provide them with free am­
bulance use. Non-members 
would pay $50 as a base fee 
plus $1.20 per loaded mile 
and extra for oxygen if need­
ed.

Brown County Emergency 
M edical S erv ice  of 
Brownwood presented a plan 
to provide fully equipped 
ambulances and accessory 
equipment for a monthly 
subsidy sum of $3,750. In­
dividuals would pay $50 plus 
m ileage and ex tra  for 
special services.

West Ambulance Service 
of Fort Worth submitted a 
plan to provide complete 
ambulance service for a 
monthly subsidy of $3,000 for 
basic life support equip­
ment. In addition, the city 
would provide quarters or a 
certain amount of gasoline. 
Individuals would pay $55 for 
use of the ambulance locally 
plus $1 per mile plus addi­
tional charges for special 
services.

Mayor Eris Ritchie told 
the Council meeting that the 
ambulance matter would be 
on the agenda for the regular 
June 23rd meeting and that 
they hope to take action at 
that time. Meanwhile, the 
emergency ambulance ser­
vice will continue operating 
under the supervision of Fire 
Chief C.W. Guthrie.

Gene Abbott, manager of 
the Chamber of Commerce, 
invited anyone interested in 
the matter to attend the 
Monday night meeting.

Mr. Lundstrom, Coun­
cilman for Place III, was 
elected as mayor pro tern for 
the coming year.

Lease payments for all lots 
will be due July 1, it was 
reported.

Wilting of vegetables, 
especially tomatoes, cab­
bage and potatoes, is caus­
ing a lot of concern to home 
gardeners. Most of this 
wilting IS not caused by 
diseases or insects. It is 
usually a weather related 
problem.

The vegetab le  p lan ts 
started out in a dry soil and 
developed deep roots. Then 
we had 4 to 6 inches of rain 
along with cool weather 
within one weeH. The clouds 
went away and we had hot 
sunshine beginning on June 
6. Plants rooted in very wet, 
poorly drained soil, began 
wilting when the hot sun 
came out. The oxygen- 
carbon dioxide ratio had 
changed because of the wet 
soil, therefore the plants 
could not take the hot sun­
shine. Vegetables growing in 
well drained soil did not have 
this problem.

If you have this problem 
and it IS not too late, try 
cultivating with a plow or 
hoe. This will help dry out 
the soil and get more oxygen 
into the root zone.

A lot of problems can be 
caused by improper water­
ing of the garden. It is not 
unusual that many gardens 
get watered two or three

times each week. Unfor­
tunately, in most cases this 
is one of the worst things you 
can do since it can result in 
poor root development.

light, frequent waterings 
have a tendency to cause a 
comcentration of roots in the 
top inch or two of the soil. 
This type of "limited” root 
system does not pose any 
real serious problems early 
in the season when plants 
are young.
However, as the season pro­
g re sse s  and m o istu re  
becomes less and less 
available you may be forced 
to water frequently to keep 
plants from wilting severly 
This practice results in in­
sufficient nutrient uptake, 
poor growth and disease pro­
blems.

Water the garden not by 
looking at plants but rather 
by examining you soil. I/xik 
at the soil surface. If it ap­
pears dry, then scratch to a 
depth of 1 to 2 inches to 
determine if moisture is pre­
sent. If soil is relatively dry 
beneath the surface, then 
watering is necessary. If suf­
ficient moisture is available, 
wait a couple of days before 
applying additional water. 
Another point to consider is 
your garden soil. Obsiously a

sandy soil that drains well 
will require more frequent 
watering than a heavy soil 
which holds water.

How much water to apply 
is another mystery that con­
fronts us. The amount of 
water to apply must be 
determined for each and 
every garden in the county. 
Apply enough water until 
you feel your garden is well 
watered. Then, take a sharp­
shooter or shovel and dig 
down and see if the soil is wet 
to a depth of at least 6 inches 
If the soil is wet at that

depth, you have watered 
enough. If it is relatively 
dry, then water some more. 
After doint this a couple of 
times, experience will tell 
you when you have watered 
enough.

How you water is impor­
tant, but adequate watering 
at the right time and in the 
right amount is more impor­
tant, than the method used. 
Most gardeners prefer the 
furrow or flood system as a 
means of applying water. 
Others prefer to use a 
sprinkler.

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WATCH FOR 
TOMATO DISEASES

GORDON WOOI^M succeeded the rainy s p ^
Home Gardeners need to 

be more aware of diseases 
because of the unseasonable- 
ly late rains in conjunction 
with the w arm er 
temperatures. Tomatoes are 
particularly susceptible to 
several diseases.

In addition to disease pro­
blems, Tomatoes grown in 
less than ideally drained soil 
may also be suffering from 
weather related problems. 
Dry weather in the early 
growing season forced the 
root systems deep. Recent 
heavy rains have saturated 
the deeper soil pore spaces 
displacing the oxygen. This 
depletion of oxygen followed 
by the hot sunny days which

Hoeing or 
cultivating around the plant 
base may help to dry the soil 
out.

Two of the more common 
fungal diseases which are 
enhanced by abundant soil 
are Fusarium Wilt caused by 
Fusarium oxysporum and 
Southern Blight caused by 
Sclerotium rolfsii.

F u sa riu m  W ilt is 
characterized by drooping 
plants with wilted lower 
leaves. The plants show a 
loss of green color followed 
by wilting and death. Often 
leaves only on one side of the 
stem turn yellow at first. The 
stem of wilted plants show 
no sign of soft-rot but when 
cut lengthwise, the stem will 
show a d ark  brown 
discoloration. The fungus is 
most active between 80 
degrees and 90 degrees F.

Control may be obtained 
by using d isea se -fre e  
transplants and growing

resistant varieties.
Southern Blight, a disease 

familiar to peanut farmers, 
begins with the dropping of 
leaves similar to other wilts. 
Stems should decay of outer 
tissues at the ground level. 
F req u e n tly , they a re  
covered by a white webby 
mass in which are embedded 
numerous small, light-brown 
m o istu re  and w arm  
temperatures for growth. 
Control may be obtained by 
granular application of Ter- 
rachlor.

There are numerous other 
small, light-brown struc­
tures about the size of a cab­
bage seed. The fungus re­
quires abundant moisture 
and warm temperatures for 
growth. Control may be ob­
tained by granular applica­
tion of Terrachlor.

In reading my mail, 1 detect a growing distrust among 
m\ constituents of the news media. Some of those who 
write me have even suggested various means of regulating 
the news gatherers.

Though the national media have brought much of this 
upon themselves, this urge to regulate is unfortunate -- 
both for the vast majority of news outlets which exercise 
responsibility, and for our system, which is built on the 
premise of a free press.

Freedom of the press is guaranteed in the First 
Amendment. Our 1 ounding f athers knew that for democ­
racy to work, the people must know what their leaders and 
their government are doing. Since it is impossible for any 
one individual to personally watch everyone at every 
governmental level, the press is the only means by which 
citizens can learn enough about the affairs of the nation to 
make informed decisions. And this press must be indepen­
dent of government control if it is to be free to point out 
the flaws in the way the sy stem works.

For instance, the people of Texas have the right to 
know what their senator is doing and what positions he is 
taking. Since, 1 can’t speak to each of my constituents in 
person, 1 must rely on news outlets, such as this news­
paper, to communicate with you.

It is unfortunate that some reporters and news outlets 
have used this freedom without exercising the responsibil­
ity that should go with it. But though I have on a number 
of occasions been angry at distortions or abuses by indi­
vidual members of the press, that does not mean that the 
Founding Fathers were wrong.

First, let me emphasize that the vast majority of 
abuses of freedom of the press have been by the national 
media, which tends to be highly concentrated on the East 
C oast, is easily led into "park journalism.”

The vast majority of reporters, publishers and 
broadcasters are conscientious and responsible -- and 
serve their public well. This is particularly true of Texas

This is commonly 
called "buying in," and gives a 
contractor the ability to be 
unrealistic throughout the 
competitive state and then 
measurably accelerate costs in 
the early and mid years of pro­
duction.

Congress dives recognize 
this problem and is working 
toward a system of multi-year 
contracting.

Obviously, there are 
numerous other problems, 
some recognized and some not, 
but I do believe that some 
degree of effort will be made 
by our Committee to attempt 
to rectify many of these faults.

“Americans are receiving 
more mail -  Important mail 
-  than at any time in postal 
h is to ry ,”  says R anger 
Postmaster Ross Hodges. 
"Yet, when it comes time to 
call the movers, one of the 
most overlooked of all pro­
cedures is notifying the pro­
per parties of the change of 
address. In addition to the 
personal expense and in­
convenience to the 
homeowner and mailers, 
undeliverable-as-addressed 
mail has become one of the 
hidden costs of mailing."

Postmaster Hodges says 
the Postal Service spends 
about $550 million a year to 
handle an estimated 4.5 
billion pieces of mail that is 
undeliverable. "This ex­
pense ultimately ends up 
within the price of postage 
stamps, and worse, it is un­
necessary. Change of ad­
dress is a simple matter to­
day."

• The Postal Service has 
been urging its customers to 
inform all correspondents 
promptly of address changes 
at least 30 days before a 
scheduled move. With an 
assist from moving com­
panies, real estate agents 
and others, the Postal Ser­
vice distributes from ten to 
16 million change of address 
kits every year to make it 
e a s ie r  to notify c o r­
respondents and publishers.

"The primary strength of 
th is  p ro g ram  is th a t 
everyone benefits from it,” 
says Postmaster Hodges. 
"The family that is moving 
benefits because their mail 
continues to arrive prompt­
ly, stores and other business 
correspondents can avoid 
billing problems, and the 
Postal Service is able to pro­
cess the mail efficiently and 
at less cost.”

Postmaster Hodgesn says 
the Postal Service is now 
lauching a new effort to get 
change of address kits into 
circulation. A direct mail 
campaign is asking commer­
cial organizations such as 
truck rental firms, moving 
companies and real estate 
firms and others who deal 
with people on the move, to 
help distribute the hand 
Change of Address kit.

The kit contains conve­
nient cards for notifying the 
p o s tm aste r, p u b lish ers , 
businesses, doctors, state 
and local agencies and 
utilities. The kit also in­
cludes a checklist of groups 
and individuals to be con­
tacted prior to a move.

The direct mailing cam­
paign to co m m erc ia l 
organizations includes a two- 
part reply card which firms 
can use to order supplies of 
the kits from their local post 
office.

"We know that peak mov­
ing dates fall between June 
and August, and as we ap­
proach this season, it is im­
portant for anyone planning 
to move to use one of the kits. 
All they have to do is ask for 
one, either from on of the 
participating service com­
panies or at the post office," 
Postmaster Hodges says.

"We are all aware of the 
need to economize and seek 
more efficient ways to use 
our resources,” Mr. Hodges 
says. “Well, here’s a place 
where the effort can start at 
home. The movers can help 
th em se lv es , th e ir  c o r­
respondents and the Postal 
Service save more than $550 
million a year that we simp­
ly don’t have to waste."

Reflectk«s in 
Perspective 

By. L W Ussery

The United States became the world’s greatest, most 
powerful and most respected country in a short (by historical 
standards) space of two hundred years. And it achieved that 
position of distinction through the system of free enterprise.

Look for a moment if you will at some of the giant in­
dustries which contributed to the growth and development of 

JDur great country. Coal, steel, lumber and timber products, 
railroads, oil and its related industries, and airlines. All built 
from scratch by individual initiative and effort. That there 
was a trace of avarice demonstrated now and again in the 
growth and development of industry is not demed. But the 
strength of the country could be guaged by the strength of its 
industry. And industrial growth was not subject to govern­
ment subsidy nor control.

In the majority of the nations which have become world 
powers to one degree or another during the last century, this 
was not always the case. As a matter of fact much of the in­
dustrial developmet of some other countries has been direct­
ly under the “guidance” nationalisation. Iran was a classic 
example

Railroads, banks, telecommunications, cement manufac­
ture, steel and oil were all members of the national monopo­
ly So was the airline, IRA.NAIR, as was electric power 
generation and distribution and water.

I had an interesting experience with the Iran National 
Railway early in my career in that country . In the course of 
the project on one of the Iranian islands in the Persian Gulf 
we were going to have to have at least 20,000 tons of 
aggregate-weighting material. Now this material was in 
limited supply in Iran, the sole source being from a mine and 
processing center near Teheran In order for the material to 
reach the jobsite it had to be shipped either by rail or by 
overland trucks to the prmciapl seaport, Khorramshahr. 
F'rom that port it would be shipped by huge “hatch” barges 
to the island. And since there was a very tight completion 
.schedule for the project the aggregate must be delivered 
within a very strict time period.

competition for a 20,(K)0-ton shipment. We ended by arrang­
ing with several major trucking firms to haul the stuff the 700 
miles to Khorramshahr.

As for the railroad...we never heard from them again.
And IRANAIR was the only game in town, when it came to 

domestic air travel. Teheran was served by the majority of 
the major European inter-continental airlines and at least 
one American, but if one flew inside Iran he flew IRANAIR. 
And until they replaced their lumbering old DC-6s with jet 
aircraft IRANAIR travel. They had a very conveninet 
schedule between Teheran and Kuwait (except during such 
times as there would be a cut in diplomatic relations...every 
couple of years or so) which we used quite frequently.

Now it was lime for My Lovely Wife to renew her visa by 
authority of which she traveled to and lived in Iran. We’d 
somehow allowed it to go right down to the wire. Very last 
day. And when it came to enforcing mimigration or entry 
regulations the Iranians could be very much right-on-the dot. 
We could take the early morning flight to Kuwait, renew the 
visa at the Iranian Embassy there and return on the after­
noon flight. We’d done that before, and had become right 
well-known at the Embas.sy

It was miperative that we make the round trip that day, as 
we had been invited to something of a “command perfor­
mance” honouring a visiting U.S. President on the following 
day. We therefore were quite emphatic with the ticket agent 
in making absolutely certain that our tickets were confirmed 
on the return flight. No problem. That worthy yawningly 
assured us that he was personally marking both tickets 
“OK” for the return flight. We’d absolutey have first choice. 
As a matter of fact, there was no way we could fail, unless we 
just missed the time of the flight The Kuwait office would not 
dare for a moment overrule his validation of the tickets. And 
away we went to Kuwait.

that contributing to that condition was the two confirmed, 
paid-up, and reconfirmed first class tickets which we laid on 
his desk. “Either you remove two of your fully booked’ 
passengers from that flight in director order of their tar­
diness or, young man, you are in for a spot of trouble” We 
began. Without batting an eye, he nonchalantly replied to 
that with, “Not really. The flight has been cancelled”. And so 
it had. You can’t win, when confronted by a nationalised 
monopoly

We won in the end, though. Kuwaitair was glad to take us, 
late though we were, on their flight to Beirut where we made 
connections with another international carrier to Teheran. 
We made the reception, even though we arrived in Teheran 
at midnight instead of mid-afternoon.

In some competitive fields, nationalised industry can be 
and is highly engaged in profit-oriented endeavor. But this is 
usually the exception rather than the rule. Now and again so­
meone suggests nationalisation of an industry in the U.S. 
Remember when the railroads were run by the private sec­
to r ' And when a derailment was front page news instead of 
being relegated to page nine, right alongside the recipe for 
squash preserves?
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Screwworm Coses Found

The railway was approached, as it provided a direct rail 
link between Teheran and Khorramshahr Their response 
was quite simple and direct. “Oh; for a shipment of that 
magnitude we would have to impose a surcharge” . I was 
nonplussed, having seen the time in the U.S. when privately 
or publicly owned railroads would stumble over each other in

Everything went right on schedule. We had MLW’s visa by 
noon, at which time we called the IRANAIR desk to doubly 
re-confirm our return passage. By all means. We were 
already on the manifest, but please be at the airport an hour 
before departure. Standard procedure.

When we arrived at the airport the designated hour in ad­
vance of departure, the IRANIAR counter was not manned. 
We waited for half an hour. Still no one around We hastened 
upstairs to the buiness office of the Agent in (Charge. We ask­
ed about the flight, and recevied the immediate response 
of...“That flight IS fully booked” . And that without consulting 
a single manifest or any other piece of paper. We suggested 
he resort to that procedure. Still...“No use. Flight is fully 
booked” . We were more than a little riled, and j>erhaps it was 
beginning to show.

We agreed that the flight could likely be fully booked, but

have been confirmed in 
sheep in the Marfa area, 
reports Dr. John Holcombe, 
executive director of the 
Texas Animal Health Com­
mission.

We don't want to be alar­
mists but this is a situation 
that will need to be watched 
closp'y,” Dr. Holcombe said. 
The two cases were found in 
lambs on a ranch between 
S h a tte r  and M arfa in 
Presidio County.

P ro­
ducers need to submitt 
suspected samples to the fly 
lab a t M issio n ,”  Dr 
Holcombe said.

A variety of measures are 
being taken in the Marfa 
area to contain any further 
outbreaks.

This is the normal time for 
screwworms to make their 
northward migration, and 
recent rains and warm, 
humid weather provide an 
impetus for screwworm in­
festations, he explained.

A few 
years ago, three 
Mother’s Day cards 
were sold for each one 
honoring Pop. now one 
Father’s Day card is sold 
for each one-and-a-half 
cards sent to mothers.

thinking of her father, 
whose wife flM  died at a 
early age, leaving him 
five boys and girl to 
bring up alone.

She asked a local 
minister’s association to 
set aside her fath e r j  
birthday-June 5, 
as the First Father’s 
Day. It was celebrated 
that year, however, two 
weeks later.
The third Sunday in 

June has since become 
the accepted Father’s 
Day by a resolution of 
Congress.

For an amateur, Mrs. 
Dodd was quite a pro­
moter. She called on 
Spokane merchants to 
arrange window disp­
lays of gifts for father 
Today Father’s Day 

greeging cards, sent 
with or without gifts, 
reflect Dad's changing 
role in the family, accor­
ding to American Greet­
ings’ Semon.
Years ago, for exam­

ple, Dad was always 
referred to as the family 
’’breadwinner." That’s 
not the case today. Since 
more than 55% of U.S. 
families have dual in­
comes, the old gag a- 
bout Dad being the one 
who brings home the 
bacon no longer applies. 
Sociologists have yet to 

grant scholarly status to 
greeting as a measure of 
popular attitudes. But 
Ithe people at American 
Greetings claim they 
write messages that ex­
press what people feel 
and a bundle of money is 
spent on research to find 
out what people will

buy.
Semon said about 66 

percent of the cards this 
year carry traditional 
messages like "Father 
...a word that means 
many different things... 
care, kindness, under­
standing...and love," or 
one saying simply, "The  
greatest father In the 
world...Happy Father’s 
Day.”
The other 35 percent of 

the cards are humorous 
ones. They feature a 
carton-characterized fat­
her or husband, includ­
ing the popular Ziggy 
designs.

The humorous cards 
tend to be more self- 
deprecating today, like 
the one that says, "Be­
ing a father is like eating 
a pistachio. You have to 
shell out a lot for one 
little nut-that’s me”
A hunnorous card that 

also could be considered 
traditional is one that’s 
been popular through 
the years. It asks, 
"Want to know how 
much I love you. Dad?" 
As the card is opened, 
mechanical arms jump 
out. They are attached 
to the drawing of a small 
boy who is extending his 
arms as far as he can. 

Semon also has noticed 
changes in Father’s Day 
cards hiven by wives. 
Dad is no longer portra­
yed as one who avoids 
tasks around the house 
or the bumbling "Dag- 
wood" figure of early 
television.

These cards now are 
lightly sentimental. The 
sfx)rt conversational

prose talks of how nice it 
is to have Dad around 
the house, and how 
much Mother likes to 
lean on him for support. 
Card designs show an 

increased use of photo­
graphy with farm scenes 
and floral as the most 
popular, in contrast to 
chess pieces, cars and 
other traditionally 
"masculine" design 
motifs.

"SECTION 15. Tht conini*«lon mjiy, on It« own motion, ««id «h«ll, 
on the verified complaint In writing of «ny person, provided the. 
complaint, or the complaint together with evidence, documentary or 
otherwise, presented in connection with the complaint, provides 
reasonsble cause. Investigate the actions and records of a real 
estate broker or real estate salesman. The coimnisslon may 
suspend or revoke a license Issued under the provlalons of this 
Act at any time when It has been determined that:

"(1) (A) the licensee has entered a plea of guilty or nolo
contendere to, or been found guilty of, or been convicted of, a 
felony, in which fraud is an essential element, and the time for 
appeal has elapsed or the Judgment or conviction has been affirmed 
on appeal, Irrespective of an order granting probation following 
such conviction, suspending the Imposition of sentence; or

"(B) a final money Judgment has been rendered against 
the licensee resulting from contractual obligations of the licensee 
incurred in the pursuit of his business, and such judgment remains 
unsatisfied for a period of more than six months after becoming 
final; or

"(2) the licensee has procured, or attempted to procure, a 
real estate license, for himself or a salesman, by fraud, mis­

Insurance is a major con­

cern  for all c itizen s , 
especially for the elderly. 
The elderly are faced with 
rising costs of health care 
and a fixed incom e. 
Although m edicare and 
medicaid provide some help 
to the elderly, this does not 
provide all the coverage or 
aid that the senior citizen re- 

' quires for covering medical 
costs.

Not only is health in­
surance coverage vital to the 
elderly  but autom obile, 
homeowners or renters, and 
life insurance are also im­
portant. With the limited in­
come of the elderly, they can 
hardly afford to replace 
their homes, possessions, 
automobiles, etc., if they 
have been lost or destroyed.

Insurance works when 
many individuals contribute 
a small amount of money 
regularly into a common 
fund. The common fund is 
then available for the per 
cent of the group who may 
need financial assistance to 
cover accidents, illness, 
death, property destruction, 
etc. The sharing of risk is the 
basis of the insurance con­
cept.

All elderly individuals 
should be careful in whom 
they select in representing 
them in regard to their in­
surance. Ask friends and 
neighbors who they use as 
their insurance represen­
tative. Do not use an in­
d iv id u al who is not 
reputable.
