treuse green. AU Zinnias

pools, give mounds of color 
throughout summer and fall. 
This is one of the few annuals 
that you have so many 
choices of color and sizes to 
select from. You cannot find 
an annual more suited for 
this Southwestern area with 
so many choices of color.

The Zinnia is planted nor­
mally from seed, even 
though they are available as 
started bedding plant. All 
the seed catalogues usually 
offer a good selection of Zin­
nia seed. This gives you ail 
winter to enjoy picking the 
sizes and colors you want 
next sum m er in your 
garden.

Some of the more vital 
statisUcs for Zinnias are the 
height at maturity of eight to 
thirty-six inches. Plant the 
seed eight to fifteen inches 
apart depending on the final 
size of the plant. The seed 
may be started Indoors while 
there is stUl danger of a 
frost. They may be started 
or transplanted outside when 
the night temperatures does 
not go below fifty degrees. 
The period of germination 
for Zinnia seed is five days.

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One of the principal reasons for the very high value of old 
Persian carpets as compared to the relatively lower prices 
paid (or asked) for those made in recent years is the dyes. 
Old carpets were coloured with all-vegetable dyes prepared 
from roots, herbs, and stones. They were indeed ‘ ‘fast col­
ours.”  No fading nor running when washed. And there are 
few things which have the bedraggled appearance of a fine 
carpet with the various colours all mixed and blended into a 
series of unsightly blurs. Modern chemical dyes, according 
to the experts simply cannot match the old...and expen­
sive...vegetable dyes.

And the Persian has a thing about ways and means of 
cleaning a carpet. It is not unusual to drive along a busy 
street and to observe here and there an almost priceless 
carpet which has been spread right out in the traffic lane. We 
couldn’t understand it. but came to accept it. According to 
the Persains, that served a dual purpose. Firstly, it losened 
the ground-in dirt and it contributed to the "aging”  process of 
the carpet.

And then, after a carpet has been beaten, trampled upon, 
shaken...and even driven over by countless automobiles the 
actual cleaning procedure is to be remembered.

Near the holy city of Rey, not far outside of Teheran there 
is a huge spring which flows right out of the boulders at the 
foot of the mountain. At a rate of hundreds of gallons per 
minute the pure, clear water rolls and tumbles out into a 
basin and is carried off through a ditch. This spring is a 
favourite spot for washing carpets and throughout the spring 
and summer one can observe the washing going on. Having 
washed their carpets in the cold, clear water of the spring, 
they spread the carpets over the boulders for hundreds of feet 
around. It is a very colourful scene, with the vivid shades of 
the carpets and their variety of patterns contrasting with the 
browns and grays of the stones and the barren mountainside.

Of course, if one cannot make the journey to Rey with his 
carpets, he makes do with whatever facilities are at hand. 
Returning home from the office early one afternoon, I came 
upon quite a beehive of activity in the courtyard (paved) at 
the back of our house. It was the season just before the Ira­
nian New Year (March 21), and the servants felt a native 
compulsion to clean the carpets for the occasion. At first 
glance, I thought they were taking some sort of spite on us by 
attempting to totally destroy the beauty of the almost 
priceless carpets which the landlord had left for us in the 
house.

Spread out on the tiles of the courtyard was the carpet from 
the dining room. An expert had told be that it was at least 100, 
maybe 150 years old and was a “ Tabrizi,”  or from the area of 
Tabriz. The basic colour of the carpet was something of an 
apricot shade. Approximately 12’ X 15’ , the center medallion 
was the figure of a fish. There were ducks and deer artfully 
woven into the pattern of the border and in the comers and 
spaced here and there in the “ field”  of the carpet. The 
authority found it difficult to believe that Mr. Bashti had left 
it in the house, as it was literally priceless.

But the servants had decided that it was time to clean the

thing; one rarely refers to carpets as such, one who is in the 
know demonstrates his knowledge of pattens and origins by 
referring to the carpet by the name of its sourse. So; the 
carpet in the dining room was always referred to as "The 
Tabrizi.”  There were two "Kashans”  of about equal size in 
the somewhat spacious living room.

But back to the bathing of the Tabrizi. According to My 
Lovely Wife the servants had spent most of the morning 
beating and thrashing on the carpet with every club and flail 
they could lay hands to as the helpless work of art hung from 
the overhang on the carport. The gardener was pressed into 
duty to stand on the carpet on the roof of the carport to keep it 
from falling to the ground. He didn’t mind that chore.

But the actual cleaning. Having thoroughly beaten the 
Tabrizi, it was spread on the tiles and water was applied 
from the garden hose, plenty of water. They saw that it was 
thoroughly soaked by swishing the water to and fro with their 
bare feat.

Having satisfied themselves that it was wet enough, they 
sprinkled it lavishly with plain, ordinary laundry detergent. 
The most popular in Teheran was the one with the American 
name of “ Tide,”  which was made by a branch of the U.S. 
company in Teheran. Just plain Tide for a priceless Tabrui? 
What else. Soap is soap. And the powdered cleanser was easi­
ly applied. The sprinkling was followed by still more foot­
work, tramping, swishing, rubbing, and just generally mak­
ing a monumental mess of dirty suds.

Then more water. Rinse, flush and rinse some more...and 
still more footwork. They must have spent at least two hours 
in the actual cleaning process. Only they referred to it by its 
real name...‘ ‘Washing.”

Another light application of soap, and then the final act of 
washing. That consisted of scaping the suds off with cookie 
sheets and the lids of pots. A final rinsing, and with the soft 
colours literally glowing with clarity the Tabrizi was ready to 
be hung once more from the roof of the carport to dry in the 
sun. I suspected that one of the servants slept in the carport 
that night to keep away "robbers,”  which name they applied 
to all theives.

(^me the morning of the following day and the priceless 
piece of floor covering had been restored to its original 
pristine purity of beauty. Back into the dining room with the 
carpet, and the process was repeated on practically all of the 
carpets in the house. Took at least a week, but the servants 
were once again proud of “ their house.”  At least the carpets 
were clean, and the principal ritual of the coming of Spring 
had been performed.

Be honest about mixed 
or unsure feelings that you 
can’t deal with yet.

Acknowledge the fact that

-  as you grow in years, ex­
perience and wisdom. En­
courage each other to 
alw ays state fee lin gs 
through the months and 
years of marriage that 
follow the wedding, so you 
can constantly adapt your 
marraige to fit the needs of 
both partners.

Canning Tips
With gardens flourishing, 

many consumers are at­
tempting food preservation 
at home to save on food 
costs. While home canning 
may look simple, every 
detail requires careful atten­
tion.

If you do choose to can 
some vegetables, the F'ood 
Quality and Safety Commit­
tee of the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service, Texas 
A&M University System, of­
fers these important points;

-Before starting, contact 
your local county Extension 
office for the latest informa­
tion.

-Use only high quality pro­
duce for best results.

—Be sure to have the 
pressure gauge on your 
pressure canner checked. 
Your local county Extension 
office usually has the equip­
ment to provide this service.

-Alsu check gaskets and 
seals on your pressure can­
ner.

"F ollow  directions to 
every detail; do not use your 
own times or pressures.

-All low-acid foods such as 
green beans, corn and 
potatoes must be processed 
in a pressure canner. Water 
bath methods are not ade­
quate for proper preserva­
tion of low-acid foods. Firm, 
fresh tomatoes which are not 
overripe may be processed 
in a water bath.

-Use only approved cann­
ing techniques; processing 
in a microwave oven or con­
ventional oven is not an ap­
proved method.

-Use only standard cann­

ing jars with lids and rings; 
old mayonnaise or peanut 
butter jars are not designed 
for home canning.

-Do not reuse lids.
-D o not use jars that are 

chipped or cracked.
-D o not overfill jars as 

this can cause a faulty seal.
-Be sure tops of jars are 

wiped clean before sealing.
-Avoid sudden pressure 

drops; wait until the 
pressure gauge is at zero 
before opening the lid.

-Be sure to allow for pro­
cessing adjustments for 
those elevations over 1000 
feet; charts are available in 
canning guides.

-Avoid placing jars direct 
from the pressure canner on­
to cool surfaces; it’s best to 
cool jars by placing them on 
a rack.

-Be sure to check all lids 
for a depression which in­
dicates a good seal; products 
in jars without a good seal 
may be eaten immediately 
but should not be stored for 
later use.

If you work »s a Iruck driver, you know all about a l>epart 

mcni of Transportation form called the ‘ ‘ Driver’s Daily Log.” , 
On it, a driver must record the amount of time he spends on the 
job. If you wonder why DOT needs this, you’re not the only 
one—the General Accounting Office also would like to know.

Recently the GAO examined the paperwork burden imposed 
on the trucking industry by IX)T and the Interstate Commerce 
Commission. Its report is one oPa series of paperwork studies 
prepared at my request for the Joint Economic Committee.

In the report, GAO pointed out that DOT supposedly uses 
the intormation collected from the Logs to help enforce trucking 
safety regulations. Transportation inspectors must ferret out 
ca.ses involving fatigued drivers and then take action against 
their particular company.

But when GAO looked into the matter, they found that DOT 
doesn't bother to show the Logs to its inspectors, who instead 
rely on their memory of earlier incidents to track down carriers 
in need of safety checks.

I he 1 ranspurtalion Department rule requiring the Log has 
stayed on the books virtually unchanged for the past 40 years. 
Meanwhile, American truck drivers continue to spend about 32 
Hiillion hours annually completing these forms. And each year 
they use 1.2 billion sheets o f paper in the process.

In other cases, the GAO found that the ICC had illegally re­
quired trucking firms to complete certain forms which the Office 
ol Management and Budget had not approved. (The Federal 
Reports Act requires OMB to clear all government forms before 
the various agencies and departments can issue them.)

The trucking industry devoted some 362,000 hours and $5.4 
million to complete these ’ ’ bootleg”  forms. On top of that, the 
accounting office learned that the data gathered in two in­
stances was totally useless.

According to GAO investigations, the ICC isn’t the only fed­
eral agency dodging the Federal Reports Act. In another study 
commissioned at my request for the Joint Economic Committee, 
the GAO revealed that the Environmental Protection Agency 
ignored the act when setting 126 business reporting require­
ments.

Like their colleagues at Transportation and the Commerce 
Commission, EPA officials don’t seem to mind printing one form 
after another, whether they’re repetitive or superfluous. The 

(Officials have grossly misjudged how much time a firm must take 
to Fill out EPA forms. The GAO found that large firms devote 
as much as five hours to one form which EPA insists is only a 
lO-minute chore.

Granted, much of the information which federal agencies 
gather is crucial for the welfare of both American workers and 
industry. But the American people have every right to be fed up 
with the cavalier methods employed by regulatory agencies to 
accomplish their ends.

In the 97th Congress I again have introduced legislation that 
would further clamp down on excessive government paperwork.

WASHINGTON, D.C, — 
Pogo said, ” We have met the 
enemy and he is us.”

The finger of blame for big 
government spending, if we 
must find one, is pointed 
toward every citizen who 
depended on Uncle Sam to 
solve a problem that could 
better have been solved at the 
local level. It points to every 
American who has demanded, 
for good cause or bad, action 
by the federal government: 
programs by the federal 
government; assistance from 
the federal government.

I don’t know of any Con­
gressman who begins his day 
by thinking up deliberate ways 
to waste government money. 
Legislation is almost always 
initiated to redress some wrong 
and the demand for such 
action almost invariable comes 
from you, the people. The 
mistake that Congress has 
made in the past is listening to 
a small segment of society and 
judging that voice to express 
the will and the needs of the 
people.

Some of the aims and ob­
jectives have been honest ones, 
but expensive nonetheless.

There were good reasons to 
establish the Environmental 
Protection Agency, and the 
Occupational Safety and 
Health Administration, the 
Department of Education and 
the Department of Energy: 
We, the people, asked for 
them.

Energy prices are top high, 
the American public com­
plained: so an obliging govern­
ment established the Depart­
ment of Energy to regulate 
energy prices. We need cleaner
water and cleaner air, the 
public cried out. The Environ­
mental Protection Agency 
soon followed.

The same is true with prob­
lem after problem — agency 
after agency. The more often 
we look to Washington to take 
care of a problem that might 
best be handled on the local 
level, the more problems we 
ultimately seem to create.

All o f those “ good ideas,”  
(and I have long questioned 
just how good the majority of 
them actually were) cost 
money, however. Now the tide 
has turned and the cry heard 
most often along the Potomac 
is “ cut spending,”  or, more 
accurately, “ cut his spending 
program, not mine.”

The difficult decisions of 
which areas of federal spend­
ing to cut are now being made 
through the budget reconcilia­
tion process in the House. 1 
have often said the vote I cast 
to cut the budget was the 
easiest vote I will make this 
year: The hard ones are coming 
up in every committee on the 
Hill right now.

I am aware of the danger of 
being labeled a “ barnburner.”  
That’ s a farmer who would 
burn his barn to get rid of the 
rats. We must use caution to 
prevent throwing out the good 
with the bad and use reason 
and good judgement to spread 
the projected $695.44 billion 
we have been allotted to spend 
in such a way to provide the 
most good for the most people. 
But at the same time, we must 
not lose sight of the main ob­
jective, the return of fiscal 
responsibility to our federal 
government.

Social Security 

Administrative Costs Down
Social security pays just 

1.5 percent of the social 
security taxes collected to 
administer the program of 
retirement, survivors, and 
disability benefits, Glyn 
Hammons social security 
district manager in Abilene, 
said recently.

This information was con­
tained in a report recently 
published by social securi­
ty’s Office of the Actuary.

The report also shows that 
administrative costs, which 
include salaries, rent for 
property and equipment, 
building operating expenses, 
and supplies, have been 
decreasing over the years 
both as a percentage of taxes 
collected and of benefits 
paid. Administrative ex­
penses amounted to Just 1.4 
percent of benefits paid in 
1979.

In 1957, for example, ad­
m in istrative expenses 
amounted to 2.2 percent of 
taxes paid. This was the first 
year that disability benefits 
were paid.

than either tax income or 
benefits paid in spite of the 
fact that the programs have 
grown greatly in size and 
complexity over the years, 
Hanrunons said. Of course, 
actual dollar expenditures 
have increased each year 
even though the ratios have 
decreased.

The decreasing proportion 
of administrative expenses 
to income shows that ad­
ministrative productivity 
has increased . This 
favorable trend is expected 
to continue into the future as 
the program matures Ham­
mons said.

Would you drive 90 miles 
to be enriched and inspired? 
Then go see the Old Master's 
paintings, from the collec­
tion of Baron Thyssen- 
Bomemisza, on display now 
at the Kimbell Art Museum 
in Ft.

Kimbell, who made a fortune 
in oil, grain, food, real 
estate, ect. (Many of us feel 
like we’re losing a fortune in 
food, rather than making 
one!)

years to construct, and was 
opened to the public in Oc­
tober, 1972.

The outside of the building 
impressed me with neither 
warmth or beauty, since is 
vaugely resembles a collec­
tion of cylinders. But once 
the building was entered, 
and I grew accustomed to 
vault-like atmosphere, I saw 
that the interior was a strik­
ing combination of modern 
and classical design. The 
light in the building entered 
through plastic-filtered and 
shielded skylights, with open 
gardens and courtyards.

Visitors were free to 
wander in the Museum, and 
some of the regular displays 
were companions for the 
Baron’s Old Master’s Collec­
tion. The presence of guards 
around the displays remind­
ed me of the priceless value 
of all of these relics.

I have found, in some other 
collections of old paintings, 
that age was the prime 
reason for interest rather 
than the quality of work. Not 
so in the Old Master’s Collec­
tion, however. Only about 
two of the paintings were 
clum sy depictions of 
religious scenes, and around 
40 of the others had artistic 
reasons for their long ex­
istance. There were pain­
tings by English, Dutch, 
French, German, Italian and 
Spanish artists, including 
.Monet, Murillo, De Goyo, 
Canaletto and Van Huysum.

The first landscape of the 
Americas was featured - a 
scene in Brazil. Several of 
the pictures were painted on 
wood, and there were a 
number of fine wooden 
frames around the pictures.

I understand there were 
electrical devices near each 
painting and these warned 
the guards if anyone came 
too close. At least I saw one 
guard - a woman - hurry over 
to request that a visitor 
move back from a picture. 
He was so excited by a cer­
tain painting that he had 
drawn near and was almost 
touching it.

I soon had severa l 
favorites among the pain­
tings, including one depic-

ting a young lady of Venice. 
She had amber eyes and 
amber hair, and the flush of 
life was upon her face. It was 
sad to realize that a handful 
of dust in Italy was the only 
other thing left of this girl.

While pondering over the 
Collection I also tried to 
clarify what sort of stan­
dards an untrained person 
such as myself uses in classi­
fying art. For all of us 
evaluate art for our own

Often we take for granted 

the ability of plants to 
reproduce fruits. While it is 
true that the sole purpose of 
the plant from the time we 
put the seed in the ground is 
to reproduce more seed, still 
in many cases the plant 
needs assistance. In order 
for a plant to reproduce it 
must be pollinated.

Some plants such as beans 
and tom atoes are self 
pollinated, others such as 
com are wind pollinated, but 
still others such as squash, 
cucum bers, melons and 
pumpkins require insects for 
pollination . The insect 
transfers the pollen from the 
male flower to the female 
flower. Female flowers be 
recognized by the tiny fruit- 
like forms at the base of the 
female bloom. If the female 
blossoms are not pollinated, 
they just fall off the vine.

Honey Bees are the most 
important pollinating insect. 
Honey Bees are very hard 
workers, one bee may visit 
several thousand blooms 
each day this is fortunate 
because researchers suggest 
that two bee visit per hour 
are necessary to insure pro­
per pollination of melons.

Each blossom is only open 
for one day and must be 
pollinated during that 
period.

A side from the availibility 
of bees, the only problem 
which might be encountered 
in vine crop pollination are 
weather and insecticides.

Bees are not usually very 
active at tem peratures 
under 50 Degrees F or during 
rainy conditions. Not much 
can be done about the 
weather, however insec­
ticides should be applied in 
the late afternoon when bee 
activity is low.

Bees are supersensitive to 
Sevin insecticide, so its use 
should be avoided when 
alternatives are available.

Bees are also used for 
pollination by the commer­
cial melon producers. The 
producer will rent one to two 
bee hives per acre for about 
two weeks during peak 
bloom. This has shown yield 
increases as high at 67%.

Bees provide a tremen­
dous amount of tedious 
labor. Bees may be con­
sidered by some as a 
nuisance, but next time you 
start to swat one think of the 
labor force they provide for 
us in crop production.
