The work is being done in 
compliance with State Tax 
Laws requiring equalization 
of property by 1962 in each 
county in the state. The work 
being done will not effect the 
values to be used for the 1961 
statements this fall.

Begins Membership Drive

Gill 629-1728 For Ambulance
The Pafford Ambulance 

Service began a member­
ship drive for subscribers 
here this week, following its 
approval for Cisco’s official 
ambulance service by the Ci­
ty Council Tuesday night at 
the regular meeting.

The council approved a 
motion by council member 
Bobby Ingram to accept Paf- 
ford’s bid and temporarily 
subsidize the company with 
$425 a week during its six- 
week membership drive. 
Council members Linton 
Batteas, Ixyal Lundstrom, 
Bob]^ R i ^  I n o ^
v(rfod for the motion, while 
Brad Kimbrough and Mayor 
E ris R itchie abstained. 
Council member Ivan Webb 
was absent.

The company began pro­
viding the service Thur«iay 
afternoon.

The membership drive for 
the service is to last until Ju­
ly 31. By that time, am­
bulance service officials 
need to have 850 member­
ships to continue the service, 
according to Larry Clark, 
manager of the service in 
Cisco and Eastland.

Subscribers to the service 
in Cisco may pay an annual 
fee of $36 for the service. Ac­
cord ing  to ac tin g  city 
manager Doug Fry, this will 
entitle a couple and any 
children under 19 still living 
at home with an unlimited 
number of emergency trips 
to any hospital within a 
60-mile radius of Cisco.

Hospitals in Abilene and 
Brownwood would come 
within the 60-mile area. The 
subscription fee also in­
cludes non-em ergency  
transfers of patients from a 
nursing home to a hospital or 
vice versa, Clark said.

Non-m embers will be 
charged a $70 base fee for 
ambulance service, plus an 
additional $15 if it is an 
em erg en cy  ca ll. Non­
members must also pay 
$1.50 for each loaded mile 
and for any supplies, such as 
oxygen, etc., which are used.

Since both Cisco and 
Eastland city councils have 
approved the use of Pafford 
Ambulance Service, a back­
up system between the two

“Why, single men in twrracks don’t grow into plaster
saints” .....So wrote Rudyard Kipling in his ode, “Tommy,”
which was a defence of the British soldier who was known 
generally as...“Tommy Adkins.”

And single men in barracks, in male-only contruction 
camps strewn around the world are beset with a multitude of 
problems. It is interesting sometines almost frightening to 
observe the psychological changes men go through when 
they are stationed thousands of miles from their homes and 
loved ones. In the space of two years I observed no less than 
seven full-grown men flown back to the U.S., the most of 
them under heavy sedation and at least two of whom were ac­
companied by a male nurse. It sunply takes a lot of adjust­
ment for men who have always known the security of a stable 
family life to accept the trauma of sudden bachelorhood in a 
strange land. Surrounded by people who speak a strange 
language, and not infrequently met with a hostile climate of 
either heat, constant rain, drouth...or a combination of any 
two of the three, many men sort of go to pieces, 
psychologically or psychiatrically. And it is no indictment of 
their character to observe this. Some can take...some cannot.

One the tiny sand spit island of Khargu, on the Iranian side 
of the Presian Gulf we established a construction camp. 
Uninhabited except for a few weeks immediately following 
the late-winer rains when herdsmen would ferry their flocks 
across to graze, Khargu was just over a quarter mile in width 
and a little over a mile long and as its center it rose a bare 
eight feet above extreme high tide. A severe storm would in­
frequently put the entire island awash. And hot! As one man 
described the climate...“There are two seasons; Christmas 
and Summer.”

The labour camp was inhabited by almost four hundred 
Iranian nationals, and was situated a half mile from the Staff 
Camp which contained about the most hodge-podge collec­
tion of nationalities I’ve been associated with. Some forty 
men were in that camp and were housed in comfortable por­
table barracks not unlike mobile homes. Air conditioned, 
they were quite comfortable. The food was good, and ample. 
But associating every day with fellow captives of the job can 
be trying. There were two Germans, two Czechoslovakians, 
eight Italians, eleven Americans, and the remainder were 
Venezuelans. The common language on the project was 
Spanish, which in itself worked something of a hardship on 
the boys from Oklahoma.

On Khargu, I established an early-mormng routine. 
Aboard my little three-wheeled scooter, I would tour the en­
tire jobsite, making mental note of the status of progress of 
each phase. The tour would end at the water distillation plant 
(all our potable water had to be distilled from sea water) 
where the level of water in the storage tank would be check­
ed. as would be the manner in which the unit was working. 
Then I’d return to the mess hall for breakfast at 0600. The en­
tire staff would be at breakfast by the time I appeared.

Now the coolies in the labour camp were allowed a max­
imum of five days’ leave each calender month, and not infre­
quently when they would return from the mainland they 
would bring along foods to supplement the rather stem menu 
provided by the labour contractor who operated the camp. 
And at times this supplement would consist of live chickens 
or animals to be butchered and cooked over charcoal fires in­
side their camp.

One morning as I ended my regular tour at the distallation 
plant I espied a large white rabbit in a hollowed-out basin 
underneath the edge of te storage tank. It could have come 
from only one source; some coolie had brought the rabbit 
along and it has escaped, finally finding a cool spot 
underneath the water tank. I was somewhat amused by the 
discovery, but made a show of it when I entered the mess 
hall.

Walking slowly down the aisle to my table, I kept muttering 
things like...“No; I didn’t see a rabbit. That couldn’t have 
been a rabbit. Now why would I think I saw a rabbit?” I took 
my place at the table and had my breakfast in total silence. 
The other men looked at me with sidelong glances, but not a 
word was spoken. “Old Mr. Bill has finally flipped.” They 
were thinking.

Just at sunset, as the Welder Foreman (a fine older man 
from Oklahoma) was passing my quarters on his way to the 
shower he called to me. “Bill, come here quick! Is that the 
rabbit you thought you saw?” He asked, pointing to a large 
snow white rabbit sitting quite upright atop a sand dune some 
fifty yards from the camp. “What Rabbit?” I replied. “ I 
don’t see any rabbit.” Pat approached, slowly, and said very 
soberly. “Now, Bill, You’d darned well better see that rab­
bit.” I.aughing, I confessed that we were both seeing the 
same rabbit, but that I’d seen it first...that morning 
underneath the water tank.

You cannot imagine the tension relief provided by discus­
sions of "Mr. Bill’s rabbit.”

Some tell you there’s 
enough land to handle “our 
share” of the approximately 
16 billions of trash produced 
daily in this country.

Others see a need for con­
servation of Texas land and 
w ate r re so u rces , the 
wellspring of the state’s 
significant impact on the na­
tional economy through 
agriculture.

One Texas resident sees 
hope for the future resting 
with the people themselves.

“As Texas residents, we 
share the burden of this na­
tion’s tremendous waste pro­
blem, along with the respon­
sibility to ‘maximize’ our 
precious land and water 
resources,” says Dr. Betty 
Jo Smith.

“At the heart of maximiz­
ing these resources is an at- 
titudinal change -  moving 
from  irre sp o n sib le  
wastefulness to a more con­
servative, low-waste socie­
ty ,’’ ah« «ays.

“ A conservative, low- 
waste society is based on the 
belief that we wisely use 
resources we have -  and that 
we recognize the wasteful 
use of resoures as harmful 
and detrimental to each and 
every individual’s quality of 
life,” she explains.

Dr. Smith, a family life 
education specialist on the 
home economics staff of the 
Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service, The Texas 
A8tM University System, 
says most people just don’t 
realize there’s a waste pro­
blem.

“ Few citizens consider 
what happens to the trash 
after it is hauled away frcmi 
their curbs.

“Most Americans don’t 
see the nearly 100,000 acres 
of land used as a place to get 
trash out of our way.

“And people seldom think 
about the health hazards 
associated with waste.”

As technology has improv­
ed food safety and made 
packaging an element of 
convenience, safety and en­
joym ent, people have 
assumed these advances to 
be positive -  with few, if any, 
negative  re tu rn s , the 
specialist says.

“Consumers have forgot­
ten, or at least pushed to the 
back of their minds, the fact 
that paper plates, aluminum 
pie tins and plastic forks are 
wasteful,” Dr. Smith adds.

“These items, while con­
venient and economical in 
the short run, will be 
cumbersome and expensive 
in the long run -  unless we 
decided to curb our 'appetite 
for waste,” ’ she concludes.

He also learned that since 
he had been a judge of a 
court of records for ten con­
secutive years he was allow­
ed to petition the bar 
association to take their ex­
am.

The exam consists of four­
teen subjects of law and a

person must make a grade of 
75 or above to pass.

With the knowledge of the 
task before him. Judge 
Bailey set out to learn all he 
could to pass the exam. His

studies included six weeks at 
Austin, going to classes from 
6:00 • 10; 00 p.m. five nights a 
week while holding court in 
Eastland on Mondays and 
Fridays.

Judge Bailey says “there 
were a lot of good places to 
quit" and then he quickly 
adds “ But thanks to all the 
encouragement I received 
from my family and friends I 
continued."

That continuation took him 
to May 26th when he took the 
oath and was admitted to the 
Bar.

you all know, the 
regular session of the 67th 
I^egislature recently came to 
an end. While the legislature 
passed nine hundred and one 
bills, there were at least five 
measures that failed to pass 
necessitating a thirty day 
special session beginning on 
July 13th.

The topics set by the 
(Governor in his message

calling the special session 
are congressional redistric­
ting, repeal of the state ad 
valorem tax, creation of a 
water trust fund, passage of 
a fnedical practices act and 
revisions of the state proper­
ty tax code dealing with 
county wide a p p ra isa l 
districts.

The format for a special 
session requires that on each

bill you start over from 
scratch. A new bill has to be 
filed on each subject, and the 
bill is referred to committee. 
The m easure than goes 
through the committee pro­
cess and then is to go to the 
floor of the respective body 
that it was filed in.

If the bill passes that body, 
then it goes to the other body 
for its consideration through 
the same process.

Each body will begin anew 
with separate bills on con­
gressional redistricting. The 
conflict in conference com­
mittee during the last day 
revolved around the struc­
ture of the Dallas County 
Congressional districts and 
congressional districts in the 
South Texas and Valley 
areas.

Governor Clements and 
the Republicans had taken a 
special interest in creation of 
a minority district in Dallas 
County much to the detri­
m ent of incum bent 
Democratic Congressmen 
Mattox and Frost.

The South Texas and 
Valley controversy centered 
around Congressman Bill 
Patm an’s district and a 
district including part of 
Corpus Christi and south of 
the gulf coast city.

Abolition of the state ad 
valorem tax also included 
the problem of financing col­
lege construction. The funds 
raised through the ten cent 
levy were used for college 
building construction. The 
consensus in the legislature 
is for repeal of the tax, but 
the disagreement is over 
how to fund the construction. 
One proposal was to create a 
permanently endowed fund, 
similar to the Permanent

University Fund that helps 
the University of Texas and 
Texas A&M.

The other major proposal 
was to establish a constitu­
tional fund, put a little 
money into it and wait until 
the next session of the 
¡.«gislature in 1983 to choose 
a permanent method of fun­
ding college construction. In 
the meantime, if college 
building needs exceeded the 
size of the fund, the 
I^egislautre would make up 
the d iffe rence through 
special approriations.

Speaker Clayton’s project, 
the Water Trust Fund, failed 
to be considered because of 
failure to have posted the bill 
on the “ intent" calendar in 
the Senate for the last day.

Clayton’s proposal, HJR 
33, would have sent to the 
voters in November a resolu­
tion to create a special water 
trust fund using "excess” 
state revenues and obligate 
up to $500 million of the 
credit of the State to back 
water development bonds of 
local government.

The medical practices act 
failed to come out of con­
ference committee after the 
conferees failed to agree on 
certain aspects of the bill. 
Unless the act is passed, the 
licensing board for doctors 
will go out of existence 
September 1 because of the 
Sunset laws. Thus, doctors 
will no longer be required to 
have a license to practice. 
Everyone is optimistic that a 
practices act can be passed 
by September 1.

Also to be considered in 
special session is revision of 
the property tax code deal­
ing with county wide tax ap­

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The insects are  reauy

Bagworms are destructive 
pests on many evergreen 
and deciduous shrubs and 
trees. April and May is the 
best time to treat ornamen­
tals to control bagworms. 
However, if you have not 
sprayed and you see the 
bagworms on your plants 
you should spray now.

POT
By DeMarquis Gordon .

Several insecticides are ef­
fective. These include Sevin, 
Dursban, Dylox, Diazinon, 
and Orthene. Be sure to use 
spray equipment that gives 
complete coverage of all 
foliage.

.The young worms or cater­
pillars construct a small 
tapered bag of silk-like 
material and attach to it 
pieces of bark and foliage. 
The bag turns brown in col­
or.

A bagworm protrudes its 
head and front feet from the 
bag as it moves about the 
p lan t feeding but will 
withdraw into the bag when 
disturbed. In late summer 
the bag is attached to a 
branch and the m ature 
caterpillar pupates within 
the bag.

The feeding worms, when 
infestation is heavy, will 
remove all parts of a tree or 
shrub, resulting in the death 
of the plant or heavily 
damaged parts.

The worms are easier to 
control when they are young 
and control measures should 
be applied as soon as an in­
festation is discovered.

The elm leaf beetles are 
destructive to elm trees. 
They should also be sprayed 
now if elm trees are infested. 
Many insecticides will kill 
the adult and larvae beetles, 
the m a jo r p rob lem  is 
thorough coverage of in­
fested trees. Trees often 
have to be sprayed several 
times because there are at 
least three or more genera­
tions of beetles a year.

High p re ssu re , high 
volum e sp ra y e rs  a re  
necessary to completely 
cover the foliage.

Now that hot, dry weather 
is with us the lawns will need 
to be watered in order to 
keep them green. We were 
fortunate to have 4 inches of 
ram in early June and little 
watering was necessary.

Timely applications of 
water are required for effec­
tive and efficient water use. 
Apply water just as the grass 
begins to discolor and wilt. 
Most grasses take on a dark, 
dull appearance and the leaf 
blades begin to fold or roll 
when the grass goes into 
water stress. Grass under 
water stress also shows 
evidence of tracks after so­
meone walks across the 
lawn. If dry conditions per­
sist, the grass wilts, turns 
yellow and straw-colored. As 
a practice, observe that por­
tion of the lawn that usually 
wilts first. Water the entire 
lawn when this area shows 
signs of stress.

When water is applied also 
influences the effectivenss of 
watering. Early morning is 
considered the best time to 
water. The wind is calm and 
the temperature is lower, 
thus w a te r loss from  
evaporation is low. Early 
morning watering helps to 
wash dew off leaves which 
reduces the incidence of 
diseases. I,ate evening is 
considered the worst time to 
water as grass which re­
mains we throughout the 
night is more susceptible to 
disease.

Apply enough water to a 
lawn to wet the top 4 to 6 in­
ches of soil. light, frequent 
applications of water pro­
duce, weak, shallow-rooted 
turf highly susceptible to 
stress conditions of heat and 
drought. The application of 1 
inch of water on most soils 
will adequately wet the soil. 
I.6SS water is required on a 
sandy soil. The time re­
quired to wet the soil to this 
depth depends on the type of 
sprinkler used, the water 
pressure available and the 
rate at which water moves 
into the soil.

Cut irrigation fool costs
A fuel bill of $10,000 or 

more to operate an irrigation 
pumping plant for a crop 
season is not unusual. It also 
dramatically illustrates the 
fact that fuel is a major cost 
of producing irrigated crops. 
So cutting irrigation costs 
can boost profits.

W ayne K eese, an 
agricultural engineer with 
the Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service, Texas A&M 
University System, recom­
mends several steps to 
minimize irrigation fuel 
costs.

‘‘Three main factors affect 
the amount of fuel used to 
pump water,” Keese says. 
‘‘These are water manage­
ment practices, the pressure 
requirement and efficiency 
of the application system, 
and the efficiency of the 
pumping plant.

‘‘In many cases, irrigation 
could be reduced without 
hurting yields or profits," 
says Keese. ‘‘Many crops 
have critical periods when 
yields would be drastically 
cut by lack of water. Then 
there a re  other growth 
periods when the need for 
water is not as critical.”

According to Keese, crops 
should be irrigated only 
when yields will be increas­
ed enough to pay irrigation 
costs. ‘‘Never apply more 
water than can be held in the 
crop’s root zone unless ex­
cess water is needed for 
leaching to control soil 
salinity,” he points out.

Keese also suggests con­
sidering a low pressure ap­
plication system. “ Higher

pressure means higher fuel 
use. Low pressure sprinklers 
could reduce fuel consump­
tion, but at the same time, 
it’s important to prevent 
water runoff,” says Keese.

He explains that low 
pressure sprinklers usually 
increase the rate of water 
application. “An application 
rate that exceeds the soil’s 
absorption ra te  is self- 
defeating unless furrow 
dikes or dams or some other 
practice is adopted to pre­
vent runoff.”

Research and demonstra­
tion results indicate the 
average pumping plant uses 
about 35 percent more fuel 
than a plant operating at an 
accepted, standard level of 
efficiency. The low efficien­
cy of some pumps costs their 
owners thousands of dollars 
every year in excess fuel 
bills, notes the engineer.

Keese likens the evalua­
tion of a pumping plant to 
determining the mileage 
p erfo rm an ce  of an 
automobile. However, acre 
inches of w a te r a re  
calculated instead of miles 
per gallon. It’s a matter of 
comparing actual fuel use 
(gallons of diesel, kilowatt 
hours of electricity or thou­
sand cubic feet of natural 
gas) per acre inch of water 
to a standard performance 
rate.

To follow Keese’s evalua­
tion procedures, first deter­
mine the plant’s pumping 
rate (gallons per minute), 
pumping lift (number of feet 
from ground surface ot the

w ell’s w a te r lev e l) , 
discharge head or pressure 
(feet or pounds per square 
inch), fuel use and operating 
time (in hours).

Convert the pumping rate 
to total acre inches pumped 
by dividing by 450 and 
multiplying by the operating 
time.

Determine the fuel use by 
checking the gas or electric 
meter or measuring the 
amount of diesel fuel used 
from the storage tank during 
the operating time.

Divide fuel use by acre in­
ches pumped to determine 
fuel use per acre inch of 
water.

Then figure the accepted 
standard performance rate 
for your plant and compare 
it to the plant’s actual fuel 
consumption.

Fuel requirements for a 
plant operating at standard 
efficiency are:

•  for each 100 feet of pum­
ping lift: 1.046 gallons diesel, 
12.92 Kwh electricity or 0.171 
Mcf natural gas.

•  for each 10 pounds per 
square inch of discharge 
pressure: 0.24 gallons diesel, 
2.98 Kwh electricity or 0.0396 
Mcf natural gas.

“ Repair or replacement of 
inefficient engines and 
pumps may cost several 
thousand dollars, but annual 
fuel savings may amortize 
the capital investment in a 
short time,” says Keese. He 
advises that careful record 
keeping is an important 
aspect of evaluating pump­
ing plant efficiency, irriga­
tion system operation and 
water management prac­
tices.

Oil News
Texas lawmakers with oil & gas 
officials initiates anti-theft program
Texas lawmakers and oil 

and gas officials have in­
itiated a statewide anti-theft 
program aimed at com­
bating thieves that steal an 
estimated |100 million worth 
of oil field equipment yearly 
in the United States.

Officials from six oil and 
gas trade organizations will 
put into effect on July 1 a 
th e ft rep o rtin g  system  
where individuals can call 
collect to report a theft or in­
formation regarding a theft. 
The telephone number is 
817-723-1114.

Prompt reporting of an oil 
field theft increases the 
chance of getting the proper­
ty returned by 10 fold

This is the first statewide 
reporting system for equip­
ment stolen from the oil 
patch.

This reporting system -

coupled with the passage of 
two new laws passed by the 
67th Texas l^egislature and 
signed into law by Governor 
William P. Clements -  was 
devised to stop the growing 
crime wave in the oil patch.

The new laws increase the 
penalty for stealing oil field 
equipm ent, and require 
more detailed recordkeeping 
on the sale and exchange of 
used oil field equipment.

The theft-reporting system 
wil be based in Wichita 
Falls. After the information 
regarding the theft has been 
taken, the proper law en­
forcement officials and area 
news media will be notified.

Several associations have 
established a reward pro­
gram of up to 82,600 for the 
arrest and conviction of a 
person or persons who have 
stolen oil field equipment.

The organizations involv­
ed in the theft reporting 
system includes the Texas 
Independent Producers and 
Royalty Owners Association 
in Austin; North Texas Oil 
and Gas Association in 
Wichita Falls; West Central 
Texas Oil and Gas Associa­
tion in Abilene; Panhandle 
P roducers and Royalty 
O wners A ssociation in 
Amarillo; Permian Basin 
Petroleum Association in 
Midland and the Petroleum 
Committee of East Texas 
Chamber of Commerce in 
Longview

These organizations urge 
land owners and royalty 
owners to take note of 
suspicious-looking vehicles 
or persons on oil and gas 
leases, and report these 
citings via the anti-theft 
telephone number.

'I n d iv id u a ls  whose 
primary business is dealing 
in used oil and gas equip­
ment must keep records 
when they obtain used equip­
ment. These requirements 
include name and address of 
dealer; serial number if 
any; kind, m ake, size, 
weight, length and quantity 
of the used materials pur­
chased or acquired by ex­
change; date obtained; 
name and address of seller 
or person who exchanged the 
materials; the location of the 
property at the time of sale 
or exchange; license 
number of vehicle used to 
transport the item to the 
dealer; and the driver’s 
license number of the seller 
of person who exchanged the 
materials. These records 
must be kept for two years. 
Failure to comply could 
result in a fine of not less 
than $500 per violation.

‘Theft of oil and gas equip­
ment or petroleum itself, 
regardless of price, was rais­
ed from a third degree felony 
to a second degree felony. 
Previously, theft of material 
worth less than $10,000 was a 
third degree felony. A third 
degree felony in Texas is 
punishable by two to ten 
years in prison and a fine of 
up to $5,000. A second degree 
felony is punishable by two 
to 20 years in prison and a 
fine up to $10,000. This law 
does not in c re a se  the 
minimum penalty for oil 
field th ieves. It does, 
however, give prosecutors 
more discretion concerning 
the punishment which can be 
sought. The revision also 
simplifies the law by remov­
ing the need to establish the 
precise value of the material 
stolen.

The reporting system via 
telephone and subsequent 
notification of law enforce­
ment officials and the news 
media will be on a six-month 
trial basis beginning July 1 
and ending December 31.

Recently many people 
have found it necessary to 
provide a portion of the 
Rnancing when selling a 
home.

You can buy the 
Miami Herald in the late 
afternoon of publication day 
and the New York TinMs the 
next day. Local newspapers 
are Spanish language. Many 
people speak English from 
fair to good, so you have no 
trouble making your wants 
known.

Prices of food are a bit 
higher than in the USA. 
Gasoline sells for about $2.30 
per gallon here. Most of their 
oil is imported. In the past 
few y e a rs , th e y ’ve 
discovered oil in the north 
part of the country. Unders­
tand they now produce about 
6,(X)0 barrels per day in this 
country and are hopeful of 
increasing this. (We learned 
some time ago that the oil 
companies out at Kamon 
House in Cisco have substan­
tial royalty interests in 
Guatemala.)
