The Cisco schools will 
have four sec tions of 
kindergarten for the 1981-82 
school year: two morning 
sections meeting from 8:00 
to 11:00 and two afternoon 
sections meeting from 11:30 
to 2:30 each day.

The four sections were 
made possible for the first 
time in Cisco scliools by the 
employment of an additional 
kindergarten teacher. Mrs. 
Glenda Denison will be 
teaching her third year in 
Cisco and Mrs. Beverly Col­
lins will be starting her first 
year here.

Registration for all eligi­
ble five year olds will be held 
in the Kindergarten building 
on August 21,1981, from 8:00 
a.m. until 11:30 a.m.

In order not to detain a 
child from being placed on a 
class ro ll—p aren ts  a re  
reminded to bring two things 
with them to registration: 
(1) birth certificate; 12) a 
copy of their child’s im­
munization record. The im­
munization record must in­
clude the following fa) a 
series of DPT shots (3) plus 
a booster since their child’s 
4th birthday; fb) a series of 
polio doses f3) plus a booster 
since their child’s 4th birth­
day; fc) a measle, a rubella, 
and a m um ps s h o t-  
som etim es recorded as 
MMR.

Parents are asked to get 
their child’s immunizations 
up to date before August 21

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Membership Drive For ( a s a d  Chief O f Police 
Ambulance Extended
Deadline Friday, August 7th

The membership drive 
deadline for the Pafford Am­
bulance Service in Cisco has 
been extended until Friday, 
August 7. Applications are 
still available at the City 
Hall where the forms may 
also be turned in.

With 533 members signed 
to the moment, Mrs. Edna 
Haile of the Pafford Am­
bulance Service, told the 
Cisco Rotary Gub Thursday 
noon that the period for ap­
plications has been extended 
one week from its scheduled 
closing Friday, July 31, in 
p ro sp ec t th a t the 850 
m em bers needed to 
g u a ran tee  Cisco an 
em ergency  m edical 
transportation service will 
be forthcoming.

If the quota is not reached, 
she said, the Pafford com­
pany will not undertake a 
location here and Cisco will 
be without an ambulance 
program unless an alter­
native -  and, very likely, a 
more expeasive and tax- 
burdensome -  service can be 
organized.

Under the Pafford plan -  a 
program established in 14 
years of operation current in 
several states -  an annual 
membership fee of $36 per 
family will guarantee an 
unlimited number of am­
bulance trips within a radius 
of 60 miles of Cisco with no 
extra costs for oxygen or 
other emergency services.

W ithout m em bersh ip , 
each trip would require a 
base cost of around $ ^  plus 
other charges which, as Ar- 
mo Chambers, club presi­
dent and program chairman, 
told the club, would come to 
about $150 for a trip to 
Abilene. Of that amount said 
Chambers, Medicare would 
refund only $39, and that on­
ly after the bill is paid.

C ham bers, of Cisco 
Funeral Home, and Brad 
Kimbrough of Kimbrough 
Funeral Home, formerly 
provided the Cisco area with 
ambulance services.

Mrs. Haile and her hus­
band, Ricky Haile, medical 
technician who was also a 
club guest, would be in 
charge of the Cisco unit -  a 
unit which would also serve 
Rising Star and other area 
com m unities. One am ­
bulance would be located 
here with back-up transpor­
ta tio n  av a ilab le  from 
Eastland where the com­
pany is also seeking a 
membership program. Mrs. 
Haile is a Cisco girl.

R esiden ts  wishing 
memberships may make ap­
plication at the City Hall, 
Mrs. Haile said. She told the 
club that all payments of $36 
per member would be held in 
escrow in the First National 
Bank and returned to the ap­
plicants in the event the 
necessary quota is not reach­
ed. Group rates are also 
available to organizations.

The Cisco service, she 
pointed out, would be backed 
up by resources and ex­
perience gained in 14 years 
of expanding operation 
developed by James Pafford 
of Louisiana. The Eastland 
County effort is the first at­
tempt to organize a Pafford 
service in Texas.

Such a program here 
would not require any tax 
subsidy from the City of 
Cisco or other governmental 
agency. It was made clear. It 
is, she agreed, entirely a 
private enterprise activity, 
in contrast to some other of­
fers which would seek, in one 
case, as much as $3,500, or

even more, in monthly con­
tributions from the city’s tax 
funds.

Federal, State, or local 
government job not covered 
by social security should 
know that the pension from

this work could affect the 
social security benefit they 
were expecting to receive as 
a husband or wife, Glyn 
Hammons, social security 
d is tr ic t  m an an g er in 
Abilene, said recently.

This is because the social 
security benefit for a hus­
band, wife, widow, or 
widower will be reduced- 
dollar for dollar-by the 
amount of the government 
pension. This offset will not 
affect the amount of the 
government pension or the 
amount of any social securi­
ty benefit the person 
receives based on his or her 
own work covered by social 
security.

In addition, Hammons 
said, the law provides an ex­
ception for some people. A 
person is exempt from the 
offset if:

He or she is eligible to

receive a Federal, State, or 
local government pension 
before December 1982 even 
though he or she does not ap­
ply for it, and 

He or she meets all the re­
quirements for wife’s, hus­
b an d 's , widow’s, or 
widower’s benefits in effect 
in January 1977. At that 
time, a man had to have 
been dependent upon his 
wife for more than half of his 
support to be eligible as a 
husband or widower, and a 
divorced woman's marraige 
had to have lasted 20 years.

rather than the 10 years now 
required for her to be eligi­
ble.

The purpiose of the offset is 
to p rev en t w indfall 
payments to retired govern­
ment workers who have 
their own pensions and 
would also receive social 
seciruty benefits as a spouse 
or surviving spouse, Ham­
mons said.

In addition, the offset will 
not apply if the person’s 
government job is covered

by social security on the last 
day the person works.

Lights from the 
Christain World

••Pilate saith unto them, 

••What shall I do then with 
Je su s  which is called 
Christ’ ” -Matthew 27:22 

I quickly glanced at the 
menu the waitress handed 
me. An array of foods leaped 
at me from the leaflet. 1 
grimaced, "What should I 
order?”

The waitress patiently 
stood with pen and check 
pad. Noting my hesitancy 
she shook her head and said, 
"Decisions, decisions!”

No one likes to suffer from 
being unable to make deci­
sions. One’s decisions may 
at times be minor. At other 
times it may be a major 
decision which could change 
the entire course of one’s 
life. The decision process

holds a very significant 
place in renewing personal 
vitality.

Is not the most important 
life changing decision we 
have the same decision 
which confronted Pilate, the 
Roman procurator of Judea 
Matthew 27:22?

to stamp out illegal drug abuse.
It is obvious that more must be done in Texas than has been 

done to this point, because there has been an alarming increase 
in the illegal manufacture and use of drugs in our state—up by 63 
percent in 1980 alone.

The U.S. Drug Enforcement Administration has provided me 
with preliminary estimates which show that the retail value of 
drugs illegally manufactured and used here increased from some 
S640 million in 1979 to over SI billion last year.

The DEA reports that usage of cocaine and dangerous drugs 
such as methamphetamine or “ speed” is on a dramatic upswing 
in Texas. Last year, cocaine use in the state jumped from 490 
pounds to 800 pounds and the amount of dangerous drugs man­
ufactured in the state—primarily methamphetamine—rose from 
200 million dosage units in 1979 to 800 million units in 1980.

can lake some comfort in the fact that heroin use in our 
slate has declined. The DEA reports that heroin usage in Texas 
dropped from 406 pounds in 1979 to 140 pounds in 1980; mari­
juana use declined slightly, from 1.5 million pounds to 1.25 
million pounds.

We’ve also seen a drop in the manufacture of PCP, known 
as “ angel dust” —which I consider the most dangerous illicit 
drug in use today.

According to DEA estimates, “ angel dust” manufacture in 
Texas decreased from 200,000 units in 1979 to 150,000 in 1980. 
The President signed into law in 1978 my bill making it harder 
to obtain piperidine—one of the key ingredients in this drug—and 
the DEA indicates that this new law has helped their efforts to 
curtail “angel dust” abuse.

W:e can't rest easy, though, until we totally eliminate this 
drug—which can literally drive people crazy—as a threat to 
Americans.

I have other anti-drug legislation pending in the current Con­
gress. One such measure, for example, sharply stiffens the pen­
alty for pilots involved in drug smuggling. Currently the Fed­
eral Aviation Act provides only a $1,()00 fine and a one-year fly­
ing certificate suspension. My proposed amendment sets a maxi­
mum five-year prison term, a S25,000 fine and revocation of the 
pilot's license.

I also have Introduced legislation to provide longer prison 
sentences for persons who commit crimes while free from jail on 
bail.

My bill mandaies consecutive sentencing for individuals con­
victed of federal crimes while they arc free from jail on bail. It 
would require that in these cases the sentences for any additional 
crimes be in addition to—and not run at the same time as—the 
sentence for the first crime.

Someone in these circumstances, convicted of three armed 
robberies and sentenced to 10 years for each robbery, for ex­
ample, would serve only 10 years if the sentences run concurrent­
ly. But 30 years would be the total time in prison if the sen­
tences run consecutively, as I think they should.

Clearly, the overall picture indicates that we are losing the war 
against drugs in Texas. We simply cannot allow the drug pushers 
and smugglers to gain the upper hand in this battle.

In the 97th Congress, I intend to redouble my efforts to gain 
passage of anti-drug legislation and to take any other steps that 
are necessary to show drug-dealing criminals that we Texans 
arc not easy prey for their deadly operations.

the most critical element -  the .American people and their 
ability to respond to a changing sv orld.

The .Administration is in ihe process of evolving a 
policy which will put the people and their marketplace in 
the center of the equation w here they belong. That is not to 
say government can wash its hands of the problem and 
walk away.

There is a legitimate role for the federal government in 
developing new sources of energy, in ensuring energy 
security and even in regulation. But this role should start 
where the ability of the private sector to handle the 
situation ends. We must stop the government from inhib­
iting energy independence

All Americans are involved in making energy policy. 
W'hen an individual decides to form a carpool because the 
price of gasoline is too high to drive alone, he is helping 
create a conservation policy. When an independent pro­
ducer decides to drill an oil well on the hope of a return on 
his investment, he is implementing a policy of increased 
production.

Computers cannot gauge human responses to future 
situations with precision. That is a m ajor reason so many 
projections of future energy production and consumption 
have been wrong.

Increased reliance on the market decisions Americans 
make every day offers a continuing national referendum 
which is a far better means of charting the nation’s energy 
path than stubborn reliance on government dictates or a 
combination of subsidies and regulations.

Certain mitigating measures may be required from 
time to time to avoid unacceptable burdens on one sector 
of our society or another, but these can best be considered 
in the context of social, not energy, policy.

The President’s action to end oil price controls and to 
dismantle the burdensome regulatory apparatus associated 
with those controls was a major step in implementing an 
energy policy focused on market realities. The challenge 
ahead is to provide a healthy economy and policy environ­
ment that enables citizens, businesses and state and local 
governments to make rational energy production and con­
sumption decisions -  decisions that reflect the true value, 
in every sense, of all the nation’s resources.

Panicky, piecemeal efforts by government to relieve 
energy supply and price uncertainties have been and always 
will be counterproductive.

I know that the citizens, the energy producers and the 
industries of Texas stand ready to do their share and more 
in implementing a reasonable energy policy which relies on 
the traditional greatness of the American people and their 
ingenuity and resourcefulness.

The Senate this week 
passes a congressional 
redistricting plan which in

most instances left the coun­
ties of District 22 in the same 
Congressional districts as

before. The main exception 
being Denton County and

eastern Cooke county being 
placed in a newly created 
congressional district and 
Somervell County being 
placed in Congressm an' 
Stenhobr.’s district.

The House is now consider­
ing the Senate plan and 
although there will probably 
be some changes, none will 
substantially affect District 
2 2 .

The revision of the county­
wide appraisal districts has, 
as of this writing, reached 
something of a stalemate in 
the Senate. The Senate made 
substantial changes in the 
bill when they voted to delay 
im p lem en ta tio n  of the 
Peveto Act and to have only 
elected members serve on 
the Board, along with the 
amendments to the Act. If 
the Legislature hangs-up on 
any measure, this will pro­
bably be the one.

The Senate should have 
considered by this week its 
decision on the abolition of 
the State ad valorem tax. 
The tax will probably be 
abolished as the sentiments 
and the votes are there to do 
so. The tough decision will be 
what source of revenues to 
use for higher education con­
struction, as the State pro­
perty tax revenue was used 
by non-PUF fund schools for 
construction fund purposes.

The w ater fund plan 
should also be out by the 
time this column appears. 
There is considerable sup­
port for the water dund 
although some question the 
wisdom of dedicating the 
fund in the constitution. We 
already have over two-thirds 
of the funds spent by the 
State dedicated in the con­
stitution. This lack of flex- 
ibility presents a problem.

“The people of this state 
should be proud of the wise 
action taken by the Texas 
legislature,” the Dallas 
family physician said. Dr. 
Ross noted that the legisla­
tion got one of the most 
thorough reviews of almost 
any other issue before the 
regular or special session.

Final approval in the 
Senate on Tuesday (July 28) 
was by a 27-1 vote. The 
House gave unanimous ap­
proval to the bill last Friday.

With unanimous approval 
of the measure in the House 
and with only one vote of op­
position in the Senate, the 
bill will become law im­
mediately upon Govenor Bill 
Clements’ signature. Cur­
rent laws regulating medical 
care in Texas expire on 
August 31, 1981, under the 
provisions of the state’s 
Sunset Act.

Under the new Medical 
Practice Act, the definition 
of the practice of medicine is 
continued from the current 
law. The Texas State Board 
of Medical Examiners, the 
body responsible for ad­
ministering the laws regar­
ding physicians and medical 
care, will be expanded from 
Its present 12 physician 
members by the addition of 
three public, non-medical

Other measures in the law 

provide for expanded 
disciplinary powers of the 
Medical Examiners Board. 
Among the new grounds 
under which the Board may 
discipline a physician are 
persistent and flagrant over­
charging or overtreating, 
and prescribing drugs in a 
manner not in the interest of 
the public h ea lth  and 
welfare.

Dr. Ross stated that these 
and other new provisions 
give the Board additional 
tools to deal with incompe­
tent physicians or those 
whose practice constitutes a 
danger to the public. “The 
vast majority of Texas doc­
tors are doing an excellent 
job,” Dr. Ross said, “but the 
few who are not serving the 
public in a responsible way 
must be dealt with.” 

Consideration of a Medical 
Practice Act was one of the 
five issues included in 
Governor Clements’ agenda 
for the special session. The 
measure failed to pass dur­
ing the regular session due to 
last-m inute am endm ents 
dealing with use of drugs by 
optometrists, who are not 
m edica l do c to rs, and 
hospital staff privileges for 
doctors of medicine and doc­
tors of osteopathy. Both of 
these issues were resolved 
during the special session.

Sen. John Wilson 
(D-LaGrange) and Reps. 
Bill Messer (D-Belton) and 
Lynn N abers
(D-Brownwood) were 
primary sponsors of the 
legislation.

Have you ever been fishing 
on a hot summer day when it 
seems the only fish within 
miles are schools of pesky 
gar slapping and rolling on 
the surface?

At times likes these, the 
angler usually decides it’s 
time to pack up his gear and 
head for the nearest air con­
ditioner.

However, if catching fish 
for the sheer sport of it is in 
your blood, the lowly gar is 
willing to give you a thrill. 
There are several ways to 
hook the toothy gar, and 
once in the line gar jump and 
cavort like misplaced tar­
pon.

One of the simplest and 
most popular methods for 
catching gar is with a large 
safety pin style spinnerbait 
which has no hook, but 
rather a skirt of tough nylon 
fiber.

When a gar strikes the 
skirt, the fish’s tiny teeth 
tangle with the nylon and the 
fight is on.

lliere are other ways to 
rig gar-catching tackle. 
Some fisherman use a min­
now hooked in the traditional

manner, but with a steel 
leader formed into a loop 
around the baited hook. 
When the gar strikes the 
minnow, the steel leader 
forms a noose which tightens 
around the fish's long, nar­
row snout.

T here a re  sev e ra l
misconeptions among the 
fishing public about gar, ac­
cord ing  to f ish e rie s
biologists of the Texas Parks 
and Wildlife Department. 
One is that they are harmful 
to game fish populations.

be beneficial, they usually 
have little affect on bass and 
other sport fish.

Gar fed on small forage 
fish species such as shad and 
minnows, and they usually 
keep to more open-water 
areas. While they may con­
sume some young game fish, 
the take is probably in­
significant in most waters.

Another perhpas little- 
known fact is that gar are 
quite edible. However, it 
takes some know-how to ex­
tract the boneless “back 
strap” from the fish’s upper 
back. Although most con­
sider gar scavengers, their 
diet of small fish gives them 
a good flavor if caught from 
water of reasonably good 
quality.

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WildIKe Federation Asks Reagan 
To Fire W att As Interior Secretory

The National Wildlife 
Federation has called upon 
President Reagan to fire 
James G. Watt as Secretary 
of the Interior.

Dr. Hay D. Hair, executive 
vice president of the nation’s 
biggest citizens conservation 
group, said Watt has "lost 
the confidence of Americans 
who are concerned about our 
environment and the conser­
vation  of the n a tu ra l 
resources Mr. Watt was ap­
pointed to protect."

The NWF, Hair said, has 
reluctantly decided that 
“evidence of Mr. Watt’s un­
suitability for the job he 
holds has become so over­
whelming...that the sooner 
he is relieved of his duties 
the better it will be for our 
country and our resources."

NWF has 4.5 million 
members and supporters in 
all 50 states. Before deciding 
Watt should be fired, Hair 
said, NWF made an in-depth 
study of his six-month record 
in office and "found it wan­
ting  in nearly  every

respect." NWf’ also polled 
4,000 of its members and 
found that although they 
voted two to one for Ronald 
Reagan over Jimmy Carter 
last year, they rejected 
Watt’s position on 10 of 11 
cu rre n t env ironm en ta l 
issues.

The 117-page study of 
Watt’s record and the results 
of the membership survey 
were made public at an NWF 
news conference. While 
other environmental groups 
have denounced Watt in re­
cent months, NWF held its 
fire. Hair said, in the hope 
that "patience is the best 
remedy for every trouble.”

The Federation tried to 
maintain a dialog with Watt 
while others were calling for 
his ouster. Hair continued, 
but finally found that “our 
patience has not been 
rewarded”

NWF found. Hair said, 
that Watt “places a much 
higher priority on exploita­
tion and development than 
on conservation...that while
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he pays lip service to en­
vironmental protection, he is 
working to undermine or cir- 
cuvent many of our basic en- 
v iro n m en ta l p ro tec tion  
laws...land) that he is inflex­
ible and unresponsive to 
ideas and entreaties from 
the conservation move­
ment.”

Hair said he saw no 
possib ility  of
“ rehabilitating” President 
Reagan’s most controversial 
Cabinet officer and therefore 
“ removal is the only option 
we see open to the President. 
We have reached this conclu­
sion reluctantly - even sadly 
- because we have no per­
sonal animus against Mr 
Watt, and we still want to 
cooperate with the Reagan 
Administration in bringing 
about the ‘new beginning’ for 
America that the President 
called for so eloquently in his 
inaugural address.”

The NWF study of Watt’s 
record listed what it called 
"ten Secretarial actions 
most damaging to the con­
servation of our natural 
resources.’ The list;

•Crippling budget revi­
sions

•Emasculation of the Of­
fice of Surface Mining

• Amended ran g elan d  
policy

•Dismantling water policy 
reform

•Moratorium on habitat 
acquisition

•Accelerated offshore oil

It also contained a list of 
eight issues on which Hair 
said he asked Watt to take 
“ immediate action” during 
their June 9 meeting. The list 
included a lifting of the ban 
on park and refuge acquisi­
tions to permit the purchase 
of “critically threatened” 
sites, a delay in oil and gas 
leasing on Alaska Wildlife 
refuges, a resumption of the 
lis ting  of endangered  
species, and urgent im­
plementation of new strip 
mine rules to prevent eva­
sion of the Surface Mining 
Act.

In some cases, the study 
noted. Watt took no action 
and made no response. In 
others, he took a course of 
action opposite to what NWF 
recommended.

The poll of 4,000 NWF 
members revealed, accor­
ding to Hair, that the 
Secretary is “out of step, not 
only with the views of con­
servation leaders who have 
called on him, but with the 
mainstream of American 
thought on conservation 
issues.”  The poll asked 
eleven questions on six en­
v ironm ental issues, in­
cluding further acquisition 
of parklands, mineral ex­
ploration in wilderness 
areas, oil drilling in marine 
sanctuaries alone the con­
tinental shelf, and further 
lis tin g  of endangered  
species.

Each question on the poll 
offered two or three choices

which included positions that 
have been taken by or at­
tributed to Secretary Watt. 
However, no option was 
identified as an NWF or Watt 
position.

Of the 65 percent of the 
members who returned their 
ballots, which were pre­
tested to eliminate bias, 13 
members favored NWF posi­
tions for every one who 
favored Watt’s positions. 
Those who said they had 
voted for Reagan rejected 
Watt’s positions by almost as 
big a margin as all NWF 
members.

The issue which received 
the h ighest an ti-W att 
response concerned those 
areas being studied for 
designation as wilderness. 
Only one percent agreed 
with the Secretary that in­
dustry should be allowed to 
explore wilderness study 
areas for oil, gas, or mineral 
deposits. Fifty-four percent 
thought wilderness areas 
should remain closed to ex­
ploration during the study 
period, while 42 percent 
thought exploration should 
take place “ only if com­
panies are able to erase the 
effects of exploration in 
those areas where they fail 
to find anything” . Two per­
cent couldnt choose among 
the 3 positions, and one per­
cent didnt know.

Members were also asked 
how they felt about Watts 
positions on conservation 
and development. Almost 80 
percent of those who felt 
qualified to judge Watts 
policies said he is “ too ex­
treme in promoting develop­
ment.”

To provide a cross-check 
on the results of the general 
membership survey, NWF 
also conducted a poll of 167 (rf

its grassroots leaders- of­
ficers and directors of its 
state affiliate organizatiems. 
Of these  le ad e rs , 117 
responded- a 70 percent 
re tu rn , with all sta tes 
represented- and 61 percent 
reported that they voted for 
Reagan ( vs. 38 percent for 
Carter).

The leaders, this poll 
showed, were even stronger 
in th e ir  opposition to 
Secretary Watt than the ran­
dom sampling of associate 
members. On the question of 
conservation vs. develop­
ment, 81 percent said Watt 
was too extreme in favoring 
development. Only 1 percent 
agreed with Watts call for 
oil, gas and mineral explora­
tion of wilderness study 
areas.

Hair read his statement on 
Watt at a Washington news 
conference two hours after 
delivering to the White 
House a letter to President 
Reagan asking the President 
to dismiss Watt. The White 
House had no immediate 
comment on the letter or on 
NWF’s request.

Many of the state's 1,200 
volunteer instructors not on­
ly teach black powder 
firemarms operation in the 
classroom, but also include 
the ac tu a l firin g  of 
muzzleloaders on ranges.

Black powder workshops 
recently were held in Corpus 
Christi, College Station, 
Midland and Wichita Falls 
where 72 instructors learned 
the basics of black powder 
lise from experts in the field. 
The workshop covered 
segments on powder and gun 
history and development, 
nimeclature, special equip­
ment and how to load, fire, 
c lean  and store 
muzzleloading firearms.

Black powder firearms 
are legal for use in hunting 
most game species in the 
state, although they must be 
used during the regular gun 
seasons.

Com­
ments also will be accepted 
in person at the commission 
meeting.

Hunters will notice very 
few changes in the proposals 
from last year’s regulations. 
Season lengths will be the 
same, and duck bag limits 
will be calculated by the 
same 100-point system as in 
the past.

Officials said all the 
regulations will be contained 
in the d e p a rtm e n t’s 
migratory game bird hun­
ting law supplement which 
will be available at hunting 
license outlets across the 
state by early October.

The following is a condens­
ed wrapup of the proposals: 

DUCKS AND COOTS 
In the High Plains Mallard 

Management Unit (a portion 
of West Texas west of a line 
from Del Rio through San 
Angelo, Abilene and Vernon 
to the Red River) the season 
is proposed for Oct. 27, 1981, 
through Jan. 17,1982. For the 
rest of the state, the season 
would be Nov. 7, 1981, 
through Nov. 29, 1981, and 
Dec. 12, 1981, through Jan. 
17, 1982. Shooting hours are 
proposed for one-half hour 
before sunrise to sunset.

Point values assigned 
various species of ducks are 
proposed to remain the same 
as last season. The season is 
closed on black-bellied and 
fulvous (whistling) tree

ducks and masked ducks in 
all counties. The coot daily 
bag limit would be 15; 
possession limit 30.

GEESE
In area west of U.S. 

Highway 81, the season is 
proposed for Oct. 27, 1981, 
through Jan. 17, 1982. The 
daily bag limit for that area 
is proposed for five geese, 
not to include more than two 
Canada or white-fronted 
geese in the aggregate. 
Possession limit would be 10, 
not to include more than four 
Canada or white-fronted 
geese in the aggregate.

Sandhill crane shooting 
hours are one-half hour 
before sunrise to sunset in 
both zones.

A 
special permit, issued free 
on request by the depart­
ment, is required for san­
dhill crane hunting.

The daily bag limit on san­
dhill cranes would be three; 
possession limit six.

The total cost of the tract

GUATEMALA CITY, 

C.A.-With our mission here 
scheckiled to end July 31st, 
we hope to Hy to Texas on 
Saturday, August 1, and to 
get to Cisco the next day.

Since August 1st is on a 
S a tu rd ay , the a ir lin e  
schedule is somewhat dif­
ferent. We had a choice of 
leaving here at 3:30 p.m. and 
arriving in Dallas around 
midnight or leaving at 8 a.m. 
and arriving there around 4 
p.m. with a stop in San 
Salvador.

With considerable political 
unrest in San Salvador, stop­
ping there didn’t particular­
ly appeal-especially to Mrs.
JWS. But we didn’t have to 
make a decision as the 8 a.m. 
flight via San Salvador was 
booked solid. So a late night 
arrival at DFW airport was 
the only other alternative.

Some weeks ago, a bomb 
in a traveler's bag exploded 
at the local airport. The bag 
was on an automatic con­
veyor en route to an airplane 
wlwn it went off. One man 
standing nearby lost his life.
Since that inci^nt, security 
at the Guatemala airport has 
been real tight. They now re­
quire you to open your bags 
at the front door before com­
ing into the airport terminal 
building.

The flight to Texas will 
stop at Houston Interna­
tional Airport for a trip 
through customs and then an 
airline change for the trip to 
DFW. A irtim e between 
Guatemala and DWF is 
about 3.5 hours.

With such a short trip in 
the air, you’d think that mail 
service between Guatemala 
and Texas would be good.
The best we’ve seen was 
eight or nine days. Postage 
rates here are a little less-15 
cents for an airmail stamp 
and nine cents for postcards.

haven’t had an ambassador 
for a year, so the embassy is 
being operated by a charge 
'd affairs as the senior of­
ficer. We enjoyed hearing 
the man talk and he reported 
that President Reagan has 
nominated a Mr. Chapin as 
ambassador to Guatemala. 
He has been accepted by the 
Guatemalan government but 
must still be approved by the 
U.S. Senate.

The embassy has a staff of 
about 110 people plus about 
110 Guatemalan civilian 
employees. The staff has 
some 13 different activities, 
the largest of which is an 
agriculture mission that is 
assisting in a fruit fly killing 
cam paign . T heir chief 
weapon is an incubator that 
hatches infertile male fruit 
flies that they turn loose to 
court unsuspecting females.

The U.S. Counsular Ser­
vice has offices adjoining the 
embassy. Every day you see 
a long line of perhaps 100 
Guatemalans waiting to app­
ly for visas to visit or im­
migrate to the USA. The em­
bassy man said some people 
make a living by getting in 
the visa line and working 
their way toward the front. 
Just before they’re next, 
they sell their place to the 
highest bidder and go to the 
end of the line again.

The embassy man spoke at 
a meeting of men members 
of the Union Church of 
Guatemala, and we were in­
vited to attend. 'The next 
speaker will be a man who 
operates a pancake house 
and who is a professional 
photographer. He will show 
slides and talk about being in 
Alaska when they had an 
earthquake some ten years 
ago. We planned to hear him.
