Rain Im proves O u tlo o k  
Fo r C o u n ty Peanuts

Rainfall that measured up 
to four inches fell in this 
West Central Texas region 
this week to im prove 
materially the outlook for 
peanut and pecan crops and 
to give new life to pastures, 
lawns and gardens.

The Cisco area received 
from l.S to 2 inches of rain 
Sundav night, Monday and 
Monday night. The rain was 
heavier to the east and 
southeast with Eastland
reporting 2.9 inches. Carbon 
2.5 inches, Gorman 3.5 in­
ches and Desdemona about 
four inches. Scranton 
reported less than an inch.

County Agent DeMarquis 
Gordon described the rain as 
a real “ life saver”  for the 
county’s pecan crop. The

trees are loaded and were in 
a position that they would 
begin shedding pecans 
without moisture, Mr. Gor­
don said. The rain, he added, 
promises the best pecan crop 
the county has had in several 
years.

The rain was also badly 
needed by the some 30,000 
acres of peanuts on Eastland 
County farms, Mr. Gordon 
said. He added that the 
peanut fields usually depend 
on September rains to make 
their crop and “ any rain we 
can get in August is a real 
bonus.”

A good many peanut fields 
have a poor stand of plants, 
which will cut down on the 
per acrea yield, Mr. Gordon 
said. This was due largely to

dry weather during the plan­
ting season.

The county made a good 
grain crop, which has been 
harvested and the land plow­
ed, and the rain will make 
conditions right for planting 
small grains in September, 
Mr. Gordon said.

The rain, which resulted 
from a cool front moving 
through the state, brooght 
w elcom e r e l ie f  from  
temperatures that had gone 
over the 100-degree mark a 
good many days this month. 
Forecasters saw an end to 
the rainy weather after mid­
week.

The moisture was welcom­
ed by home owners whose 
lawns were showing signs of 
turning brown despite water­
ing.

On August 13 the Ranger 
Lions Club had Con­
gressman Charles Stenholm 
as the ir specia l guest 
speaker during their regular 
noon meeting. Lion Presi­
dent Arie Sharp ask all the 
Cisco Lions to introduce 
themselves. They were well 
represented with 12 of their 
members attending. Some 
from Eastland Lions Gub 
and three from Ranger 
Rotary Club. There were 
many other guests, making a 
large crowd to hear the con­
gressman speak on the tax 
cut, social security, military 
spending and the 
agricultural problems.

After being introduced by 
Lion B ill Auvenshine 
Stenholm said " I  take my ti­
tle  v e ry  seriou sly  as 
representative of the people 
of the 17th District, I will talk 
first and then accept ques­
tions from you and see what 
is on the minds of the people 
of Ranger «nd the area 
towns.”

Stenholm said that people 
had been disinterested in 
government and had decided 
that there was no way of tur­
ning government around. 
But now there is a revitaliza­
tion. Knowing that it is tlnie 
for something new and the 
government could not con­
tinue in the same direction 
he and many other 
democrats decided to deter­
mine what is best for 
everybody in the country.

Stenholm pointed out that 
in the period of 1929-32 the 
federal government was 
spending four percent of the 
gross national product. By 
the end of Frank lin  
Roosevelt’s presidency, he 
said, that had increased to 10 
percent. This year it had 
reached 23 percent. “ That is 
what is creating so many 
problems as far as our 
economy is concerned,”  he 
declared. He said they 
wanted to cut the spending to 
19 or 20 percent.

On m ilitary spending, 
Stenholm said that it was not 
possible to stop spending 
money on defense. " It  is bet­
ter to have the arms and not 
need th em ,”  he 
sa id ."D efense must be 
number 1, we can trim back 
but not cut out.”  The con­
gressman added, “ We have 
allowed the military to be

reduced too much. There is 
only one way we can truly 
have peace in the world and 
that is through strengtl..

Concerning agriculture, 
Stenholm said he opposed 
the President’s farm bill. 
Republicans, he said, are 
wanting a fre e  world 
market, but there is no such 
thing as a “ free world 
market.”

"S e llin g  our products 
below the cost of production 
is called “ dumb”  where I 
come from,”  he stated.

Stenholm stated that 
agriculture is now the 
‘sickists’ industry, and that 
he has not done nearly 
enough about it. He will now 
devote tremendous energy to 
the many problems that 
plague this industry. He said 
that government must stand 
with and beside the farmer.

Stenholm said he knew 
that Social Security was on 
the minds of many. He said it 
is very sad that some politi­
cians make a political foot­
ball out of Social Security. 
“ We are going to keep the 
Social Security fund solid if 
we keep the federal govern­
ment solid,”  he sUted. 
‘ Thoee who ore woirying 

about losing their Social 
Security payment, or it not 
coming next month or next 
year, that is just not going to 
happen.”
He said some changes are 

needed. One proposal being 
considered is moving the 
retirement age from 65 to 68 
but doing it over a 30 year 
period. Those who would 
retire next year at age 65

would wait until they were 65 
years and one month old.

Another area of change 
would be a reduction in coat 
of living adluatmenta. He 
said that if the first two pwr 
cent of cost of ttring coaki be 
frozen that would make the 
Social Security System more 
.secure. If cost of living went 
up 10 percent and the first 
two percent was frozen, only 
8 percent would be given.

He said that the Social 
Security System is not going 
broke but there is some dif- 
ficulities. Two things have 
already been done. They 
have eliminated the $255.00

death benefit. Giildren can 
draw a parents Social 
Security only until age 16, 
not through co llege  at 
before.

While vacationing with his 
family on the Frio River 
near I.eakey, Texas, an eight 
year old boy was pulled 
under the water by the cur­
rent and trapped for about 5 
minutes before rescuers 
could pull him from the 
river.

The young lad had already 
turned blue and his eyes and 
dilated when Zellman felt a 
faint pulse beat, and began 
mouth to mouth breathing 
immediately. After several

This is the second 
em ergency situation in 
which Zellman has respond­
ed and his quick action has 
saved a life.

Deaths rose to a record 
number during 1980 but the 
Texas death rate decreased, 
State Health Commissioner 
Dr Robert Bernstein re­
ported Friday.

The total of 108,018 
deaths to Texas residents 
was the highest ever, but the 
rale of 7.6 per 1.000 popula­
tion actually is a decrease 
from the 1979 rate of 7.8. 
said Dr. Bernstein. These 
figures are contianed in the 
new 1980 Texas Vital Sta­
tistics report.

I he number one cause of 
death was heart disease 
with 37.581 fatalities. This 
was followed bv cancer, 
which accounted for 21.164 
deaths, and was follow ed by 
cerebrovascular disease 
with 9.728 deaths. The 
death toll from accidents 
wes 7,785. Together, the 
four leading causes wore 
responsible for 7 out of 
every lO deaths in 1980

I'he remainder of the 10 
leading causes of death in­
cluded:

5. Bronchitis. Emphy­
sema. Asthma and Allied 
Conditions — 2.910:

6. Pneumonia and Influen­
za — 2.580:

7. Homicide — 2,428;
8. Diabetes Mellitus —- 

1.862;
9. Suicide — 1,786; and
10. Certain Causes Origi­

nating in the Perinatal 
Period — 1,676.

Other important causes of 
death were: Atherosclerosis 
— 1.653; Chronic Liver 
Disease and Cirrhosis —■ 
1.472; and N e p h r it is , 
Nephrotic Syndrome, and 
Nephrosis —,1.060.

Accident;^  last y e a r  
claimed 7.785 persons, with 
motor vehicle accidents con­
tributing 4.295 deaths. A 
total of 668 persons died 
from falls. 360 were killed in 
fires, and 514 drowned.

Accidental deaths claint- 
ed 5.683 males and 2,102 
females.

Of the total deaths in 
Texas last year. 1.482 were 
in children aged 1-14 years. 
The leading causes of death 
for these children were: ac­
cidents — 732 (including 
357 in motor vehicle ac­
cidents). cancer — 166 (in­
cluding 63 from It-ukeffiia); 
congenital anomalies - 107; 
and homicide — 71).

At this point 
Hagi purchased traveler’s 
checks and said he had 
learned another lesson.

The rain this week was 
very beneficial. Most crops 
in Eastland County were 
very drought stressed before 
the rains. Much of the state 
had been getting good rains, 
but our area had gotten very 
little rain during the last two 
months until this week.

The rainfall varied over 
the county. Some areas had 
over four inches while others 
had about one inch. This will 
sure help the peanuts, 
pecans, grain crops, and 
forages.

The Peachtree Borer can 

be one of the most destruc­
tive insect pests of peaches 
in Texas. Damage occurs as 
a result of the larvae feeding 
around a tree’s base just 
under the bark. Severe in­
festations reduce tree vigor 
and can kill a tree if allowed 
to continue uncontrolled for 
several years. Populations 
that average more than one 
larva per tree should be 
treated. Control is achieved 
with a single late August ap­
plication of insecticide of 
Ixirsban’ is used.

Farmers want 
government held 
grain off market

Concentration  of 
governmnt-held grain on the 
High Plains of Texas is un­
fair to Texas producers who 
are about to harvest one of 
their best crops on record, 
Texas Farm Bureau Presi­
dent Carrol Chaloupka said 
Friday.

“ Farm Bureau has asked 
Secretary of Agriculture 
John Block to avoid dumping 
this stockpiled grain on the 
market because of the price- 
depress ing e f fe c t , ”  
Chaloupka said. ” We 
assured the Secretary that 
Farm Bureau backs his pro­
mised efforts to liquidate the 
grain -  most com from the 
midwest -  in an orderly 
manner over a period of time 
to avoid disrupting grain 
markets.”

'The grain was bought by 
the government in 1980 in an 
effort to shore up grain 
prices following the em­
bargo of 17 million tons of 
feed grains to the Soviet 
Union.

“ The government shipped 
about 45 million bushels of 
this surplus grain from 
m idw estern  states to 
elevators in the Texas 
Panhandle,”  the farm leader 
said.

“ This heavy concentration 
of surplus grain has had a 
depressing effect on grain 
prices in West Texas for 
some months now,”  he said. 
“ As we face harvest of good 
to record crops in the area, 
the stockpiled grain not only 
effects our markets, but we 
are likely to have a shortage 
of elevator space in the 
area.”

The farm leader, who 
raises livestock, wheat and 
feed grains near Dalhart, 
said the emergency in West 
Texas points up the danger 
of having the government 
own grain.

“ Any time the federal 
government buys up com­
modities with the idea of 
help ing fa rm ers , the 
ultimate result is lower 
prices for farmers because 
this grain either overhangs 
our markets or is dumped 
deliberately to depress farm 
prices," Chaloupka said.

"Farm  Bureau opposed 
the embargo of the grain 
shipments to Russia in the 
first place,”  the farm leader 
said. “ If it weren’t for the 
embargo, we wouldn’t be 
faced with the present 
emergency in Texas. We 
believe any po litica lly - 
inspired embargo should in­
clude a ll exports of 
everything."

Peachtree Borer eggs are 
laid on the bark near the soil 
line of a Peachtree. Hatch 
occurs in about 10 days. 
Newly emerged larvae bore 
into and feed in the bark 
cambium for 10-14 months. 
Mature larvae migrate from 
the tree out into the soil and 
pupate just below the sur­
face. Eggs are laid in August 
or September with adults 
em erging the fo llow ing 
August or September.

Adult Peachtree Borers 
are small moths with a wing 
span of 1-1'x inches. The 
female is larger, solid black 
with a single orange ab­
dominal stripe. Males are 
black, not quite as robust as 
the F em a le  and have 
numerous yellow lines on 
their body.

A fte r  em erg ing  from  
Pupae, Adults rest for a 
short period of time before 
mating. The mating se­
quence begins with the 
search for a mate where the 
male seeks out the Female. 
The Female emits an odor 
(Pheromone) which attracts 
only the male of the same 
species. Using the odor the 
male Peachtree Borer will 
locate and mate with the 
Female. Egg laying follows 
in a few days. It is that 
period time from egg lay to 
la rva l hatch that the 
Peachtree Borer is best con­
trolled with insecticides.

Research has shown that a

single late August applica­
tion of the insecticide 
IjOrsban' or Dursban' will 
e ffe c t iv e ly  control the 
Peachtree Borer. Treatment

is made by thoroughly wet­
ting the base of each tree 
(about Vk-l gallon) with a 
spray mixture. Read the 
label for mixture rates and

application restriction.

A Visit To Hodges Gardens

l4)cated in North Loui­

siana at Many, Louisiana, is 
one of the most beautiful 
public gardens, and it is the 
nation’s largest privately 
operated parkland and wild 
life refuge. Hodges Gardens 
combines multi-level formal 
gardens with natural scenic 
walks and drives, picnic 
areas, con serva to ry , 
greenhouses and a dramatic 
monument illustrating the 
Ixiuisiana Purchase.

In the early 1940’s, A.J. 
Hodges, a pioneer conserva­
tionist, began a vast restora­
tion project in Northwest 
Central Louisiana to restore 
a barren, cut-over land. Mr. 
Hodges planted 39,(XX) acres 
of pipe seedlings and created 
a 4,700 acre experimental ar­
boretum. In this area an 
abandoned stone quarry was 
found. Mr. Hodges and his 
wife recognized its potential 
and planned a scenic garden 
using the natural rock for­
mations. The gardens were 
first opened to the public in 
1956, and at the death of Mr. 
and Mrs. Hodges a founda­
tion was established to 
perpetuate their dream of 
the “ Garden in the Forest.”

The Gardens offer an ever-

changing floral panorama 
throughout the four seasons. 
C am ellias , Pansies, 
Anemones, Narcissus and 
other plants lend their beau­
ty to the winter gardens, and 
spring brings forth an out­
pouring of Tulips, Lillies, 
cultivated and wild Azaleas 
and Dogwoods. Summer will 
feature Roses, Day Lillies, 
Crepe Myrtle and annuals. 
Fall is very vivid with Roses, 
Chrysanthemums, along 
with the colorful feature ex­
otic collections as well as old 
favorites.

You may see interesting 
wildlife which will include 
deer, elk and wild turkey, as 
well as many nugratory and 
native birds along the scenic 
routes at Hodges Gardens.

In March and April, there 
is an abundance of Tuli|», 
pansies and azaleas and the 
dogwood, red bud and crab 
apple are fantastic. One of 
my favorites is the hanging 
purple wisteria which is in 
full bloom in the late sum­
mer and fall. To go through 
the gardens, allow a full day, 
and wear comfortable walk­
ing shoes.

20 PipeHne Perm its 
Granted By R .R .C .

A total of 20 permits 
to op e ra te  new 
pipelines in Texas 
were granted by the 
Railroad Commission 
in July 1981, according 
to the RRC’s Oil and 
Gas Division.

Thirteen of the per­
mits were for gather­
ing pipelines, four 
w ere fo r  trunk 
transmission lines, two 
were for feed stock 
lines, and one was for a 
gas plant.

Gathering lines br­
ing oil and gas from 
production  leases , 
while a truck transmis­
sion line is a larger 
d iam eter line into 
which smaller lines 
connect. Feed stock is 
crude oil or other 
hydrocarbons that are 
basic m aterials for 
refining or manufac­
turing processes. At 
gas plants, natural gas 
is stripped of the liquid 
hydrocarbons usually 
present in wellhead 
gas.

Sixteen of the newly- 
perm itted pipelines 
w ill transport gas, 
th ree  w ill m ove

petroleum products, 
and one will transport 
crude oil and conden­
sates.

In July, nine permits 
were granted in deep 
South Texas, three 
each in the San Antonio 
area and Southeast 
Texas, two each in the 
San Angelo area and 
East Central Texas, 
and one in West Cen­
tral Texas.

Temporary Rotes Set For Nueces County
The Raiîroad Com­

mission has allowed 
new temporary gas 
rates agreed to by 
customers of H. Pena 
Gas Co. for service in 
unincorporated areas 
of Nueces County.

BOWLEGGED BABIES

You’ve seen brand new ba­
bies. Two splotchy bowed legs 
curving out of thick folds of 
pure white diaper. It’s almost 
as if the bulkiness of the dia­
per keeps the little knees 
apart.

Bowlegged babies are so 
common it’s considered nor­
mal. With development, good 
nutrition, and proper use 
those unsteady legs grad­
ually straighten. Only occa­
sionally will early bowing de­
velop into knock knees, a 
problem more often occuring 
in girls than boys.

A child’s legs aren’t likely 
to become permanently 
bowed if he’s allowed to begin 
walking at his own pace. 
When the child’s bones, mus­
cles, balance, and coordination 
have all developed to a certain 
point, his legs will be ready to 
naturally and comfortably car­
ry the weight of his body. For 
some children, that’s nine 
months. For others, much 
longer. To urge a baby to walk 
earlier may be requiring him

Even though being bowleg­
ged is a social stigma—the 
brunt of jokes and unkind 
laughs—it is a simple, solvable 
problem if noticed and treated 
early enough.

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to walk before he’s ready—un­
naturally and prematurely.

A child’s diet is an import 
ant factor too. It must contain 
adequate bone-building ma- 
teri^s so that his normal 
growth is not affected. That 
means plenty of milk, fresh 
fruits and vegetables, which 
are foods supplying vitamin C, 
vitamin D, and calcium.

If bowlegs don’t correct 
themselves by the end of a 
child's second year, a physi­
cian should be consulted. Af 
ter determining the reason for 
the condition, he may advise 
the use of braces or special 
shoes. In extreme cases, sur­
gery may be necessary. In all 
cases, the goal is to change 
the way in which the legs 
carry the body’s weight. By 
altering the direction of the 
weightbearing thrust through 
the legs, it is possible for the 
bowed legs to correct them 
selves.

Occasionally bowlegs are a 
secondary problem—a symp­
tom of a disorder which may 
be causing the bones to work 
improperly. Rickets caused by 
insufficient vitamin D, polio, 
scurvy caused by insufficient 
vitamin C, or cerebral palsy 
are possible causes, ^m e- 
times a baby's bowlegs are 
worsened by obesity.

of his arrest. He was releas­
ed from the Texas Depart­
ment of Corrections Jan. 18, 
1981, after three months of 
shock probation for felony 
theft involving 26 horses 
stolen in the Gulf Coast area 
in 1980.

TSC R A , a non-profit 
lives tock  producers 
organization with a 32-man 
law en fo rcem en t arm , 
became involved in the ma­
jor horse theft case in mid- 
July when a victim reported 
his loss to TSCRA Field In­
spector Charles "Lucky”  
Thompson, Jr. of Huntsville. 
The inspector developed in­
formation that led him to the 
recovery of a registered 
Paint horse gelding at a 
horse killing plant near 
Kaufman, Texas, and a bay 
gelding at Canton, Texas.

Further investigation by 
Inspectors Thom spon, 
James Gregory of Fairfield, 
Texas, and Elzie Ware of 
Jewett, Texas, produced the 
suspect's name and linked 
him to the sale of at least 33 
horses at an auction market 
in the Buffalo, Texas, area.

The inspectors, along with 
TSCRA Fie ld  Inspector 
Walter Wetzel of Dickinson, 
Texas, coordinated their in­
formation with an on going 
investgation conducted by 
Texas Ranger Charles Cook 
and Harris County Sheriff’s 
Office Detective Richard 
Tywater.

The suspect had been 
handled by Cook and 
Tywater during the in­
vestigation of 26 horses 
stolen in the Gulf Coast area 
in 1980.

A warrant for revocation 
of probation was obtained in 
Polk County by Texas 
Ranger Wesley Styles for 
Oliver, but he was already in 
jail on the trailer theft 
charge.

Among the horses 
recovered by TSCRA field 
inspectors thus far is a 
stallion owned by a Houston 
policeman. The estimated 
value of the horse by its 
owner is $7,000.

TSCRA’s King encouraged 
horse owners in the area to 
check their horses more fre­
quently and to consider 
branding them as a positive 
means of identification. He 
noted that many horsemen 
pasture their horses on leas­
ed property in remote areas 
and that m akes them 
vulnerable to horse theft 
when they are not checked 
frequently.

Investigating officers in 
the case were TSCRA Field 
Inspectors Thoinspon, Ware, 
Gregory and Wetzel, Texas 
Rangers Cook and Styles and 
Harris County Detective 
Tywater.

Gaslight Law Repealed

Nugent said he saw 
the legislation as the 
culmination of over a 
year’s hard work by 
many persons in and 
out of Congress to 
re lieve  the burden 
placed on the small 
mineral owner by the 
Windfall Profits Tax.

Under the 1980 
federal tax, royalty 
owners were taxed at 
the same rate as major 
oil companies, while 
independent oil pro­
ducers were taxed at a 
lower rate to provide 
an incentive for oil ex­
ploration. Many royal­
ty owners receive less 
than $100 per month in 
royalty payments.

Nugent tes tified  
before a U.S. Senate 
subcommittee in July 
1980 on behalf of fair 
and equitable treat­
ment of m inera l 
owners, saying “ they 
have been caught in a 
net not intended for 
them.”

A M A R I L L O - -  
Railroad Commission 
Chairman Jim Nugent 
today applauded Con­
gressional action to 
repeal a 1978 law which 
he described  as 
“ w astefu l, con­
fis ca to ry , unen­
fo rceab le  and 
ludicrous in every  
respect.”

The law, which was 
included in the 
Powerplant and In­
dustrial Fuel Use Act 
of 1978, prohibited the 
use of residential out­
door gaslights after 
January 1, 1982. Con­
gress repealed the law 
as a part of the Budget 
Reconciliation Act on 
which action  was 
recently finalized.

“ This federal law 
said, in effect, that if 
you have a gaslight in 
front of your home, 
and you have bought 
and paid for it, come

Congress later ap­
proved  a p a rtia l 
rem edy, gran ting 
royalty owners a one­
time $1,000 tax credit.

Under the tax reduc­
tion bill passed this 
week mineral owners 
received a $2,500 credit 
against the Windfall 
Profits Tax in 1981.

In 1982 the tax credit 
is replaced by an ex­
emption on up to two 
barrels of oil per day, 
and in 1985 the exemp­
tion is raised to three 
barrels per day.

January 1, you have to 
shut it off,”  Nugent ex­
plained.

“ If you refused to 
turn it off, the gas com­
pany serving your 
home would be fined 
$500, but the only way 
they could shut it off 
might be to turn off the 
gas to your entire 
home,”  ttie Commis­
sioner added.

“ After the federal 
governm ent passed 
this silly law, they 
turned to the Railroad 
Commission and said, 
‘We’ve passed it, now 
you enforce it’ . We 
w rote the fed e ra l 
bureaucrats a letter 
and told them to en­
force it themselves,”  
Nugent said.

Testimony indicated 
that a homeowner 
switching to electric 
lighting might use as 
much as three times 
the amount of energy 
consumed by the 
gas ligh t. It  is 
estimated that there 
are over 300,000 
gaslights in Texas.

Congressional hear­
ings found that the 
costs and inconve­
niences of enforcing 
the law outweighed the 
gas savings, a finding 
which Nugent says vin­
dicated the Railroad 
Commission’s position 
on the issue.

Nugent made his 
remarks in a speech to 
partic ipan ts  at a 
Railroad Commission 
seminar here today.
