Income was up but 
profits down during the 
first of 1981 for the 
petroleum industry ac­
cording to annual 
reports of selected 
companies.

Early reports from 
27 of the country’s 
largest oil companies 
show profits down by 
4.5 percent during the 
first two quarters of 
the year, the Oil & Gas 
Journal says in its 
Aug. 24 issue.

However, second 
quarter net income for 
the group was 8.1 per­
cent above its level in 
the same quarter of 
1980. Profits totaled 
$15.2 billion in the first 
half and $7.6 billion in 
the second quarter, the 
magazine said.

Companies making 
up the group range in 
size from giant Exxon 
Corporation to Clark 
Oil & Refining Corp. 
Exxon’s earnings for 
the first half amounted 
to $3.4 billion, while 
Clark’s earnings were 
$8.5 million.

In forecasting for the 
rest of the year, the 
Jo u rn a l say s the 
group’s profits should 
increased by 2.8 per­
cent from 1980 leavels 
to about $31 billion for 
all of 1981. That would 
m ark  a sh arp  
slowdown in the rate of 
increases for the past 
couple of year - 28.2 
percent in 1980 and 73.4 
percent in 1979.

The 
“windfall profits’’ tax, 
which wasn’t in effect 
for the first two mon­
ths of last year, partly 
offset those gains.

Strengthening of the 
U.S. dollar created 
foreign  c u rren cy  
translation gains for 
most companies with 
major overseas opera­
tions.

A recessio n  in 
Europe coupled with a 
sluggish U-S. economy 
suppressed products 
dem and, which 
already was declining 
as a result of rising 
prices.

High prices for crude 
and weak products de­
mand also continued to 
squeeze re fin in g  
operations during the 
first six months of 1981. 
Composite refiner ac­
quisition cost of crude 
in the U.S. was 17 per­
cent above its level in 
the comparable 1980 
period . R efin e rie s  
operated at less than 70 
percent of capacity 
because of slack de­
mand, which increased 
unit product costs.

Also eroding refining 
results were the expen­
sive crude and product 
stocks refiners kept at 
higher than historic 
levels as insurance 
against supply inter­
ruptions. High interest 
rates made the prac­
tice extra costly.

On the bright side 
capital and exploration 
expenditures by U.S. 
oil companies con­
tinued their rapid in­
crease during the first 
half, showing that 
company managers re­
main optimistic about 
the industry’s pro­
spects, the magazine 
says.

Poisons Believed To Be 
Killing Trees At Cemetery

The death and dying condi­
tions of too many of the 
large, old oak trees, at the 
Cisco Cemetery, are believ­
ed to be the result of poisons 
used to kill weeds and 
grasses on and surrounding 
cemetery lots. These fine, 
beautiful trees from which 
came the name Oakwood” 
Cemetery grew naturally, or 
in some cases were planted 
years ago in conformance to 
the original landscaping 
plan of the cemetery.

The matter is of such con­
cern that members of the 
Cisco Cemetery Association, 
at their recent meeting, 
voted to erect signs at either 
entrance to the Cemetery, 
banning the use of 
weedkillers as well as the 
use of gravel as covering for 
burial plots, in an effort to 
prevent further destruction 
of trees. The Association’s 
plan to to plant new trees 
could also be affected.

Use of weed and grass 
killers has increased with 
the application of gravel 
covers to plots in attempts to 
prevent weed growth. It has 
been noted, however, by 
cemetery workers, that the 
gravel cover is not always 
satisfactory. In many cases, 
weeds eventually penetrate 
the cover, or dirt blows onto 
the gravel and weed r.nd 
grass seeds take root 

A ssocia tion  w orkers 
strongly advocate grass 
covering  as the m ost 
satisfactory and easiest kept 
covering. Blowsand is not 
satisfactory either, they 
have found, and usually 
there is plenty of good soil

Ac­
cording to Steve Clary, about 
5,000 feet more of pipe will 
complete this project cover­
ing the remainder of the 
cemetery, and hopefully, 
will be accompanied in the 
near future. There are ap­
proximately 200 hydrants in­
stalled.

It will soon be time to 

check for nrm yw orm s. 
Small grains, coastal ber- 
muda, forage sorghums and 
lawns are especially susecp- 
tible to damage by the fall 
armyworm in late summer 
and fall during periods of 
wet, mild weather. The 
worms eat leaves and im­
m ature seeds and often 
devour plants down to the 
ground.

Fall armyworms are prin­
cipally night-feeders but are 
also active on cloudy days. 
They tend to hide deep in 
plant growth during the day.

Grasses should be inspected 
frequently and carefully to 
detect armyworm activity. 
It is not common to totally 
miss an infestation until 
much damage is done. This 
is primarily because the 
small worms consume very 
little leaf tissue. During the 
15-21 day worm stage, ap­
proximately 85% of the 
foliage consumption occurs 
during the last 2 to 3 days. 
Therefore, homeowners and 
ranchers fail to notice ar­
myworms until they are 
large, subsequently much 
damage occurs before con­
trol measures can be taken.

The fall armyworm moth 
lays her eggs at night on 
foliage in masses of as many 
as 100 or more. Young 
worms are leas than V« inch 
long, but they reach a length 
of approximately m  when 
mature. These worms range 
in color from pale green to 
almost black. Distinctive 
markings on the fall a r­
myworm include 3 parallel 
yellow lines extending along 
the back from head to tail, a 
prominent white inverted 
“Y” on the front of the head, 
and hairs arising from black 
spots on the body.

Control measures for the 
fall armyworm should be 
taken when populations and 
potential foliage loss in­
dicate the need. As a rule of 
thumb, control is usually 
needed when there are 3 or 
more worms per square foot. 
A lesser number is tolerated 
in lawns. The insect can be 
controlled if measures are 
taken while they are small.

Many Texan.s have made 
this trip seeking a pot of gold 
at the end of the rainbow and 
finding only aggressive sales 
people followed by months of 
filing complaints.

Formal complaints filed 
with the Texas Attorney 
G eneral's office against 
developers and land sales 
corporations include refus­
ing to issue federally re­
quired property reports 
designed to reveal debts on 
the p ro p e rty  or o ther 
liabilities, false promises of 
future site improvements, 
abusive or high pressure 
sales tac tics , deceptive 
advertising and switching 
lots after the contract had 
been signed.

[.and or real estate shop­
pers should keep the follow- 
mg precautions in mind:

* Beware of the developer 
who comes calling through 
mass mailings and telephone 
solicitations. If the property 
IS so valuable, why are they 
trying so hard to sell it by 
mail or telephone solicita­
tion to probably everyone on 
the block?

* Never buy land sight un­
seen.

* Do not sign anything un­
til you or your lawyer 
u n d ers tan d  a ll the 
documents.

* Learn the land’s “real 
market value” , not just its 
price. One way to learn the 
market value is by asking a 
reputable real estate agent 
in the area for prices of 
similar property. A better 
method is to have the land in­
dependently appraised.

* Get all promises of 
recreational facilities or ser­
vices, such as roads, water 
and sewer in writing.

* Federal law requires 
developers to supply buyers 
with a property disclosure 
report before they sign a 
sales agreement. However, 
the report is worthless to 
buyers who fail to read it 
prior to signing, or those who 
merely flip through the docu­
ment with the salesman.

* If the salesman refuses 
to let you take the report and 
sales agreement home for 
review , “ DON’T SIGN, 
JUST LEAVE”.

RECIPE FOR THE WEEK
Pears are plentiful right 

now. Here is a good pear 
marmalade you might like to 
try this year.

Ruby Pear Marmalade
3 cups diced ripe pears
1 orange, pulp and coarsely 
grated rind 
1 box powdered pectin 
1 cup crushed pineapple (1 
9-oz. can)
4  cup chopped maraschino 
cheeries
44 cups sugar

Measure sugar into a dry 
bowl to be added later. Mix 
diced pears, pineapple, 
orange pulp and rind, 
maraschino cherries and 
powdered pectin. Bring mix­
ture to a boil rapidly over 
high heat, stirrmg constant­
ly. Add sugar; bring to a full 
rolling boil and boil exactly 2 
minutes, stirring frequently. 
Pour into hot, sterilized jars. 
Leave 4  inch of head space. 
Close and process for 5 
minutes in boiling water 
bath. Makes 5 half-pint jars.

Pecan
Weevil
Spray

It is now to spray pecan 
trees for the pecan weevil 
according to County Exten­
sion Agent DeMarquis Gor­
don.

The pecan weevil is the in­
sect responsible for the 
white grubs found in pecans 
about the time they are 
ready for harvest. After the 
grub eats the pecan kernel is 
eats a hole in the shell, 
comes out and goes into the 
soil.

Gordon said only light in­
festations of weevils have 
been found, but a few have 
been found in all parts of the 
county.

For the most effective con­
trol pecan trees should be 
sprayed within the next 
week and again in 10 to 14 
days. Other spray applica­
tions may be needed later 
depending on the infestation.

C om m ercial g row ers 
should check their trees dai­
ly for weevil infestation. One 
method of checking pecan 
weevil infestations is jarring 
of the limbs. To accomplish 
this, place a large sheet or 
cloth under a tree and jar 
limbs with a padded pole. 
Weevils will drop to the 
ground and remain mo­
tionless for a short period of 
time. Some growers have 
traps that help determine in­
festations.

The pecan weevil is a 
brownish weevil about V« 
inch long. It has a snout 
about as long as its body. 
One female weevil may 
deposit up to 60 eggs in 60 dif­
ferent pecans during one 
month.

Gordon said two to four ap­
plications of Sevin’ may be 
needed to co n tro l the 
weevils. Sevin should be us­
ed at the rate of 3 pounds of 
80% wetable powder per 100 
gallons of water. If spray is 
applied in small quanities 
mix 3 tablespoons of 80% WP 
Sevin per gallon of water or 4 
tablespoons of 50% WP Sevin 
per gallon.

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GORDON sPOT
The Honeydew aphids on 
pecan trees are causing a lot 
of concern around the coun­
ty. As the yellow aphid feeds 
on the underside of leaves, 
“honeydew” or sugar water 
is excreted by the pest. This 
sticky liquid falls down 
through the tree and is 
deposited on the upper leaf 
surface of leaves over which 
the aphid feeds.

The honeydew aphid does 
not do a great amount of 
damage to the trees unless 
the infestation is severe. If 
the infested trees are in your 
yard or near the driveway 
the greatest problem is the 
honeydew that falls on walks 
and cars. In this case, most 
people want to control the 
aphids.

There are several ways to 
control the honeydew pro­
blem. If the trees are not too 
large the aphids can be 
washed off with the use of a 
water hose provided you 
have good water pressure. 
Another method is to spray 
the trees with Malathion or 
Itolone or Guthion. Sevin will 
not kill the aphid. If you 
spray your trees for weevils 
this week and you have a 
honeydew problem  you 
should mix one of the aphid 
insecticides with Sevin.

We are seeing more and 
more oak trees with drought 
injury. The first sign is 
browning of the leaf margins 
with the dead area progress­
ing into the leaf and causing 
dessication of leaf tissue 
betwee the veins toward the 
mid-rib. These leaves being 
to fall and in some cases the 
trees die. This happens even 
in lawns where the lawn 
grass is regularly watered. 
The oak tree roots are very 
deep and due to our drought 
for the past seven years the 
root zone area has dried out. 
The dought of 1980 was 
especially hard on trees. The 
reuslts of last summers 
drought is just now showng 
up.

These symptoms can also

be man-made. An accumula­
tion of salt in the soil will 
cause drought symptoms. 
S ail accum ulation  can 
develop from using irriga­
tion water containing salts 
or by the use of excessive 
rates of inorganic fertilizer. 
High salt concentration 
simply reduces the root ab­
sorption by the root hairs 
and may finally result in 
death of the roots. This salt 
injury, which is a form of 
man-made injury, is usually 
more severe in dry weather 
than in times with adequate 
rainfall.

Other man-made drought 
injury to oak trees may be 
caused by soil compaction, 
new construction near the 
trees, disturbance of the soil 
such as plowing or adding 
soil, gas leaks or misuse of 
herbicides.

E x tension  P lan t
Pathologist Dr. Chip Lee, 
told us oak trees are showing 
these symptoms, and many 
are dying, throughout Cen­
tral Texas. He expects trees 
will be dying for the next ten 
years as the result of the 1980 
drought.

Valuable yard trees show­
ing these drought symptoms 
may be helped by slow, deep 
soaking with good quality 
water. Do not over fertilize 
these trees as this might add 
to a salt problem.

on overflow bottom land 
sites. Seeding rates are 
about 5 pounds pure live seed 
per acre broadcast or drilled 
and 1.7 pounds in 36 to 42 inch 
row s. Seed should  be 
available from commercial 
seed producers in early 1982.

A new g ra ss  s tra in , 
‘Lometa* indiangrass, has 
been tested and released for 
use by livestock producers 
by the USDA Soil Conserva­
tion Service in cooperation 
with the A g ric u ltu ra l 
Research Service and the 
Texas Agricultural Experi­
ment Station.

Jack P richard , Range 
Conservationist for SCS at 
Eastland, said ‘Lometa’ is a 
superior indiangrass strain 
selected for use in range 
seedings in Central and 
South T exas. P re se n t 
varieties available commer­
cially are adapted only to 
North Texas; in central and 
southern parts of the state, 
stands are difficult to obtain 
and are short lived.

“ O ther in d ia n g ra ss  
varieties bloom and set seed 
in mid-summer,” Prichard 
said. “ Lometa blooms in late 
O ctober, extending the 
forage production period by 
a couple of months. Because 
of its late blooming trait, 
however, Lometa does not 
produce seed abundantly in 
North Texas.”

Prichard said Lometa ap­
pears to be best adapted to 
medium heavy to light tex­
tured soils in areas receiving 
22 inches or more of rainfall.
