Use reflecting tape or liquid 
paint that shines brightly in 
a small amount of light.

4. As a motorist, keep in 
mind that children will be 
roam ing  the s t r e e ts .  
Children tend to dart out into 
the street from between 
parked cars. It Is up to you to 
watch out (or them.

$. Light your property so 
youngsters don’t trip over 
steps or other obstacles. It 
also pays to put away all 
lawn furniture and remove 
garbage cans, and be sure to 
lock the garage.

6. Remind children to say 
“ thank you” for treats and 
not to eat any of it until they 
return home. Check all 
treats for glass, razor blades 
and other foreign matter 
that have turned treats into 
tragedies in the past.

His figures show­
ed 14 inches for October and 
31 inches for the year to date.

Appraisal Crews Continue 
i¥ork In iostlamf C oun ty

The task of appraisal of all 
taxable property within 
EUistland County has been 
underway for several mon­
ths. The work was under­
taken in order for the taxing 
jurisdictions of the County to 
be in compliance with tax 
legislation passed by the last 
two sessions of the Texas 
State I>egislature.

The tax laws now requi.e 
that all taxable property 
within the State be properly 
classified and valued at one 
hundred (100%) percent of 
fair market value for the 
1982 tax year.

In order to fulfill the re­
quirements imposed by the 
State tax legislation, the 
various taxing jurisdictions 
of Eastland County have 
em ployed the firm  of 
McMorries and Company to 
conduct the reappraisal 
work. This firm has had field 
men working within the 
County for several months 
and over one-half of the 
County has been completed 
at this time.

A p p ra ise rs  w ill be 
finishing up their work in the

Cisco city area this week, 
and should begin in the 
E^astland city area sometime 
the week of the 26th of Oc­
tober. The major task of the 
field appraisers at this tim t 
is in the proper classificio* 
tion of the property and 
the measurement of the pro~ 
perty improvements.

The work is being done 
this time has no connectio.'* 
with the 1981 tax statements 
which have been recently 
mailed out by the taxinfi 
jurisdictions of the County.

The 1982 values will not be 
established until after the 
first of the year and each 
property owner will receive 
a notice of reappraisal 
sometime in the spring of 
1982 The 1982 tax rates and 
amounts due will still be set 
on a local level by the in­
dividual governing body of 
each tax district.

The Hargus Ranch-A Good Place To Be
By Viola Payne 

When land has b ^ n  owned 
by a family for 100 years It 
becomes almost a part of the 
family. This is true of the 
Hargus ranch, lying 2 miles 
S.E. of Eastland on both 
sides of the Freeway. This 
property owned by Pebble 
Hargus Boles and managed 
by her son, Winston Boles, is 
slated to receive one of the 
first State Fam ily U nd 
Heritage Awards ever given 
in Eastland County. The 
other Award, as announced 
by Agricultural Commis­
sioner Reagan V. Brown, is 
being given to the Johnson 
ranch, which is located near 
Desdemona.

Pebble Hargus Boles will 
be in Austin to accept the 
honor for her land at a 
ceremony at the Capitol 
Rotunda on Nov. 10th.

The I.and Heritage Pro­
gram, which was begun in 
1974, recognizes families 
which have maintamed con­
tinuous agricultural produc­
tion on the same land for 100 
years or more. This Ukes a 
combination of good land 
and people who will take 
care of it. It also take family 
descendants who are in­
terested in the land and 
visualize it as a way of life.

A history of all farms and 
ranches which are honored 
is printed in an annual Fami­
ly I.and Historic Registry, 
and these books are placed

in High School, Public and 
College Libraries in the 
counties where the property 
is located. The land is also 
eligible for a historic site 
marker.

Mrs. Boles was born on the 
property, and is a grand­
daughter of the pioneer 
founders of the ranch • Larry 
and Mary Corder Hargus. 
She lives in a pleasant brick 
home located just north of 
the Freeway, near the site of 
the original headquarters of 
the ranch. Her old family 
home, built in 1907, was tom 
down in 1968 because of 
Freeway construction. Other 
small tracts of land from the 
Hargus 320 acres have been 
sold to businesses in the 
southeast part of town, near 
the overpass.

Mrs. Bole’s son Winston 
and his wife Madeline live on 
the south side of the ranch. 
The four sons of Winston 
Boles live in various parts of 
Texas - Bill in Arlington, 
Randy in Clyde, Jerry  in 
Stephenville, and Bart in 
Austin. Bart is majoring in 
Pharmacy at the University 
of Texas.

I.arry Hargus, the original 
ranch owner, first settled in 
Shelby County, Texas. In 
early 1840 he married Mary 
Corder, whose father and 
brother had received a 
Grant of land from the 
Republic of Texas.

Later the Larry Hargus 
family came on west, stopp­
ing in Hood and Erath Coun­
ties. In 1879 they moved on to 
the I.,eon River in Eastland 
County, and decided to stay 
After residing in the area for 
two years, Larry Hargus 
made the first land purchase 
of his farm from C.U. Con- 
nellee in August, 1884. Other 
tracts  have been added 
since.

This was a portion of the 
Betts survey, purchased by 
Conneliee in 1884. Parts of 
the same survey became the 
settlement of Eastland City 
in 1875, shortly before the 
Hargus family arrived.

In 1880 Eastland County 
had about 5,500 people, and 
Eastland consisted of a 
cluster of buildings near the 
square. The Hargus family 
were numbered among the 
early  M ethodist Church 
members in the County, in a 
day when religious work was 
struggling and scattered. 
Later the family descen­
dants, on down to the present 
day, became members of the 
First Methodist Church in 
Eastland. The Hargus fami­
ly was also interested in 
education for its children, 
and th e young people 
graduated from Eastland 
schools.

When the Hargus family 
came, all roads were travel­
ed by wagon, stagecoach, or 
on horseback, and Indians 
occasionally drifted through 
the countryside. At one time 
Indians stoled a herd of 
horses belonging to Larry 
Hargus, and drove them up 
near Vernon. The horses 
were never recovered, but 
years later the govenunent 
paid the family for them. 
The horses were wearing the 
brand (on the right hip), 
registered by Larry Hargus 
r ig h t a f te r  com ing to 
Eastland. This brand is still 
being used by the family.

A spring on a branch of the 
Leon River furnished an un­
failing supply of water for 
the Hargus pioneers. People

came from the surrounding 
countryside to haul water 
from this location.

Later Barry Hargus, a 
son, acquired the land. He 
was known as a good farmer 
and rancher, and produced 
corn, cotton, wheat, and cat­
tle on the place. In April, 
1893, Barry Hargus married 
Mackie Gilbert in Parker 
County, Texas. Lumber was 
carried in by wagon train 
from Ft. Worth to build their 
house on the Hargus farm.

Eight children were born 
to this couple - seven of 
which lived to adulthood. On­
ly three of these are now liv­
ing - Gilbert Hargus of Tyler, 
Texas, Valera Hargus of 
Belton, Texas, and Pebble 
Hargus Boles.

Pebble Boles inherited 
part of the land, and ac­
quired the other heirs in­
terest. Her husband, Claude 
Boles, operated the place for 
a number of years, working 
with good cattle and other 
projects. After his death, in 
1965, the Boles son Winston 
began active management of 
the ranch.

The years have brought 
many changes around the 
Hargus acres, and to the 
lives of the people who have 
been there. Now, instead of 
the creak of the Hargus 
wagons, traffic rushes down 
the Interstate. But Pebble 
Hargus Boles has a grove of 
Tveoaks in front of her home

a place full of bright 
flowers and the flash of hum­
mingbird wings. The land 
gives a person a sense of 
time - and a sense of belong­
ing in that time and place. So 
it’s still a good place to be.

“ I want to thank the people 
who helped the Hargus land 
gain this state recognition,” 
says Pebble Boles. ‘‘Special 
work was done by Judge 
Scott Bailey, President of 
the (bounty Historical Socie­
ty, and Mrs. Austin Mc­
Cloud, Buddy Haun, and 
Susan Warford. I hope this 
Award will encourage other 
people to make application 
for the honor.”

The sad fact is that pro­
bably not too many other 
persons and their land are 
eligible. For the trend is 
away from the family type 
farm and ranch - the kind of 
stable place which made 
Eastland County what it is. 
Much of the property settled 
by the pioneers has been 
disposed of to other people. 
But it’s good to know that the 
Hargus land is still being en­
joyed by the same family.

Old Larry Hargus would 
have really liked that.

Pruning
Oak Trees

Chrysanthemums like a 
slighty acid soil with a good 
organic base. Mums do not 
like wet feet but to do their 
best and reward you with 
good blooms in size and color 
you should never let them 
dry out. When planting 
C hrysanthem u m s never 
overcrowd them. Plant the 
mums on fifteen to eighteen 
centers. They will fill in the 
open areas as they grow. 
Chrysanthemums need to be 
fed on a regular basis every 
two weeks to obtain the max­
imum in bloom in clarity in 
color. Remember Mums as 
well as other plants have to 
have the fertilizer converted 
into a liquid before they can 
use. If you use a water solu­
ble fertilizer such as a 
20/20/20 you are furnishing 
the Chrysanthemum the fer­
tilizer in liquid form to begin 
with, ready for the mum to 
use at once. If you will pinch 
back the Chrysanthemum 
you will get an abiindance of 
blooms.

Some varieties of Chrysan­
themums will bloom in the 
sring and again in the fall. 
The bloom for the Chrysan­
themum is controlled by the

Sanitation is the key to 
prevention of many diseases 
and insect problems of Oak 
trees. With Fall coming on 
and leaves dropping, now is 
a good time to prune off 
limbs with wound paint to 
prevent entry by insects 
which might be carrying the 
Oak decline. Oak wilt, or 
H ypoxylon C ancer 
Pathogens. These diseases 
are often transported by 
Boring Insects.

Also remove any dead 
limbs from the tree canopy- 
before all the leaves drop so 
that they may easily be 
distinguished from live ones. 
It is not uncommon for Post 
Oaks to have to have several 
dead limbs in the lower scaf- 
foldling. Many of these dead 
limbs are a result of shading 
by the upper canop y . 
However if possible these 
limbs should be removed to 
prevent entry by Boring In­
sects or Wood Ants.

Dead trees should also be 
removed as a safety precau­
tion. Dead roots can rot 
away and with wet soil and 
high winds can topple trees 
on houses, garage or cars.

Removal of dead and 
damaged limbs of other 
trees and shrubs is also ad­
visable. Please contact the 
County Extension Office for 
more information.

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Dublin Trial Set For Tuesday
The trial known as the 

“Dublin Trial” is scheduled 
to begin Tuesday morning, 
O ctober 27th. This has 
become one (rf the most talk­
ed about cases in Eastland's 
recent history.

It began a year ago this 
month after Eastland and 
Dublin played a high school 
football game that ended in a 
controversy.

The incidnt in question 
took place on Eastland Main

Street after the game and 
coincided with the moving of 
safe-deposit boxes to the new 
Eastland Bank facilities, 
where virtually the entire 
Eastland Police Department 
was assisting with security.

According to information 
at the time two Eastland 
policemen were the first to 
arrive at the scene.

Officer Seago had ran over 
from the bank where he had 
been working Chief Arriola 
came from the corner of 
Main and Seaman where he 
had been directing traffic 
after the game.

When they arrived, they 
saw a Dublin bus stopped in 
the west-bound lane, six or 
seven people were gathered 
near the bus door and 
“ scuffling was going on."

The chief was quoted as 
saying “a man dressed in 
green was hitting another 
man with his fist, and 
pushing him around, headed 
for the bus. He grabbed a 
hold of me and dragged me 
toward the bus too.

He pulled me inside the 
bus where others on the bus 
began pounding me with 
their fists and kicking. They 
knocked my glasses off and 
broke them.

He went on to say “1 was 
half in and half out of the 
bus, down in a step well, and 
after I lost my balance and 
glasses, couldn’t get up, and 
I could tell that the bus was 
in the process of moving for­
ward."

It was also reported that 
Officer David Sancillo had 
ordered the bus driver to 
stop two times, but he refus­
ed and the young patrolman 
ran around in front of the bus 
and drew his pistol but the 
bus driver still refused to 
stop. Finally, Patrolman 
Gene Lindsey pulled his 
pistol through the bus door 
and ordered the driver to 
stop, which he did.

By that time a number of 
other Dublin Citiiens had 
gotten out of their autos and 
were converged around the 
bus joining in the hollering 
and shouting.

Sheriff Morren and Chief 
Arriola put three of the 
Dublin men from the bus and 
another citizen into the 
patrol car to take them to the 
county jail.

The report goes on to re­
count that during this time 
officer Undsey was instruc­
ting another Dublin man to 
go on, but the man refused, 
and in attempting to arrest 
aniF handcuff the man, Lind­
sey was thrown to the ground 
and injured. Undsey was 
Uken to the hospital. During 
the incident law enforce­
ment officers came from 
Cisco, Ranger, Gorman and 
Rising Star, to assist as well 
as the Sheriff’s Department 
and the D peartm ent of 
Public Safety troopers.

Charges of resisting arrest 
were filed against some of 
the Dublin men leading to 
the present trial.

Criminal District Attorney 
Emery Walton says he is 
ready for the trial to begin.

He has called twenty-five 
witnesses to be heard during 
the prosecution phase of the 
trial.

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The peanut crop is ex­
pected to be good, but 
farmers in Eastland County 
are having a lot of problems 
getting the crop harvested. 
Just as it drys enough to get 
harvesting equipment in the 
fields, it rains again.

Some parts of Eastland 
County have had almost 14 
inches of rain in October. 
This bring our total rainfall 
for 1981 to 30 inches or more. 
This is the most rain we have 
had in one year since 1974.

Once this year’s crops are 
harvested, you can get a 
jump on the next season by 
getting your soil tested and 
then arranging for your 1982 
fertilizer needs.

Soil testing is one of the 
wisest moves a farm er can 
m ak e. It  p ro v id es a 
“blueprint” for fertilization 
practices for the coming 
season's crops.

Knowing your fertilizer 
needs for the 1982 season 
may be particularly helpful 
this fall for several reasons.

First, you may want to 
make arrangements or con­
tract for your fertilizer sup­
plies as soon as possible 
since prices will likely go up 
in the months ahead.

Fertilizer prices are ex­
pected to gradually increase 
due to energy, transporta­
tion and other production 
cost increases.

You can also reduce your 
1981 taxable income by pur­
chasing next year's fertilizer 
before the end of the year. 
Due to improved crop prices 
and the likelihood of higher 
costs, advance buying of fer­
tilizer could be a wise move. 
This is particularly true if 
cash is available so that high 
interest rates for borrowed

money can be avoided.

In ad d ition  to th ese  
reasons for fall soil testing, 
another plus is that fall is 
usually a better time to take 
soil samples due to more 
favorable weather condi­
tions. And fall soil testing 
beats the spring rush.

You may come by our of­
fice in the courthouse base­
ment to pick up soil test car­
tons along with instructions 
and information sheets.

Since each field should be 
sampled every two or three 
years, make certain you are 
“up to date” on your sampl­
ing procedures. Also, when 
you receive your soil test 
results compare them to the 
last results from the same 
field to see if any changes in 
fertilzer needs have taken 
place. Soil test results pro­
vide valuable records.

It looks like there will be a 
good pecan crop this year. 
The wet weather is causing 
harvesting problems with 
pecans just as it is with 
peanuts. As a result many 
pecans are beginning to

sprout.
It helps to get the pecans 

picked up and put iii a dry 
place as soon as possible. 
Storage of pecans are very 
important.

Storage area should be 
clean, dry and free of odors, 
have some air circulation, 
and be out of contact with 
ammonia gas. Unshelled 
nuts will store for about 
twice as long as shelled nuts. 
Although shelled pecans 
weigh less and take less 
space than unshelled nuts, 
they absorb moisture and 
flavors readily , becom e 
“dirty” and stale easier, and 
consequently require good 
packaging and more careful  ̂
planning. Pecan kernels will 
lose quality in storage; 
therefore, the lower the 
storage tem perature the 
longer their quality is retain­
ed.

Pecan growers normally 
air-dry nuts in-the-shell after 
h a rv e s tin g . H ow ever, 
pecans harvested in early 
November or during wet 
weather should be air-dired 
in a well-ventilated area 
before storage. This will help 
prevent molds in the shell 
surface as well as inside 
kernels while in storage.

Motor Vohide Rogiftration 
Changes To One Page Form

State Comptroller Bob Bullock’s office Mon­
day reported that Texans who buy cars and 
trucks will be filling out fewer forms in the com­
ing months.

The Comptroller’s office has adopted a single, 
one-page form to replace two separate forms us­
ed to register motor vehicles and pay the sales 
tax.

The new form will replace the Department of 
Highways and Public Transportation’s applica­
tion for title and the Comptroller’s seller, donor 
or trader’s affidavit.

The combined form is expected to be used by 
more than four million Texans during the next 
twelve months.

The form eliminates the duplication of infor­
mation requested by each agency by more than 
one-third on each motor vehicle soW.

The Comptroller’s office and the Highway 
Department will recognize the use of old forms 
until supplies are exhausted.

The Comptroller’s office has been instrumen­
tal in developing easy-to-read, shortened forms 
in an effort to reduce taxpayer paperwork.

'The State’s postcard-sized sales tax return is 
used by more than 300,000 businesses and mer­
chants who collect and forward sales tax to the 
Comptroller.

The state’s four percent motor vehicle sales 
tax during the 12-month period which ended 
August 31, 1981, produced more than $523.6 
million in tax revenue.

C onstitu tional Amend­
ment Number Five would 
exem p t liv e s to ck  and 
poultry from property taxa­
tion.

Presently, the Texas Con- 
sUtution exempts “ farm pro­
ducts in the hands of the pro­
ducer” from all taxation. 
However, in 1976 an Attorney 
General’s Opinion held that 
“farm products” did not in­
clude livestock and poultry.

Thus, if this amendment is 
passed it would exempt from 
ta x a tio n  liv e s to ck  and 
poultry under the section 
already exempting “farm 
products.”

Proponents of the measure 
make the following points:

(1) Under the present 
Texas Constitution, only 
agricultural crops or their 
by-products are exempt 
from taxation as farm pro­
ducts. Livestock and poultry 
in the hands of the producer 
are not exempt. As result, 
p ro d u cers of so y b ean , 
wheat, or other crops may 
exempt their crops from pro­
perty taxes while producers 
of cattle, sheep, pigs, goats, 
or poultry must pay property 
taxes on their livestock or 
pountry. Adoption of the 
amendment would result in 
all agricultural producers 
being treated alike for pur­
poses of taxation.

(2) At the present time, 
Texas has an important cat­
tle feedlot and slaughtering 
industry. Approximately 80 
p e rce n t of the c a t t le  
slaughtered in Texas have 
been fattened in Texas 
feedlots. The Texas feedlot 
industry is at a competitive 
disadvantage to similar in­
dustry in other major feedlot 
states because those states 
allow either an absolute or 
partial exemtion of cattle 
from property taxation. 
Texas feedlots, for the most 
part, are located in only a 
few taxing units, and it has 
has been estimated that less 
than one percent of the total 
property taxes generated 
statewide would be lost if 
livestock and poultry were

removed from the tax rolls. 
Adoption of the amendment 
would place the T exas 
feedlot industry on an equal 
basis with similar industry 
in other states.

(3) Livestock and poultry 
are often difficult to locate 
and value for purposes of 
taxation. Some taxing units 
have in cu rred  ad­
ministrative costs in the 
location or valuation of 
liv e s to ck  or poultry  
d isp roportionate to the 
revenue generated by pro­
perty  ta x a tio n  of the 
livestock or poultry. Adop­
tion of the amendment would 
eliminate the administrative 
difficulties of these taxing 
units.

Opponents of the measure 
make the following points:

(1) Taxation of livestock 
and poultry has generated 
some revenue to provide 
public services. In 1979, pro­
perty taxation of livestock 
and poultry by taxing units 
in Texas generated approx-
