Council last Tuesday night.
Gifford Electric Company 

of Fort Worth submitted the 
low bid of $22,380 for the air­
port lighting project. Several 
other bids were opened. The 
Council forwarded the bids 
to the Texas Aeronautics 
Commission for final recom­
mendation before awarding 
a contract.

The project includes a 
rotating beacon, an 8-foot 
w indcone, u n derg round  
cable for runway lighting, 
low intensity lights, and 
equipment for operating the 
system. TAC will provide 
80% of the financing. City 
Manager Mike Moore said 
the City’s airport budget 
contains sufficient funds for 
its 20% share of the project 
plus money to help TAC 
fence the airport.

Manager Jack Kennedy of 
West Texas Utilities Com­
pany's Cisco system ap­
peared before the Council 
and read a statement. He 
said WTUC is asking for a 
15.4% increase in rates on a 
system-wide basis to finance 
a new coal-fired generating 
plant that will be in opera­
tion in 1987 to meet the grow­
ing demand for electricity.

The Council passed an or­
dinance suspending for 120 
days any action in the case to 
give the Texas Utilities Com­
mission time to examine tbe 
request and make recom­
mendations. •

A resolution was passed to 
begin legal work to condemn 
10 buildings over town. The 
owners will be required to 
remove the structures, most­
ly burned-out hulls. If the 
owners fail to act, the City 
will remove the properties 
and bill the owners for 
charges involved. Legal 
notices in the matter will ap­
pear in The Press soon.

City Manager Moore said 
this was the hrst of several 
planned City actions to rid 
the community of unsightly 
buildings and properties. 
Plans call for subsequent 
lists to be condemned and 
ordered removed

The Council approved call­
ing for grass leases of three 
city-owned tracts of land -  
the Canyon Tract, the I^ake 
Cisco T ra c t,  and the 
Disposal Plant 'Tract. A legal 
notice will be published soon 
to give details for interested 
bidders.

On recommendation of the 
city manager, the Council 
approved Christmas bonus 
of $50 for city employees who 
have worked for six months 
or longer. Those on the job 
less than six months will 
receive a $35 bonus. The 
bonuses apply to full-time ci­
ty employees.

The re g u la r  council 
meeting scheduled for Dec. 
22nd was cancelled.

At the same time, 
the Council authorized City 
Manager Mike Moore to file 
an application with the 
Farm Home Administration 
for a loan and grant to help 
with financing the project.

A letter from the state 
hea lth  d ep a rtm en t was 
d is tr ib u te d  to Council 
m em bers. It re a d s  as 
follows:

“We are very pleased that 
the City of Cisco has decided 
to activ'ely seek funds for 
upgrading its water supply 
facilities. Please be assured 
of our support in this 
endeavor.

“ In response to your ques­
tions, the City of Cisco’s 
water treatment facilities 
are grossly inadequate. As 
you are aware, a t the pre­
sent time the Cisco Water 
Treatment Plant consists on­
ly of a sedimentation basin 
with per and post chlorina­
tion. This makes the City of 
Cisco the only municipal 
supply in the state which 
provides unfiltered surface 
water to its customers.

“This is. as you know, a 
direct violation of Article 
4477-1 at tbe Texas Civil 
S tatutes. This has also 
resulted in the City con­
sistently violating the tur­
bidity standard established 
by tte  Department’s Drink­
ing Water Standards. While 
there are other systems of 
ccxnparable size in your im­
mediate area which have 
iTiajor problems with their 
water treatment facilities, 
they are all capable of filter­
ing their surface water sup­
plies.

“The Qty of Cisco has 
been fortunate that no in­
cidence of w ater borne 
disease has been noted in the 
City, because while chlorina­
tion is most effective in 
reducing bacterio logical 
contamination, it is ineffec­
tive for cyst removal.

“Were it not for the limited 
financial ability of the City of 
Cisco, this D ep artm en t 
would have instituted legal 
action to force the Q ty of 
Cisco to comply with the 
law.”

The letter was signed by 
Ruben A. Alvarado of the 
department.

Engineer Martin's figures 
showed that a filteration 
plant plus other needed 
equipment at Lake Cisco will 
cost in the neighborhood of 
$900,000. Upgrading water 
mains and facilities in town 
would cost another $800,000. 
The in-town p ro je c t ,  
however, could wait for a 
time

Financing, Mr. M artin 
said, could be provided by in­
creased water and sewer 
rates or by voting tax bonds.

Mayor Eris Ritchie and 
members of the • Council 
agreed that the city must 
begin work on the p ^ le m . 
In setting the public work 
meeting for next month, 
engineers and city officials 
will have time to aasemble 
cost data and financial infor- 
maUon, it was pointed out.

Mr. Martin noted that re­
cent projects handled by his

Carmello began on 
shrine and finished it 
spring.

W ASHINGTON, l>.< . —
There is no right more basic to 
Americans or to any ciii/en of 
any democracy than the right 
to vote.

The distribution of eligible 
voters within a society defines, 
to a considerable extent, the 
degree of democracy in thaï 
society. In recognition of this, 
the Framers of the American 
Constitution gave considerable 
attention to the question.

While they were clear that 
voting was of importance, just 
who was to have the right to 
cast a vote for a federal official 
was less obvious. Basically, the 
states were recognized as hav­
ing the primary responsibility 
for  d e le rm in in g  vo t in g  
qualif ica tions subject to 
specific limitions set forth in 
the Constitution.

There can be no doubt, we 
admit sadly, that many states 
abdicated their responsibility 
in this regard, using a variety 
of qualifications, including 
race, sex and residence 
requirements, to disenfran­
chise many who would other­
wise be qualified to vote.

The errors of those dark 
days in our country’s history 
were corrected by the passage 
of numerous Civil Rights Laws 
during the late 50s and early 
60s. Specifically, the Voting 
Rights Act of 1965 brought 
into the mainstream of the

The results of the Act have 
shown a dramatic and equal 
increase of minority involve­
ment in voter registration, par­
ticipation and elections to 
public office.

The exteniion of the Voting 
Rights Act, which was due to 
run out in 1VK2, was over­
whelmingly passed by the 
House of Representatives 
recently and has now been sent 
to the Senate for action

i  tupporied  (he exienuoM
of this legislation for another 
10 years. <ven though I still 
remain concerned that it 
singles out one region of the 
country — the South and 
Southwest.

There are, I believe. North­
ern states with large minority 
populations, that could benefit 
as well as Texas by automatic 
inclusion under this Act.

During House debate, there 
were several amendments pro­
posed th a t  would have 
significantly weakened the 
intent of the Voting Rights 
Act, and I opposed each of 
these moves. I did support, 
however, an amendment that I 
felt would simplify procedures 
that state and other political 
localities must go through to 
prove that their past history 
has been cleared (bailout provi­
sions).

This amendment would 
have allowed such cases to be 
brought before the appropriate 
three-judge U.S. District Court 
where the petitioner was 
located, rather than bear the 
expense and inconsenience ol 
being forced to appear before 
the L'.S. District Court in the 
District of Columbia.

This am endm ent was 
defeated, howeser.

There are other provisions 
included in the Act that are 
co n s id e red  b u rd e n so m e ,  
expensive and controversial by 
some. 1 believe, however, that 
it remains the duty ol the 
majority to protect the rights 
of the minority. And certainly 
the first right of both majority 
and minority citizen is the right 
to vote for those represen­
tatives they would entrust with 
that duty in Congress

M ISTLETO E-FR IEN U  UK 
POE

The word Mistletoe usual­
ly brings to mind kissing and 
Christmas festivities. But 
did you know that Mlstleton 
is actually a parasite on 
many of our landscape 
plants? Hackberry, Live 
Oak and Mesquite are more 
frequently attacked.

The Mistletoe found in 
Texas produces clusters of 
perennial, green Jointed 
stems on the branches and 
trunks of the host tree. The 
stems bear green, leathery 
leaves which persist for 
several season. Nutrients 
and water are supplied from 
an absorbing system which 
develops in the bark and 
wood of the host plant. 
However, Mistletoe is a

Afloat
c h lo ro p h y ll-c o n ta in in g  
plant, meaning it has green 
matter in its leaves which 
manufactures sugars and 
s ta rch es  needed in its 
growth and development.

Mistletoe is a flowering 
plant. The flowers are bom 
in the leaf axil and produce 
the familiar white berries in 
late fall and early winter. An 
important fact to remember, 
especially when Mistletoe is 
being used for its decorative 
purposes during the holiday 
season, is that the berries 
are very poisonous.

Within the tough outer coat 
(tf the berry is s single seed 
which is embedded in a 
sticky pulp. Birds feed on 
this sticky pulp whicn results 
in the seeds sticking to their 
beaks, feet and other body

parts. In this way the seeds 
are carried to other bran­
ches of the tree or trees and 
deposited. When conditions 
are favorable, the seed ger­
minates and sends it root­
like structurea into the hoet 
plant.

M istle toe  freq u en tly  
becomes so eb u n ^ n t in 
trees that control measures 
become necessary. Mistletoe 
can be easily broken off.

However, this will result in 
only tem porary  control 
because it will eventually 
grow back. More lasting con­
trol can be obtained by 
removing the limbs on which 
the parasite is growing. No 
ch em ica l is p re sen tly  
available to successfully 
control Mistletoe without do­
ing excessive harm to the 
host plant.

Cut all the Mistletoe you

want for the hoUday season 
to reduce the amount in the 
lan d scap e  p la n ts .
Remember to keep the ber­
ries out of reach of children. 
Most of all, remember that 
those caught under the 
Mistletoe sUnd s  better 
chance of catching a winter 
cold than of catching a mate, 
so be c a re fu l. M err}

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U. s. Energy 'Crisis' 
Remains Big Problem

T hf United .States of America continues in the 
throes of an enertry “crisis.”

True, there  is in the world today an overabun­
dance of crude »)il, a so-called “ jflut.” This over­
abundance is the result of the combination of full 
(iroduction schedules in most producituf countries 
and cons»*rvation in the lartf: r consumiinf nations. 
The result has been more than adtejuate supplies 
>i*‘ii«ually and a (b-crease in price-s of some oil.

Hut, Ibis situation almost surely will I.e short- 
livi'd. Saudi Arabia has decided to institute a one- 
million barrel pi-r day r^•duction in production. 
Although oil deeejntrol has siiurre’d I ’.S. drilling;, 
We are- not finding; as much crude oil as we are 
producing  ̂ (■«•rtainly not nearly as much as we are 
consumiiur.

So, if you are  an American homeowner or a p a r t ­
ment dweller, motorist, clerk, businessman, farmer, 
student or housewife your standard  of living', even 
your way of life, continues to be affected. This 
because our nation's apjietitt* for oil, as already 
indiiated, far  outdistances our ability to iiroduce 
under [iresent economic, technical, and fiolitical 
condit ions.

The extent of the protilem can be understood as 
it is reflected in our import fiijures: Kven a f te r  
the acceleration of oil price decontrol by President 
Ueac'an and the aforementioned return  of stren»fth 
and vic'or to domestic drillint.'. this country must 
import six-million barrels of oil daily.

To be sure, th is  six-million barrel l°vel is a sik- 
nificant improvement over the days when we were 
brinKinK in eitfht- to 10-million barrels. But. six- 
million barrels  at $:15.00 per barrel costs $210- 
million each day. That amounts to $76-billion 
annually. This is not a sum that even the wealthiest 
nation on Karth  can continue to pay indefinitely.

But, there  is more than just economics to con­
sider. There is another development — a cu toff  of 
supplies — that could be of even g rea te r  concern 
to a nation that must import such a larKe amount 
of its enerfcy, the national lifeblood of any indus- 
trialized nation.

To be denied access to that oil. with no other 
sources available, could wreak havoc with a coun­
t r y ’s economy. In an extreme case, a national 
economy virtually could cease to function.

It is for these reasons that the foremost prob­
lem facinjf th is  country today remains the displace­
ment of this amount of imported oil with safe, 
secure, domestically produced oil. Only then will 
the enerjr.v "cris is"  be a thin»/ of th(‘ past.

of bacteria. It is the presence 
'f bacteria in large quan­
tities which causes many of 
the food-related stomach 
upsets today.

Although some foods are 
killed at 125 degrees, the safe 
temperature is 140 degrees 
or hotter. Most bacteria do 
not grow at temperatures 
below 40 degrees, however 
holding frozen foods between 
10 and 32 degrees does allow 
some bacteria to grow slow­
ly. Freezers that store foods 
at zero temperatures or col­
der are ideal for keeping 
frozen foods for months at a 
time.

"There were so many at­

BUSINESS FURNITURE

There have been twelve 
confirmed calf deaths due to 
Blackleg in Eastland County 
during the last few weeks ac­
co rd in g  to local 
veterinarians. Dr. Kevan 
Blasor of Ranger and Dr. 
Vergil Patrick of Cisco said 
they know of this number of 
cases and other cattlemen 
have called to report cattle 
deaths probably caused by 
Blackleg disease.

This is the tune of year this 
disease most often occurs. 
Vaccination is the only 
method to prevent this 
disease.

We recommend that all 
calves be vaccinated at four 
months of age. Booster shots 
should be given in one year 
to replacem ent animals. 
Vaccinate for Blackleg and 
m a lig n an t edem a for 
minimum protection. Most 
producers will want to use a 
more complete vaccine with 
redwater nowii and sordellii 
(4-way) protective antigens.

If the first injection is 
prior to three months of age, 
a second shot at 7-8 months is 
s tim u la te  im m unity  is 
recommended.

Several changes which 
will affect Texas in 1982 have 
been lecommended in the 
Uniform Mefhods and Rules

of the federal brucellosis 
eradication program.

The Texas Animal health 
Commission, the animal 
health governing body for 
the s ta te ,  follow s the 
minimum standards of the 
UM&R as part of the Texas 
brucellosis program.

A ma­
jor thrust of the Texas 
brucellosis plan is vaccina­
tion with reduced dosage of 
Strain 19 vaccine.

Class B 
status means one negative 
test within 30 days and one 
negative test 45-120 days 
after movement are re­
quired for interstate move­
ment of test eligible cattle in 
the B area.

Animals that are exempt

classification are steers and 
heifers or official calfhood 
vaccinates if dairy breed 
under 20 months of age; beef 
cattle under 24 months, and 
non-vaccinated cattle under 
18 months, unless pregnant.
