On the 
main line of the railroad 
which opened this area in the 
pioneer days, the area pro­
spered and still benefits 
from being “right on the 
line’’ of east-west rail traf­
fic...Years later, dating hack 
to Bankhead Highway Days 
and old US80, Elastland was 
“ right on line’’...And of 
course today, one of the na­
tion’s major traffic arteries. 
In te r s ta te  20, b isec ts  
Eastland County, making it 
“on line” 'to the country’s in­
terstate system...And now, 
after years of dedicated 
work by lots and lots of peo­
ple, it finds itself into the air 
age, with direct service into 
one of the nation’s newest 
and finest airports...It would 
take volumes to credit all 
who have helped make it 
possible, with the establish­
ment, development, im­
provements, civic participa­
tion and total effort tl^ t 
makes E astland airport 
ideal for “on line’’ service to- 
day...By rail, freeway and 
now air, Eastland’s “On the 
Main Llne’’-now if we could 
manage to get the Houston 
ship channel routed up 
alongside Highway 8.

As in other efforts, there 
needs to be a combined, 
dedicated effort on the part 
of all citizens in Eastland 
County to promote and en­
courage the use of the air 
service so that the line can 
prosper and grow.

The Imperials To 
Perform In Abilene

Cisco Attorney Found Guilty 
O f Professional Misconduct

KGNZ Radio and Morning 
Star, Inc., joins in welcom­
ing the contemporary Chris­
tian singing group, the Im­
perials to Abilene on Thurs­
day, February 11, at the 
CSvic O nter. The concert 
will begin at 7:30 p.m.

Named Group of the Year 
by the Gospel Music Associa­
tion for the past three years,

Truman Kirk, Cisco at­
torney, was found guilty 
Tuesday of five of 10 allega­
tions of professional miscon­
duct by 231st District Court 
Judge J. Spurlock. Kirk was 
publicly reprimanded by the 
Judge.

Judge Spurlock, who was 
substituting for 91st District 
Court Judge Jim Wright, 
found K irk gu ilty  of 
backdating legal documents, 
thus m aking them  
fraudulent, and then of 
notarizing the fraudulent 
papers.

The allegiations of miscon­
duct were contained in :: 
civil lawsuit filed by the 
State Bar.

Spurlock said the case did 
not merit disbarment or 
suspension of practice but 
promised that his findings 
would be made public and 
ordered Kirk to pay all court 
costs incurred in the year- 
old lawsuit.

The judge had found Kirk 
g u ilty  of "w illfu l, 
d ishonorable co n d u c t,"  
which he labeled  as 
“ reprehensible.”

The papers, which were 
reportedly fraudulent, in­
volved property owned by 
Tom Stark, who died Nov. 4, 
1979. A warranty deed to the 
property signed by his 
brother, A.F. Stark, pur­
portedly conveyed the land 
to Archie Chamness, who 
had been Tom S ta rk 's  
business p a r tn e r. Kirk 
claimed the deed and an ac­
companying certificate of 
acknow ledgem ent w ere 
prepared Oct. 15, 1979. But 
Spurlock believed that the 
p ap e rs  a c tu a lly  w ere 
prepared Nov. 15-aImost 
two weeks after Tom Stark's 
death-and backdated to Oct. 
15

Deborah Whitley, who 
served as Kirk's secretary 
during  the tim e the 
fraudulent papers were

prepared, testified Monday 
that Kirk ordered her to 
prepare backdated papers 
that she eventually refused 
to notarize.

Mrs. Whitley's testimony 
was the key element to the 
State Bar's case against 
Kirk. Judge Spurlock prais­
ed her for reporting the ir­
regularities “to people she 
thought might 1^ able to 
help.”

She testified Monday that 
one of those she discussed 
the case with was attorney 
Bill Hart, who at the time 
serv ed  on the B a r 's  
grievance committee and 
was running against Kirk for 
the 91st District judgeship.

Kirk's attorney. Bob Han­
na of Abilene, pointed out 
during closing arguments 
Tuesday that Mrs.i Whitley 
was just beginning work as a 
legal secretary when she 
was employed by Kirk. Han­
na asked the judge, “can we

believe the word of this 
novice secretary...against 
the memory of three good 
men?”

But Charles Yett, assistant 
general counsel for the Bar, 
argued that Mrs. Whitley's 
was the most believable 
testimony and suggested 
that Kirk was offering “a 
multiple choice defense.”

Spurlock told Kirk, after 
finding him guilty of the 
charges, “ It’s a personal 
tragedy for you and your 
family, and one that we can 
each find ourselves in if 
w e’re not v e ry , very  
careful.”

Nevertheless, the judge 
contended, “ the Deborah 
Whitleys and other (citizens) 
must be assured” that the 
legal system is reliable.

“We have to believe in the 
system,” Spurlock said.

Kirk repeatedly denied the 
accusations against him as 
he was led away from the 
bench by his attorney.

benefits).

An account has been set up 
at First National Bank in 
Cisco to handle donations for 
the project. Anyone in­
terested in donating money 
and/or time to the project 
may call the chamber office. 
If you have any special 
talents (such as carpentry, 
working with electrical wir­
ing, (Minting, etc.), or if you 
would just like to help, you 
are invited to participate in 
the project.

Some $800 has already 
been donated to the project. 
The Ĉ isco Service Club has 
given $500; the Women of 
CJC, $200; $100 from D.D. 
Williams; and $300 from the 
Cisco Civic League.

The board is also asking 
for anyone with left-over 
materials (paint, wallpaper, 
lumber, drapes, etc.) to also 
donate these types of items.

The students, selected in 
tests designed to discover 
exceptional ta len t, par­
ticipate in the regular cur­
riculum. Their extra instruc­
tion, which gives them 
educational opportunity to 
advance in accordance with 
their ab ilities, stresses 
creative and productive 
thinking, research, orginiali- 
ty of mind, independence of 
thought and other qualities 
that cultivate higher levels 
of cultural achievement.

Usually, said Turner, from 
four to five per cent of the 
student body have a level of 
mental endowment that ad­
mits them to consideration 
The Cisco program began 
with about 25 students but 
competing interests, such as 
athletics and other ac­
tivities, drew some away. 
Once out of the program they 
cannot return, he said.

Most gifted students excell 
in certain areas, he explain­
ed, rarely is there an across 
the board’ degree of higher 
excellence Among the 
qualities which distinguish 
youngsters of the pattern, he 
mentioned a natural desire 
to achieve, high self-imposed

standards anu a wisn for 
self-expression.

Special talents, he explain­
ed, impose obligations-and 
sometimes, a stigma. It 
seems incredible, he said, 
that what is usually thought 
of as at the opposite end of 
the educational spread is ap­
plied to those at the front. 
But it IS something to be 
dealt with, he admitted

A phase of the program, 
not evident in instruction but 
very much so in the attitude 
and application of the stu­
dent, IS parental influence, 
he told the club. An effort is 
being made to reach the 
parents with a sense of their 
re sp o n sib ility  and an 
understanding of how they 
can help.

Of particular importance, 
he emphasized, is parental 
acceptance of the child’s 
gifts Ways in which paren­
ting can contribute include; 
Encouraging the child to see 
things m a new way; the 
stimulation of curiosity; 
development of hobbies of 
the child’s own choosing, and 
a generally supportive home 
enviroment.

“Ixiving helps a child ex­
cell,” he said.
