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U>' YOU are Intereited in 
helping to protect wildlife, 
then you nuy be interested 
in the following article from 
the Seal Rescue Fund, (A  
project of The Center for En­
vironmental Education), 124 
9th Street N.W., Washington,
D.C. 20001.

The article is as follows;
While many people are 

aware of the brutal annual 
clubbing of 10-day old baby 
Harp Seals in Canadian 
waters, few people -  in the 
U.S. and abroad - are aware 
of similar threats facing 
other species of seals.

Each of the species being 
talked about - the Hooded, 
Ringed, Harbor, Fur and 
Monk Seals, as well as the 
Walrus - are under such in­
tense pressure from hunting 
and habitat destruction, that 
the Seal Rescue Fund (SFR) 
is increasing its efforts to 
stop the decline In seal 
populations before it’s too 
late.

The threats facing the sur­
vival of each species of seal 
vary significantly but each is 
caused by man’s reckless 
abuse of nature.

For Instance, the Hooded 
Seals are clubbed and killed 
e x c lu s iv e ly  lo r  the ir 
valuable pells, which are 
sold to satisfy European 
fashion desires. While the 
clubbing of Harp Seal pups 
grabs the headlines, the 
pelts of Hooded Seals bring 
30(M00% more money than 
those of the Harp Seals and 
are the real profit motive for 
the Canadian seal massacre 
which takes place each spr­
ing.

The Ringed Seal popula­
tion has declined by an alar­
ming 50% in areas of seismic 
(explosive) testing for oil ex­
p lo ra tion , apparen tly  
because nursing mothers are 
abandoning their pups.

Without due care or cau­
tion, the oil industry is rapid­
ly bringing havoc to the 
otherwise Idyllic environ­
ment of Alaska’ s North 
Slope.

TTie Harbor Seal Is a vic­
tim of conflict with the com­
mercial fishing industry 
where years of overfishing, 
as well as interference from 
hydroelectric dams, has 
depleted once fertile fishing 
grounds. The industry’ s 
answer? ’ ’K ill the seals, 
‘cause they’re eating too 
many fish.”

The Hawaiian Monk Seal 
population has also suffered 
a dramatic decline caused 
by destruction of their 
habitat resulting from in­
creased human disturbance 
of their fragile environment. 
The SOO-SOO rem a in in g  
Hawaiian Monk Seals are 
the rarest of all American 
marine mammals.

Even the docile, colorful 
Walrus has fallen prey to 
man’s greed. In this case, 
however, it’s not food - or 
even competition for food 
which is causing Ito demise, 
but the lucrative “ black 
market’ ’ which exists for 
Walrus tusk ivory.

Incredible though it may 
seem, the Walrus poachers 
shoot the Walrus and then 
use a chain saw to decapitate 
their catch. Almost 10,000 
Walruses were killed last 
year, up 670% in Just two 
years.

Why does this carnage 
continue? Why won’t the 
U.S. and Canadian govern­
ments “ do something”  about 
the increased killing of

seals?

YOU MAY be thinking 
why should I be concerned 
about the above article when 
I may never even see a living 
seal.

Well, the only problem is. 
If this type of senseless kill­
ing is allowed to continue 
without any type of control, 
then pretty soon there will 
not be any seals left.

Then, these same greedy 
persons responsible for the 
demise of seals will find 
some other type of wildlife to 
begin killing for money.

What happens to us when 
all the wUdllfe and animals 
are gone?

Recommended Vinegor In Home

Canned Pickles
Now that pickling season 

is here, insure that you have 
the right vinegar on hand to 
insure a safe pickled pro­
duct.

Read the label carefully 
when selecting vinegar for 
making pickles, advises 
Mary K. Sweeten, a foods 
and nutrition specialist.

Buy vinegar for pickles 
that is between four and six 
percent or 40 to 60 grains 
(one percent vinegar is 
equal to 10 grain), she 
recommends.

Mrs. Sweeten is with the 
Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service, The Texas 
A&M University System.

Some vinegar on the 
market is 100 grain vinegar 
(or 10 percent vinegar).

N ever use homemade 
vinegar.

Also, do no reduce the 
amount of vinegar in recipes 
developed for a certain per­
cent vinegar.

In other words, follow 
d irection s ex a c t ly , the 
specialist urges.

If a less sour pickle is 
desired, add sugar rather 
than decrease the vinegar.

It is very important that 
each pickle recipe have the 
right ratio of food to acid to 
obtain a safe acid balance, 
she explains.

A too-weak acid will result 
in an unsafe pickled product, 
Mrs. Sweeten adds.

To dilute l6o grain vinegar 
to five percent or 50 grain 
vinegar, add an equivalent / 
amount of water.

on the scene in this region in 
the early 1920s, noted that 
“ we have gone through two 
periods of inflation -  the 
1920s and the present.”  He 
recalled the great depres­
sion that followed the stock 
market collapse in 1929 and 
cautioned that “ we can see 
some of the same conditions 
and signs that prevailed 
prior to the depression.”

It is a good idea to consider 
the past when we take steps 
to shape the future, Mr. 
Butler said.

The first oil drilling took 
part in this county around 
1910 when a man named 
lightfoot promoted a well 
near Kastland, Mr. Butler 
said. There was no news of 
the well but it was abandon­
ed and the promoters moved 
away, he added.

A few years later, another 
project by Texas Coal Co. 
found shallow gas but aban­
doned it.

After the boll weevil ruin­
ed the cotton planting in­
dustry of the county in 1915 
and 1916 and a severe 
drought took its toll in 1917, 
Mr. Butler said, the county 
needed the oil boom that 
resulted when John Gholson 
and Col. Gordon began pro­
specting. The famous Mc- 
Cleskey well near Ranger 
flowed over 1700 barrels per 
day in 1918 and the boom was 
underway.

Mr. Butler said that the 
present con.servation laws 
resulted from mistakes at 
the Mexia boom, the Ranger 
boom and, finally, the East 
Texas boom when oil wells 
were drilled without regard 
for location or need and oil 
sold for as little as ten cents 
a barrel.

The National Guard and 
Texas Rangers were called 
on to handle law and order in 
early day oil boom cities, 
Mr. Butler recalled. He said 
that on one occasion, some 
1,500 undesirable persons 
were rounded up in Mexia 
and placed on a special train 
going south.

Geologists and oil men 
have told Mr Butler that as 
much as 70 per cent of the oil 
that could have been produc­
ed in Eastland County re­
mains under the ground due 
to the complete disregard for 
conservation practices. He 
noted that oil drilling has 
progressed over the years 
from  cab le too ls and 
nitroglycerin in the 1920s to 
rotary rigs with acidizing 
and formation fracturing.

Rotarian Joe Sitton was 
program chairman and in­
troduced Mr. Butler.

Are your tomatoes turning 
black and starting to rot on 
the blossom-end just as they 
start to ripen’’ If they are 
they are probably suffering 
from blossom-end rot. This 
IS a n on -paras itic  or 
physiological disease. That 
is to say it is not caused by a 
disease organism or insect.

Blossom-end rot occurs 
very commonly when the 
plants have grown rapidly 
and luxuriantly during the 
early part of the season and 
then are subjected to pro­
longed dry weather at a time 
when the fruit is in an early 
stage of d eve lop m en t. 
However, it can also occur 
after periods of unusually 
abundant ram. Heavy ap­
plications of nitrogen and ex­
treme fluctuations in water 
supply are favorable to

blossom-end rot.
The first sign of the 

disorder is a water-soaked 
spot near the blossom end of 
the fruit. This spot becomes 
brown and enlarges until it 
may cover a third to a half of 
the surface.

The basic cause of the 
disorder is a calcium defe- 
ciency. This can be caused 
by the leaching of soluble 
calcium . Another cause 
could be due to excessive 
total salts in the soil. When 
salt concentration increases, 
the effective concentration 
of available calcium salts 
decreases more rapidly than 
other soluble salts.

In dry weather, soluble 
salts accumulate in the sur­
face soil either by movement 
upward in the soil or by fer­
tilizer side dressings. When 
rain  m oves these a c ­
cumulated salts downward, 
the total salt concentration 
increases and the calcium 
ratio is decreased.

When soils remain ex­
cessively wet, the am­
monium  n itrogen  a c ­
cumulates and can marked­
ly reduce the uptake of 
calcium and cause blossom- 
end rot. The accumulation of 
the ammonium nitrogen in­
hibits uptake of calcium by 
the roots. This disorder can 
occur in both excessively 
moist and dry soils even 
though an abundance of 
calcium may be present.

Very rapid vegetative 
growth, which often is 
associated with blossom-end 
rot, draws heavily on the 
supply of calcium. Since 
calcium is not moved from 
older to younger plant 
tissues, even a temporary 
deficiency of the element 
can cause injury to develop-

ing fruit. Therefore, the 
blossom-end is especially 
susceptible to calcium defi­
ciency.

On soils known to be defi­
cient in calcium, gypsum or 
lime may be added to soil 
prior to planting. After the 
tomatoes are planted ( when 
the problem is usually notic­
ed), surface application of 
materials containing soluble 
calcium are not generally 
advisable. The available 
ca lc iu m  can be sup­
plemented by spraying the 
foliage with an hydrous 
calcium chloride. However, 
the produce is not readily 
available and prolonged use 
can injure the foliage. Soil 
aeration  in excess ive ly  
m oist so ils  m ay be 
beneficial.

This disorder can be very 
frustrating to the tomato 
gardener because there is no 
solution readily available. 
Remove blemished fruit and 
attempt to maintain a stable 
water supply.

The good rains we had in 
May helped crops, pastures, 
gardens and lawns grow at 
maximum rates, but the
warm, humid weather also is 
the cause of some problems.

We are seeing some leaf 
spot on bermudagrass lawns 
known as Helminthosporium 
leaf spot. Symptoms of this 
fungal disease appear as ir­
regular patches ranging in 
size from two the several 
feet in diameter. Infections 
on leaves appear as a small 
o live green spot which 
enlarges to form dark blot­
ches. Infected leaves die and 
fade to a light tan color. The 
entire plant is killed whn the 
root rot phase of this disease 
developes.

The d isease causing 
fungus over winters in 
thatch at the base of the 
plant and develops when the 
weather is warm and humid.

A chemical control is 
recommended where this 
disease is a problem. Any 
one o f the fo llow in g  
fungicides will control the 
spread of this disease: Cap- 
tan, Daconil 2787, Acti- 
Dione, Tore or Tepsan LSR.

■ Grey I^eaf Spot is another 
we have seen in lawns. The 
chemical fungicides listed 
above will also control this 
disease.

enlarged due to a high rate of 
ra in fa ll like this year, 
disease losses will be greater 
due to the lenticels acting as 
infection sites.

Never store potatoes that 
are diseased. These will only 
continue to decay, causing 
additional losses. Potatoes 
which w ere bruised in 
harvesting should be con­
sumed first. It is best to dig 
potatoes and store them in a 
warm area (55 to 60 degrees) 
for 15 days and then reduce 
to tem p era tu re  of 40 
degrees. Prior to using, the 
potatoes should be warmed 
to improve quality.

Always keep potatoes in 
com plete darkness. E x ­
posure to ligh t causes 
freshly dug potatoes to turn 
green  and deve lop  an 
undesireable bitter flavor. 
Potatoes can be stored for 5 
to 6 months if handled pro­
perly.

Congressional debate on 
the nation’s budget design is 
revolving around various 
proposals that call for a 
minimum of 95 billion in new 
tax revenue during the next 
three years.

The domestic petroleum 
industry takes the position 
that there should be no new 
taxes levied on it. According 
to 1981 reports, the domestic 
industry paid 58 billions to 
Federal state and local 
government, or some $8.40 
per barrel for oil and gas 
produced.

Among the Washington 
proposals is the “ Crude Oil 
Profit Sharing Act of 1982” , 
which is back by a coalition 
of northeast and midwest 
legislatures. This suggestion 
would tax domestic crude 30 
per cent of wellhead value on 
top of existing taxes, taking 
another $9.00 per barrel.

O ther taxa tion
possibilities persit, such as 
including intangible drillings

costs and percentage deple­
tion as preference items 
under a 15 percent alternate 
minumum tax structure.

Also being considered is a 
partial or total elimination of 
windfall tax changes passes 
in 1981. These include ex­
emption of independent pro­
ducer stripper oil beginning 
in 1983, and a phase down of 
the two (and later three) 
barrel per day exemption of 
royalty owners. There are 
also suggestions on natural 
gas taxation, and possible 
levies on all domestic energy 
on a Btu basis.

The idea of taxing foreign 
oil entering the United States 
remains in the wings. A

have stated that they favor 

this sort of taxation, rather 
than further levies on the 
domestic industry. They 
point out that there is a cur­
rent 30 per cent decline in 
drilling rig operations, na­
tionwide, and that new taxa­

Citizens with opinions on 
new oil taxation should write

To offset spiraling food 
costs, many people are turn­
ing to home grown fruits and 
vegetables. As more and 
more food begins to ripen, 
produce which can’t be eaten 
or given away is usually can­
ned. Home canning provides 
safe, inexpensive, quality 
products - but only if the 
fruits and vegetables and 
especially tomato products, 
have been carefully selected 
and properly processed. Im­
proper canning may result in 
botulism, a food poisoning 
which may cause death. 
Botulism is caused by the 
toxin formed during the 
growth of the bacteria, 
Clostridium botulinum. This 
may result from improper 
processing which may be 
avoided by following these 
canning guidelines.

• DON’T  TAKE SHORT­
CUTS OR EXPERIM ENT 
IN HOME CANNING. Use 
only tested currently ap­
proved methods, such as 
those described in USDA and 
Extension S erv ice  food 
preservation bulletins.

• USE ONLY JARS, CANS 
AND L ID S  M AD E 
ESPECIALLY FOR HOME 
CANNING. Never use or­
dinary jars such as mayon­
naise or coffee jars.

• DO NOT REUSE SEAl^ 
ING LIDS. The rubber rings 
d e te r ioa tes  ea s ily  and 
prevents a tight seal.

• DO NOT USE OVER­
R IP E  FOOD. Products 
change in chemical composi­
tion with age and lose acidity

esp ecia lly  in tom atoes. 
Make sure the food is of good 
quality, with no bruises or 
soft spots.

• DO NO OVERPACK 
FOODS. Trying to get too 
much food into one jar may 
result in under-processing 
and spoilage.

Recent rains across Texas 
may be creating another 
bumper year for wildlife, 
particularly upland game 
birds.

Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department biologists say 
the spring rains which have 
soaked most of the state are 
almost a carbon copy of last 
year's weather which helped 
boost populations of quail, 
turkey and white-tailed deer 
to outstanding levels.

“ If we continue to have a 
reason ab le  amount of 
ground moisture through the 
summer months I think we 
can expect an excellent 
hatch and survival rates for 
turkey and quail,”  said Don 
Wilson, upland game pro­
gram leader. “ If that hap­
pens, it will be the first back- 
to-back years for quail in 
several years.”

W ilson q u a lif ied  his 
prediction by saying that in 
some areas of the stale 
where quail habitat is 
marginal, populations vary 
little from year to yea- 
“ However, in South Texai 
and other areas the pattern 
usually is a good year follow­
ed by a poor one, or vice ver­
sa,”  Wilson said, “ l^st year 
was excellent in virtually all 
the traditional quail hunting 
areas.”

Wilson said the rains were 
not heavy enough to disrupt 
turkey nesting activities in 
most areas, and ample 
ground cover will .illow quail 
to re-nest if they w ere routed 
by high water.

Deer also could have an 
excellent year, according to 
Big Game Program Director 
Charles Winkler. There 
was enough moisture last 
fall to allow a good car­

ryover of animals through 
the winter, ”  Winkler noted.
• With plenty of rain this spr­
ing and summer, hunters 
next fall should see plenty of 
deer in good body and antler 
condition.”

Winkler said conditions 
appear espt'cially favorable 
in the South Texas brush 
country, one of the nation’s 
prim e trophy w hiteta il 
areas.

A govern m en t c lass 
designed to fill the minimum 
requirements for teacher 
certification in Texas will be 
offered at Abilene Christian 
University as a special two- 
week cou rse, June 21 
through July 2.

Technology within the last 
five or SIX years has produc­
ed new types of insecticides 
which have given more ef­
fective control for livestock 
pests such as house flies, 
hornflies and ticks. Insec- 
licede impregnated ear lags 
such as the Eclrin tag, 
m arketed  by D iam ond 
Shamrock Corporation, and 
the Alroban- ear tag, 
developed by Burroughs- 
Wellcome and marketed by 
Y-Tex Corporation, have 
been major break-throughs 
in fly and tick control on 
livestock.
These tags are very light 
weight and contain only a 
sm all amount of either 
pyrethroik or permethrin in- 
secticede. One la g  per 
animal is recommemded for 
season-long control of horn- 
flies and two tags per animal

I hornflies and spinose ear

licks. Both of these tag types 
are being widely accepted by 
ca tt le  p roducers and 
dairymen across the stale 
because of their ease of ap­
plication and the duration of 
fly and tick control.

ICI Americas is in the pro­
cess of developing an insec­
ticide tape which contains a 
permethrin. This tape can be 
attached to existing insec­
ticide lags or numbered ear 
tags in the ear. These 
permethrin tapes or insec­
ticide tapes are also being 
developed to be attached to 
tails of animals to determine 
their efficiencey and activi­
ty. If these insecticide strips 
are improved and marketed, 
this could mean a single ap­
plication on the tail of the 
animal for fly control. ICI 
Americas also has developed 
the Ectiban wettable powder 
which is a permethrin which 
is recommended for both 
an im al trea tm en t and 
premise treatment for house 
flies, stable flies and other 
manure breeding flies. This 
wettable powder premise 
spray has given a good 
residual activity in premise 
areas and on the animal in 
areas where it has been 
tested. Also the Atroban' 
25% w ettab le  pow der, 
marketed by Burroughs- 
Wellcome Company, has 
proven to be a very effective 
premise fly control material 
for hornflies. Burroughs- 
W ellcom e Company, in 
Reasearch Triangle Park, 
North Carolina, has also 
been experimenting with tail 
attachment devices which 
can be used for hornfly and 
house fly control. All of these 
n ew ly-deve lop ed  and

developing parasite control 
technologies should reduce 
the labor and insecticide cost 
in controlling flies, ticks and 
other ec top a ras ites  on 
livestock.
