the Nov. 2 general election 
must have an orange (or 
salmon pink) voter registra­
tion card. Oct. 3 is registra­
tion deadline and that’s a 
Sunday -  so to register in 
person (If you don’t have the 
right color card) go to the 
County Tax Office, (first 
floor courthouse, west) 
before 5 p.m. Friday (Oct. 1) 
OR have your voter applica­
tion POSTMARKED to that 
office before Oct. 3. Tax Col­
lector Nancy Trout (voter 
registra) will accept mailed 
applications postm arked 
before the deadline.

“All that is involved is fill­
ing out an application card 
available at the tax office,” 
said Mrs. Trout.

Those who are 17 years 
and 10 months of age are 
eligible to register and may 
exercise the right to vote on 
or after their 18th birthday. 
Some 188,000 high school 
seniors should be eligible to 
vote in Texas this fall.

Everyone eligible to vote 
but unable to do so on Nov. 2 
should apply at the county 
c le rk ’s office to vote 
absentee. October 29 Is the 
deadline for voting absentee 
In person while absentee 
ballots will be accepted in 
the mail as late as 7 p.m. 
November 2.

Any of the following condi­
tions can qualify an in­
dividual to vote absentee;

1. Absence from the county 
of residence on election day.

2. Age 85 or older on elec­
tion day.

3. Inability to appear at the 
authorized polling place on 
election day due to sickness, 
physical disabi l i ty or 
religious belief.

4. Service as an election 
clerk or a poll watcher In an 
election precinct other than
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the precinct of residence.
5. Under certain  c ir­

cumstances, voters confined 
to jail may be eligible to vote 
absentee.

E very  Texas House, 
Senate and Congressional 
seat is up 'or re-election this 
fall along with nearly every 
statewide office.

So it’s especially impor­
tant for all eligible voters to 
get to the polls on Nov. 2. On­
ly 24 percent of those eligible 
voted in the May 1 Texas 
primary, the lowest in 30 
years for a gubernatorial 
primary election.

Eastland Co. Farm Bureau 
Holds Convention Saturday

The E astlan d  County 
Farm Bureau held its annual 
convention in E astland  
Saturday night, September 
25, at 6 p.m. in the Siebert 
E lem en ta ry  School 
Auditorium. Those attending 
enjoyed a barbecue dinner 
catered by Oscar’s Barbecue 
of Cisco.

Guest speaker was Warren 
Newberry of Waco, chief ad­
m inistrative officer and 
business manager of the 
state Farm  Bureau. He 
stated the Farm Bureau is 
the largest organization in 
the state with over 3(X),000 
families as members.

The five points of his talk 
were (1) agriculture is in a 
serious crisis, probably the 
worst since the Depression 
in the 19.30’s; (2) by the year 
2,(WO there will be major food 
shortages because farmers 
who cannot make a profit 
will be out of business; (3) 
the whole economy depends 
on agricultural exports; (4) 
Congress is not going to bale 
out the farmers in need, 
because only two percent of 
the population is actual 
agriculture producers and 
the other 98% will not be con- 
cer led with making them a 
decent living; and (5) the 
general consumer will have 
to pay larger portions of 
their income for food than in 
the past.

Mr. Newberry stated the 
rest of the world is eager to 
buy U nited S ta te s ’ 
agricultural products, but 
right now there are excesses 
of food stock-p iled  in 
America because they are 
not being sold abroad. He 
said if the Japan Market 
could be opened most of the 
excess fooid problems could 
probably be solved.

He s ta ted  A m erican 
agriculture people have the 
ability to "feed the world” if 
they could make a profit. He 
implied, "If they can double 
our profits, we can double 
our production.”

Two Carbon High School 
students were introduced 
and asked to tell about a 
citizenship seminar which 
they attended in Waco. Ann 
Allison and Susan Harris 
were chosen by the Farm 
Bureau as Elastland Coun­
ty’s representatives.

In both of the young ladies 
talks, they emphasized the 
need for Americans to 
become more aware of their 
responsib ilities for the 
freborn which they enjoy. 
They stated freedom in 
America is slipping away 
and they cited the fact of 

‘voluntary prayer being pro­
hibited in schools.

Farm Bureau president in 
Eastland County, Ernest 
Reich said next year’s 
■eminar representatives will 
be chosen from Rising Star.

A business meeting was 
held during the convention 
and president Reich said the 
Bureau is in good financial 
shape with no debts being 
owed. He stated the recent 
change in managers went 
smoothly and introduced the 
new agent manager of the 
County Bureau. Jim Ken­
nedy Mr. Reich attributed 
tiie smooth change-over to 
good office help and said, 
"We are thankful for those 
people.” F arm  Bureau 
secretaries a re  Danelda 
Gevara and Ann Justice.

Ted Botts gave a member­
ship report in which he 
stated the County Bureau 
has 1,631 members, more 
than they have ever had in 
this district. They have 370 
new members this year.

A report by Dee William­
son stated total sales of tires, 
b a tte rie s , etc. a t area 
dealers of Farm Bureau pro­
ducts was $178,000. He said it 
was an increase of $15,000 
over last year. County 
dealers are Ted and Rex 
Fields in Cisco, Corky Brown 
in Gorman, Danny Medley in 
Rising Star, Rueben Gaeta 
in Eastland, and I.awrence 
Hogan in Carbon.

Those a tten d in g  the 
meeting voted unanimously 
for several proposed county- 
level resolutions presented 
by Grant I^ewis of the Policy 
Development Board.

Seven charactertetics Uentífy  
high-risk adolescents

ACCORDING TO Steve Glenn, 
times have changed 

“rhose of us who are raisiitg 
children in the 1980s are a 
generation ol urban pioiteers," 
Glenn recenilv told an audieitce 
oi parents and drug abuse 
prevention professionals in 
Charlotte, North Carolina.

~We are the first generation 
that is trying to raise children 
without the support of grand­
parents, cousins, aunts, uncles, 
aruf other relatives. Without that 
support system things are a little 
different.

"This is also the first generation 
where kids have no particular role 
to play in the econom ic  
functioning of the family.

"If you hottle up a yourtg 
person’s ertergy and it has 
nowhere to go you get some 
c ra/iness."

Dr. H Stephen Glenn is the 
director of the Family Develop­

ment Institute In Washington, 
D C. For the past several years 
Glenn has been travelling  
throughout the country talkirrg to 
parents and other correemed 
adults about developing capable 
youth During the past 12 months 
alone Steve Glenn has conducted 
workshops on strengthenirrg the 
lamiiy and developing capable 
yourtg people fur 142.000 parents 
and teachers in 4b states.

The loss ol the neighborhood 
family support system is not the 
only charrge that Citenn identifies 
as having occurred over the past 
30 years.

In the 1930s parents and 
children interacted with each 
other lor an average ol two and a 
half hours per day By 1978 that 
average time of interaction had 
shrunk to just 14', minutes In the 
1930s children were raised with 
one system of values Toclay 
children are exposed to a wide 
range ol diflerirrg value systems. 
In Ihe 1930s children grew up

involved with the activities that 
they would participate in as 
adults. Today's adolescents do 
not receive the same kind of on- 
the-job training for adulthood.

In the 1930s there was not 
nearly the emphasis on the your^ 
person's peer group that there is 
today.

And, in the 1930s, the economic 
and social life styles of Americans 
were such that young people 
e x p e r ie n c e d  the lo g ic a l  
consequeiKes ol their own 
behavior. Today it is not unusual 
for adolescents to be protected 
from those consequences and 
therefore not experience them.

Steve Glenn argues that these 
changes have produced some 
disastrous results.

Youth related violent crime is 
up Adolescent suicide is up. 
Alcoholism and drug dependency 
among adolescents is up and 
teenage pregnancy is up.

“The two leading factors in this 
increase in youth related  
problems," says Glenn, “are, first, 
the lack of status in young 
people's lives. They don t have a 
sense ol their significance. They 
do not see their lives as having 
meaniitg or purpose. Second, 
young people today are receiving 
irradequate training to meet the 
expectations of the future.

“All children arrive high risk," 
Glenn continues. “We need to 
move them away from that. We 
all arrive with an empty tool box. 
The most capable of all forms ol 
life is born the least capable."

Sp ecifically , Steve Glenn  
presented seven characteristics 
of high risk adolescent during his 
Charlotte talk

First, the high risk individual 
has 3 weak identification with 
viable role models. Second, he or 
she has a weak identification with, 
artd sense ol responsibility for, 
the family process. Third, the high 
risk individual has a strong faith in 
miracle solutions. Finally, the 
high r isk  in d iv id u a l has  
inadequate intra-personal skills, 
inter-personal skills, systemic 
skills (responsibility, flexibility, 
adaptability) and judgmental 
skills.

“The goals of prevention, inter­
vention and or treatm ent 
actiGties," Glenn concluded, 
“should Iw to address these three 
perceptions and four skills.

“Efforts need to be made to 
strengthen the young person's 
identification with viable role 
models, strengthen his or her 
identification with and respon­
sibility for the family process and 
strengthen his or her faith in his 
or her own problem solving 
ability And you need to work to 
strengthen young people s intra­
personal skills, inter-personal 
s k ills , sytem ic sk ills  and 
judgmental skills

"Young people need decision 
making skills and knowledge 
They need a process by which 
they can combine the infornwition 
that they have with healthy 
decision making Then they can

turn knowlecfge which is 
into wisdom which is active.

Not only are parents spending 
significantly less tinse with their 
children but, according to Steve 
Glenn, most of that time is spent 
le c tu rin g , th reaten in g  and 
correcting.

“You need a dialogue for values 
to develop ." states Glenn. 
“Dialogue develops maturity in 
kids. Role playing with your child 
can provide scx:ial innoculations. 
It's not your child’s commitment, 
it's his or her perception ol a 
response in a particular situation 
It's not as important that your 
children know the parents' 
position as it is to work out what 
their position is in the presence 
of the parental position.”

of the problcifw that Stave G knn  
has identified iii the growth of the 
g rassro ots >4 nti*drug abuse  
parent movement. Kay Webb, the 
coordinator ,of the Alabama 
Families in Aiction. an anti-drug 
abuse parent organizatMMi, spoke 
at the same Charlotte con­
ference.

“We are trying to recreate a 
caring com m unity for our 
children. We are doing that by 
getting to know the parents of our 
children's friends,” she said.

“When I first became involved 
the parent movement myin

One recent development which 
is attempting to address a number

primary concern was prevention. 
It still is prevention. I think tliat's 
where the key is.

"Before we got organized we 
tended to leave raising our 
children to other people. And 
blame them for our k id s’ 
problems.”

When the s ta te  le g is la t u r e  reduced the p o ss ib le  p e n a lt ie s  of 

v a rio u s  drug o ffe n se s , i t  appeared th at the p u b lic  became 
somewhat a p a th e tic  about the drug problem. There are some who 
contend th at smoking an o c c a s io n a l marihuana c ig a re t t e  i s  no 
worse than a youth d r in k in g  an a lc o h o lic  beverage. That 
contention  i s  in c o r r e c t .  In  the f i r s t  p la c e , i t  i s  not in  the 
b est in t e r e s t  o f a yo u th 's  h e a lth  and development to d rin k  
a lc o h o lic  beverage or o c c a s io n a lly  smoke "pot" because of the 
p o ss ib le  consequences and long term e f f e c t s .  In  the second 
p la c e , seldom, i f  e v e r , does a person go from a lc o h o lic  beverage  
consumption to "speed", LSD, h e ro in  or o th er strong drugs, but i t  
i s  c e r t a in ly  not uncomnon fo r  a person to go from smoking "pot"  
to harder drugs.

Today, we are see in g
drug usage in  teen ag ers. W ith in  the la s t  y e a r , we have committed 
youths, as young as 13, to  a s ta t e  in s t i t u t io n  as drug addi c t s .  
You do not have to waTt u n t i l  your loved one or f r ie n a  i s
a rre s te d  fo r  drug usage to ask fo r  h e lp . There i s  no such th in g  
as an innocent experim ent w ith  drugs because any usage of drugs 
c re a te s  a p o te n t ia l fo r  fu r th e r  usage w ith  the u ltim a te  
p r o b a b il it y  being a d d ic t io n . In  f a c t ,  the S ta te  Bar of Texas has 
developed a program to warn p re -sch o o l c h ild re n  how to avoid  the 
dangers of marihuana and o th er drug usage and t h is  program i s  
being g iven to p re -sch o o l c h ild re n  in  v a rio u s  p a rts  of the S ta te .

F o rtu n a te ly , a m a jo r ity  o f our E a s t la n d  County youth know 
and r e a l i z e  the dangers of d rug s; n e v e r th e le s s , anytime a person , 
re g a rd le ss  of age, becomes in vo lved  w ith  or ad d icted  to drugs, 
not on ly  i s  th at person a f fe c te d  but a lso  h is  or her fam ily  and 
f r ie n d s .

The v a rio u s  law enforement o f f i c e r s  and school o f f i c i a l s  are  
concerned about the drug problem; however, th ere  are c e r ta in  high  
co u rt r u l in g s  which make i t  d i f f i c u l t  fo r  the law enforcement 
o f f i c e r s  to be as e f f e c t iv e  as they would l i k e .  Consequently, I  
am g lad  th at the c i t iz e n s  of t h is  county are  becoming more aware 
o f the drug a v a i l a b i l i t y  in  the county and are w i l l in g  to become 
a c t iv e ly  in vo lved  in  the "war on drugs". Any help  th at any 
c i t iz e n  can be i s  welcome and g r a t e f u l ly  ap p re c ia te d . Too, the 
a s s is ta n c e  and involvem ent of any c i t i z e n  may help  save another 
person from t h e 'p h y s ic a l , mental and f in a n c ia l  problems th at do 
r e s u l t  from drug usage.

To The Cittzens of Elastland County:
Mr. O’Brien, Editor of the Eastland Telegram, has asked that I give this letter la regard to mari­

juana and drug use In Eastland County. This unquestionably is the single most important danger la 
our community. Marijuana and drug use must be supported by money. TTie only way users can obtain 
money U by conunlttlng theft, burglary, robbery and other crimes.

The single most dangerous myth In our country today Is that marijuana Is a harmless drug. lU s  
myto Is based largely on research done In the late M’s and 74’s. Sclenttot now know that marljaaaa Is 
u  uhUous, subtle and very complex substance, and that moderate to heavy use caa demeg* the 
lungs, alter the structure of brain cells and produces serious psychologleal and psyebosoeial effects, 
tem e would argue that the use of marijuana does not lead to the use of other more dangerous drugs. 
This simply Is not so. For example. It has been proven In other areas that among the 18% of high 
school seniors who smoked marijuana 48% used one or more additional Illegal drugs, s —ta i  
youngsters who don’t smoke pot, the use of other drugs Is unknown.

Thranghont the State It is shown that during the last three years the age for marijuana Me has 
steadily decreased. In many communities eleven is the average starting age.

I sincerely feel if we can stop this before It is introduced to the school children, by this I »ysiB begin­
ning at the elementary level and nipping It in the bud before it gets out of coatrol with oar tom ageirs.

Marijuana leads to the use of other drugs such as “crystal”, “kitchea crank", and other drags be­
ing sold that In many instances the seller has no Idea what he la selltog.

I want die parents to realize that my office wants to help. When we have the cooperattoa of the 
parent and It is brought to our atteutlon as soon as any indication Is shown that the to M te  any 
drug, we can help. There are facilities that we, through recommendattoa or through the com Is , caa 
obtain and affect the healing and curing of the use of the problem. Hmre to cxceBent coMoltog 
available as well as the Vernon Drug Center for teen-agers. We have been able to help a groat » 
of our teen-agers by assisting them In becoming involved In the consellag and or gettiac them 
ted to Vernon’s Drug Center.

P le ase  he lp  in  the "war on dru g s"; the l i f e  you save may be 
one you know and lo v e . You, the mother, fa th e r , loved one or 
f r ie n d  o f a young p erson , can help  stop the drug problem by 
becoming f a m ilia r  w ith  the v a rio u s  w arning symptoms of p o te n t ia l  
drug usage.

la s t Saturday at KuckariMi 
Stadium in Breckenridge, 
the Wranglers kninked on 
opportunity's diMir several

times, ft i«ot a little bent, but 
it never would swini* wide 
open for the ‘ Bin Blue 
Crew”

The result was a battered 
door-and a 10-6 victory for 
the Banner Junior Collene 
Banners. It was the second 
strainht victory for the 
Banners over the Wrannlers 
and the IJth in the last 15
names.

“We were disappointed,” 
CJC head coach Bob Keyes 
said following the game. 
•'We were disappointed in 
that we felt like we should 
have won.”'

Naturally, one might think 
that's just a coach’s excuse, 
but the s ta tis tic s , the 
mistakes and the “ bounce of 
the ball” may just bare out 
what Keyes says.

“ We m ade some key 
mistakes,” Keyes reflects, 
“but, defensively, we played 
v ery , very  w ell. And 
penalties really hurt us.”

Throughout the game, the 
Wranglers had opportunities 
to pull out a victory, but 
mistakes (..id penalties con­
tinued to show up, not to 
mention the Ranger defense.

Ranger, playing the game 
without the services of head 
football coach Jerry Trice, 
who was out-of-town atten­
ding the funeral of his father- 
in-law , lim ited  the 
Wranglers to only 65 yards 
on the ground-but the air­
ways were filled with Johnny 
Yglecias-thrown passes.

Yglecias almost doubled 
his passing statistics for the 
year, completing 16 of 36 
passes for 215 yards and 
playing what Keyes called 
probably “his best game of 
the year, so far.”

The Waco sophomore add­
ed another seven yards to his 
game production, but he 
watched as four other of his 
passes were dropped during 
the game. He also had one in­
terception.

D efensively , the
Wranglers were able to con­
tain the Rangers time after 
time, but once, with the help 
of quarterback Mike Holley, 
the Rangers managed to be 
the only team on the field to 
find the end zone for six 
points.

That tally came following 
the 12-yard return of a Stan 
Davis-launched punt. RJC 
did all its scoring in the se­
cond quarter.

L eading 3-0, Holley

climaxed a seven play, 38 
yard drive by scrambling in­
to the end zone from the five. 
Vince Oldag’s extra point 
gave the Rangers a 10-0 lead 
with 7:35 left in the first half.

It was Oldag’s 31-yard 
field goal that had put the 
Rangers on the scoreboard 
first with 13 minutes left in 
the opening half. Those 
points followed a drive that 
took 10 plays and began at 
the Ranger 37. A Bryan 
Rosenblum-Jim Kirk pass 
covering 39 yards provided 
most of the thrust in that 
scoring drive.

CJC was penalized 154 
yards during the game, in­
cluding at some very unop- 
portune times. At least three 
of those times resulted in 
first down plays being rubb­
ed out on holding violations.

W rangler p lacek icker 
Kioumars Rezaie was the on­
ly team member to put 
points on the scoreboard, 
kicking two field goals (28 
and a 27-yarders).

“Overall, we probably 
played Ranger better than 
we have in five years, since 
I’ve been here,” Keyes 
recalls. “We played well, we 
played hard. We’ve got five 
more games, though, and 
we’re surely not going to let 
down."

One of those games, as 
mentioned, comes up Friday 
afternoon and there will be 
an ironic twist to that one. 
Three of the assis tan t 
coaches have played football 
under Keyes in the past.

Cisco S erv ice  Club 
members and their guests 
welcomed to their Thursday 
night meeting, Pete Ken- 
nemur, who is with the 
MHMR ce n te r out of 
Brownwood. Mr. Kennemur 
is directly involved in the 
rehabilitation treatment of 
victims of drug abuse.

Members of the Cisco Ser­
vice Club have indicated an 
interest in being a part of the 
county-wide drug crack 
down and have been asked to 
help in the organization of a 
peer-parent group, in order 
to provide a united effort 
among parents in their child 
rearing. Mr. Kennemur in­
dicated that these peer- 
parent groups across the na­
tion, have been a helpful 
source in the prevention of 
further drug related pro­
blems.

It has been estimated that 
in Eastland County alone, 
there are perhaps 18 illicit 
drug laboratories, with tale- 
tale indications and clues to 
substantiate this estimation. 
Mr Kennemur stated that he 
applauded the county’s 
sincere and well organized 
effort to do .something about 
Eastland County’s drug pro­
blem. Mr. Kennemur in­
dicated that in these times of 
economic difficulties, in­
dividuals stoop to means of 
providing financially for 
themselves at the risk of 
others-many times taking 
this drug trafficing into the 
classrooms and onto the 
playgrounds, exposing and 
corrupting the innocent 
youth of the town-the state- 
the nation! Mr. Kennemur 
stated that youth are selling 
drugs in many places, just to 
get their own personal supp­
ly.

’These peer-parent groups, 
hopefully soon to be formed 
in this area, hope to combat 
these problems, although 
there is little hope of totally 
eliminating the problem. 
Parents seem to be spending 
less time with their children, 
according to Mr. Kennemur, 
“sacrificing this time with 
our children, in pursuit of 
other things.”

“Our children arc bored,” 
said Mr. Kennemur-a fre­
quent cause of drug abuse. 
The need is here to provide 
some quality activity for our 
children.

These peer-parent groups 
across the nation should 
establish the rules for their 
children-to let them know 
what is expected of them- 
what they can do-and they 
can’t do and what the conse­
quences will be should our 
children th rea ten  those 
rules.

Drug abuse can slip up on 
an individual-many times 
without th a t in ten tio n - 
aspirin overdose is the se­
cond leading drug emergen­
cy cause. We must be aware
