The Muleshoe Trade Terri­
tory Fair offers junior and 
adult breeders of livestock an 
opportunity to 6how the public 
a sample of their breeding stock 
during the two days showing 
in Muleshoe, September 26-27.

All breeders of registered live­
stock living in the Muleshoe trade 
territory arc eligible to come to 
our show. Each breeder will be al­
lowed to exhibit one registered 
animal. The three judge system of 
classification judging will be em­
ployed. Fifty per cent of each ani­
mal’s score will depend upon that 
individual’s type and body confor­
mation irregardless of size, age 
or sex. Raymond King has consent­
ed to assist in ' appraising this phase 
of the judging. Mr. King is county 
agent of Castro county and is well 
known for his ability to select good 
livestock that carry off top honors 
in the leading shows of Texas. The 
remaining fifty per cent of the 
animal’s score will depend upon the 
grooming the animal has received 
and general neatness and attractive­
ness of the exhibit.

Registration papers must be pre­
sented on demand. This is a breed­
er’s show and "Subject to Register’’ 
animals and common market ani­
mals will not be exhibited.

Show animals scoring in the top 
one-third of all animals shown will 
be awarded three dollars In money 
and a blue ribbon from the Fair 
Association. A red ribbon and two 
dollars will be presented to the 
owners of animals comprising the 
next highest scoring third exhib­
ited, the remaining one-third will 
each receive an appropriate rib­
bon and one dollar in premiums.

Plans are under way to place 
livestock pens between the building 
that houses agricultural produce and 
the space occupied by the Carnival 
so that more people will view the 
livestock thus affording the maxi­
mum amount of advertising for the 
breeders with livestock to sell.

J. K. Adams, county agent, is in 
charge of the livestock exhibits and 
Edward White. Muleshoe H ig h  
School Vocational instructor, is in 
charge of Agricultural Crops ex­
hibits Either of these men will ac 
cept entries by personal cfll or 
by mail. Prospective exhibitors are 
urged to notify them of their de­
sire to exhibit. The Fair Associa­
tion reserves the right to bar any 
animal from competing that was 
not entered by the owner prior to 
Sept. 25.

Mechanical Method of 
Saving New Hay Crop

Although the bam mow still is 
more extensively used today than 
any other place for the mechanical 
curing of hay and other forage 
crops, it lately has been receiving 
some competition from other farm 
structures—notably the silo.

Use of silos for curing forage 
crops is gaining favor with farmers 
who do not have the space required 
for installation of necessary equip­
ment in their one-story barns, as 
well as those who desire to use 
their mows for other purposes. The 
accompanying illustration shows a 
typical silo hay curing installation.

In this latest of many newer farm 
electrification developments, air en­

It is exhausted 
from the structure by means of a 
fan, located above the entrance. 
The cost of curing hay electrically 
by this method with a 5 or 74  
horsepower motor is about $1 per 
ton, the same as in the case of mow 
systems. Tests show that the qual­
ity of hay, cured in this way, also 
equals that cured in the bam. being 
worth from $5 to $10 more per ton 
in feeding value than that dried by 
the sun.

For every 100 workers placed on 
jobs in their own community, one 
is .sent to ajob in other localities, 

,according to a report from the Tex­
as Employment Commission. Dur­
ing the last seven months, 3,374 
Texas workers have been hired in 

| local offices of the agency for jobs 
j in other parts of the state and na- 
| tion.

‘ Employers have little hesitancy 
about placing job orders for skill6 
which are not available In their 
local markets,” the Commission said, 
"and present methods of job de­
scription and workers analysis have

eliminated most of the guesswork In 
hiring practices. Today, when we 
get an order for a certain type of 
worker, our testing methods prove 
whether an applicant is qualified 
to hold that job. We have to know 
what we are doing when we refer 
a man or a woman across the state 
or country to a job.”

“ When the office Is not able to 
fill an order for workers locally, 

(this job is listed with all the other 
offices throughout the state,” Jordan 
said. When employmen cannot be 
found for workers, his job applica­
tion is also placed on clearance 
order for consideration by all oth­
er TEC offices for work In his line.” 

To insure speed in filling these 
jobs, local TEC offices deal direct­
ly with each other in listing all

job* and preventing workers for em­
ployment, thereby cutting the time
involved.

Jordan said this aystem of inter­
office clearance has been operating 
in Texas for the past 18 months.

Matching jobk and workers locally 
is the primary aim of the Texas 
Employment Commislon, Jordan 
said. However, when a worker’s 
skill cannot be used In his home 
community, and other towns are 
short on workers It is to everyone's 
advantage to get them together.

The TEC clearance system offers 
up-to-date information on em­
ployment supply and demand since
