“ The co n stitu tio n a l 
amendment exempting im­
plements of husbandry from 
ad valorem taxation”

This amendment proposes 
to exempt from ad valorem 
taxation im plem ents of 
husbandry used in the pro­
duction of farm or ranch pro­
ducts.

In 1981, the l^egislature 
amended the property tax 
code to provide “ an in­
dividual is entitled to an ex­
emption from property taxa­
tion implements for farming 
or ranching that he owns and 
uses in the production of 
farm or ranch products.”

The Constitution presently 
allows the [legislature to ex­
empt from ad valorem taxa­
tion "the personal property 
homestead of a family or an 
adult.” Personal property 
homestead is defined in tne 
Constitution as the personal 
property of a family or an 
adult that is exempt from 
forced sale for debt. There is 
an exempfion ceiling on per­
sonal property for a family

adult $15,000. An Attorney 
General’s Opinion held that 
this limit applied to the ex­
em ption of fa rm  im ­
plements. Thus the necessity 
for the C onstitu tional 
Amendment if all farm im­
plements are to be excluded 
from the property tax.

Also, the A ttorney 
General’s Opinion held that 
the exemption applied only 
to the property of an in­
dividual and not to farm 
partnerships or corpora­
tions.

This proposed constitu­
tional amendment would 
remove the $30,000/$15,000 
ceiling and make the exemp­
tion available to all engaged 
in farming - individuals, 
partners and corporations.

ARGUMENTS
FOR:

1. The proposed amend­
ment promises partial relief 
for economically pressed 
fa rm e rs  and ran ch e rs  
without serious adverse ef­
fect on local governments’ 
tax bases.

2. Taxing agricultural 
equipment and machinery 
often is barely cost-effective 
because of the dispropor­
tionately high expense of 
locating the property and 
assessing and collecting the 
tax.
AGAINST:

1. The voters have amend­
ed the constitution twice 
since 1979 to give tax relief to 
fa rm ers and ra n ch e rs-  
expanding eligibility for 
favorable methods of valu­
ing agricultural land and 
totally exempting from taxa­
tion livestock and poultry in 
the hands of the producer. 
Additional tax relief for 
farmers and ranchers is not 
needed.

for the peanuts to make a 
good crop the agent said.

Rain did help irrigated 
peanuts that will be naturing 
in the next two weeks.

A rather small peanut crop 
is expected throughout the 
county. Dryland peanuts are 
very poor while the irrigated 
peanuts range from very 
good to poor.

Most pastures and range 
land are grazed very short. 
Usually ranchers depend on

fall rains to get grass growth 
for winter grazing. Since the 
weather is cooling off some 
there will not be time for 
much growth of grass before 
frost. Some of the winter 
ranger grasses should get off 
to a good start, but these 
grasses to not provide much 
grazing until ate winter.

When all is considered the 
rain was helpful, but too late 
to be of much help to peanut 
crops and summer grasses.

With transportation costs 
pushing the price of peat 
moss and other bulky types 
of organic matter higher, the 
backyard compost pile or 
compost bin is becoming 
more and more important.

With most Texas soils 
lacking in organic matter, 
composting is an excellent

way to add humus to the soil 
while at the same time 
disposing of unwanted plant 
material from the yard and 
garden.
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Leaves, straw, lawn clipp­
ings, sawdust, garden debris 
and even sh redded  
newspapers can be con­
verted into usable humus 
through the decomposing 
process. These composted 
materials will make both 
clay and sandy soils more 
su itab le  for growing 
vegetables and ornamentals.

It is usually best to have 
three compost bins-one be­
ing filled, one in the process 
of decomposing, and another 
ready for use. The most 
workable size for more 
gardeners is a 4 feet by 4 feet 
bin, with one side hinged or 
removable for easy access.

Gardeners may select a 
convenient site near a source 
of water, yet out of sight of

the outdoor living area.
Start the compost pile by 

spreading 6-to-8 inch layer <A 
debris. Top this with a l-to-2 
inch layer of soil or finished 
compost. Sprinkle about two 
cups of a complete fertilizer 
over each layer of soil and 
organic matter to encourage 
bacterial action and hasten 
decomposition. Manure or 
blood meal may be used in­
stead of fertilizer. Water 
thoroughly; then add the 
next layer as m aterial 
becomes available.

Repeat the layering pro­
cess until the pile is 4 to 5 feet 
high. Keep the center slight­
ly lower than the sides to aid 
in retaining water. Keep the 
pile moist for rapid decom­
position; however, avoid 
saturation or bad odors may 
develop.

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To speed up decomposition 
and insure that wastes on the 
outer edge ctf the bin have a 
chance to break down, turn 
or mix and restack the pile 
every 60 to 90 days. Do not 
add new material once the 
pile is turned; rather start a 
new pile in a nearby loca­
tion.

For better aeration and 
fa s te r  decom position, 
spread fresh lawn clippings 
and shredded green 
materials into thin layers. 
When adding dry leaves to 
the compost pile, wet them 
thoroughly ^ fo re  adding 
soil. A shredder will convert 
twigs and small branches in­
to sm aller particles for 
faster decomposition.

The Eastland County Child 
Welfare Board met in the 
County C om m issioner’s 
Court on Wednesday, Oc­
tober IS, to discuss its in­
volvement with the current 
Eastland County Anti-drug 
Drive.

Judy Phaneuf, Region IV 
Child Placement Supervisor 
w ith h e a d q u a r te rs  in 
Abilene, spoke to the local

board. “ In our work,’’ she 
said, “we have seen an in­
crease in runaways, ages 13 
through 17, who admit to the 
continuous use of illegal 
drugs. These are county and 
out-of-county residents who 
a re  m ixing with your 
children”

Alice Pritchard, Eastland 
County Child Placement 
W orker, s ta ted  at the

meeting that some of the 
children under her supervi­
sion come from families in­
volved in illegal drugs. “ It is 
established,” she said, “that 
the use of these drugs usual­
ly results in the evidence of 
abused  and neg lected  
children.”

The Eastland County Child 
Welfare Board functions to 
work with the regional and 
state officers to provide 
comprehensive community- 
based services for abused 
and neglected children. The 
law provides for removing 
children trom harmful en­
vironments to healthy en­
vironments.

Board chairman Christine 
Reich stated, "This Board 
stands behind all efforts to 
work against this drug 
threat in Eastland County, 
and It is committed to any 
cooperative effort to better 
the situation.”

Those a tten d in g  the 
m eeting  were board 
m em bers H.V. O’Brien, 
Durel Reid, Connie Watson, 
Downs S eab e rry , and 
Christine Reich, with Alice 
Pritchard and Judy Phaneuf 
also in attendance.

Rep. Charles W. Stenholm 
has earned the “Guardian of 
Small Business” Award-and 
an endorsement for re- 
election-from the National 
Federal of Independent 
Business (NFIB) for his 
outstanding voting record on 
small-business issues.

The nation’s largest small- 
business group presented 
Stenholm with the award 
because he voted with the 
majority of NFIB members 
95 percent of the time.

In fact I ’m danged near 
the point of "viewing with 
alarm ”  I’m about ready to 
hit the road myself and ad­
vocate restoring the poll tax.

Over the years I have 
come to consider the free 
vote and free schools in 
about the same light, and 
I’m not sure I’m not against 
em. Yep. "Against," as in, 
"opposed to."

Now, before I’m accused 
of being anti-Mother, God, 
and Apple Pie, let me ex­
plain why I question whether 
revoking the poll tax and 
running free schools is in the 
best interests of our land of 
the free and home of the 
brave”

How many freebies do you 
have among your cherished 
possessions? Fam ily  
heirlooms are about the only 
qualifiers, I ’d guess. For the 
other things you planked 
down cash on the barrelhead 
or obligated part of your in­
come. You paid.

You value what you pay­
voting or schooling. Or 
anything else.

It would be very easy here 
to get off on the subjects of 
the food stamps, the welfare 
payments, and the other ex­
penses of a patriarchial 
government. These evils- 
yes, as they function, I do 
consider them evils. These 
evils sap the moral strength 
of the very people they are 
supposed to help. They affect 
adversely the morale of the 
entire nation.

It isn’t my intention to 
even suggest we withdraw 
support from those who need

it. I do question why my tax 
dollars, paid willingly to aid 
the United States and the 
citizens thereof, should to 
line the pockets of two-bit of­
ficials of a country I have 
never seen and may not have 
heard of until I read that we 
are sending them millions of 
dollars-tax dollars-in aid. 
In aid of what?

Charity begins at home, 
and as I think my share of 
the tax burden could be 
spent profitably right here in 
my hometown. I’m not too 
comfortable with it even go­
ing to another state. 1 am 
downright churlish when it is 
exported beyond national 
boundaries.

I’m for helping people help 
themselves. I ’d even go

along with more Peace 
Corps. In fact, I thought 
I.*nd-I.ease was a good idea, 
but it turned out to be more 
lend than lease, and who 
paid back what was borrow­
ed? "Lend” must not have 
been defined very well.

The only way to change all 
this is to vote, but all the 
issues get gummed up in 
such a welter of words that 
it’s almost impossible to 
know who's for what-not to 
mention when and where.

There are so many laws on 
the books, so many 
whereases and wherefores, 
therefores and to wits, that a 
"Philadelphia I.awyer’’-o r 
one from Podunk or Hooty 
Owl Holler-can’t figure em 
out.

Article XV of the U.S. Con­
stitution says; "The rights of 
the citizens of the United 
States to vote shall not be 
denied or abridged by the 
United States, or by any 
state, on account of race, col­
or or previous condition of 
servitude.”

The XIX Amendment 
specifies further that, "The 
right of citizens of the United 
States to vote shall not be 
denied or abridged by the 
United States, or by any 
state, on account of sex."

Some 
of the homes have fireplaces 
that they use in the evenings 
on occasion

does to the buildm»! cost 
when you don’t have to 
prepare for heating or cool-

and some facilities. And 
there were several hundred 
displays of an assortment of 
)>oods -  everything from 
many types of clothing, 
crafts of all kinds, food 
items, jewelry, leather pro­
ducts and the like

l>ST SATURDAY was an 
interesting day as we tinik a 
trip of 150 miles or so into the 
Andes Mountains to the 
village of Otavalo to look at 
their weekly market The 
Otavalo Indian tribe is older 
than the Inca Indians, which 
IS very old indeed. The men 
wear black flat top hats, 
have a lot of hair plaited 
neatly down their back and 
wear tight-fittmg trousers 
with leggings The women 
d re ss  in b r ig h t, neat 
costumes with black hats 
and often a baby nestled in a 
miniature hammock on their 
backs

You see other Indian 
groups in the area and they 
wear white knicker type 
trousers and black coats 
They all appear neat and 
clean

The O tavalo  m ark e t 
covered an area of about 
four city blocks -  a square 
area with concrete walks

I£AVING OTAVALO. we 
stopped at a hotel for lunch. 
A convention of health of­
ficials from throughout 
Ecuador was in progress, 
and we enjoyed listening to a 
native band entertain them.

Outside the hotel, there 
were displays on the grounds 
of more Indian arts and 
crafts that were for sale.

F̂ n route back to Quito, 
stops were made at several 
villages One was famous for 
the wood craft and art ob­
jects from shops over town. 
Another was noted for the 
products of their weavers 
and their sewing machines 
And still another’s claim to 
fame was leather and what 
they could do with it. We 
couldn’t resist a leather 
jacket bargain.

THE IJkST STOP was at 
an F^cuadoran farm that had 
been in the same family 100 
years or more. They had a 
herd of Holstein cows that 
were being milked by nand. 
The milking crew was com­
posed of women. The milk 
from the cows went across 
the highway to a neighbor’s 
plant that turned out butter 
and milk products.

The farm home was a 
beautiful old place that was 
built before the turn of the 
century. The family still 
lives there but has an apart­
ment in town. Their children 
attended Quito schools and 
college in the USA. One son 
lives in Albuquerque and a 
daughter lives in Miami.

Before we left, cake and 
coffee were served in a love­
ly and large dining room.

The City of Cisco during

turbidity. The water sup­
plied failed one or more of 
the following criteria; (1) 
the monthly average exceed­
ed 1 turbidity unit (TU).

The presence of excessive 
turbidity or cloudiness in 
drinking water may in­
terfere with the effec­
tiveness of disinfection of the 
water. Permitting the tur­
bidity level to exceed the 
standard may present a risk 
to the health of persons 
drinking the water.

However, up to five tur­
bidity units (TU) may be 
allowed if the supplier can 
demonstrate that the higher 
turbidity does not: (1) in­
terfere with disinfection, (2) 
prevent maintenance of an 
effective disinfectant agent 
throughout the distribution 
system, (3) interfere with 
m i c r o b i o l o g i c a l  
measurements.

The water system is being 
studied to correct any high 
turbidity at any future date.

The notification of the 
public is in compliance with

Standards" and the Safe 
Drinking Water Act," as a 
means of keeping the public 
informed.
