The rent control issue 
often is considered a battle 
betw een landlords and 
tenants. Mounting evidence, 
however, suggests everyone 
in the community has a 
stake in the question.

Rent controls have been 
imposed in some cities to 
lunit the amount of rent a 
landlord may charge for an 
ap artm en t. The usual 
justification is that inflation 
and tight housing supplies 
lead to unreasonable rent in­
creases. Thus, controls pro­
tect the tenant at the ex­
pense of the landlord.

A recent study by the Na­
tional Apartment Associa­
tion points out that the cost 
of controls are partially 
borne by all local taxpayers. 
This occurs because controls 
generally reduce the market 
value of rental property, 
which lowers the amount of 
property tax building owners 
pay. The red u ced  tax 
revenues must either be 
made up by otlier property 
owners or they will cause a 
decrease in local services.

MORE TROUBLE FOR 
BALLOON LOANS

Mortgage lenders occa­
sionally make loans with a 
long-term payment schedule 
but require the loan be 
repaid long before it fully 
amortizes. This reduces the 
length of time the lender 
must commit to a fixed rate 
of interest.

When the loan is repaid, 
the lump sum payment of 
principal is referred to as a 
balloon payment. When this 
payment comes due, the bor­
rower generally seeks to 
refinance the loan to provide 
funds for the balloon pay­
ment. While such loans have 
recently been used for home 
financing, they have been 
fairly common in the past for 
investment properties.

Nationwide, there may be 
as much as $30 billion of such 
loans on apartment projects

MAKE IMPROVEMENTS 
PAY

As a general rule, the cost 
of a home improvement will 
be recovered on resale if it 
brings the property up to 
stan d ard s in the 
neighborhood.

On the other hand, if the 
improvement causes the 
property to become superior 
to the other homes in the 
neighborhood, the owner 
may not recoup its cost, plus 
inflation, on resale.

not the same as value.

The two 
m ost com m on  g ra sses  
planted in Eastland County 
are Coastal Bermudagrass 
and Kleingrass, however 
many people now plant K.R. 
Bluestem with Kleingrass 
for insurance

Coastal as well adapted to 
sandy soils, though it can be 
grown in tight soils if main­
tained properly. Kleingrass 
does well on tight soil and 
can be grown on sandy soils 
that have a tight subsurface.

Whatever is planted, there 
are several key points to con­
sider. These points are 
helpful and may be applied

to prevent any complica­
tions. Plan ahead. Be ready 
when planting time comes. 
Prepare a good seedbed well 
in advance. Use good plan­
ting equipment. Use reliable 
and fresh sprigs. Know the 
right time for the grass to 
establish before grazing with 
livestock. I.ast but not least, 
once the field is established, 
use good management to in­
sure a good stand grass for 
years to come.

Note; The writer would

Several years ago a con­

ce rt  p ian ist ca m e  to 
Eastland to play with a 
violinist at the Woman’s 
Gub building This was a 
special “ Friends Of Music" 
concert sponsored by the 
F,astland Music Study Club 

The young man sat down 
at the 9 ft Concert Grand 
puno, which occupied a cor­
ner of the mam room Soon 
the deep bass tones and clear 
high notes of the old instru­
m ent rang a c r o s s  the 
building

After the concert was 
over, the pianist remained at 
the bench for a moment He 
reached forward and touch­
ed the instrument gently.

"I  am amazed." he said. 
"At the sound from this 
puno It is what you would 
expect to find m some con­
cert hall, in a large city —" 

I>ocal players, from Wilda 
and Wanda Dragoo to pre­
sent artists Mrs Kenneth 
(Mary Hearn) Heitschmidt 
and Mrs. D.l. Kinnaird. 
have expressed the same 
feelings.

"Everyone enjoys the tone 
of this puno," says Mrs 
Earl (Billye? feradley, the

current President of the 
Eastland Music Club.

The instrument, walnut 
with a dark finish, blends 
with the period furnishings 
of the W om an ’ s Club 
Visitors gaze at it for a mo­
ment. noting its size and 
elegance On the front of the 
piano is the inscription 
“ Wm Knabe & Sons. Est. 
1836.”

Inside the piano is the 
Knabe family Crest, which is 
su rrou n ded  by g ilt 
medalions with various in­
s cr ip t io n s . One sa y s ' 
"Panam a -  San Diego, 
California World’s Fari, 
1915"

This probably indicates 
that the Knabe model of 
pianos received recognition 
at the Fair It also shows 
that the Eastland piano was 
manufactured after that 
date, although the exact age 
of the instrument is not 
known

The Wm Knabe family- 
originated in Prussia, and 
had made pianos for almost 
30 years before coming to the 
Uniteu States They settled 
in Baltimore, Maryland in 
1864, and resumed their 
craft.

After the death of Wm 
Senior his son • also named 
William - carried on the 
family business with the help 
of a cousin. In 1908 the com­
pany was sold to (or merged 
with) the American Piano 
Company, which apparently- 
made an agreem ent to 
m anufacture the sam e 
model of piano under the 
original Knabe name.

On Feb 13, 1920, the 
Eastland Music Club was 
organized The Club was

small at first, but the 
members were talented and 
energetic. Mrs. E.A. Hill 
was named the first Presi­
dent, and the ladies made 
big plans.

This was before the days of 
pubbe radio broadcasts, and 
there were few records. So if 
the town had good music, it 
would have to be in live per­
formances. The Club plann­
ed to bring in some national­
ly known artists. But one 
thing was lacking - a really 
good piano for p erfor ­
mances

The late Maurene Johnson 
of Eastland wrote; “ One of 
the first projects of the new 
Club was the most ambitious 
ever undertaken by any 
young Music Gub - the pur­
chase of a piano”

M rs P.H W olfe of 
Eastland went to Dallas and 
then recommended the pur­
chase of the Knabe piano 
from D.L. Whittle Music Co. 
The Music Club members 
understood that the piano 
had belonged to a concert 
p ian ist nam ed H arold  
Bauer, who had performed 
in Eastland.

On Sept. 29, 1921 the piano 
was delivered in Eastland. 
The initial down payment 
was $512.60, of which $200 00 
was paid by the Music Club, 
$200.00 by the Civic League, 
and more than $200.00 by the 
P.T.A. Freight costs were 
$17.77, with additional dray 
costs of $65.00. The Music 
Club assumed payments of 
$34 60 per month. The total 
cost of the instrument is not 
available, but the Music 
Club insured it for $1,000.

The piano was carried to 
the City Hall, a brick three-

story structure on the comer 
of Daughtery- and Commerce 
Sts. The first floor of the 
building housed the Fire Sta­
tion, and the auditorium oc­
cupied the top floor. A wide 
flight of stairs swept up from 
the back of the building into 
this auditorium, and the 
stage reached across the 
front of it.

A number of performances 
and theatrical programs 
were presented in this 
building, but the acoustics 
were “ terrible", according 
to Music Club members who 
were present.

The Music Club managed 
to pay off the piano by Oc­
tober, 1922. 'They raised 
money with such things as a 
"Movie Benefit at .35 cents 
per ticket” . Musical Teas, 
Concerts, Box Lunches, and 
something called "Ripple 
Parties” . But before uiey 
raised all the money, other 
problems became evident.

On Sept. 8,1922, the Music 
Club Minutes included these 
statements:

"The attention of the Club 
was called to the deplorable 
condition of the City Hall, 
and neglect of the piano...

"The Study Club will meet 
in the Elks Club Room this 
year, and the question of 
moving the piano there was 
discussed. Would it be possi­
ble, and agreeable with the 
different Clubs who helped in 
the purchase of same?

“ Miss Knox and Miss Kin- 
niard are asked to serve on a 
Committee to investigate the 
possibility.

"The piano is the property 
of the (Eastland) Music 
StudyfClub. and only the use

of it is given to the City.”
At a Club Meeting on Sept. 

22, 1922, the Committee 
reported on their interview 
with the Civic Club and 
P.T.A. concerning moving 
the piano. They were asked 
to leave the piano in City 
Hall for the entertainments 
given by the Fine Arts 
Faculty of the Public School. 
At this time a Committee 
was appointed to see the City- 
Manager and persuade him 
to guarantee better care of 
the City Hall and stage.

Minutes of Oct. 6, 1922 
state;

“ Mrs. Jackson was to see 
the City Manager about 
neglect of the stage. The 
gentleman was out of town. 
One of the Commissioners 
promised all sorts of help...

“ The Piano cover was 
found in a secluded comer 
far from the piano”

At this time a Church in 
Ranger asked to borrow the 
piano, but the request was 
denied.

“ The roads are in such a 
condition that safe removal 
to and from Ranger would be 
too much of a risk," stated 
the minutes.

As the months went by the 
situation in the City Hall ap­
parently grew no better. And 
the Music Gub members 
continued to be very con­
cerned. In November, 1922 
there was quite a discussion, 
and a committee was ap­
pointed to interview the 
Commissioners about clos­
ing the back  of the 
auditorium to make the 
a co u s t ics  b e tter  and 
guarantee protection. l.ater 
the minutes mention “ the 
m iserable condition and 
neglect of the beautiful 
piano", and more about 
‘Gosing up the back of the 

auditorium” . There is no 
record that this was ever 
done.

Things looked dark indeed, 
but the Knabe was slated for 
a better home. By the 
mid-20’s the “ Oil Boom”  had 
subsided, but a lot of new 
peop le  had m oved  to 
E astlan d , in clu d in g  
dedicated Civic workers. 
The Eastland Clubs and the 
Civic [.«ague needed a cen­
tral meeting place very bad­
ly-

In Jan., 1926 the Prairie 
Oil and Gas Co. offered to 
sell their offices on West 
Plummer for $2,0(X). The 
money was requested by 
mid-March.

All the Gubs worked to 
secure money and pledges, 
and raised $1489 00 A local 
Bank loaned the additional 
money

The Clubwomen were en­
thusiastic about their new 
meeting place, and moved in 
furnishings as soon as possi­
ble. No one quite remembers 
how the piano was moved - it 
must have been a terrific 
job! But, in spite of weighing 
a probable ton, it arrived at 
the C lubhouse with no 
mishap.

Members were delighted 
to find that the new Woman’s 
Club building had very fine 
acoustics indeed, and would 
be excellent for chamber 
music and performances.

The old piano has graced 
the Clubhouse since. Most 
early  m em bers  of the 
Eastland Music Club are 
gone now, and memories of 
their concerts and other 
pleasant events have faded. 
But the work of these women 
left its stamp on the town •

and their Eastland Music 
Club is still going strong.

The Knabe is a tangible 
reminder of what they have 
all loved - fine music. And, 
like all good instruments, its 
beauty has been enhanced 
by the passing of time.

Things are beginning to 

heat up but in the House 
assignment of bills con­
tinued. Possibly one of the 
most revealing referrals was 
the assignm ent by the 
Speaker of H.B. 440 dealing 
with pari-mutual wagering. 
This bill would create, 
generally speaking, a condi­
tion in the State of Texas 
where persons could, in 
counties choosing to exercise 
the option, wager on horse 
races, and perhaps, dog 
races. The assignment of 
this bill to the Urban Affairs 
Committee is revealing in 
that it is not assigned to the 
State affa irs Committee 
w here it is ru m ored  
Representative Pete Laney, 
the chairman of the Commit­
tee, would be opposed to it. 
The bill was also not refer­
red to the County Affairs 
Committee, the Committee 
on which I sit and which is 
made up primarily of rural- 
oriented representatives. 
Obviously, the Urban Affairs 
Committee has little or no 
rural representation. I can 
only draw the conclusion 
that the Speaker desire that 
the bill have favorable Com­
mittee treatment and at 
least be reported to the 
House where we will all 
literally have to "fish or cut 
bait” .

This, of course, provides 
the perfect predicate for this 
w eek’ s issue discussion, 
pari-mutuel wagering. This 
issue has been before the 
l,egislature; at each regular 
session, for a number of ses­
sions, and has, to date, met 
with little success. It would 
appear that the horse racing 
lobby has about one million 
dollars to spend on the issue 
this session and that much 
money will get people’s at­
tention on any issue.

Proponents of the issue 
point to the fact that Texas is 
the largest horse raising 
state in the nation and we 
are geograph ica lly  sur­
rounded by horse racing 
states. They cite the increas­
ed revenues, both in the 
private and state sectors, 
that will be generated by 
horse racing industry and 
make it sound reasonably 
p a la ta b le  to a state  
legislators who must, to 
maintain his position, avoid 
a general tax increase. Pro­
ponents say that the prohibi­
tion era taught a lesson that 
m o ra lity  ca n n ot be 
legislated and further point 
to the fact that on any given 
fa ll w eekend  lite ra lly  
m illions of dollars are 
wagered on high school, col­
lege and professional foot­
ball games with absolutely 
no regulations or controls 
and with no state revenues 
be in g  g e n e ra te d . The 
number of Texas licenses in 
Ruidoso, New Mexico, in 
racing season may be one of 
the most visible indicators of 
revenue Texas is losing.

Opponents are of the opi­
nion, and probably to some 
extent rightly  so , that 
estimates of the revenue 
w hich  the b ill w ould  
generate, are grossly out of 
proportion; that the climate 
provided by racetracks 
would be an open invitation 
to organized crime; that 
hard-earned money justly 
and properly destined for 
upkeep and maintenance of 
homes and families would be 
squandered away; and, in­
creased cost of necessary 
policing efforts would far 
and aw ay e x ce e d  any 
benefits derived.

The legislation proposed 
would earmark funds receiv­
ed on taxation of wagering 
operations for increased ex­
penditures for aid to finan­
cially dependent children 
and education, both areas 
desperately in need of funds.

GRAHAM-Elmer F'llyson, 
a 39 year old man of Newcas­
tle was aquitted Thursday on 
a charge of involuntary 
manslaughter in connection 
with the death of Cam e 
Frances Hays of Carbon, one 
of four Eastland County 
teenagers killed in the 
November 20 traffic acci­
dent near Graham.

Ellyson was tried this 
week in the 90th District 
Court in Graham. The jury 
deliberated two hours and 56 
iniuutes before arriving at

their verdict. Four days of 
testimony centered around 
whether or not Ellyson was 
intoxicated at the time of the 
accident.

Assistant D istrict At­
torney Tim Eyssen served as 
prosector in the trail. He 
stated “ Intoxicated does no 
mean falling down, sloppy 
drunk, it means impaired." 
Commenting on the fact the 
defendant swerved into the 
oncoming lane of traffic 
before hitting the youth's 
car, Eyssen said, “ Everyone 
knows you d on 't  do 
something like that unless 
you are impaired, unless you

are not functioning proper­
ly."

DPS Tropper D arrell 
Weyman, who was traveling 
behind the Brown car, said 
he could smell an obvious 
odor of alcohol on Ellyson

Hall said Ellyson's blood 
alcohol content was 08 per­
cent about two hours after 
the accident while .10 per­
cent is considered legally in- 
toxicatd. I.«iw enforcement 
o f f ic ia ls  tra v e led  to 
Breckenridge for the ex­
amination after personnel at 
the G raham  G en era l 
Hospital refused to do it.

Weynan testified degrees

of intoxication vary among 
drivers and said some 
motorists would be impaired 
with only a .06 percent 
alcohol content.

F iv e  DPS troop ers  
testified Ellyson was, in 
their opinions, intoxicated at 
the time of the accident.

Proceedings Held In 91st

Robbie 
Dean Garrett pled no contest 
to the alleged theft of a
