BUY-DOWNS ON THE RISE

As a result of recent
economic conditions, many
builders in Texas offer buy-
down mortgage plans

The buy-down mortgage
plan temporarily lowers the
borrowers’ monthly house
payments. In the typical
buy-down arrangement, the
builder pays a fee to the
lender. This fee reduces the
buyer's mortgage payments
during the first few years of
homeownership.

Builders favor the buy-

down method more than
reducing the price of the
house by the same amount.
Builders believe that
homebuyers look first at
monthly payments to deter-
mine if they can afford to
purchase a house.

Homebuyers should
remember, however, that
the buy-down mortgage plan
only temporarily lowers the
monthly house payment
After the buy-down period
has elapsed, the homeowner
can expect an adjustment in
the interest rate and mon-
thly payment. The adjust-
ment is often subject to the
current market interest
rates.

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There are many old say-
ings in areas where cotton is
the main crop. Most began
before the age of mechaniza-
tion.

“It takes a strong back
and weak mind to make a
good cottonpicker."

“If we could get one more
rain we might make half a
bale to the acre.”

“I'm so far in debt I can’t
quit - I got to keep going.”

““The best place to meet a
girl is in the cottonpatch. If
she likes you there - she’ll
like you anywhere."

“It takes a war to run up
the price of cotton.”

There are more good time
to be had around a cotton
farm than these proverbs in-
dicate! For cotton is an at-
tractive crop - with its own
special ways of production.
Itis actually one of the oldest
crops known to man, and one
of the most useful.

It is grown in a number of
places in the world - any

place with aboiut a 6 mo.
growing season, hot sum-
mers, and at least 15 inches
of rain falling at the right
time. In the United States it
is a major crop, with a value
of around 3 billion dollars an-
nually. Around 6 million
bales are exported each year
- a big help on the balance of
payments situation.

There are still people in
Eastland County who
remember when cotton was
the big money crop here.
Most early settlers of the
county came from the south,
and they put land into cotton
as soon as they could get it
cleared.

Back in 1908 there were
53,903 bales produced in
Eastland County - the
largest crop ever. Even at
the low price of 9% cents per
1b., the total for all that cot-
ton was $2,600,000.

In 1914 the first boll
weevils arrived in Eastland
County, and began to destroy
the crops. The price of cotton

rose during World War 1,
however, and the farmers
continued to plant it.

Robert Tucker of Pleasant
Hill community, a retired
farmer, says he made quite
a bit of money on cotton in
1919. He had a good crop, and
sold it for 40 cents per 1b. It is
interesting to note that cot-
ton is bringing about the
same price today - 1983.

The boll weevils, among
their other unpleasant
tricks, had an unfortunate
habit of bedding cown in the
oak timber for winter. In the
spring they would move
right back into the cotton
crop. By 1926 the Eastland
County crop was almost
totally destroyed, and the
farmers were forced to
diversify. They began to pro-
duce more cattle, hay, and
peanuts.

The 1930's were lean times
for the price of cotton. It fell
to about 5 cents per lb. at one
time, making a 500 lb. bale
bring only $25.00. About that
time the Federal Govern-
ment stepped into the pric-
ing and management of the
crop - and its erratic market
was no longer free. Now
some people say that cotton
is the most regulated of all
- and in the worst

Cotton prices became high
during the 1940’s, and re-
mained fairly good from
then on. Under all the ad-
ministrations there were
various controls and loans -
and stored in warehouses.
There was also the feeling
that the cotton farmer could
not possibly survive without
government assistance. By
the late 1960’s Soil Bank pro-
grams ended, but prices re-
mained viable.

Then, in the late 1970s,
there was a sharp rise, hit-
ting 75 cents per lb. by 1980.
Farmers hoped it would go
on to $1.00 per lb., giving
them a good return on their
investment.

These hopes never
materialized. In 1981 the
price started down, and by
1982 it virtually collapsed,
sending many farmers back
into the government loan
program.

Higher prices had kindled
the hope with Eastland
County farmers that cotton
might make a comeback
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Crop Continues To Go Begging

here. In 1980 2,900 acres were
planted to cotton in the coun-
ty, mostly around Carbon,
Gorman, and Rising Star.

During the same year Ken-
neth Smith put in a gin near
Rising Star - the first in the
County for many years.

In 1981 there were 3,600
Eastland County acres put in
cotton, with around 3,200
acres harvested. The yield
was around 135 1bs. of lint to
the acres - adding up to
around 900 bales.

“The full data is not in on
the 1982 crop,’’ states
DeMarquis Gordon, County
Agent. ‘‘But I estimate only
around 500 acres planted.

““The low price for the crop
is certainly a factor in keep-
ing the acreage down. Cotton
equipment is mechanized
now, and high in price. Fuel
is expensive too. The out-of-
pocket cost of raising cotton
here can run $100.00 per
acre. You need a good yield
and a decent price to make it
pay off.”

When asked if the boll
weevil was still a factor
here, Gordon replied that it
had continued to do some
damage. He said there were
better insecticides against
the weevil now, with new
things being continually
tested.

“But it is difficult to decide
what to do about that,”” he
explained. ‘‘The farmer has
to try not to get too much in-
vested in his cotton crop.

‘“Biological control is be-
ing tried some - letting the
natural enemies of cotton
pests try to control them.

“Lady bugs and lace wing
flies work on pests which eat
the leaves.

“The boll weevil's enemies
are wasps of various types.
Hopefully they will continue
to offer some control.”

The County Agent added
that a new government pro-
gram was being offered the
cotton farmer for 1983 - a
plan where he would reduce
cotton acrage. For comply-
ing with this program, he
would receive payment of
bales of cotton from govern-
ment warehouse. The
farmer could sell these, if he
wished, on an open market.
This would reduce the vast
amount of cotton in storage,
and force the price up.

RRC Approves

New Gas Contracts

AUSTIN--The Railroad
Commission has approved

Gas Company, and South
Cen-Tex Gas Company will
mean lower costs for electric
generating facilities 1n
Dallas, Tarrant, and Mit-
chell Counties; a gas
pipeline; and a gas process-
ing plant

In what may or may not be
a departure from an issue
presentation, this week [
would like to discuss a pro-
posed tax reform. Represen-
tative Bob Barton is prepar-
ing for filing a most in-
teresting item of legislation
that would effectively
eliminate residential proper-
ty, both rural and urban,
from ad valorem tax conse-
quence, in so far as such
taxes have and are being us-
ed to support the public
schools. The proposed
legislation would exempt
any property used as a prin-
ciple residence from school
ad valorem taxation and, to
make up lost revenue, would
substitute an additional
statewide one-cent sales tax

Since, with the ever-
narrowing tax base, more
and more of the burden of
supporting public schools
has fallen to the home-
owner, the proposal has
some very attractive
aspects

Proponents say a one-cent

generate approximateiy one
billion dollars which would
more than compensate for
lost ad valorem revenue;
that the State of Texas could
more equitably distribute
the funds, eliminating some
of the disparities between
“rich” and ‘“‘poor’ school
districts; that a sales tax,
exempting food and
necessities, 1S not
regressive, as is commonly
thought, but is on the other
hand, progressive; that the
sales tax method of financ-
ing would more equitably
spread the burden of suppor-
ting the schools to all citizens
of the State of Texas; and
that the average Texas tax-
payer’'s property tax would
be cut in half

Opponents feel that the ad
valorem tax base tends to
keep school control on the
local level; that the sales tax
is a regressive tax penaliz-
ing those most who are least
financially able, that people
in 42 states pay more sales
tax than in Texas and,

that we should not preempt
this statewide tax avenue,
for what many perceive to be
a localized problem, at a
time when the state of Texas
may, because of budget
necessity, desperately need
statewide tax generating
possibilities for general sta.e
revenue.

I can readily agree, and do
see, that the homeowner 1s
one of an increasingly
smaller group of people who
must bear the ad valorem
burden. With over 65 exemp-
tions, open space exemp-
tions, various agricultural
exemptions and other
statutory ad valorem tax ex-
emptions, the entire ad
valorem tax system may be
headed down a
“self-destruct’’ path. My
greatest concern and most
serious question is, assum-
ing we all recognize that the
ad valorem tax system 1S
basically an in-equitable
system that raust eventually
go the way of the dinosaur,
do we eliminate it, eventual-
ly, in one swell swoop, or do
we eliminate it a piece at a
time as past legislatures

I do not think this
Legislature is vested with
the intestinal fortitude to at-
tack the problem, in its en-
tirety, head-on: but if we
adopt this proposal of sales
tax substitution for the
limited purpose stated, what
of the fate of the even
smaller base of tax carrying
the ad valorem burden”
Surely you would have an
opinion

Marks earlier had attemp-
ted to involve a number of
the Jack County farmers in
producing the most recently-
released varieties of hybrid
corn and had scheduled a
corn show to demonstrate
the results, but was disap-
pointed only a few adults
took part in the educational
effort.

As he reviewed what had
happened, Marks decided
that if he could not “‘teach
old dogs new tricks, he would
start with the pups'’ and thus
began work with county
youth through the Corn
Clubs. He taught a number
of farm boys corn production
practices, and they followed

The present 4¢-H Club pro-
gram in Texas is an
outgrowth of these early
Corn Clubs for boys, and
Tomato Clubs for girls,
which were organized in 1912
in Milam County by Mrs. Ed-
na W. Trigg, whose position
corresponded to today’s
county Extension agent-
home economics. Each
Tomato Club member grew
one-tenth acre of tomatoes.

Today's 4-H Club program
encompasses a wide variety
of educational programs and

activities, which were un-
dreamed of before the pre-
sent Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service was organiz-
ed. On May 8, 1914, the U.S.
Congress passed the Smith-
Lever Act, which provided
for establishment of a
Cooperative Extension Ser-
vice as part of the land-grant
university system in each
state.

The Texas Legislature ac-
cepted provisions of the
Smith-Lever Act on January
29, 1915, and the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice came into being. The

4-H program is the youth
phase of Extension educa-
tional activities. Presently,
some 187,000 young Texans
are involved in 4-H work.

All educational programs
conducted by the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice serve people of all ages
regardless of socio-economic
level, race, color, sex,
religion or national origin.

USSR Facing Agriculture Trouble

military strength. But in the
crucial area of agriculture
and the capacity of each
country to feed its own peo-
ple, Russia is in deep trou-
ble.

“While our exportable
food surplus is climbing, the
Soviet Union’s dependence
on imported foods is grow-

Utility Commissioners

Lyndell Willlams

AUSTIN — The  skies
cleared again last week for
Gov. Mark White when two
embattled utility commis-
sioners resigned, allowing
him to appoint two new com-
missioners who promise to
abolish the controversial fuel
costs pass-through on utility
bills.

White's foremost cam-
paign pledge was to abolish
the clause, but he also prom-
ised to appoint "a housewife”
to the Public Utility Com-
mission. In the wake of last
week's resignations, he nom-
inated El Paso housewife
Peggy Rosson, who also hap-
pens to be chairman of the
El Paso Public Utility Regu-
latory Board

Also nominated was form-
er commissioner Al Erwin,
an original member of PUC
when it was created in 1975,
but quit before his term ex-
pired

Erwin predicted abolish-
ment of the fuel adjustment
clause would be one of the
new membership's first ac-
tions.

On the day White nomi-
nated him, Erwin received a
telephone call from a Wall
Street analyst who said his
firm was lowering the rating
on the Texas Public Utility
Commission because of the

resignations of commission-
ers George Cowden and
Tommie Gene Smith.

“It was a subtle warning,”

Erwia said. "My response to
him was that 1 was happy
to learn PUC is no longer
Wall Street's favorite regu-
latory body."

Senate 45, House 1

In the Legislature, the ac-
tion has all been in the Sen-
ate. Senators by last week
had passed 45 bills compared
to one passed by the House.

The reason is the Consti-
tution prevents floor action
on bills during the first 60
days of a session. Tradition-
ally, both chambers have
voted to suspend the rules
and begin voting on some
bills almost immediately
This session, the Senate sus-
pended the rules, but the
House did not

Early voting allows the
Legislature to approve early
many of the beneficial, non-
controversial bills that could
be killed later when the dog-
fights begin as the session
wanes

The situation can easily be
compared to putting women
and children in the lifeboats
first

This session, however, the
House has deliberately

slowed its pace to allow new
Speaker Gib Lewis time to
get organized.

Senate Action

Thus, the Senate has the
spotlight to itself and last

week it passed some 28 bills
alone

Against protests by the
National Rifle Association
and to the cheers of law en-
forcement officers, the Sen-
ate voted unanimously to
outlaw Teflon-coated bullets,
called “cop-killer” bullets be-
cause they easily penetrate
bullet-proof vests.

The Senate also passed
bills which would:

e Establish a state board
regulating lay midwives, pro-
viding for licensing and pro-
hibiting midwives from using
drugs and surgical methods.

e Make obtaining a hard-
ship drivers license more dif-
ficult for 15-year-olds. The
applicant would have to
prove economic or health
hardship and pass a driver
training course.

® Permit county commis-
sioners to levy taxes by a
vote of three commissioners,
eliminating a requirement
that all five members must
be present. Under the old re-
quirements, a commissioner
could walk out of a meeting,
leaving his colleagues unable
to adopt a budget.

e Double the amounts of
credit life insurance sold in
Texas for loans.

Nuclear Waste

Last week the state hired
a Houston-based environ-
mental consulting firm to
search for a permanent stor-
age site in Texas for low-level
nuclear waste.

The firm will offer five
potential sites for a dump
scheduled to open in 1988.
Low-level waste comes from
hospitals and research facili-
ties, not nuclear power
plants. Nuclear waste now
produced here is shipped to
a dump in Washington which
will close its doors to Texas
in a few years.

Fuel Tax Proposed

The chairman of the state
highways board told the
House he preferred raising
the gasoline tax by 10 per-
cent, instead of raising car
fees for funds to repair the
state highways.

The governor later said
he wanted no new taxes but
would sign a five percent tax.
He would not support hikes
in car fees.

State Gold

The Senate approved $7
million for repair of the fire-
damaged Capitol, and State
Treasurer Ann Richards is
thinking about minting gold
coins to finance the restora-
tion.

A 1981 law gives the
treasurer the right to com-
mission gold coins—similar
to South African Kruger-
rands—and sell them to com-
memorate the 1986 Texas
Sesquicentennial.

New Job

Former Speaker Bill Clay-
ton, who set a legislative
record of eight years with
the gavel, now coaxes his
former colleagues as a regis-
tered lobbyist.

Reader Gives DWI Views

In violent and horrible ex-
plosions of automobile metal
and flame, fifty thousand
Americans died in 1981. Last
year, more than sixty thou-
sand died in automobile ac-
cidents, and each year, more
than half of them were
alcohol related. Drunk
drivers—this very day-will
kill seventy persons! And
just as many, if not more,
each day for the rest of this
year! In numbers too hard to
grasp, this is true! -But-
consider these figures—if you
get out on the highway
tomorrow, one out of every
ten cars you meet will be
driven by a person too drunk
to control it. And only one
driver in two thousand will
ever be arrested much less
punished for the crime of
killing with a motor vehicle—
unless-by chance-those in
control of our destiny—do
something about it. Now!

There are always
demonstrations and flag bur-
ning over statistics less
shocking in the time of other
national tragedies-like Viet
Nam, for instance. There are
rock throwing incidents
when the Klu Klux Klan
marches down the streets
peacefully. There was burn-
ing and rioting for four days
recently when a policeman,
in the line of duty, killed a
man who presented a
danger. In an expression of
sympathy and deep concern
we all tied yellow ribbons
around trees while our
hostages were held by Iran
for more than four hundred
days and nights. We lighted
candles for the cause of
Poland in the not too long
ago.~But what do we do
about those who are killed
needlessly because we have
legalized liquor? And more
important-what do we do
about those who do not en-
force our laws with regard to
drunken drivers? Or those
who would consider repeal-
ing what laws we do have
which could help the situa-
tion? Who demonstrates
about this terrible useless
loss of life?

Now--our duly elected
Legislators are considering
giving ‘“hardship permis-
sion” to 72,000 fifteen year

olds who have neither the ex-
perience nor judgment to
cope with the ordinary pro-
blems of operating a motor
vehicle, much less taking on
the problem of meeting up
with a drunken driver.

There was a time when a
person caught driving while
intoxicated was relieved of
his license to drive for one
full year, even for a first of-
fense. By the time he had
suffered all the indignities of
not being able to drive —of
having to let his wife,
mother, or family friend
take him to work each morn-
ing and pick him up in the
evening of having his
employer know-obviously-
that he was guilty of driving
under the influence and
perhaps even the loss of his
job—the driver was much
more careful thereafter.
Knowing this could very well
drive a person from, rather
than to—drink.

It would be well if the
drunk driver killed only
himself or herself-as now is
so frequently the case-for
women have demanded all
the rights once claimed only
by men...although almost
everyone agrees that there is
absolutely nothing quite so
repulsive as a drunk woman.
A woman who reeks of li-
quor, cigarettes, and
assorted makeup products
somehow can smell much
worse than a man wearing
the odors of tebacco,
whiskey and cow manure.
They are EQUAL though-
completely equal-behind the
wheel of an automobile ex-
ceeding the speed limit or
not—if they have no control of
their vehicle because they
are drunk.

Time was when if a person
wanted the spirits, they had
to resort to a bootlegger. I
can remember-as a child-
that those who followed the
sandy dirt road down into a
bootlegger in order to buy
the illegal white lightning-
were not considered to be the
highest type of citizens.
Even those who had
legitimate business on cer-
tain roads tried to be very
careful not to be caught
there, lest they become

‘‘suspect” .by those they
might meet. Someone impor-
tant might think they
‘“‘drank."”

But of course, those who
saw the future in the big
business possibilities of li-
quor legalized told one and
all that people were going to
get it no matter what, and
they may as well get their
share of the rake-off! And
the voters believed this tale.
After the ‘‘pitch’ that
legalized liquor would bring
prosperity to a town, many a
voter was taken in. It does
bring prosperity to the liquor
store-maybe even to the
bank where the dealer does
business. But who-on his
way to the liquor store, stops
to buy the child a pair of
shoes”?

The great majority of folks
who would not be caught
dead going down the prover-
bial “sandy dirt road to a
bootlegger for white lightn-
ing in half gallon fruit
jars’'~find that they are
unashamed to be seen going
in and out of a fancy liquor
store in broad daylight if it is
on Main Street in-if not in
their own-then a neighbor-
ing town. They figure that if
it is legal, this makes it fit-
ting and acceptable, even for
the most straight laced per-
son they know. It has
become fashionable to give
beautiful bottles of famous
brands as Christmas gifts.
The people who do this would
not associate with a lowly
person who made the stuff in
the woods and stored it in a
barrel buried nearby and
covered with leaves—even
though most of the time ar-
tists in this field..do not..and
even in the old days, did not,
drink the stuff. And neither
did their families. They, and
their neighbors did it
because, as a rule, their land
was so poor that they could
not grow enough produce to
support their families, and
they argumented their
measley income in this man-
ner.

We have progressed by
legalizing that which we can-
not control to the point to
where we are killing off inno-
cent people in this matter.

Outofficers know-that when
they ticket a driver or take
him in for DWI that he will
be back on the street before
an hour has passed, because
som elawyer has ‘‘done his
thing" to get the drunk back
on the road once more. And
likely, some judge has fallen
for his pitch that the person
must have his car in order to
get to work. ~But does he
now? Let the drunk be the
one who is inconvenienced.
It might save an innocent
person’s life!

It is high time we examine
the records of our public of-
ficials. How many DWI’s
have they allowed to be pro-
bated? Check the statistics
locally. How many people
have been found driving
while intoxicated by the
local officers or the Depart-
ment of Public Safety? How
many of these persons are
still driving their vehicles?
~By the authority of whom?

--Remember--the next
time you start down the
street or out on the highway-
you may very well meet one
of them. Count the cars you
meet and eyeball the one in
your rear view mirro. At
least one out of every ten of
these cars is being operated
by a person who is not in con-
trol. We are only giving you
the statistics on those who
are drinking-not those who
might be unencumbered by
drugs. Be prepared to dodge
a vehicle if you can because
an operator might be the one
in ten. He or shell will be so
drunk that limpness might
prevent serious injury as it
