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Reflections

In Perspective Ali Zolghadar

Ali Zolghadar has few if
any of the characteristics of
the “‘typical Iranian.” Well
over six feet in height, thin,
and just a little hatchet-
faced, Ali appears to be of
either Kurdish or Russian
extraction. Most people who
knew him agreed to the lat-
ter.

Ali was at all times the
perfect gentleman. One
would peg him as holding
high government position,
perhaps in the Diplomatic
Corps, but the only position
he had ever held in govern-
ment was when he was in the
armed forces when he was a
young man under the rule of
Reza Shah the Great, father
of the late Mohammed Reza,
Shah Pahlavi. And of Ali's
service with Reza the Great
many tales were told.

toward Lalezar Avenue,
scattering the police,
automobiles and pedestrains
with utter abandon until he
reached the entrance of the
place where his dignity had
been disturbed. Then he'd
really shift into high gear!
With no warning other than
the crash of shattering
timbers, he'd proceed to
widen the doorways with his
tank and crunch his way
right onto the dance floor.
Having achieved that, he'd
proceed to dismount his cast
iron charger and make a
speech. And then he’d step
outside into the waiting arms
of the Military Police.

It was said that after Ali
had sobered he'd be com-
manded into personal au-
dience with His Imperial
Majesty who would quite
unceremoniously rip away
his insignia of rank and
literally kick him out of the
throne room ... and out of the
army.

Undaunted, Ali would give
His Majesty a few weeks to
cool off, and would then app-
ly for re-instatement. Since
he had an enviable reputa-
tion as a tactician, he would
be accepted back into the
amry. But at a lower rank
than that which he held. Six,
maybe nine months would go
by, and Ali would go on
another tear. He was said
never to have gone past the
rank of major.

But things became too dull
in the Shah's army. Al
resigned his commission,
and after tramping around
Western Europe for awhile
(he came from a very
wealthy family) enlishted in
the French Foreign Legion
not long before the outbreak
of the French Indo-China
Revolution (Viet Nam),
where he was engaged near
the end of that conflict in the
final battle for the
“liberation”” of Dien Bien
Phy where Ho Chi Minh led
the ‘‘liberation forces.”

In one fierce battle, or
rather following the battle,
while the fighting forces
were being re-grouped
bodies of the dead and
wounded were being picked
up from the battle field, load-
ed into open trucks in which
they were carted to mass
burial pits. The body of Ali
Zolghadar was among those
being so loaded.

When they reached the
mass grave, so the story
goes, the two who grasped
Ali's body stopped
with..."Hey! This one isn’t
stiff. Must still be alive.”
With which they tossed him
aside to be gathered up by a
makeshift ambulance.

Ali slowly came back to
life in a Viet Namese
hospital, and was returned to
Parish where he finally
reached full recovery. After
having been highly
decorated, he was separated
from the Legion and return-
ed to his beloved homeland.
His principal badge of ser-
vice with the Legion was his
right hand, which consisted
of nothing more than the se-
cond finger. “Grenade.” He
explained. “‘Tried to return
it. Didn't have time."” But he
was alive, vibrant, the
perfectly polished
gentleman at all times. And
he was a devoted Royalist.
I've not had a report concer-
ning his fate following the
Islamic Revolution. I hope
his luck held out.
