CASH IN ON FREE SOLAR 
ENERGY

Energy from the sun is 
free, so why not “cash in" on 
It when building a home’

Positiong your home in 
relation to the sun’s move­
ment throughout all seasons 
can save money on utility 
bills A house should be 
onented along an east-west 
axis, with the longest walls 
and largest roof plane facing 
south to take advantage of 
winter sun and allow for 
easy shading in the summer.

Fam ily rooms, living 
rooms and similar areas us­
ed frequently in daylight 
hours, plus walls that have 
the greatest number of win­
dows, should be located on 
the south side. Shade these 
windows from the summer 
sun by using overhangs, por­
ches or trellises.

These ideas will help keep 
out the heat in summer, but 
will allow wmter sunshine to 
enter windows and lower the 
heating bill.

SHOULD YOU BUY A US­
ED HOME?

Once you have decided to 
buy a home and how much 
you are willing to pay for it, 
you still have to decide 
whether or not to buy a new 
or older house.

Compared to a new house 
of the same size and condi­
tion, a previously owned 
home generally will cost 
less. It will be located in an 
established area where the 
c h a ra c te r  of the 
neighborhood is apparent, 
and it will have an establish­
ed yard with trees and 
shrubs.

A preowned home may be 
lacking in certain critical 
Items, however, and could 
require more maintenance 
than a new one. For exam­
ple, adequate insulation is 
not found in many homes 
more than 10 years old. 
Some older homes do not 
have adequate electrical 
wiring to handle today’s 
arsenal of household ap­
pliances.

a n d  E a s y - t o > G r o w  H e r b

Probably everyone has 
heard of basil, but not 
everyone knows what to do 
with it. Basil is an easily 
grown herb that is used in 
sauces, soups, and with 
tomatoes, and it is the main 
ingredient of the mouth­
watering pesto, an elegant, 
uncooked green sauce for 
pasta.

Basil is not really that 
fussy about soil, light, or 
water. Like a good friend, 
basil enjoys attention, but 
forgives neglect. Basil likes 
full sun, but it does well in 
partial shade, too, and can 
take dry spells and wet 
spells with little problem.

Basil d o esn 't have 
much of a bug problem, 
either It seems to shrug off 
the many insects its spicy 
fragrance attracts. In the

spring, pests sometimes 
nibble at the tender edges of 
the leaves, but as the sum­
mer wears on, the vigorous 
young plants usually out­
grow the pests.

During the spider mite 
season, you may have some 
problems, but those can 
often be taken care of by 
spraying the undersides of 
the leaves with soapy water 
as needed.

Though basil will grow 
under poor conditions, it is 
better to plant it as f''"ows 
for the best results.

Prepare a seed bed in 
the spring that has been 
enriched with manure and 
5-10-5 fertilizer. You can 
plant seed 1/2 inch deep in 
rows, or broadcast the seed 
and cover it with 1/4 to 1/2 
inch of soil. Thin the plants 
to 12 inches apart, and 
don't forget to save the 
thinnings for cooking.

If given room, basil 
will grow to 18 inches, and 
some varieties even grow to 
36 inches high. You should 
keep the young plants 
weeded, but as basil grows 
taller, it tends to shade out 
anything below it, so it 
almost weeds itself.

As the plants and your 
needafor basil grow, you 
can pull off the outer leaves 
and stems, and new growth 
will constantly follow. For

maximum production of 
leafy shoots, pinch off the 
clusters of white flower 
buds that form on the ends 
of the stems. Even if you 
don't pinch these buds or 
thin the plants, you will 
probably still end up with 
more basil than you can 
use.

Now, what do you do 
with mass quantities of 
basil? Give it to friends, eat 
it with tomatoes, or hang it 
up and dry it for your herb 
shelf. Or better yet, look 
through your cookbooks 
for a recipe for the delicious 
pesto, and then make all 
your freezer can hold.m

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Eastland Library Needs Help 
With Picture Identifications

In November of 1982 
Christine and Ralph Kinser 
of Buena Park, Calif., were 
starting on a trip to visit in 
Eastland County, Texas. 
They took the long way 
around, stopping in San 
Deigo, California to drop in a 
hobby convention in which 
they were interested. I êav- 
ing in a short while, they said 
that they were on their way

to Eastland, Texas, where 
Christine’s sister, Margaret 
Corbell, lived and Eastland 
County where R alph’s 
relatives are  scattered  
throughout the county.

One of the men spoke up 
sayng that he had recently 
bought some memorabelia 
at an Estate sale of a woman 
(name unknown, although 
there are indications that

she could be "Winnie” ). She 
was said to have lived in 
California for some time, but 
was o rig inally  from 
Eastland, Texas. He would 
get the things together for 
her to have for an Eastland 
relative.

This week, April, 1983, a 
package of a couple of dozen 
old pictures of very fine look­
ing people were received 
along with a "Program For 
Annual Meeting of the North 
West Texas Home Misson 
Society” dated Corsicana, 
Texas May S-9, 1909 and an 
attractive white church, 
notes on the back as 
“ M ethodist Church, 
Eastland”.

The big church picture 
turns out not to be an 
Eastland, Texas Methodist 
church, but a small, faded 
snapshot is most probably 
the first stage of the building 
of the "Iittle White Church” 
that our early Methodist 
members fondly remember 
attending.

Mrs. lone Sikes 
remembers living across the 
street to the South where the 
old Telephone Building now 
stand, then there was a 
“Brush Arbor” between the 
little church and their home. 
Mrs. Ella Birmingham  
remembers playing the 
piano there as a young girl 
and Mrs. Pebble Boles 
remembers going to church 
there as a child.

A later pamorama picture 
of Eastland about 1920 when 
much building was going on, 
places a later building stage

of the “Little White Church” 
and shows two small stained 
glass windows on either side 
of the original early stained 
glass window some enlarge­
ment of the back and front of 
the building with the steeple, 
belfry and bell plainly show­
ing.

The present large brown 
brick Methodist Church was 
built on the same site that 
the original "Little White 
Church” was built.

Another picture of much 
wonder is noted as "I.ast 
home in Eastland.” It has 
been mentioned that it could 
be the “ Old Hightower 
House” that has been gone 
for some time and its loca­
tion originally is in question. 
Then there is the snapshot of 
“ E rn est and 3 more 
Eastland boys” . Such full of 
life appearing young men in 
the latest fashion of their 
day. Who could they be?

Then there is John and Liz­
zie Pettit, Pat and Jean 
Davenport as well as J.B.D. 
Jr., Harbert and Irby Daven­
port, Hattie and Uncle Orin 
Andrew with Harold 
Whitney Bibber and mother 
Enola Bibber. Uncle Ernest 
Whitney and Sarah I>ouisa 
I.ambert Whitney and a few 
more names and activities 
that show that Eastlandites 
knew how to have fun, even 
at a swimming party in the 
creek!

AUSriN-Kailroad Com­

mission Chairman Mack 
Wallace has announced that 
eitiht permits to operate new 
pipelines in Texas were

granted by the RRC in 
March. I.ast month the Com- 
nussion approved 12 per- 
nuts, and in March 1982 six 
permits were granted.

Four of the new pennits 
were for gathering pipelines, 
two were for multi-purpose 
lines, one was for a trunk 
transm ission  line, and

another was for a gas plant 
line. Gathering lines bring 
oil and gas from production 
leases, while a trunk 
transmission line is a larger

diameter line into which 
smaller lines connect. At gas 
plants, natural gas is strip­
ped of the liquid hydrocar­
bons usually present in

wellhead gas.
Seven of the newly- 

perm itted  lines will 
transport gas, and one will 
carry products.

In March, two pennits 
each were g ran ted  to 
operate pipelines in West 
Central Texas, and the 
Midland area, and one each

Trucking Deregulation
Jim  Parkpr-DMHet Of

The most controversial 
and signficant legislation 
acted on by the House of 
Representatives to date has 
been the trucking deregula­
tion issue disposed of last 
week.

My immediate reaction in 
these type issues is to get the 
government out and allow 
the free enterprise market 
system to work; however, in 
reality, that feeling must, I 
think, be tempered with the 
understanding that some 
sectors of the economy are

so important to the public 
good that the government 
has a strong interest in 
regulation for that public 
good. Public utilities are a 
good example and 1 think 
motor freight in Texas is 
another example.

Our entire economy, na­
tional, state and local, is 
predicated upon transporta­
tion system for the shipment 
of goods in the stream of 
commerce and merits some 
regulation to assure that at 
least minimum standards

are maintained.
My ultimate decision was 

to retain the regulatory 
aspect under the Railroad 
Conunission but to ease the 
entry of persons wishing to 
be in the trucking business.

My real dilimma came 
about as a result of the pro­
posed am endm ent by 
Representative Simpson 
that was touted as a “Farm 
and Ranch Exem ption" 
amendment. The amend­
ment proported to exempt 
the same agricultural com­
modities exempted by the 
Federal Intercompact Com­

modities Act and sounded 
really good until one began 
to inquire as to the actual 
commodities concerned. 
Very conveniently, and pro­
bably intentionally, the 
members were not given a 
list of exempted items but 
through a certain amount of 
diligence 1 was able to obtain 
a listing and discovered that 
the amendment was in no 
way a producer’s amend­
ment but was in fact a pro­
cesser's amendment mas­
querading under the disguise 
of “agricultural relief.” The 
amendment would have ex-

Dallas, Texas (April 20, 
1983) - Any contemplated 
“quick fix" to bring down 
the price of natural gas could 
lead to serious gas shortages

in the future, Ixme Star Gas 
Company Senior Vice Presi­
dent Douglas W. Williams 
warned today.

Testifying before the 
House Subcommittee on 
Fossil and Synthetic Fuels in 
Washington, Williams urged 
the federal government not 
to cancel key provisions of 
contracts between natural 
gas producers and the 
pipeline companies that buy 
their gas.

Things tha t cu t get dull, 
according to  an ancient 
M esopotam ian saying. Truer 
w ords were never spoken, as 
everyone w ho has ever tried 
to  work with a dull handsaw 
knows.

Mike Morris, the m anag­
ing ed ito r o f M echanix  
Illustrated, has some guide­
lines to take the  mystery 
o u t o f sharpening your dull 
handsaw . With a little know ­
ledge and patience, you can 
sharpen your saws in your 
hom e w orkshop saving the 
cost o f a new saw and the 
annoyance of working with 
a dull one.

If your saw is really tiadly 
worn or has broken te e th , it 
m ust lie leveled and 'jo in t 
e d ’ before it can be sh a rp en ­
ed and set. A simple jo in ter 
can be m ade by inserting a 
flat mill file in to  a slot cu t 
in a w ood block .Then file 
along the en tire length of 
the blade un til all teeth  are 
a t an even level.

All tee th  m ust then  be 
filed to  a uniform  size. 
When sharpening crosscut 
tee th , hold th e  file a t an 
angle so  th a t it grinds 
against the fro n t edge of 
one too th  and the back edge 
of the nex t to o th . Ripsaw 
teeth  are filed straight 
across.

A nother tip . Saw teeth  
should  be sharpened from 
both sides. You can either 
file every second to o th  and 
then reverse the  saw in the 
vise, o r you can alternate 
the file strokes from  o p ­
posite sides o f the  blade.

The jo in ting  and sharpen­
ing procedure will leave a 
rough wire-edge along the 
sides o f the blade. This can 
be rem oved by lightly dress­
ing both  sides of the blade 
with a w hetstone or em ery 
board . T ake care n o t to 
grind o ff the sharpened 
teeth  po in ts, o r all your 
w ork will be for naught.

“We believe that responsi­
ble parties should abstain 
from 'quick fix,’ short-term 
solutions and continue with 
the tra n s itio n  to free 
markets for new gas con­
templated by the Natural 
Gas Policy Act of 1978, and 
thereby assure continued 
adequate  supplies at 
reasonable prices," Willians 
said.

Several energ}-related 
bills have been submitted to 
the 98th Congress, many of 
which would override ex­
isting contract I provisions 
between producers and 
buyers of natural gas. 
W illiam s w arned that 
legislation which might infr­
inge on the sanctity of con­
tract obligations could cause 
severe disruption within the 
natural gas industry, with 
both utilities and their 
customers being penalized.

Lone Star Gas Company is 
aggressively and successful­
ly negotiating with pro­
ducers to control gas pur­
chase costs, Williams said. 
Many of the company's con­
tracts provide for price 
renegotiation between buyer 
and seller.

In addition, I»ne Star is 
continuing to secure volun­
tary price concessions. To 
date, prices have been 
lowered in 130 contracts, a 
reduction of about $85

million by December 1983 in 
gas cost to the company and 
for the benefit of consumers. 
“The marketplace is slowly 
but assuredly correcting 
itself,’’ Williams said.

“The negative gas supply 
implications which will 
result from impairment of 
both existing and future gas

purchase contract obliga­
tions cannot be overem­
phasized,’’ Williams told the 
subcommittee. “ We must 
not be lulled into a state of 
complacency by the current 
gas surplus situation.’’

reserves recently has fallen 
nearly 20 percent, and the 
prospect of less funding for 
the increasingly expensive 
search for natural gas will 
cut the number even nwre.

Indefinite price escalator 
c lau ses , which allow 
periodic adjustments in the 
cost of gas, assure producers 
of recouping current and 
future costs of producing 
gas, and many of these 
clauses permit downward 
price moves as well as up­
ward. Abolishment of the 
escalator clause would, 
Williams added, result in 
short, probably year-to- 
year, contracts with little en­
couragement for exploration 
and development of new 
natural gas supplies.

If new legislation is 
enacted stipulating what 
provisions gas purchase con- 
tra c ts  may contain , 
economic uncertainty would 
result in an almost certain 
shortage, he explained, 
because producers would not 
be able to finance new 
capital investments.

The NGPA continues to be 
the best compromise to in­
sure future gas supplies at 
competitive prices, Williams 
said. The gas industry is 
resolving current problems 
through voluntary renegotia­
tion and exercise of existing 
contract provisions.
