Nearly Half Of Nation’s Bridges Are Deficient

Nearly half the nation’s 
highway bridges are defi­
cient. This is according to 
the Fourth Annual Report on 
the Highway Bridge 
R ep lacem en t and
Rehabilitation Program sub­
mitted to Congress by the 
U.S. Secretary of Transpor­
tation in May of this year.

In Texas the figure is even 
higher, totaling 67.4. This is 
second only to Missouri, with 
85%. Texas also ranks se­
cond among the states on the 
number of bridges - 18,517. 
This covers bridges of all 
types, including Municipal. 
And bridges are classified as 
any structure exceeding 20 
ft. in length.

“ We have a different 
bridge situation in Eastland 
County,’’ states R.P. Haun, 
State Highway Resident 
Engineer for Eastland and 
Stephens County. “There 
has been a lot of public

awareness - especially after 
that bridge collapsed in Con- 
neticut. People wonder if 
anything like that could hap­
pen here.

“Fortunately, no. There 
are no bridges of that type in 
this area, and no deficient 
ones at all on the National or 
State Highway systems 
around here."

Haun adds that the State 
Highway Dept, will be 
replacing a bridge east of

Morton Valley, but this is 
just a precaution.

“The bridge is rated as 
servicable - not dangerous. 
“ The County roads are 
where the deheient bridges 
are mainly found.

“ These bridges are 
generally small ones, and 
not high from the stream 
beds. They will carry a nor­
mal load, or normal amount 
of traffic, but were never 
built to carry heavy oil field

equipment. A vehicle mov­
ing a drilling rig, for exam­
ple, will weight a minimum 
of 150,000 lbs.”

Haun says three Eastland 
County bridges have been 
replaced, including one 
multiple-culvert type at 
l^ng Branch last year. Two 
more E astland  County 
bridges and two from 
Stephens County have been 
submitted for replacement. 
Two others in Eastland

County and three in Stephens 
County also need replacing, 
he says, but funds are not 
available.

With is costing 40 to 50 
dollars per square ft. to 
replace a bridge,” Haun ex­
plains, “You can understand 
why.

"Under a Federal pro­
gram the Government pays 
80% of the cost of bridge 
replacement, and the County 
20%. But the cost of a bridge

can run 200-300 thousand 
dollars. Most Counties are on 
a tight budget, and 860,000 
can be a big outlay for 
them."

Haun notes that modem 
bridges are structurally a lot 
safer than those built in 
previous times. "They are 
generally constructed with 
heavy concrete, and design­
ed with safety factors enabl­
ing them to withstand cons­
tant traffic and heavy loads.

In speaking of the loads 
carried on Eastland County 
roads, Haun said that it was 
“almost impossible to each” 
offenders who drive over­
limit cargoes across County 
bridges.

“But there is one road sign 
everyone always notices,” 
he chuckles. “\^en you put 
a notice saying 'BRIDGE 
OUT’, drivers carrying any 
kind of load pay attention to
it ! ’

There Is More In Baltimore

The quality of one’s 

thoughts greatly determine 
one's situation and cir­
cumstances in life. Our trip 
to Baltimore was one of the 
greatest object lessons of 
this idea. A church, a city 
and a nation have 
matenalued and improved 
because men sacrificed and 
reached for a better, more 
abundant life.

Dale and I arrived in 
Baltimore on Saturday the 
afternoon of June the 18th. A 
friend was kind to pick us up

at the airport. Our friend 
was Mrs. Bonnie Cobb, tne 
wife of Thomas Cobb, a 
home missions minister for 
the Greater Baltimore Tem­
ple United Pentecostal 
Church.

On our way to their home 
we passed many plain row 
houses where hundreds of 
residents lived. The Cobbs 
hud once lived in the crowed 
row houses, but after being 
in Baltimore just three 
years, they had moved to a 
roomy three-level house, 
which was rare for the

Their church at the pre­

sent time is a landmark 
church building, constructed 
in the 1800’s. It is in 
remarkably good repair and 
has beautiful stained glass 
windows and polished wood 
furnishings. The church is so 
large that the servies are 
now being held downstairs. 
An ACE »rhool wl»o occupiea 
some of the spacious rooms.

The property, including 
the church and the par­
sonage, is worth a quarter of
a million dollars.....and all of
this has come about in just 
three years’ time.

The Cobbs started with no 
church at all and just had 
home Bible studies. But they 
had a vision for more in 
Baltimore. Church atten­
dance is now in the fifties 
although the number could 
be well over 200 if all had 
stayed . (Som e moved 
away.)

The Cobbs give God the 
glory for directing them and 
enabeling them to start buy­
ing the present church pro­
perty. They were told recent­
ly that the property would be 
completely theirs if it could 
be refinanced for $80,000. 
They are trusting that God is 
going to make a way for this 
to happen before the next 
payment is due at the end of 
the summer.

They also have visions of 
property located across the 
street becoming a Bible Col­
lege, and that the factory 
next door to their house will 
someday be an ACE school.

Someone else who thinks 
big in Baltimore is Mayor 
William Donald Schaefer. 
He is a bachelor in his 40’s 
and is very dedicated to im­
provement of the city. Since 
he has been mayor of 
B a ltim o re , the Harbor 
Place, previously a hang-out 
for troublemakers, has been

turned into a very attractive 
tourist center. The ship Con­
stellation is docked there, 
near the World Trades 
Center, a skyscraper near 
the water front. The multi­
level National Azuarium, 
topped by a tropical forest is 
nearby. Sidew alk
restaurants and a multiplici­
ty of delicatessens with
vpwciwtty (oo«1b Br« »tao m
the area.

All of this was made possi­
ble because of a man with a 
dream to improve his city. 
The sidewalks have ramps 
at the curbs for easier ac­
cessibility for the handicap­
ped. There is also a city-wide 
van which makes ramps 
available for the handicap­
ped to enter buildmgs, which 
are not up to date with

ramps for the handicapped. 
All public transportation is 
made accessible to the han­
dicapped.

John Hopkins University, 
a leader in accommodation 
the handicapped, is also 
located in Baltimore.

McHenry, a protector of 
Baltimore and our fledgling

term. The Board already has 
approved variable rate mor­
tgages under which rates 
may be adjusted every six 
months. And it also has ap­
proved renegotiable rate 
mortgages with adjustment 
periods of three to five 
years. These plans restrict 
the amount of rate adjust­
ment.

Now a new adjustment 
rate mortgage has been 
authorized with no limit on 
the amount of frequency of 
rate change, rather such 
restric tio n s are to be 
renegotiated between the 
lender and the borrower. 
Regulators feel such flex­
ibility is needed to allow sav­
ings and loan institutions to 
continue making home mor­
tgage loans.

STRUCTURAL FEATURES 
CAN SAVE ENERGY

Structural features of a 
house can reduce energy re­
quirements.

Generally, an elogated 
house, oriented on an east- 
west axis, is easier and less 
expensive to cool. In addi­
tion, roof overhangs on the 
south side will protect living 
areas from the summer sun, 
as will the placement of a 
garage on the west side.

Double roofs and false ceil­
ings will help reduce heat 
penetration, and the place­
ment of windows can also 
reduce cooling r e ­
quirements. High-silled win­
dows receive more shading 
from roof overhangs than do 
full-length windows.

When most of the windows 
face south, they receive 
more sunshine in the winter

and less in the summer. 
They can be opened to the 
southerly breezes which 
prevail in Texas.

So remember, if you art 
building or buying a house, 
certain structural features 
can save you money on your 
utility bills.

It’s half-past time for the 

promised report on our ex­
periences with becoming 
restaurateurs (no “ n”- I  
looked it up).

The Pizza House on the 
Square in Eastland, Texas, 
is staying alive and doing 
pretty well, thank you.

This state of affairs is 
possible because of hungry 
people who like good food. It 
also takes a lot of hard work, 
and we cannot ignore pure, 
dumb luck.

Six months ago. I ’d not 
have risked six bits on a bet 
as to our future in the food 
business-m ostly because 
eight months ago I’d never 
considered the food business 
as a part of that future.

As the old lady said, “My! 
How things do change.”

One of Walton’s major 
hobbies the last few years 
was making bread, so right 
away he was up to his elbows 
in pizza dough. He came up 
with a tastier product that 
has a reliable oven action as 
well as a pleased customer 
re-action.

The hardest part about

changing dough recipes has 
been teaching youngsters 
brought up on commercial 
bakery products how dough 
should be kneaded.

Walton's hobbyhorse car­
ried him quite naturally into 
making all our bread pro­
ducts, and he has been 
known to bake an extra loaf 
or two for customers re­
questing them.

As one of my pet peeves is 
food that talks back to me, a 
change also make right 
away was in the pizza sauce 
recipe. First thing to do was 
to stabilize the recipe we 
had.

Cooking by guess and by 
gosh is fine for a one-shot 
dish if you can afford to 
throw out the result when it 
doesn't please you. It's not so 
hot when you are cooking in 
terms of gallons. A handful 
from Greg, who is well over 
six feet, is not the handful 
Cindy, a shade over five feet, 
picks up.

When everyone had decid­
ed on what the recipe was, 
we could change it. And we 
did. Did we ever! Mabe too

much, but when it comes to 
herbs, my idea is that most 
of them should stay in the 
garden.

Anyway, we now have a 
basic recipe that does not 
growl at my inner woman. I 
can savor the flavor of the 
basic ingredients, and I no 
longer reach automatically 
for the bicarbonate

It is nice to be able to tell 
you these changes have been 
appreciated by many of our 
customers who have taken 
the trouble to say so. We are 
making other changes as we 
can and as we realize what 

need to change. Ourwe
backgrounds have been 
more concerned with ap­
preciation of food than the 
preparation of it. We are in a 
crash course, an on the job 
training program, and we 
don't have many mistakes as 
the general rule is, "You eat 
your errors”  That's called 
“motivation."

Ceramic Is Shaped 
In Casting Department

The House Of Webster 
Ceramics in Eastland may 
only employ 25 durinjt its 
peak season but, the process 
of making ceramics at the 
plant is one to see and one 
that is important to Eastland 
County

The plant was actually 
started in Eastland at the 
end of World War II. Several 
owners tried their hand, or 
skill, at It before selling out 
to the House Of Webster 
Ceramics, based in Rogers, 
Arkansas, in 1970.

The Eastland process 
however, is not as simple as 
one might think.

The raw material to make 
the clay comes in bagged 
and is shipped to Eastland 
by truck and by boxcar. Five 
ingredients are used to make 
the clay which come from as 
far away as Tennessee and 
South Carolina. The closest 
product used is a talc pro­
duct mined and processed 
near Van Horn, Texas.

Once the raw materials ar­
rive at the plant workers will 
then mix the material pro­
ducing about 6,000 pounds of 
dry material at a time. Over

A mold can be used for 
about 100 casts and can 
usually be cast about twice a 
dav.

When the slip comes out of 
the mold, greenware is pro­
duced.

This greenware is sent to 
the finishing department 
where the seam s are  
scraped, or taken off, and 
the pieces are smoothed and 
cleaned up before going to 
the drying room.

Greenware is the term us­
ed for any cast that has not 
been fired, or have fire put to 
it.

again to make the decal or 
gold trim permanent to the 
ceramic.

These iterns are then sent 
to the warehouse also where 
they are stacked on pallets 
and wraped with a plastic 
wrap called a srink wrap. 
The wraps may stand as 
much as eight feet tall and 
may contain anywhere from 
450 to 1500 ceramics on the 
pallet depending on their 
size.

From here the pallet is 
wraped with a metal band 
and shipped to the head­

quarters in Arkansas when 
needed.

All the ceram ics are 
stored at Eastland until 
needed and during the 
course of one year the 
Eastland plant will produce 
more than 150,000 ceramic 
containers for the Arkansas 
firm.

A ccording to L itt le , 
Eastland has one of the 
oldest professions known to 
man and the House of 
Webster in Eastland still 
makes the ceramics the old 
way-by hand.

House Of Webster started 
in 1934 and is a company 
which sells food gift items to 
companies as gift items. 
These gift items may be dif­
ferent kinds of fruit or a mix­
ture of ham and bacon set in­
side a ceramic dish or bowl 
of some type. This is where 
the Eastland plant comes in­
to effect.

Eastland  is the only 
ceramic supplier for the 
company which sells gift 
items to companies in over 
40 states.

Jimmy Little, owner and 
operator of the Eastland 
plant, says that his company 
helps your com pany 
remember someone through 
these gift items.

The overall process of the 
item is a sim ple one. 
Eastland sends ceramics to 
Arkansas From there the 
ceramics are filled with the 
food item, sealed for protec­
tion, and then sold to com­
panies to use as gifts.

300 gallons of water is then 
added producing a substance 
known as slip.

The slip is then screened 
over a fine screen to take out 
the impurities and then is 
pumped into one of two 
holding tanks where it is 
ready for use.

From here the slip is sent 
to the casting department 
where it is poured into the 
casts for its shape. The 
molds are made out of a 
special industrial pottery 
plaster made for the pottery 
indusrt>.

The casting department 
will have over 12 to 14,000 
molds on hand of different 
shapes and sizes.

Depending on the demand 
for the item the casting 
department may have as 
many as 200 molds of the 
same item being used at one 
time

After the greenware has 
had time to dry it is bisque 
fired without a blaze one 
time to make it eaiser to han­
dle and to take out all the im­
purities in the clay which 
might effect the glazing pro­
cess.

All the items are fired at 
least two times and some 
items which have extra 
decorations are fired three 
times.

A layer of glass, called 
glaze, is now applied to the 
ceramic body to both the in­
side and outside of the con­
tainer giving the ceramic a 
shine. The galze can be dip­
ped or sprayed onto the 
ceramic.

After the glaze process the 
glaze is cleaned off of the 
bottom of the item so it will 
not stick to the bottom of the 
boards in the kiln or furnace 
during the firing process.

A small cart moves the 
items through the kiln and 
will take about 14 hours start 
to finish. The kiln will heat 
up to 2000 degrees in the mid­
dle of the kiln.

Two kilns are operated at 
the plant 24 hours a day, five 
days a week by three 
rotating shifts.

When the product comes 
out of the kiln it has been 
reduced in size by about 10 
percent and only about 85 to 
90 percent of the items com­
ing out will be good as the re­
mainder are lost due to 
cracks or other problems.

The cart can carry 35 to 50 
pieces through the kiln at 
one time.

The product is then graded 
and stacked on pads.

Some items have decals or 
gold trim put on them while 
other are simply finished 
and sent to the warehouse.

Those requiring decals or 
gold trim have to be fired

What, in fact, is death and 
what group-state or federal 
lawmakers-are responsible 
for final definition? Today, 
for alm ost any life - 
threatening condition, some 
intervention is capable of 
delaying the moment of 
death. The frequency of 
dramatic breakthroughs in 
medical care-insulin, an- 
tib o tics , re su sc ita tio n , 
chemotherapy, dialysis, and 
transplantation, to name but 
a few-has made it possible 
to retard and even to reverse 
many conditions that were 
until recently regarded as 
fatal. Matters that were once 
the province of fate have 
now become a matter of

human choice, a develop­
ment that has profound 
ethical and legal implica­
tions.

Finally, we cannot ignore 
the reality of financial 
resources and the role that 
limited resources play in 
medical issues. As one physi­
cian asked, "Do we concen­
tra te  lim ited  public 
resources strictly on the 
'g re a te st good for the 
greatest number’ type of 
research’  Do we spend more 
on prolonging life of elderly 
people or transfer those 
resources to newborns, in­
fants and small children’

Who makes those deci­
sions?”

Uke you, I begin to feel 
overwhelmed by this list of 
questions which at times 
seem unanswerable, but 
which technology will not 
allow to be brushed aside. 
Medical concerns that at one 
tim e were esse n tia lly  
private ones, now have been 
pushed into the public 
sphere. Answers and public 
policy must be achieved, dif­
ficult though they may be.

In next week’s column I 
will look more specifically at 
one are of the medical 
technology dilenmia.

Society Holds Prejudices Against Elderly Pull on woYkin’
The most serious problem 

facing elderly Americans to­
day is “ageism,” the pre-
judice society holds against 
older people, according to an 
article in the journal Texas 
Medicine.

‘ ‘Think how often we 
remark on a ‘cute’ old 
woman or man and are 
amazed that they look, 
move, or get along as well as 
they do. Barring some 
debilitating illness, why 
should they not’ ” Dr. 
Deborah V. Gross writes in 
the June issue of the Texas 
Medical Association’s mon­
thly journal.

as “the notion that people 
cease to be people, cease to 
be the same people, or 
become people oif a distinct 
and inferior kind, by virtue 
or having lived a specified 
number of years.”

She quotes author Alex 
Comfort in defining ageism

“Uke other prejudices. 
Gross writes, “ageism is 
founded on ignorance and 
maintained by stereotype. 
Such stereotypes are self- 
perpetuating since they are 
held by many elderly people 
themselves, me uia i n ­
ference between ageism and 
other forms of prejudice is 
that we all hope that we will 
become old.”

Gross encourages physi­
cians to examine their own

feelings about aging oUicc 
their views may be a 
prim ary facto r in the 
“success or failutre of the 
doctor-patient re la tio n ­
ship. ..If we wish to help our 
patients achieve a good old 
age, \vc
we do not unconsciously 
perpetuate the cruel prac­
tices of ageism.”

Gross, a rece.nt graduate 
from The University of 
Texas Medical School at San 
Antonio, notes that the oHe- 
ly are less often affected by 
acute illness than are 
younger people. When it does 
occur, however, acute illness 
causes more days of inactivi­
ty in older people. And

“Still, less than 1 percent 
of people over 65 were 
limited in their ability to 
bathe, d ress, feed 
them selves, or perform 
toilet functions,” she con­
tinues in citing studies. 
“Although 86 percent of the 
elderly have one or more 
ciirunic neaiui ptuuiciu.», 3>> 
percent live in the communi­
ty, and 81 percent get along 
without outside help.” 

Concerning a typical 
stereotype, she says. 
Senile’ is a word which has

i.A.eii ciouaed and uvciuscu 
and probably should be 
struck from the language. 
When an old man forgets his 
hat, he is called senile.' 
When a young man does the 
same thing, he is called 
forgetful.

She cites isolation, loss of 
freedom, decreased sense of 
personal worth, fear of the 
unknown, and sp e cific  
biological and psychological 
changes as reasons for 
depression, anxiety, and

1983 Bob Hope Desert 

Classic Champion Keith 
Fergus and million-dollar 
winner Bob Murphy have 
agreed to play in the 1963 La- 
J e t  Coors C la ss ic , 
September 22-25 at the Fair­
way Oaks Golf and Racquet 
Club, Tournament Director 
Steve Threlkeld announced 
today.

Fergus is enjoying one of 
his best years ever on the 
PGA Tour after winning the 
Bob Hope Desert Classic in 
Palm Springs over Rex 
Caldwell. It was his third 
v ic to ry  on tour a fte r  
previous triumphs in the 1961 
Memorial Tournament and 
the 1982 Georgia-Pacific 
Atlanta Classic.

Fergus has already earned 
$134,061 this year to rank 
19th on the Money List. Only 
once before in his seven year 
career has he won more 
money than that, and this is 
only July!

The former University of 
Houston All-American has

shown rem arkable con­
sistency in 1983, finishing in 
the money IS times in the 19 
tournaments he has entered. 
Besides the Bob Hope vic­
tory in January, the other 
top ten finish for Fergus was 
a tie for ninth in the Joe 
Garagiola Tucson Open.

Fergus, who’s originally 
from Killeen, has two uncles 
who Uve in Abilene, longtime 
car dealer Max Fergus and 
attorney Dan Fergus.

Fergus played in both the 
1981 and 1962 LaJet Classics.

Another L aJet veteran 
returning again in 1963 is 
Bob Murphy. Murphy is one 
of only 38 golfers who have 
earned a million dollars on 
the PGA Tour.

Murphy is rebounding 
n icely from  an injury 
plagued 1962. He has col­
lected $39,644 this year to ran 
81st on the Money List- 
that's more than he earned 
in all of 1962 after a hand in­
jury knocked him out of nine 
tournaments.

WASHINGTON, D.C. -  
Twelve medallions were won 
by the U.S. Shooting Team 
as the United .States con­
tinued its recent domination 
of international skeet and 
Olympic trap competition at 
the World Moving Target 
Championships held in Eld- 
monton, Alberta, Canada, 
June 14-26, 1963.

A total of five gold, three 
s ilv er, and four bonze 
medals were captured by 
U.S. shooters as world-class 
competitors from 37 nations 
competed for titles in 14 
Olympic trap, international 
skeet, and running game 
target events.

The world title in men's in­
ternational skeet was won 
impressively by Matthew A. 
Dryke, SGT, USA, of Ft. 
Bennlng, GA, who scored 196 
out of a possible 200 point. 
Teammate Mike Thompson 
of Fredericksburg , VA, 
finished with a 193 to take the 
bronze medal and the U.S. 
Skeet Team  of D ryke, 
Thompson, and Dean Clark 
of Garretsville, OH, produc­
ed another gold medal as the 
world champion team with a 
438 of a possible 450 pomts.

The third U.S. gold medal 
was won by Connie Tom- 
sovic of El Cajon, CA, who 
became the world women's 
OImpic trap champion when 
she scored 177 out of 200. The 
Women’s Trap Team of 
Tomsovic, Loral I Delaney 
of Anoka, MN, and E'rances 
Strodtman of Jackson, MT, 
won the team world cham­
pionship title with a final 
score of 357 out (rf a possible 
450.

A silver medal was receiv­
ed by Daniel T. Carlisle, 
SGT, USA, of Ft. Benning, 
GA, in the men’s Olympic 
trap event with a score of 187

out of 200. U.S. Trap Team 
members Carlisle, Peter Pif- 
fath of Lloyd Harbor, NY, 
and Dayne Johnson of Ft. 
Worth, TX, brought another 
world championship gold 
medal home in the team 
event scoring a 413 out of 450.

The bronze medal in the 
women’s skeet event was 
won by Terri Carlisle, the 
wife of Daniel Carlisle, with 
a 179 out of a possible 200 
pouits. The silver medal in 
women’s team skeet was 
won by Carlisle, Ila Hill of 
Birmingham, MI, and Con­
nie Schiller of College Sta­
tion, TX, with a total score of 
yjA out of 450.

In the 10 meter running 
game target event, Randy 
W. Stewart, CPT, USA of Ft. 
Benning, GA, received the 
bronze medal for his score of 
370 out of 400 point. Stewart 
and team m an tes Todd 
Bensley of University Park, 
NM, and Mike English of 
Colorado Springs, CO, also 
received the bronze medal 
for their total score of 1094 
out of 1200 points in this 
event’s team match.

Classical Festival
Honors Stacy Blair

AUSTIN-The Texas Department of Agriculture wishes to 
warn consumers about the marketing of a product which 
may mislead them as to it effectiveness in killing fire ants. 
TDA has placed a stop sale order on Fire Ant Special Ant Li­
quor, manufactured by Hide International of Longwood, 
Flordia. Ron White, TDA’s assistant deputy commissioner 
for regulatory progranu, said the order was placed on Fire 
Ant Special Ant Uquor because of the company's failure to 
otherwise register the product under the Texas pesticide law.

Richards said a law pass­
ed by Congress last October, 
the Gam-St. Germain Act, 
authorizes the U S. Comp­
troller of the Currency to 
return the contents of the 
50-year old safe deposit 
boxes to the rightful owners 
or to the state where the 
bank was located, if that 
state has an unclaimed pro­
perty program.

Texas was the first state to 
inquire about the abandoned 
boxes last April.

“When we first contacted 
the federal government 
about this, they hadn’t even 
written the procedures for 
handling claims," Richards 
said.

The names of owners na­

tionwide, from 627 banks 
across the country that fail­
ed before World War II, were 
published in the Federal 
Register.

“I don’t know too many 
people who read the Federal 
Register,’’ Richards said. 
“The Texas Treasury is 
much better equipped to find 
the rightful owners of this 
property in Texas and that is 
one reason why we’re trying 
to bring it back to the state 
as soon as possible.

Richards noted she has 
established a locator unit in 
the Treasury’s Unclaimed 
Property Division A staff 
member there has already 
found about 20 owners of 
abandoned safe deposit 
boxes which have been turn­
ed over to the S ta te  
Treasurer over the past 20 
years. There are currently 
174 safe deposit boxes in the 
state’s vault.

Under Texas law, property 
such as bank accounts, 
security deposits, insurance 
benefits and safe deposit 
boxes that is unclaimed for 
seven years must be turned 
over to the State Treasurer, 
who will return the funds to 
the rightful owner whenever 
a valid claim is filed.

Anyone who believes they 
may be entitled to the 
Depression-era safe deposit 
boxes held by the federal 
government should write to:

skills of this generation will 
not surpass, will not even ap­
proach, those of their 
parents.”

I wonder if these facts are 
as surprising to you as they 
were to me. I do not envy the 
committee the monumental 
task before them.

Sen Bentsen Introduces 
Facilities Legislation

WASHINGTON-Senator Lloyd Bentsenr pointing to a Con­
gressional Budget Office estimate that the U.S. needs to 
spend over $53 billion a year on basic facilities such as 
bridges for the rest of this decade, introduced legislation 
Wednesday to help meet this need.

Under the Bentsen bill, the federal government would* 
assist state and local governments ui constructing such 
faciliUes as bridges, dams and reservoirs, ports, airports and 
mass transit systems.

The bill calls for the federal government to provide $10 
biUion a year from fiscal year 1984 through fiscal year 1993 to 
state and local governments All federal monies would be 
repaid through user fees charged by the facilities built or in 
other ways determined by the state and local governments 
involved.

“Half the money would be used as a direct interest rate 
subsidy of 50 percent of qualified state and local projects. 
Half would be used as seed money on a 40 percent federal and 
60 percent state/local matching basis,” Bentsen said in 
Senate remarks accompanying his legislation.

"These two methods of financing could generate as much 
as $80 billion m infrastructure investment in the first year.” 

The Bentsen bill would establish a National Infrastructure 
Commission and infrastructure banks in each of the 50 states. 
The commission would insure that the individual banks are 
established in accordance with terms of the law. Each bank, 
for example must require repayment of the federal funds.

The Secretary of the Treasury would apportion program 
funds to the sUtes under a formula based partially on popula­
tion growth between 1950 and 1980 and partially on population 
as of 1900.

"The current condition of public works and specific invest­
ment requirements vary dramatically from community to 
community, state to state and region to region. Some areas 
are in need of a one-time infusion of catch-up capital to make 
good on decades of under investment. Other areas are havmg 
difficulty staying even with rapid rates of growth,” Bentsen 
said.

“Clearly Congressional Budget Office has estimated that 
we should be spending $53 billion a year for the rest of this 
decade to maintain and improve America’s basic facilities,” 
Bentsen said.

“That is a great deal of money by any standard. The only 
way we can even hope to approach that mark is for the 
federal government to facilitate the acquisition of low cost 
financing and provide the impetus for state and local govern­
ments to initiate infrastructure projects," Senator Bentsen 
said. ______

Publicity about the cur­
rent AIDS epidemic has led 
to widespread concerns 
about the possibility of 
transmitting AIDS through 
blood transfusion. The facts 
do not justify these con­
cerns: data accumulated 
over the last three years in­
dicate that the possible oc­
currence of AIDS in transfu­
sion recipients is on the 
order of one case per million 
patients transfused. Still, as 
a consequence of misleading 
reports, some patients have 
demanded that blood for 
th e ir  tran sfu sio n s be 
donated by sp ecia lly  
selected family members, 
friends or co-workers.

The three organizations 
emphasize there is no scien­
tific basis for the assumption 
that blood from donors 
selected by patients is safer 
than that available from 
volunteers at community 
blood banks. In fact, such a 
practice may be hazardous 
because it could pressure 
selected donors to be un­
truthful about their ability to 
meet donor eligibility re­
quirements.

ARC, AABB, and CCBC aU 
agree that the altruistic 
volunteer donor who is free

from coercion or expectation 
of gain is the safest blood 
donor. As a further precau­
tion, blood centers across the 
country have recen tly  
adopted even stricter re­
quirements for blood dona­
tion to assure that high risk 
donors are excluded.

Adopting a policy of 
patient-directed donations 
would create an illusion of 
additional protection where 
none exists and, by disrup­
ting existing volunteer donor 
systems, could result in in­
ability to supply blood to pa­
tients who need it. The blood 
collecting organizations are 
also concerned that the 
logistical complexities of 
patient-directed donation 
could lead to serious errors 
in donor and patient iden­
tification.

ARC, AABB and CCBC 
represent some 2500 com­
munity and regional blood 
centers, hospital blood banks 
and transfusion services 
which collect and transfuse 
over 98% of the nation’s 
blood supply.

Noting that the Texas 
Bankers Association has 
supported legislation in the 
past two Sessions of the 
Legislature which would 
substitute the regular cor­
porate franchise tax - to be

divided pro rata among local 
taxing units • for the bank 
shares tax, I>emon said the 
Court’s decision should lead 
to fair and equitable taxation 
of Texas banks. “Certainly 
no one in banking would ob­
ject to paying our fair share

of taxes, but we do not 
believe that banks should be 
expected to shoulder more 
than their fair share of the 
tax burden.”

The Court decision has led 
to some confusion. For in­
stan ce , taxes on bank 
buildings and other real pro­
perty will not be affected by 
the decision. Nor will the 
decision have any effect on 
tax revenues to the State of 
Texas. In addition, the bank 
shares tax was not struck 
down, per se, by the Court.

Instead, the computation of 
the tax can no longer take in­
to consideration the bonds.
Treasury Notes and other 
obligations of the United 
States which are owned by 
the bank. Taxing obligations 
of the United States Govern­
ment, either directly or in-

directly, is prohibited by 
Federal Statute with certain 
exceptions including non- 
discrim inatory franchise 
taxes such as have been pro­
posed by the Texas Bankers 
Association in beu of the 
bank shares tax.

Elstimating the amount of 
tax revenues to local units of 
government which will be af­
fected by the Court’s deci­
sion is difficult if not im­
possible, Lemon said. There 
are too many variables such 
as tax rates, the number of 
banks in each taxing district, 
and the amount of U.S. 
Governm ent obligations 
owned by each bank from 
time to time.

$35.1 million to 974 cities that 
levy the one-percent city 
sales tax.

“Our total payments to 
cities so far this year are still 
running about one percent 
behind last year,” Bullock 
said in sending the July 
checks to the cities. ‘‘Texas 
was slow to enter the na­
tional recession and we are 
still lagging behind in the 
recovery. Most major Texas 
cities are beginning to show 
higher tax receipts than last 
year, but the border and oil 
and gas producing areas are 
still substantially behind.” 
Houston received the largest 
July check-$6.8 million.

Eastland received the big­
gest check in the county for 
July, $8,603.85 down 8.72 per­
cent from  la s t  y ear. 
Eastland's 1983 receipts so 
far is $114,949.18.

Cisco's July payment was 
$8,522.44 bringing their 1983 
total to $12,839.40. They are 
down 6.73 percent from last 
year.

Ranger's payments are 
down 22.29 percent from last

year. Their July check was 
$4,744.87 bringing their 1983 
toUl to $63,379.47.

Gorman received a check 
for $715.20 bringing their 
1983 totol to $13,2(M.18. Their 
payments are down 13.93 
percent from last year.

Rising Star didn’t receive 
a check in July but their 1983 
total stands at $10,543.13.

Bullock also sent checks to 
the state’s two Metropolitan 
T ra n sit A u th orities. 
Houston’s MTA received $7.8 
million, down from last Ju­
ly’s payment of $9.4 million. 
San Antonio received $1.1 
million, bringing the yearly 
total to $12.4 million, up 10 
percent over 1982.

The City and MTA sales 
taxes are collected along 
with the state sales tax mer­
chants and rebated monthly 
to the cities in which they are 
collected by the Comp­
troller.

The July checks were for 
taxes collected on sales 
made in May and reported to 
the Comptroller by the end of 
June.
