well to me as a man,”’ Linn
reports.

‘‘And they really did ask a
lot of questions. We studied
the language of Mexico, the
food, clothing, Holidays, and
music.

‘‘Some of the children
became so interested they
brought things from home to
add to the classes.

“We believe this study
gave everyone a greater ap-
preciation of the culture of
the country.

“‘And they really did ask a
lot of questions. We studied
the language of Mexico, the
food, clothing, Holidays, and
music.

“Some of the children
became so interested they
brought things from home to
add to the classes.

Economist Explains Sales Tax Exemptions

COLLEGE STATION--

sales taxes on certain inputs
or supplies wused In

Agricultural producers do
not need an ‘‘exemption
number,”” says Dr. Ashley
Lovell. The only require-
ment is that they must file an
exemption certificate with
each firm or business from
which purchases are made
notes Lovell, an economist
with the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service, Texas
A&M University System

He suggests that pro-
ducers have several Texas
Sales Tax Exemption Cer-
tificates on hand and to file a
copy with new suppliers

Food production items
were freed from state sales
tax back in mid-1976, notes
Lovell. A farmer or rancher
is not automatically exempt
from paying sales tax, but
exemptions under current
law include two categories
items specifically exempt
regardless of use and those
exempt when used ex-
clusively on a farm or ranch

The Marigold is among the
most popular flowers in the
United States. They are ex-
ceedingly easy to grow and

require little attention. Their
colors range from white
bronze, yellow, maroon and
orange

All marigolds are descen-
dants of the wild Mexican
species. They have been
hybridized to produce four
separate types. The African
or sometimes referred to as
the Aztec Marngold is the
tallest variety ranging from
18 inches to three feet with

double blooms in a ball
shape of 3 to 5 inches. These
Marigolds resemble

Chrysanthemums

Then we have the French
Marigolds which are usually
a low growing variety rang-
ing from six to 18 inches tall
with one to two inch single
and double blooms. Next we
have the African-French
Marigolds which are hybrids
ranging from 12 to 18 inches
These flowers are usually
double two to three inches in
diameter born on very stur-
dy stems

We also have the dwarf
Marigolds which usually run
about 12 inches tall and are
topped with masses of single
yellow or orange flowers
measuring about one inch in
diameter. In this variety we
find the foliage to be fern like
and much finer than the
other varieties. Many
Marigolds have a brusing
scent which is strong to some
people and unpleasant while
being attractive to others
There are some Marigolds
that are odorless

There are many ways to
use the Marigold in the
garden. Their vivid color

mass planted in beds pro-
duce a color spectacular
from summer to frost. They
can be used as borders,
baskets, and window boxes
as well as pot plants. The
taller ones can make good
hedges. In Central America
the Marigold is grown for
chicken feed. When the
blooms of the vyellow
Marigold are fed to the
chickens the hens will lay
eggs with a darker yellow
yoke

Scientists have proved
that the parasitic worm
nematode) vanishes where
Marigolds are planted
Marigolds grow well in or-
dinary soil but need sunlight
They can be started inside
from seed and set out after
the danger of freezes are
past. They can also be set out
as bedding plants or the seed
can be planted directly in the

garden. It takes the seed
about five days to ger-
minate

Dwarf varieties may be
planted 6 to 10 inches apart
with taller varieties 12 to 24
inches apart. Keep your
blooms cut and the plant will
reward you with new blooms
until frost

If you are going to cut
some of the strong smelling
variety cut them early in the
day and arrange them out-
side

After you put vase in
place, DO NOT disturb
them. This will lessen the
unpleasant odor. When you
hear some of your gardening
friends talk about Targets,
you must remember that
they are talking about
Marigolds using the
Botanical name.

Items used exclusively for
farming or ranching are ex-
empt when the purchaser
files an exemption cer-
tificate with the vendor.

Now is the time to consider
treating home lawns and im-
proved turf for white grubs.

White grubs are the larvae
or worms of the June or May
Beetles, which feed on the
root system of turfgrass.
Each spring and summer
June Beetles emerge from
the soil, mate and the female
lay eggs in turfgrass. Texas
has well over a hundred
species of white grubs and
approximately 9 species of
the Genus Phyllophaga are
known to attack the ex-
timated 3.1 million acres of
lawn and turfgrass, as well

as several millions of acres
of field and vegetable crops.

Control of white grubs
must be conincided with the
flights of beetles and subse-
quent egg lay and young lar-
val development. Eggs
usually hatch 34 weeks after
they are deposited in the soil.
Each of the various species
of beetles may lay eggs over
a 30-day period beginning in
late June and early July in
Eastland County.

Lawns suspected of having
white grub problems should
be examined by cutting and
digging one-square-foot sec-

mulations are available.
Granular applicaitons may
be made with fertilizer ap-
tions of soil and looking
through the soil and roots to
a depth of about 4. Four or
more small grubs found per
square foot justifies treat-
ment. Gubs are most easily
killed when small.
Therefore, the best time to
treat lawns in Eastland
County is early August.

The most effective
chemicals for treatment of
white grubs in turfgrass are
those which contain
chloropyrifos and diazinon.

It’s Time For Texans
To Plan Fall Gardens

COLLEGE STATION--
Although there is still plenty
of hot weather ahead, it's
time to start getting things in
shape for your fall vegetable
garden.

Much of Texas is well
suited for year-round
gardening, and fall
vegetables generally have
better quality and flavor
than those grown in the spr-
ing, says Dr. Sam Cotner,
horticulturist with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, Texas A&M University
System.

Many popular warm-
season vegetables such as

tomatoes, peppers, eg-
gplants, pole beans,
potatoes, okra, cucumbers

and squash can be planted
during the coming weeks.

Also, the so-called
“winter”’ vegetables such as
broccoli, cabbage,

cauliflower, greens, parsley
and carrots can be planted
now for early harvesting
Later plantings of these cold-
hardy crops will supply fresh
vegetables well into winter

What are some of the im-
portant aspects of fall
gardening”

First of all, get the land in-
to good shape, suggests
Cotner. If you had a garden
this spring and fertilizer was
applied, little if any addi-
tional fertilizer will be need-
ed before fall planting.

Specific white grub control
chemicals should be used ac-
cording to label direction.

1). Insecticides are ap-
plied too early and materials
degrade before eggs hatch.

2). Insecticides are ap-
plied too late and grubs are
too large to be killed.

3). Insecticides are inade-
quately applied to reach root
zone.

4). Soil conditions are ex-
tremely alkaline, materials
may degrade more rapidly.

). Heavy thatch
(accumulated grass clipp-
ings) is present to prevent
chemicals being moved
down to the root and grub
zone.

6). A number of species
are present and varying
sizes of grubs are present.

Late maturing boys
and girls, for example, may
feel anxious and wonder if
they ever will attain normal
adult height and physical
development.

Early adolescents seem
sometimes to be emotionally
unstable ard overly sen-
sitive

One 14 year old girl, for in-
stance, had her hair done at
a beauty shop before a
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special school party. But she
became upset with the way
her hair looked because the
other kids might think it
looked “‘funny.” She cried
and then completely chang-
ed the new hairdo. While her
parents felt that her reaction
was extreme and inap-
propriate, it is actually quite
typical. The girl's strong
need for peer approval in-
terfered with a more sensi-
ble judgment about the hair-
do.

Although incidents of this
kind may not be pleasant
and can cause tension in the
family, they are a normal
part of a youngster's strug-
gle for identity and in-
dependence.

Parents, middle-school or
junior high teachers, 4-H
leaders and others can be
helpful to young people who
are struggling for their own
identity. Young adolescents
need the support of parents
and other adults who take
the time to listen and accept
them just as they are.

Early adolescence is a
time of growth and frustra-
tion for both parent and
child. But it is a necessary
step in order for the young
person to achieve a sense of
identity and self-worth.

At
the same time, savings and
loan associations introduced
new types of savings ac-
counts which attracted a
large amount of new
deposits

Many experts predict mor-
tgage rates will remain at
current levels or perhaps
decline slightly. If there is
pent-up demand for homes,
these rates could encourage
a much better year for hous-

As a comparison, two
million acres of Maine's
forest land are owned by cor-
porations in which
foreigners own more than 5
percent of the stock, and
foreigners own nearly one
million acres each in
Georgia and California.

In August 1982, the Gover-
nor's Task Force on Foreign
Investments in Texas found
the amount of Texas
farmland acquired by
foreign interests to be
minimal. The task force con-
cluded that there is nothing
sinister or wrong with the ac-
quisition of some Texas
farmland by foreigners. It
did recommend that the

Agriculture continue to
monitor, analyze, and
distribute information about
foreign investment in Texas
agricultural land

JOINT TENANCY NOT
PERMITTED IN TEXAS
Joint tenancy is a former

of ownership available in

most states. Under this ar-
rangement a surviving
spouse automatically in-
herits property that is owned
In joint tenancy.

Texas laws, however, will
not permit joint tenancy to
be used with community
property-that is, property
which is owned equally by a
husband and wife.
Newcomers to Texas who
have property in joint tenan-
cy might wish to change the
arrangement because it is
inconsistent with Texas’

system, and it may produce
undesirable estate tax conse-
quences.

Couples with bank ac-
counts, securities, or real
estate owned in joint tenancy
prior to moving to Texas,
should consult an attorney to
determine the most
desirable form of ownership.
Though such property does
not become community pro-
perty automatically, its
status could be altered into
unwanted form.

meone else had to serve as
Waco's ombudsman.

But nursing homes were
still a prime factor in my ac-
tivities as my mother had
decided it was time for her to
choose one.

This is one of the personal
stories I'd rather not tell, but
I hope it will influence
everyone who reads it to do
some pondering of his own
about his future.

“Grow old along with me./
The best is yet to be:/ The
last of life for which the first
was made."”’

Robert Browning wrote
that for his love, Elizabeth.
It may not be quoted exactly
as to punctuation, but 1
thought of it because,
statistically, many more
people are growing old along
with me than with my
mother. It is later than we
think to begin preparing for
the gradual (usually)
disintegration of our
physical and mental being.

The nursing home, center,
long-term-care facility—call
it what you wish-~had been
fixed in my mother's mind
as her retreat for years. She
would not come to live with

either of her children. That
was equally fixed in her
mind.

This was a decision I
respected as I couldn't do
much about it anyway, 1
thought. Besides being
grossly overweight, I have a
permanent ‘‘bad back,"” and
I couldn't handle even a
semi-invalid without help.
My sister, Lu, did not really
give the retirement center
much thought as she
counldn’t endure it-not until
she persuaded Mom to spend
a month with them.

It wasn't a good month for
anyone. The memory loss
from hardening of the
arteries was progressing
rapidly. At the time Mom
entered the center she (and
we) chose, she had forgotten
it was her choice. She had
decided we were ‘‘putting
her away'’ in a mental in-
stitution.

This is sad.

This is where all three of
us flunked ‘‘Reality."”

This is where youngsters
and oldsters must take more
heed-must prepare for such
an event,

My sister and I are pleased
with our mother’s present
care. We could not give it. In

the light of what 1 learned
about long-term facilities
last summer and the poking
around I did before that, |
am satisfied that she is get-
ting the best care possible
without twenty-four hour
private nursing-though it
may be as good or better for
her where she is.

Mom made her move too
late. Don't do the same.

We were not kind in letting
Mom wait so long. She
should have wound up her
housekeeping affairs several
years before she did. At the
time her health was good
enough for her to make new
friends and to enjoy the ac-
tivities planned for
residents,

I blame myself for not in-
sisting on this action, but
Mom and Lu out-voted me,
and I did not push the mat-
ter. I should have. But it is
hard to go against years of
habit, and I suppose my sub-
conscious was on their side
anyway.

No matter how you slice
the prospect, life in an in-
stitution is not particularly
appealing. With longer and
longer life spans, more and
more of us face exactly that.

And a highlight of the Ely
trip was meeting up with
Mrs. Sunny Rogers of Baker,
Nevada. She is a widow who
runs a small general store
and the only service station
in Baker. Her adult son helps
with the various chores
there.

Baker has a population of
85 people - men, women and
children. The town is located
on the eastern edge of the
state and the nearest town
with a railroad and supplies
in Ely, which is some 80
miles away. They have to go
after most of their supplies.
A bread truck stops at Baker
every two weeks to stock
their bread shelf

Mrs. Rogers was wearing
ear pieces that were pretty
unusual. They were small
sets of rattles from real rat-
tlesnakes. Her ears are
pierced and the identical rat-
tlesnake pieces hang from
each ear - distinctive and
unique. She has a daughter
and family in College Sta-
tion, Texas.

Mrs. Rogers’ Baker com-
plex includes a warehouse
full of antique cars, in-
cluding a half dozen Model T
Fords. Some are in running
condition. There are others
cars, including an ancient
Cadillac and flat bed truck
that was born in the 1920s.

Baker is near the LLehman
Caves and Mount Wheeler
where peaks tower over
13,000 feet. And a feature of
the 13,000 foot country is the
Bristle cone Pine Trees,
reputed to be the world's
oldest living things. We once
drove up Mount Wheeler to
have a look at the
Bristlecones. The road end-
ed at about 12,000 feet, and a
sign gave directions for con-
tinuing the trip on foot -
the snow. Since it was three
miles and a thousand feet
higher to the trees and the
snow was deep, we dien't
deliberate long before depar-
