No Action Taken By Commission 
On Assistant District Attorney

The County C om m is­
sioners Court failed to take 
action on the appeal of 
citizens Monday to adopt a 
resolution agreeing to accept 
a state-funded grant to main­
tain the office of assistant 
prosecutor for the county.

It was the third and ap­
parently last, opportunity 
for accepting the grant, 
which now is presumably 
dead forever. The Commis­
sioners split their votes, two 
for and two against with 
County Judge Scott Bailey 
absent and not able to break 
the tie at the first meeting; 
at a called meeting last 
Tuesday and at the regular 
meeting Monday, motion to 
accept the grant never came 
forward. (At the initial 
meeting, motion came from 
Commissioner L.E. Owens, 
seconded by Clommissioner 
Jack Blackwell, both of 
whom voted for. Commis­
sioners Runt Dill and 
Richard Robinson voted 
against.)

He is 
a member of the credit com­
mittee of the CTC Federal 
C red it Union. In the 
Brownwood District, he will 
serve as district secretary of 
missions.

The Williams family en­
joys a number of hobbies. 
Mrs. Williams’ interests in­
clude crafts, and Russ en­
joys golf, photography, bik­
ing, hunting and fishing. 
Rev. Williams explores pain­
ting, sketching and walkdng.

Rain Reported 
In This Region

Rainfall measuring from a 
third to an inch and a half 
fell in this region during 
thunderstorms Sunday and 
M onday, a ccord in g  to 
rep orts . Lake C isco  
registered the most rainfall 
-1 .5  inches.

Any amount of rainfall 
was welcomed by area farm 
and ranch operators whose 
fields and pastiires are par­
ched. No siktificant rain has 
fallen in the area in two mon­
ths.

The thunderstorm s 
brought some relief from 
high temperatures that had 
prevailed for several weeks. 
Temperatures were in the 
upper 80’s Monday.

R epresentatives from  
M.A.D.D. (Mother Against 
Drunk D rivers) and 
P.A.D.D. (People Against 
Dangerous Dru^) Monday 
appealed to the court to 
adopt the resolution accep­
ting the grant to fund the of­
fice. Commissioners Dill and 
Robinson were most vocal in 
questioning those who spoke 
for the post including 
Criminal District Attorney 
Elmory Walton.

(A ssistant P rosecutor 
John Hawkins resigned his 
position last Friday to ac­
cept a similar position at 
Tyler).

Commissioners Robinson 
and Dill boih indicated that 
they feared establishing a 
high-salaried position which 
they might have to fund 
locally in a few years after 
the grants cease. (Presently 
the grant would be in the 
amount of some $21,000 and 
about $5,000 would be needed 
locally. Walton stated that 
the $5,000 could be funded 
from local funds.) Indica­
tions are that the county ex­
penses are running beyond 
budget.

It was pointed out 
repeatedly that assessed 
fines have increased by 
some $60,(H)0 during the year 
to date.

Line of questioning by the 
Commissioners indicated 
that they might be less than 
pleased with the perfor­
mance of the District At­
torneys office.

Past perform ance by 
Walton’s office came into 
discussion when Robinson 
reminded the D.A. that after 
writing letters on county 
legal matters which had fail­
ed to get results, the Com­
missioners had been told 
“ they’d probably have to 
hire them selves an at­
torney.’ ’

At one point Dill asked 
Walton if he was seeking the 
grant for “ the man’ ’ or “ the 
position?’ ’

“ The position,”  Walton 
answered.

DIU replied, “ Good."
P resentations by the 

MADD and PADD represen­
tatives were brief but Walton 
took a great deal of time ex­
plaining the need for an 
assistant ip his office.

Shortly before 5 p.m. a 
court official reported that 
the Com m issioners had 
taken no action on the pro­
secutor position.

Conference Is Set 
On Sewage Matter

City officials will meet 
with representatives of the 
Texas Attorney General’ s 
Department at City Hall in 
(Hsco Thursday afternoon to 
discuss details of a non- 
compliance suit that is ex­
pected to be filed soon 
against the city for alleged 
violation of state sewage 
plant regulations.

Mayor Eris Ritchie, City 
Manger Mike Moore, (Hty 
Attorney Bill Wright and 
Engineer Billy Jacobs will 
be among City of Cisco of­
ficials at the conference. 
Ginny Agnew, assistant at­
torney general in the En­
vironmental Protection Divi­
sion, is expected to represent 
the Attorney G eneral’ s 
department.

(Hty Manager Moore Ex­
pected the Texas Water 
Resources Board and the 
State Health Department to

have representatives at the 
meeting.

The Austin officials will be 
briefed on the city’s plans for 
im prov in g  the sew age 
disposal plant and the city 
water system, Mr. Moore 
said.

The city was notified 
recently that a suit would be 
forthcoming “ due to the long 
hisUM7  of non-compliance 
with regulations.”

The city sewage plant was 
built in 1925 and is too small 
for present needs, Mr. Moore 
said. The state requires per­
mits for treatment plants to 
be renewed every five years, 
and Cisco’s last permit was 
dated 1978.

Mr. Moore said that dty 
officials would assure state 
authorities “ that we are do­
ing everthing we can to 
remedy our problems.”

The Texas petroleum industry long has been depen­
dent on water for its production operations The industry 
uses various kinds of water —  salt, brackish, and fresh —  
in varying amounts

Fortunately, most of the water the industry needs for 
secondary recovery operations comes up with crude oil 
as it IS produced in a ratio of 2.5-barrels of water to one 
barrel of oil. This produced water is too salty for industrial 
or agricultural uses or human consumption But, in most 
cases, it is suitable for reiniection into the same formation 
This results in increased production of oil, while the 
environment is protected

According to the Railroad Commission, 66 3-percent 
of water used in injections is salt water; 15.8-percent is 
brackish, with 17.9-percent fresh Indeed, there are 
instances in which the only substance which can be used 
effectively in recovering more oil is fresh water

In some cases, sufficient quantities of salt or brackish 
water are not available In others, highly mineralized 
water is incompatible with the water or rock in the 
formation and the oil cannot be moved. Conversely, in 
some formations fresh water cannot be used because it 
is incompatible. So, the industry needs all kinds of water

In a recent Association publication. Fresh Water and 
the Public Interest: An Update, it was reported that the 
use of fresh water in secondary recovery operations is 
quite small, particularly when compared with other bene­
ficial uses. The figure statewide tor 1980 was 687.4- 
million barrels, just one-half of one percent.

The economic result of this application? In 1981, for 
example, more than 281.5-million barrels of crude oil —  
30-percent of Texas’ production —  was recovered through 
waterflooding, with almost 50.4-million barrels of oil 
attributable to the use of fresh water. The wellhead value 
of the oil recovered with fresh water exceeded $1.7- 
billion, with state production taxes on it amounting to 
almost S80-million.

Despite this, there are those persons who, for a variety of 
reasons, seek to prohibit the use of fresh water for 
production operations. Such a proposal would be detri­
mental to the Texas petroleum industry and to the people 
of Texas.

Our industry recognizes that an adequate supply of 
fresh water is critical to the future of our state. In order 
for Texas to continue to prosper and to grow, we must put 
our fresh water supplies to the best economic use. We 
also must preserve and protect the fresh water supplies 
we have by preventing pollution and supporting efforts 
designed to develop additional supplies

Start by locating a round 
or square lard can (or any 
other lidded metal con­
tainer, preferably one with 
handles) that measures 
about 9’ ’ wide and 12’ ’ tall. 
Using an awl or a sharp nail, 
pierce both the lid’s edge and 
the upper lip of the can to 
form two holes -  1/2’’ apart 
-  in each piece. To facilitate 
opening the cover fully and 
to allow steam to escape, 
take the time to elongate 
these openings with your 
tool.

Next, pass a loop of wire 
through the holes in the can 
and its cap, and twist the 
free ends to form a loose ring 
which will serve as a hinge 
for your oven’s lid. Finally, 
take a section of heavy, 
galvanized hardware cloth 
(our metal web measures 
10-1/2" X 18” ), and bend its 
two opposing edges at right 
angles to its flat surface... so 
that it will fit inside the air­
tight stove snugly -  the long 
way -  and act as a shelf for a

For the sake of safety, it’s 
best to put your oven through 
a " c le a n s in g ”  fire  to 
eliminate any fumes from 
the galvanized material 
before cooking. You could, of 
course, construct your rack 
out of some other material 
instead ... try scavenging an 
old metal barbecue grill, for 
example.

To use the tin oven, merely 
place the food of your choice 
(on foil or in a pan) on top of 
the wire shelf, add a small 
amount of water if you want 
the edibies steamed, press 
the container’ s cap on 
securely, and rest the stove 
on its side upon several 
rocks or a couple of logs 
placed within or around your 
campfire. To make cleanup 
chores easier, you might 
want to rub a layer of soap 
over the outside of the can so 
that soot will stick to the 
cleanser -  which can be rub­
bed off -  rather than to the 
metal itself.

After the required amount 
of baking time, open up your 
campfire oven and enjoy the

and will require a minimum 
amount of fuel (which will 
make your fire safer).

With a bit of creative plan­
ning, you can cook just about 
anything in your homemade 
stove. You can even bake 
biscuits or a pie if you’ve a 
mind to. But, since camping 
out is generally a lightweight 
affair, you might want to 
keep your dishes simple, 
witfkout using lots of ingre­
dients.

Fish, wrapped individual­
ly in aluminum foil and 
sprinkled with lemon juice, 
will come out piping hot in 
about 30 minutes. Fresh com 
can be delicious roasted in 
its own husk. (You may want 
to pull the husk back just far 
enough to remove the silks, 
and then replace the outer 
covering ... perhaps holding 
it together with a strip of 
husk tied around the out­
side.) Or you can wrap 
shucked and silked com  in 
foil for roasting. Baked 
potatoes come out tasty after 
about 40 minutes. And you 
can create individual stews; 
Place a small piece of meat, 
some potato, sliced carrot, 
onion, spices, or whatever 
else is available in a piece of

thought I would explain a lit­
tle about that agency, some 
of which has been mentioned

There are now 20 T.D.C. 
Units, most of which are con­
gregated around the Houston 
and Huntsville area. Texas 
is one of the few, if not only 
states which has no true 
minimum security state 
prisons. All the state prisons

are designed and built as 
maximum security units. In 
1980 one cell cost approx­
imately $70,000 to build. 
While this may well be an ex­
cellent and needed method 
for imprisoning those con­
victed for assaultive of­
fenses, it is certainly an ex­
tremely costly method for 
imprisoning those who are 
not a danger to themselves

or society. Since Federal 
Judge W illiam  Wayne 
Justice has ruled that T.D.C. 

overcrowded and thatIS
prisoners must be allowed 
more space, Texas was forc­
ed to decide if we could af­
ford to incarcerate so many 
people and build only nrua- 
imum security prisons.

Pardons and Paroles, 
Texas Youth Commission, 
and couit systems all had 
m oney added to their 
budgets in the hopes that 
new program  could be 
developed and tried which 
would divert offenders from 
the T.D.C.

Many of the programs 
which are now being tested 
are community-based which 
means that small group 
homes, half-way houses, 
restitution centers or drug 
and alcohol centers will be 
established in communities 
close to where the offender 
Uves. —  -

In the next few weeks we 
will be discussing each of 
these different conununity 
programs and I t x ^  you will 
let me know what you think 
of them, keeping in midn the 
dollar savings from max­
imum security units, what 
you are willing to pay for in­
carceration of offenders, 
how you would feel about 
having such a minimum 
security prison in your com­
munity and any other opi­
nions you might have regar­
ding these programs.

A quote from Dr. Ciieorge 
Beto, a former T.D.C. Direc­
tor and well-known authority 
on the criminal justice 
system was extremely sur­
prising and interesting to me 
and I thought it would be 
something you, too, would 
find eye-opoiing. According 
to figures quoted by Dr. 
Beto, of all felonies commit­
ted in Texas today only 3% 
will result in arrest and of 
that 3%, only half of those 
will result in incarceration. 
What that tells me is that the 
people responsible for 97% of 
the crimes are still out there.

the patient that conflict moat 
often arises. Conflicting 
values between physicians 
and patients, between pa­
tients and their families, or 
among family members are 
not uncommon. Joined with 
the confusion that surrounds 
issues o f righ ts and 
liabilities, these conflicts 
necessitate outside deci­
sions. Judges have been call­
ed upon more often than 
previously to serve as the 
final bioethical arbiters in 
decisions to forego life- 
support measures. It is in 
this m ove that the 
law m a k ers ' function  
becomes an issue.

As a Congressman, I 
would be the first to admit 
that we cannot a f  a lawmak­
ing body sidestep certain 
responsiblilities in this area, 
but would also urge that the 
major portion of that role re­
main within the original con­
fines of the patient-family- 
physician relationship when 
possible.

The right of the individual 
and that in d iv id u a l’ s 
preferences regarding quali­
ty and quantity of life must 
be recognized and respected 
when incompetence is not a 
factor. In the latter area- 
those unable to participate in 

the decision -m ak in g  
process-there is a public 
responsibility to provide 
mechanisms and guidelines 
for decision-making on their 
behalf, but only guidelines; 
not dictums.

A recent Presidential 
Commission on these issues 
em{rfuisized the importance 
of those two areas, also em­
phasizing: maintaining a 
presumption in favor of sus­
taining life; improving the 
medical options available to 
dying patients; providing 
respectful, responsive, and 
supportive care to patients 
for whom no further medical 
therapies are available or 
elected; and encouraging 
health care institutions to 
take responsibility for ensur­
ing that adequate pro­
cedures for decision-making 
are available for all patients.

If m edical technology 
stood still today, it would 
take a lifetime of cautious 
study to answer all of the 
questions that we face right 
now. We have only begun to 
scratch the surface in a 
discussion that could also in­
clude surrogate motherhood, 
genetic engineering, com­
m ercia l exploitation of 
potoitial organ donors, and 
other equally sensative 
issues that will t>e identified 
as medical technology con­
tinues its forward move­
ment.

In the next column, I will 
move on to address the need 
to balance the right to ade­
quate health care with 
limited resources.

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Photography is a strange bird At one instant, it can be 
the mirror image of reality At the next, it’s a fleeting illu­
sion of what may have been

There's an old saying “The camera doesn’t lie ’’ Well, 
if we re going to be honest with one another, that saying 
is a lie Sort of like, "A penny saved is a penny earned ’’ 
That’s just sheer nonsense I know many a penny —  
and a dollar, too, for that matter —  that was saved. Yet, if 
you knew the guy who d saved it, you d never in a million 
years say he’d earned it

The same is true with The camera doesn’t lie ’’ Actu­
ally, it lies all the time It lies when it photographs some­
one heavier than he or she really is in person It lies 
when It makes someone look older and more wrinkled 
than he or she is (and that’s every single one of us). It 
lies in black-and-white when a blue sky comes out look­
ing white, and it lies In color when your next door neigh­
bor comes oft looking like someone from outer space, 
with his skin all green and yellow striped, sort of like an 
interplanetary watermelon

It lies when it makes objects in the distance look 
closer than they really are to the subject or when it 
makes them look farther away It lies when attempting to 
define the relationship of several parts of the body de­
pending upon the camera angle used when the pho­
tographer took the photo A really clever photographer 
can take a small-busted model and make her look three 
sizes larger than she is and then turn around and do just 
the opposite with a large-busted woman

It lies when used in conjunction with crafty lighting to 
reduce the inevitable receding hai'line of the corporate 
executive posing for the annual report. It lies when it 
takes a person with a rather prominent proboscus and 
makes the nose look smaller, and it lies when in the 
hands of a really vicious photographer —  it makes the 
average-sized honker appear as though it once be­
longed to Bozo the Clown

Now, I’m not a physicist or a mathematician or what­
ever it is I’d have to be in order to understand just why it 
IS that phography, which can make Aunt Hilda look just 
like herself, can then turn around and make a sham out 
of reality

I know it has something to do with perspective —  how 
various elements in a scene appear in relationship to 
other elements in that scene. Perspective exists when 
viewing things with the unaided eye, of course. But 
somehow, viewing things with the unaided eye and 
viewing things through a 15mm fisheye lens are com­
pletely different. Add to that difference a selective 
choice of camera angle and the attempt to compress 
three dimensions —  length, width, and depth —  into 
two, and perhaps it becomes clearer. It sounds reason­
able. anyway.

Be that as it may, what at first glance appears to be a 
shortcoming in the art of photography —  its occasional 
failure to represent reality the way it exists in the real 
world —  is actually its strong jjoint. After all, if all we 
wanted from the art was an exact visual duplication of a 
subject, we could get by with a Xerox machine. The real 
joy of photography is actually in learning how to play 
with, how to manipulate its peculiansms. its "inac­
curacies" in representing reality.

On a recent trip to Minneapolis, I stood on the lower 
level of a mall, looking up several stories toward a giant 
skylight There, suspended in mid-flight, were two aerial 
flyers, a man and a woman, each lunging toward the 
other in a life-and-death struggle to complete connec­
tions. There was a safety net, of course, in case they 
missed But that wasn’t necessary; for the two figures 
were sculptures, shams, illusions in reality. And the 
camera .. . well, let's just say it was a very willing 
accomplice.

Q: I think I have a problem. I have a Canonet 35 mm 
rangefinder camera which fvas always suited my needs 
perfectly. Recently, however. I've noticed that the met­
ering system seem s to work irregularly. Sometimes, it's 
perfect. Other times, especial ly after I've used the cam ­
era for a while, It seem s to fluctuate. Is there some 
reason for this fluctuation, otfvsr than the camera needs 
repairs? I didn't pay much for h! originally, and I'd hate to 
take it in for expensive repair wrork.

A: You haven't mentiorted anything about batteries, 
so I assum e you didn't check the m. It's hard to diagnose 
long-distance, but it sounds to m e like the cam era's dry 
cells are weak. Either remove the m (check the cam era's 
operating manual to find out whe re they are) and have 
them tested, or take the old batter ies to your local cam ­
era store and pick up som e replacements. A s a rule, 
camera batteries should be changod yearly. To help re­
mind you when a year's time is u p, make it a rule to 
switch to new cells on the sam e day' each year— Janu­
ary 1, Chhstmas, Easter, your birth day, or som e other 
memorable date. In that way, you're less likely to forget 
when it was that you last purchased and installed new 
batteries.

Q: I'm not the world's most knowl edgeable person 
when it comes to photography, but I the >ught I knew most 
of the comrTKjnly used terms. The othe r day while read­
ing a photo magazine, I cam e acrosii a reference to 
what the author called "selective focu s' '  Exactly what is 
selective focus? Does it have som ething to do with 
depth-of-field? And isn't all focus "sale ctive"? That is 
you select the subject upon which you wi sh to focus. Or 
am I m issing som ething? Please explain <•

A: A s you undoubtedly know, a photograph that is 
perfectly sharp from comer to comer may i tot be a good 
photograph at all. When the background and fore­
ground are as sharp as the middle ground, wherein 
rests the subject, the results can be distract» ng and clut­
tered. One of the best ways to simplify a scene and 
avoid clutter is to segregate the subj4)ct fr»xn Its sur­
roundings through the use of depth-of-field —  the zone 
of acceptable sharpness —  so  that the subje<?t is sharp 
and the other elements are softly blurred, or out-of­
focus. This act of selecting what you want in sh arp focus 
(or "selective focus") draws the viewer s eye to the sub­
ject as the sharpest element in the scene.

Depth-of-field, by the way, can be increased or de­
creased (and usually the latter is desired for purp. oses of 
blurring-out background and foreground) in any o f three 
ways —  through the selection of one aperture' over 
another, through using one focal-length lens over 
another, and by adjusting the subject-to-camera dis­
tance. The wider the lens aperture, the longer the fi'xial 
length of the lens, and the closer to the subject you t ve, 
the shallower the depth-of-field. When using selecti ve  
focus effectively, it's crucial to blur foregrounds as mu« ';h 
as possible, otherwise, the shot tattkely to look like a  
mistake.
