FARM OUTLOOK

9. The total farm Income for 
1948 should approximately equal 
that of 1947; but we forecast lower 
prices for wheat, com, and certain 
other products.

Hog Mange Causes 
Average Loss of $2

New Insecticide Proves 
Effective in Control

Common mange of hogs is another 
widespread disease that has yielded 
to the results of animal health re­
search. The U. S. department of 
agriculture says the average losses 
from mange probably amount to $2 
a head. This figure covers the loss 
from stunted growth, delay in fat­
tening, occasional deaths and dock­
age when mangy hogs are mar­
keted.

The effective weapon against 
mange is benzene hexachloride, fre­
quently referred to as “ 666.“  In 
Nebraska tests this newly-discov­
ered insecticide was so effective it 
eradicated mange with one treat­
ment. Not only did it eradicate 
mange — it also got rid of lice. 
This makes the old mange treat­
ments obsolete.

In the Nebraska tests, crude ben­
zene hexachloride (a wcttable pow­
der) was mixed with water (10 
pounds powder in 100 gallons) and 
sprayed on the hogs.

One objectionable feature of the 
crude benzene hexachloride is its 
terrific odor. This odor is not present 
to any marked degree in commer­
cial hog oils prepared by use of a 
solvent which takes the active in 
^redient (the gamma isomer) out 
of the crude benezene hexachloride 
and leaves behind the Ineffective in­
gredients—the ones that have the 
disagreeable odor. _________

25. 1948 will see an average hour, 

ly wage rise of 5 per cent to 7 
per cent. Lower income taxes should 
increase buying power, but this 
will be offset by further rises in 
the cost of living.

26. There need be no more un­
employment in 1948 than in 1947, 
but “Unemployment Insurance" will 
be taken advantage of by too many 
unprincipled people,

27. Wageworkcre will gradually 
see that the Taft-Hartlcy Bill puts 
a checkreln only on their labor 
leaders, but not on Union member­
ship. Hence, the bitter hatred 
against this Bill will gradually subs­
ide. The Bill is merely an ’ 'SEC”

I for labor leaders who need It to­
day as much as investment bank­
ers needed the SEC which was start­
ed ton years ago.

2b. /m y labor legislation during 
1948 will be to amend the Taft- 
Hartley Bill and to raise mini­
mum wages.

INFLATION
29. The Inflation Era which we 

have forecast for several years will 
remain at this stage until November 
2. 1948. There will be no reckless 
printing of currency or government 
borrowing in 1948

30. 1948 will see a public reaction 
against “ feather bedding." “work- 
less" jobs, anti union rules which 
result in slow-upe. More labor-sav­
ing machinery will be installed. 
The public is gradually • realizing 
that inflation can be beaten only 
by increased production.

31. Sometime during 1948 produc­
tion in many lines will have caught 
up with consumption which will 
prevent further price increases In 
such lines.

STOCK MARKET
33. We*Relieve that 1948 will be

44. General building should in- 
crea;i; during 1948. Young people 
are gradually getting accustomed to 
high building costs and tired of 
living with their mothers-in-law.

45. Both office and residential 
rents will be higher in 1948. Prop­
erty owners are entitled to receive 
higher rentals.
