Leal's to open in Amarillo 

Former resident shares WWII experiences

(Editor's note: Veteran's Day, Nov. 11...a 
time set aside to remember soldiers past 
and present who have honorably served 
their country in a time of need. The Jour-
nal wishes to share this story as we reflect 
upon the courage of all the members of 
our armed forces throughout our nation's 
history.) 

Jefferson G. Maner of Laguna, Califor-
nia, a former resident of Bailey County, 
now 85, was 22 when he enlisted into the 
U.S. Navy, November 9, 1940. 

He lived in the Y-L School District and 
played basketball and football. He only 
completed the ninth grade, therefore never 
graduating from high school. He comes 
from a family of 12, all of whom are still 
living. 

After spending six years in the Navy, he 
re-enlisted and remained in the service a  

total of twenty years. He was a steam en-
gineer. 

In an interview through correspondence, 
he shares his experience during the attack 
on Pearl Harbor. 

"On the morning of December 7, 1941, 
I was on deck reading the Honolulu Sun-
day paper [funnies]. I heard a loud explo-
sion over my left shoulder on the rump to-
ward Ford Island. A moment later, some 
Japanese planes pulled up over our ship, 
which was moored between two boats, 
with five destroyers moored to our port 
side. General Quarters was surrounded. An 
air bomb miss at starboard quarter (below' 
deck) had a gas attack because of the ex-
plosions. We had to wear gas masks. 

I reported to my battle station and be-
gan carrying ammunition — 30 caliber and 
then 50 — to machine guns on the gun

charges read, Larry Brent Kitch-
ens on or about the 10th day of 
October, 2003,... did then and there 
intentionally or knowingly cause 
the death of another individual...." 

The murders took place at 
Simnacher's home south of Mule-
shoe about 11:30 p.m. when Kitch-
ens entered the house from a side 
door and began firing an assault 
rifle. 

Simnacher was shot in the head. 

Rhonda Kitchens and Beauchamp 
were both shot in the back. 

Larry Kitchens was arrested 
without resistance later that night 
at his home. 

Kitchens has remained in the 
Lamb County jail since that night. 
He is expected to be arraigned by 
District Judge Gordon Green this 
week. 

Other Grand Jury indictments 
include Frank Maestas, Jr., theft of 
a 1998 dodge pickup owned by 
Kearney Scoggin. 

Michael Dale Preston and Tod 
Daniel Kizer were indicted for in-
tent to manufacture methamphet-
amine. 

Ruben Bo Gloria, Jr. and 
Johnathan Zapata, Jr. were indicted 
for theft of property from Hugo 
Vasquez, including a chop saw and 
sledge hammer. 

Martin Gabriel Rangel was in-
dicted for theft of property from 
Richard Ronek, including 
Motorola radios, pagers, night vi-
sion field glasses- and other items. 

Ronnie Gil Richardson was in-
dicted for forgery of a check on the 
account of Rhonda Gail 
Richardson of Canyon.

I 
saw boats .picking up the 
dead and wounded from the 
oil slicked waters and fire, 
etc. This is what I saw from 
my ship, the USS Dobbin 
[AD-3], that Sunday morn-
ing, December 7, 1941." 

The USS Dobbin was a 
repair ship, the 'mother hen' 
of the ships in the harbor, ac-
cording to Maner. 

Maner received no inju-
ries during the attack on 
Pearl Harbor. He spent most 
of WWII in Sydney, Austra-
lia. 

He has traveled to Texas, 
California, Hawaii, Samoa, 
Australia and New Guinea 
while in the service. In 1944, 
he returned to Orange, Texas 
and was placed on a new 
destroyer in commission. He 
later returned to San Diego, 
Calif. and was part of the 
shakedown into Cuba. When 
the war was over with Japan,
