E. Any person who has had 
their ears pierced within the 
last six months at any place 
other than a doctor’s office, 
should not donate blood.

F. Any person who has 
been in Southeast Asia in the 
last three years should not 
donate blood, due to malaria 
possibilities.

G. Any woman who has 
menstruated in the last three 
to four days prior to donating 
blood should not donate 
blood.

H. No woman who is preg­
nant or suspects she is so, 
should not do so until six 
weeks after pregnancy.

I. Persons can donate 
blood every two to three 
months, with no foreseen 
problems, although, it is 
hopeful to not have to call on 
the same donors nearly this 
often.

Acreage planted after May 
31 should also be reported on 
the JUNE IS acreage report 
(in the “ remarks” seciton) 
as being planted too late for 
insurance coverage.

'T he final planting date of 
k ^ Y  31 is the la te s t 
e4|tablished by FCIC to plant 
kM expect a normal crop to 
b* produced. Crops initially 
panted after this date arc 
ndt insurable unless a late 
planting agreement is signed 
by MAY 31,” SMITH said.

Around 2S Eastland Coun­

ty business people attended 
a Hot Check Seminar con­
ducted by District Attorney 
Em ory W alton in the 
Elastland Chamber of Com­
merce Meeting Room on 
May 8., The District At­
torney was introduced by Al 
Novak, Co-Chairman of the 
Retail Trades Commission.

Walton gave an infor­
m ative talk  about Hot 
Checks and the current laws 
dealing with them. His 
discussion also included 
clues for detecting bad 
checks. The D.A. stated that 
the giving of worthless 
checks is increasing in 
E astlan d  County, with 
definetly more reported than 
five years ago.

business people, need to be 
aware of this situation, and 
alert to the danger of bad 
checks. Most hot check of­
fenders are repeat per­
formers, with some real 
“ con”  a r t is ts  coming 
through now and then. There 
a re  also  cases  where 
checkbooks are stolen, and 
false identification used in 
the cashing of checks.

Walton says that over the 
years he has heard every 
sort of excuse for giving wor­
thless checks. And the of­
fenders vary from women 
with crying children to very- 
assured people involved in 
big business deals.

Some things District At­

torney Walton cautioned 
about was what his office 
could not do. A check now 
has to be $750 or more to be 
considered  a felony: 
anything less and it becomes 
a misdemeanor.

And checks given on mon­
thly bills, even if worthless, 
cannot be prosecuted for. 
They are considered as 
payments on extended debts, 
and in this county a person 
cannot be sent to jail for 
debts.

If a hot Chech is to be con­
sidered in a court case, it 
must have been given by an 
individual or company in 
payment for goods or ser­
vices immediately rendered.

And checks sent by mail, 
surprisingly enough, are not 
prosecutable. There are 
technicalities involved, in­
cluding proof in an indict­
ment that the person named 
actually gave the check.

Bad checks from out of the 
county cannot be prosecuted 
in Eastland County. Even if 
all other evidence is accep­
table, legal action must 
begin n the county of origin.
If a person takes a partial 

payment on a hot check, it 
then becomes a Civil credit 
situation, and not subject to 
prosecution. Therefore the 
District Attorney's office 
discourages the acceptance 
of partial payment in most 
cases.

merchant can not be too 
careful when taking a check. 
Cashiers in stores need a list 
of rules which they can 
readily see. Customers who 
act nerveous or belligrent 
about these precautions just 
might have something to 
hide.

Points to remember are: 
Is the check dated today, is 
the signature legible, is the 
address complete, can you 
confirm identity, do written 
amounts and numbers cor­
respond, and is the I.D. used 
recorded

Other types of checks to 
avoid are post-dated checks, 
a stop-payment check, a 
check on an out-of-state 
bank, a two-party check, a 
check more than a year old, 
a check for less then $5, a 
check given for a returned 
check, or a check marked 
“drawn against uncollected 
funds." Most of these, like 
checks received through the 
mail, cannot be prosecuted 
as “hot" checks. And any 
check not presented to a 
bank within 30 days of is­
suance probably will not be 
prosecuted either.

Anyone involved in the 
prosecution of bad checks 
knows there are definite 
clues for detecting them, 
Walton said. Be careful of 
low series numbers on per­
sonal checks - about 85% of 
uncollected “hot checks” 
are new account numbers.

Ix)ok at the finish of the 
black magnetic numbers on 
the bootom of the check. 
Magnetic ink is very dull - 
not shiny. The first four of 
these numbers should cor­
respond with the bank 
routing number of the area.

The check should also 
have at least one perforated 
edge - all checks except 
government or computer- 
produced checks will per­
forated. Beware, too, of 
photocopied checks or those 
in red, dark blue, or dark

green colors. These cannot 
be microfilmed, making the 
checks unlaw ful.

Merchants or individuals 
who have accepted wor­
thless checks must move 
quickly to have any hope of 
recovering their funds, 
Walton says. The check must 
be presented to the bank for 
payment, and stamed as to 
the reason for dishonorment.

Then a certified letter 
must be sent to the check 
writer, informing him or her 
of the reason the check was 
not honored. The check 
writer is given 10 days to br­
ing paym ent in cash , 
cashier's check or money 
order for the amount of the 
check.

If the check is not paid, a 
copy of the certified letter, a 
signed return receipt (or the 
le tte r  unopened), the 
original check, specific iden­
tification of the maker of the 
check, and the name, ad­
dress and phone number of 
the person who received the 
check must be furnished to 
the prosecutor's office.

The District Attorney's of­
fice, upon receipt of a wor­
thless check, makes a search 
to see if the maker has any 
other hot check offense pen­

ding. If not, the office 
notifies check writers that a 
case is about to be filed 
against them. If they do not 
make restitution, prosecu­
tion procedures will be 
started.

The new “Hot Check" laws 
have very stiff penalties for 
this type of offense, which is 
classified according to the 
amount of the bad check.

Mr. Walton said that the 
D.A.’s office has had very 
good success with collections 
on checks after his office 
notifies check writers that 
cases are about to be filed 
against them. Many people 
will attempt to pay up rather 
than face a court trial and 
possibly prison term.

Fortunately the majority 
of people have no desire to 
defraud by check, but those 
who do cause a vast amount 
of trouble and take an in­
creasing amount of money. 
The questions asked by the 
audience after the talk by 
District Attorney Walton in­
dicated the public interest in 
this situation. All who at­
tended the Seminar agreed 
that they learned new things 
from Walton's presentation.

Dear Customer,
The City of Cisco during 

the month of March, 1964, 
supplied water that exceed­
ed the Texas Department of 
Health’s “Drinking Water 
Standards,” which were pro­
mulgated as required by the 
“Safe Drinking Water act. 
Public U w  93-523 (US), for 
turbidity. The water sup­
plied failed one or more of 
the following criteria: (1) 
the monthly average exceed­
ed 1 turbidity unit (TU).

The presence of excessive 
turbidity or cloudines in 
drinking water may in­
terfere with the effec­
tiveness of disinfection of the 
water. Permitting the tur­
bidity level to exceed the 
standard may present a risk 
to the health of persons 
drinking the water.

However, up to five tur­
bidity units (TU) may be 
allowed if the supplier can 
demonstrate that the higlwr 
turbidity does not: (1) in­
terfere with disinfection, (2) 
prevent maintenance of an 
effective disinfectant agent 
throughout the distribution 
system, (3) interfere with 
m i c r o b i o l o g i c a l  
measurements.

The water system is being 
studied to correct any high 
turbidity at any future date.

The notification of the 
public is in compliance with 
Texas “ Drinking Water 
Act,” as a means of keeping 
the public informed.

Dr. Franco Columbu, an 
outstanding nutrition ist, 
maintains that the meals we 
ea t a re  m ore th an  a 
“Fill-Up” for the body when 
he analyzes what Americans 
eat, what we should and how 
we can improve our eating 
habits.

The body must be nourish­
ed by a wide variety of foods 
to ensure the harmonious 
working of its many parts.

You should pay the same 
attention to the nutritional 
value of food as to its caloric 
content. For example, many 
people know that a medium­
sized baked potato has bout 
100 calories, but very few are 
aware of its richness in 
minerals such as calcium, 
magnesium, sulphur and 
potassium or that it has 
about half as much vitamin 
C as an average tomato and 
as much Thiamin as two 
slices of whole-gram bread.

Next week we will discuss 
more about how the body- 
uses food in a nutritional 
manner.
