Styles Change Particularly
With Newspapers

I have become convinced
that the television news
media, on a nationwide
level, leans heavily on inter-
pretation and opinions
rather than straight factual
reporting.

Even big city newspapers
have more of a balance in
content, although some deal
in persoanl details and slant
the news.

In looking over the papers
from this county and the ad-
joining ones I note that they
are generally more restrain-
ed and factual on local hap-
penings than the large
papers are.

This was certainally not
the case in pioneer days,
when newspapermen and
readers sometimes came to
blows over what was
printed.

Yes, styles have certainal-
ly changed, and occasionally
I like to read old newspaper
articles and study the dif-
ference. Maybe modern ar-
ticles are not as flamboyant
and colorful as articles used
to be, but neither are they as
inflamatory and opi-
nionated!

Some stories which really
show the changes are
reprints I have from
material published from
1887-90 in the Silver City
Enterprise, out in Grant
County, Southwestern New
Mexico.

A number of distinctive
characters were converging
upon Silver City, none of
whom seemed to particular-
ly care for each other. There
were miners, Apache In-
dians, ranchers, Spanish,
Mexicans, cowboys and
outlaws from Texas, and
Chinese.

Maybe this interaction
called for some unusual
writing. At least the reader
got it, even in the headlines.
They were drawn into the

stories by such tidbits as:
SHOOT THEM DOWN, DR.

from nearby San Lorenzo,
New Mexico brought out
some of the difficulties of the
time. ‘‘During the months of
November and December
there have been some
unknown fiends around here
doming some crooked
work,’’ it began. ‘‘They have
twice robbed the story of
N.Y. Ancheta and killed two

or three head of cattle from
the Lassater Bros...."

The courts were in opera-
tion, however. One article
says: ‘‘John Brockman has
brought suit against Gibson
and son, owners of about 400
head of cattle which they
recently brought in from
Texas and turned loosed in
Mr. Brockman’'s cornfield,
for $99 damages. The Texans
did not stop at this, but mov-
ed their effects into one of
the Brockman's houses, and
declare that they propose to
stay right there. They seem
to have no respect for the
rights of property owners,
and start into buffalo,
bulldoze and intimidate men
who have expended
thousands of dollars and
many years of hard work in
improving their homes...”

With some Apache Indians
still attempting to survive in
the area, clashes between
them and the settlers were
frequent. This account of one
such incident appeared in
the Enterprise:

“The murderers of ‘Big
Mike' Grace, well known in
Grant County, and Diehl,
who were killed during the
Indian outbreak, have been
identified among the Indians
prisoners recently taken in
Tucson. One gave the name
of the Indians who commit-
ted the murder..."”

The Editor managed to
communicate his dislike of
some of the behavior of
women in the town. “Two
colored girls,” he wrote, ‘Of
the soiled variety, in imita-
tion of their white sisters,
were yesterday pro-
menading Broadway, attired

-in"Mother Hubbards and puf-

there is no ordinance to pro-
hibit such vulgarity one
should be passed immediate-
ly."

Later he stated: A bill
has been introduced to pro-
hibit women from entering
and drinking in saloons.
Such a low should have been
passed years ago. Now let
the city pass an ordinance
prohibiting the demi monde
from parading the streets in
droves, and appearing in
public in Mother Hubbard
gowns."’

The newspaper took a shot
at the local courts ncw and
then. ““There is a good deal
of truth in the remark made
by Judge Henderson while
on the bench in this city not
long ago, when a murder
was turned loose on our
streets, to the effect that he
had seen enough of
American juries in this sec-
tion, that he preferred a
Mexican jury in criminal
cascs.... The sentiments of
the people of this section
seem to be with the live man
.. and our courts of justice
are almost a farce...”

Well, the Editors of the
Enterprise lived out a nor-
mal lifespan, although they
must have carried guns with
them at all times. The
newspaper survived too, so
much that it is still published
under the same name. Its
format and style is quite dif-
ferent now, however.

Descendants of the
pioneers around too,
although some of their
cultures never did quite
blend. But at least they
learned how to coexist, and
even appreciate each other’s
differences.

But I will never forget how
strange I felt, a few years
ago, when a citizen of the
town turned and asked me:
‘*‘Ma’am, I den’t mean to in-
sult you - but are your from
Texas?”

Many mail-order com-
panies now offer toll-free
telephone numbers for easy
ordering. Using the
telephone may seem more
convenient than ordering by
mail,”" she but it's
riskier, phone
orders are n.. covered by
the Federal Trade Commis-
sion's mail-order rule.”

The mail-order rule
which applies only to orders
placed through the mail, or
shipped through the mail -
requires companies to ship
vour order within the time
they promise, or within 30
days after they receive your
order, Granovsky explains.
So if you order gifts by mail
in October, you can
reasonably be sure they will
arrive in time for Christmas.

When vou order by phone,
vou aren’'t covered by this
rule and you assume respon-
sibility for merchandise that
1s not delivered or is
delivered late, cautions the
home economist. So televi-
sion ads that say “‘allow four
to six weeks for delivery”
may not make good on their
promise.

If you receive unsatisfac-
tory merchandise, you can
ask the company for a re-
fund, just as customers who
order over the phone can.
But mail order customers
can also look to the post of-
fice for assistance if the

Low Fat Cooking

COLLEGE STATION—A
change in your cooking
methods may help protect
you and your family against
heart disease, hypertension
and other health problems,
says Texas A&M University
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice nutritionist Mary K.
Sweeten.

“Lowering the percentage
of fat in the diet appears to
be one of the major keys to a
more healthful lifestyle,”
she explains.

The specialist recom-
mends reducing butter,
margarine, oil, mayonnaise,
lard and salad dressing. To
adapt your favorite recipe,
start by cutting fat by a third
or a half.

For example, in a
casserole calling for 6 tables-
poons of margarine, try 3 to
4. Or if a muffin recipe sug-
gests a cup of oil, try % of a
cup. If that works, use only
% the next time around.

“You should experiment,”
says Sweeten. ‘‘Cuting the
fat in cakes can be difficult,
but you should have success
with most casseroles and
quick bread recipes.” -

onions, green peppers,
mushrooms or other

vegetables to be sauteed in
oil or butter, you can often
cut the amount of fat in half
or leave it out entirely. Just
add several tablespoons of
water or broth. Then steam
in a covered pot.

Sweeten says you don’t
even need fat to make an ac-
ceptable roux or gravy.
Brown flour in a slow oven or
in a heavy pan on top of the
stove, stirring constantly.
Cool, and then slowly add
cold water or broth.

After it is smoothly blend-
ed, stir the mixture constant-
ly over medium heat until it
comes to a boil and thickens.
You can make a white sauce
or pudding the same way by
adding cold milk or fruit
juice directly to flour or corn
starch.

Another way to reduce the
fat in your diet is to trim the
fat from meat edges and
remove the skin from
poultry. Also, broil or bake
meat on a rack so that the fat
drips off.

Brown ground beef and
then drain well in a colander
before you add other ingre-
dients. Chill soups overnight
and remove hardened fat.

The nutritionist says low
fat plain yogurt works well
as a substitute for sour

cream in cold dips. It can
also be used to stretch
mayonnaise in coleslaw,
tuna and potato salads and
dressings. Try half yogurt
and half mayonnaise.

Yogurt can also be used in
place of sour cream in cook-
ed foods. To keep it from
seperating and becoming
watery, just wisk some flour
into it before cooking.

Better still, add the yogurt
after removing the cooked
food from the stove. If you
need extra incentive,
Sweeten says to remember
that per cup, low fat plain
yogurt has only 150 calories,
whereas sour cream has
more than 450 and mayon-
naise more than 1500, mostly
from fat.

“You will be surprised at
how soon your family will
become accustomed to the
adapted recipes and may
even prefer the new lighter
taste and the less heavy feel-
ing after eating,”” she
observes.

“You may have a few flops
as your experiment, but the
successes will soon start
multiplying. Then, be sure to
write down the alterations so
you can do it again,” says
Sweeten.

Chicken Pox Virus Also Causes Shingles

When your childhood case
of chicken pox ended, you
were probably glad to hear
you would never get it again.

You won’t but the herpes
zoster virus that caused
chicken pox remains in the
body and can strike years
later in the form of a disease
called shingles, says the
Texas Medical Association.
(This virus is different from
genital herpes.)

A typical case of shingles
begins after the age of 50
with four or five days of
fever and sometimes chills
and upset stomach. A rash
resembling chicken pox then
appears but is usually con-
fined to one area—often the
chest or back-and on only
one side.

The rash turns into small
blisters that usually begin to
dry out and crust over after
five days. A funny feeling or
sharp pain can precede the
rash, but pain more often oc-
curs during or after the rash.

Normally, the pain will
gradually go away as the
rash disappers, and
recovery follows. But this is
not always the case.

Older people can ex-
perience pain for months or
even years after the rash
clears up. The rash can in-
volve almost any part of the

body and can lead to blind-
ness if it occurs near the
eyes and is left untreated.
The virus that causes
shingles dormant in the body
because the virus is never

. totally eliminated after a

person recovers from
chicken pox. Instead, the
virus retreats to nerve cells
next to the spinal cord.
There, the virus is held at
bay by the body's immune
system.

But sometimes the virus
gains the upper hand, and an
infection occurs again, this
time as shingles. Generally
the infection is restricted to
the group of nerves contain-
ing the virus and to the skin
served by those nerves. The
result is pain and a rash.

Most cases of shingles
clear up naturally, but
serious cases may require

drugs such as amitriptyline,
Carbamazepine, interferon,
and acyclovir to control the
symptoms

Estimates are that up to
half of all people who reach
85 have suffered a case of
shingles. Fortunately, only
about one-tench of a percent
have a second attack by that
age. Shingles can occur at
any age.

Amanda Blake To
Chair Smokeout

The American Cancer
Society announced today
that television actress
Amanda Blake, renowned
for her role as Miss Kitty in
“Gunsmoke,” will serve as
honorary chairman of the
1984 Great American
Smokeout in Texas.

Claiming she'd rather see
a gun smoke any day before
seeing a friend or loved on do
the same thing, the
celebrated Austin resident
will be asking Texas
smokers to give up their
cigarettes for just one day -
November 135.

A former smoker, Miss
Blake quit smoking eight
years ago. ‘I smoked two
packs a day for twenty years
and quit cold turkey,” she
said. “‘But of course, fhouth
cancer is a strong incentive
to give up cigarettes.”

Amanda Blake was
diagnosed as having cancer
of the mouth in 1976. After
undergoing surgery, she is
completely free of the
disease today

The annual Smokeout, now
in it's eighth year, is spon-
sored by the ACS nationwide
to good-naturedly encourage
smokers to give up their
cigarettes for just one day -
if only to prove to
themselves they can

A survey conducted by the
Gallup organization last
vear indicated that almost 36

percent of the 52 million

American smokers tried to
quit for the day. Eight per-
cent made it the full 24 hours
and about four percent were
still not smoking one to 11
days later.

According to Texas ACS
volunteers planning the
Smokeout, Miss Blake's in-
volvement is particularly
timely.

“The ACS recently an-
nounced that lung cancer
has exceeded breast cancer
as the leading cause of
cancer deaths among Texas
women,'’ said Russell Autry
of E! Paso, who is the
volunteer spearheading the
campaign in Texas. ‘‘We feel
that with Miss Blake as our
honorary chairman, we'll in-
crease our chances of
reaching this target group.”

Last March, Miss Blake
received the American
Cancer Society's Courage
Award from President
Ronald Reagan in
ceremonies at the White
House. The award salutes
her personal courage in her
battle against cancer and
cites the hope and inspira-
tion she gives all Americans
in the fight for life and
health.

COLLEGE STATION---
Although Texas peanut pro-
ducers planted some 235,000
acres to the crop this year,
an increase of about 5 per-
cent over last year, yields
will likely be down due to the
season-long drought.

Bass Club
Report

“Bugging Bass"
When you've fished all day
and nothing bites, try bugg-
ing bass. By bugging we are
describing the art of ir-
ritating a bass to the point it
will strike out of anger in
order to ride its surroun-

dings of the irritation.
Perhaps the easiest
method to achieve this state
is by repeatly casting or flip-

ping your line into the same
area. If an area looks extra
good, perhaps as many as
fifteen repeated cast may be
made before that lurker will
loose control and visciously
attack your bait. During
your presentation change
speeds on your retrieve, fast,
slow, and at times even kill-
ing your baits movement
completely will result in an
arm aching strike.

While using the jig and pig
lure Mipping, an angler can
also institute many
variables during fishing an

area which has potential.
Flipping a jig in heavy cover §
and allowing a free fall is the
standard method. But as
with running baits change
your presentation up. During
the lures descent stop your
bait momentarily then allow
it to settle to the bottom.
Normally upon the beginn-
ing of the fall a bass will
seize this chance to strike.
Another method is to during

the descent shake your bait

vigirously thus causing a
spontaneous eruption of bass
and rod igniting.

These are only a féw of the
unlimited variables an
angler can try in an attempt,
to bug bass into biting.
Perhaps the biggest key in
any instant would be inven-
tive and don't allow yourself
to fall into a one method rut.
Be versitile. Good fishing-
and take those youngsters
next time out. They'll love
you for it.

Mononucleosis Produces

Weakness, Swollen Glands

At first, you might think
you have the flu. The initial
symptoms may include
fever, headaches, a sore
throat, and a generally weak
feeling.

But after a day or two,
other symptoms may
appear—swollen glands of
the neck, armpits, or groin,
the yellowish skin color of
jaundice, or a skin rash

resembling German
measles.
The disease is

mononucleosis, says the
Texas Medical Association.

Its nickname, ‘‘the kissing
disease,”” refers to a com-
mon belief that it is spread
by oral contact. How this
viral infection spreads is
unknown, but nononucleosis
usually does not become an
epidemic as flue often does.

Because the virus can
spread to any organ of the
body through the blood, the
symptoms can vary. The
most common are swollen
lymph glands and the high
fever.

Nononucleosis is not too
common, but it tends to
strike mostly children and
young adults. It has no cure,
but it eventually clears up.
Although most symptoms
disappear within two or
three weeks, patients usual-
ly feel weak and lack of
energy for about two more
weeks. Some feel depressed.

Mononucleosis is not a
dangerous disease, but it
tends to recur during the
same year as the first at-
tack. This can happen
several times, but suc-
ceeding attacks are usually
milder than the first. For-
tunately, there are no after-
effects once mononucleosis
has cleared up. Unfortunate-
ly, the body does not build up
immunity to the disease.

Flu-like symptoms that
last more than a few days,
when accompanied by

swollen glands, should be
checked by a physician. A
blood test may be used to
determine of you have
nonomucleosis.

Rest is essential recovery.
Persons with mononucleosis
should not return to their
daily routine for about a
month after the illness
begins. They should drink
plenty of liquids and remain
indoors.

The doctor may recom-
mend aspirin or a substitute
to relieve pain. Because
mononucleosis is a viral
disease, antibiotics will not
help. The disease simply
must run its course.

653 Absentee
Ballots Cast

Texas Farm Economy Reported To Be Worst In 50 Years

COLLEGE STATION--
Texas' farm economy has
gone downhill steadily in the
past few years, and farmers
have found themselves in the
worst economic squeeze
since the Great Depression.

That assessment comes
from Dr. Carl Anderson, an
economist with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, Texas A&M University
System.

“The adjusted farm in-
come for inflation nation-
wide in 1983 was the lowest
since the bleak years of
1932-33,"" Anderson points
out.

Net farm income in Texas
this year will be only about

0 0

half of what it was in 1979,
says Anderson. This means
that the purchasing power of
the farm dollar 1s only about
25 to 30 percent of what it
was five years ago.

The current farm financial
stress stems largely from
depressed crop and livestock
prices, steady increases in
costs, adverse weather con-
ditions and high real estate
rates that increase
and strengthen the dollar
against foreign currencies,
the economist points out. ‘A
strong dollar has discourag-
ed exports and encouraged
imports and foreign produc-
tion,”’ Anderson says,
“further squeezing markets
for American farm com-

costs,

modities."”

Extreme drought condi-
tions have persisted over
much of Texas this year,
lowering forage and crop
production and increasing
production costs. Prices paid
by farmers for inputs have
increased almost a third in
the last five years while
average prices received for
crops and livestocks have
fallen slightly.

But Anderson says the pre-
sent ‘‘crunch”’ on
agriculture results mainly
from action outside its con-
fines. National economic
policies, trade subsidies of
other countries, tariffs,
trade restrictions and other

forces have influenced in-
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terest rates, inflation and
other economic conditions at
home and abroad.
“Extremely high interest
rates which support the
strong value of the dollar
have been the number one
problem to farmers,"” he em-
phasizes. ‘‘When the dollar
rises in value, exports
decrease and imports in-
crease. All this gives
farmers overseas incentive
to produce more to satisfy
their own needs as well as to
export when possible.”
Mechanization and
chemicals for pest control
encouraged farmers to ex-
pand and take on lower pro-
fit margins in the 1970s.
‘‘When interest rates

skyrocketed, export markets
began to disappear and
stockpiles of surplus grain,
cotton and dairy products
appeared in the early 1980s,”
notes Anderson.

These low returns to in-
vestments are beginning to
show now, especially in the
less populated areas where
agriculture is the dominant
use of land and land values
have declined.

Outstanding agricultural
debt now exceeds $13 billion
in Texas, a rise in farm debt
of nearly 50 percent since
1979. And though ample
loanable funds are available
to agriculture, the problem
is that many agricultural
borrowers are unable to

“Some farmers will either
be forced out of

agriculture,” says Ander-
son, “or they will have to
come under the Farmers
Home Administration’s

Despite depressed income,

Texas agriculture is still
financially sound, believes
Anderson. Debt, as a percent
of assets, is averaging less
than 20 percent, and
agricultural loan losses have
increased only slightly since
1980.
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This year's farm income
may unprove slightly from
the depressed levels of the
last two years.

HOUSTON, TX. — Is
there really an epidemic of
cancer?
This is an often-asked
and understandable ques-
tion in view of all the allega-
tions about substances in
our diet and the environ-
ment causing cancer.
“With the exception of
lung cancer, which definite-
ly is caused by smoking and
is on the rise among some
groups, there are no
epidemics of malignant
diseases,”’ says Dr. Guy R.
Newell, director of cancer
prevention programs at The
University of Texas M. D.
Anderson Hospital
Tumor Institute.
Some kinds of cancer
seem to be on the upswing,
although Dr. Newell
observes this trend can be
explained in light of the
additional numbers of peo-
ple living longer to develop
many malignancies.
Cancer used to be con-
sidered a closet disease, one
about which few people
talked openly. Dr. Newell
credits intensified public
information and educatio
for boosting the overal
awareness that cancer no
longer is hopeless.
“We still need to work o
clearing up the lingering
