Qty Will Begin Actively

Enforcing Ordinance
As part of the City’s com­

prehensive efforts at remov­
ing hea lth  and sa fe ty  
hazards throughout the Q ty 
and in cleaning up our com­
munity, the Qty, through the 
Cisco Police Department, 
shall be actively enforcing 
local ordinances and state 
laws in the removal of Junk­
ed and wrecked vehicles 
from public and private 
land.

Local ordinances and state 
laws provide that any vehi­
cle that does not have a valid 
safety sticker and a current 
license tag can be con­
sidered a junked or wrecked 
vehicle. In accordance with 
t t w e lewa, piupeity www i »  
who have such a vehicle will

Starting December 1,1964, 
the Police Department will 
be identifying vehicles that 
are in violation of the law 
and sending out notices to 
the property owners regar­
ding the violations. The 
Police Department will con­
centrate their efforts on the 
property owners considered 
the worst offenders and in 
the “ areas of concentration”  
as identified earlier by Q ty 
Hall. The first “ area of con­
centration”  will be in the 
northwestern and western 
portions of the Q ty.

Another friend writes con­
cerning a single mother with 
three children, “ She is by 
herself and trying to make a 
living for three kids without 
any help from anyone.”

A woman w rites , 
“ Because 1 just get a pension 
and don’t have money for 
anything at Christmas.”

Still another friend writes 
about a fmaily of seven, “ I 
believe this family needs 
your help at this time 
because of all the doctor bills 
they have to pay because of 
the husband’s illness. He has 
cancer and has to go for 
treatments. I am just a 
friend but I truly think they 
could use your help, I know 
they both work but with all 
the bills and the trips to the 
doctor, I know there isn't 
much money left for other 
things. Any little help would 
be appreciated to give this 
family a Merry Christmas.”  

“ Because my husband br­
ings home $145.00 or $150.00 a 
week,”  writes a woman who 
has a one-year old child, 
“ and it all goes on our house 
payment and bank were we 
have our car mortgaged and 
on utilities and a local store. 
As a matter of fact, we’re

behind on some bills cause 
we need some groceries and 
we buy some groceries in­
stead.”

A family of seven writes, 
"1 have five children and my 
husband does not make 
enough to pay all the bills 
and buy anyth ing fo r 
Christmas. We barely make 
it on what he makes now. 
During the hoUdays it is even 
harder.”

A friend writes about a 
couple, “ The husband had an 
accident about one and a half 
years ago. He had an opera­
tion on his back because of 
the accident His wife works 
and gets paid every two 
weeks. After she pays rent 
and buys a few groceries, 
they don’t have anything 
left.”

The Goodfellows of Cisco 
had received 28 similar re­
quests by Friday of last 
week and they had a little 
over $1,000.00 to work with in 
trying to provide Christmas 
fo(>d baskets for those who 
have requested aid.

Letters of request for help 
from any family in Cisco will 
be accep ted  by the 
G ood fe llow s  through 
December 10. The requests 
are invited for review by the 
Goodfellows Board of Direc­
tors.

The letters must be ac­
companied by an official 
G oodfellow s application 
which may be picked up at 
the Cisco Chamber of Com­
merce office, 619 Conrad 
Hilton Avenue.

All letters seeking aid

should contain the complete 
address of the person re­
questing help and the 
telephone number, if the 
family has a telephone. Let­
ters should be mailed to:

Just 
around noon Willbure and 
James are casting along the 
shore towards Peaky Point, 
James is now in control of 
Uie boat fishing just on the 
break of the creek. 2

Pounder; Look mam out by 
the creek, what is it, a 
yellowcat? 7 Pounder: No 
sonny its old Maud Ms 25 
Pounder and she looks 
awfully hungry, you had bet­
ter hide here in the coontail 
moss, she has been known to 
feast on little 2 pounders 
before.

Slowly old maud swims 
upon Peaky Point. As she 
nears we can see a bootleg­
ger jig still imbeded through 
the roof of her mouth from 
an encounter with Willbure 
that she nearly lost. 2 years 
ago Willbure was able to br­
ing Ms. 25 Pounder within in­
ches of the landing net, but 
dropped his rod tip only 
slightly and she .was gone.

Join us next issue and see 
whether Ms 25 Pounder will 
attempt another encounter 
with our anglers, or will she 
be content to simply feast on 
smaller easier game.

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Agricultural W ork Has Hazards

A gr icu ltu ra l work is 
among the most hazardous 
of occupations.

Dr. Gary Nelson, safety 
engineer with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice, Texas A&M University 
System , says the 
agricultural environement is 
hazardous for a number of 
reasons.

First, unlike other in­
dustries which usually 
employ safety experts or 
assign part-time safety 
responsibility to a super­
visor, farm managers must 
set up their own safe 
op era tin g  procedures 
without the advantage of 
co rp o ra te  gu ide lin es , 
resources or training in safe­

ty.
In addition, each farm or 

ranch has unique hazards 
associated with ground 
co ver  and landscape 
features such as hills, 
gullies, brush, trees, ponds, 
ditches and nearby roads.

Elach farm or ranch also is 
different in the type and age 
of machinery and facilities 
used. Nelson points out. 
A lthough some im ­
provements have been made 
in most new agricultural 
equipment, no occupations 
has a higher exposure to the 
variety of machinery and 
their moving parts than does 
agriculture.

A fourth factor affecting 
agricultural injury rates is 
the labor force itself. A 
significant portion of the 
part-time farm labor force is 
supplied by the farm family.

includ ing w ives  and 
children. Often this labor 
force is relatively inex­
perienced in recognizing and 
coping with agricultural 
hazards.

General industry can exer­
cise management control 
over a large group of 
workers, notes Nelson, but 
the majority of farms and 
ranches have no employees 
outside the owner’s family. 
And no safety regulations 
apply to family operated 
farms.

“ In no other industry do 
wives and children get in­
volved in the operation of 
complex mechanical equip­
ment associated with severe 
injury potential as in farm­
ing and ranching,”  Nelson 
points out.

Furthermore, hired farm 
labor is frequ en tly  
migratory and relatively un­
skilled. Such brief periods of 
employment and language 
barriers can hamper suc­
cessful long-term safety 
training.

Another factor related to 
farm and ranch safety is the 
v a r ie ty  of stresses 
associated with agriculture. 
Medical experts have con­
tended that agriculture is the 
occupation with the highest 
level of general stress in the 
United States. Extra long 
work hours, particularly at 
different seasons of the year, 
plus the responsibility that 
goes with managing a farm 
or ranch, can create severe 
stress, says Nelson.

Shouldering all the respon­
sibility for planning and 
managing his business, 
operating and maintaining a 
wide variety of hazardous 
equipment, and usually pro­
viding most of the required 
labor while dealing with 
many stressful uncertainties 
can take a heavy toll on 
farmers and ranchers, says 
Nelson. Uncertainties in­
clude weather conditions, 
disease and pest conditions, 
and economic conditions, 
particularly ever-fluctuating 
commodity prices and in­
terest rates.

“ These unique features of 
agriculture produce an en­
vironment which is loaded 
with opportunities for severe 
injury as well as unique 
stresses which tend to divert 
a fanner's or rancher’s at­
tention away from safety,”  
Nelson says. ‘ ‘However, 
recognizing that agriculture 
is a high hazard industry, 
special attention must be 
given to safety education 
and accident prevention if 
injuries are to be reduced.”

All entries should be 
sacked and tabled with the 
grower’s name, address and 
variety of pecans.

All entries of nuts must be 
entered by 4:00 p.m. on 
Thursday, Decem ber 6 . 
They may be sent or left at 
the County Extension  
Agent’s office in Eastland 
prior to December 6.

The first place entries will 
be sent to the Regional 
Pecan Show. Entries not 
winning first place will be 
sold to pay expenses of the 
show.

Walker said there will be a 
class for every variety pro­

vided there are at least two 
entries in that class. There 
will be a class for the 
sm allest pecans, native

pecans, and seedlings as 
well as all varieites. Plaques 
will be given to exhibitors of 
champion in-shell, shelling 
and native entries. Rosettes 
will be awarded for reserve 
champions and the first 
three place ribbons will be 
given in each class.

Pecans will be judged by 
Extension Service and Ex­
perim en t S tation  H or­
ticulturists. They will be 
judged on the basis of size, 
color, appearance, shell 
thickness, cracking quality, 
kernel quality and other fac­

tors.
Members of the pecan 

grower’s association and 
Eastland Chamber of Com­
merce will assist with the 

pecan show work.
After the pecan show on 

Saturday, the g row er ’ s 
organization will sell shelled 
and in-shell pecans that do 
not win first place to help 
pay expenses of the pecan 
show reports Walker.
