Can't work or walk
too much. Only receive
social security.”

A single mother with two
children, ages 17 months and
5 years, writes, "My hus-
band left about six months
apo. I have two small
children that need
something for Christmas. 1
only have a small amount of

money. I only work two days
a week and cannot find
employment. 1 can not af-
ford a baby sitter and buy
Christmas gifts for my
children. I have no relatives
in Cisco. I really need help
because my husband does
not pay child support and
don't know where to contact
him."

Another woman with two
children writes, ““My hus-
band is disabled at this time
and I don’t have a job and we
are not receiving govern-
ment help at this time."”

A couple writes, "I need a
Christmas basket because |
have not worked in over 3'2
months. I don’t have any in-
come at all. I get cheese and
butter each month. I have an
artificial leg and it is hard to
get a job when they know it. [
am really in need for food. I

would be grateful for
anything."”

When I read
this information I thought we
would get bored because it
was such a small country,
but that was not true.

People of this area recent-
ly shared the world-wide in-
terest in Baby Faye, the in-
fant who received the
transplant of a baboon’s
heart at Loma Linda
Hospital in California.

The local person who could
visualize the scene the most
clearly was probably Dr.
Stephen Krech, a young
Eastland physician.

For Dr. Krech spent three
years of Medical Residency
at Loma Linda University
Hospital, graduating there in
1983 with a Degree as a
Specialist of Internal
Medicine.

Before going to Loma Lin-
da the doctor took his pre-
med training at the Universi-
ty of California at Los
Angeles. His M.D. Degree
was obtained at the Univer-
sity of South Carolina in
Charleston. He opened his
general medical practice
here in Eastland on Oct. 1.

“When I learned of the
transplant operation on
Baby Faye,”” the doctor
says, ‘‘my first feeling was
one of surprise. This seemed
a bit unusual for Loma Lin-
da, which I had thought was
a fairly conservative institu-
tion."”

Loma Linda, he explains,
is operated by the Seventh-
day Adventist Church, and is
one of the major teaching in-
stitutions in the country. The
high standards and large
volume of applications make
it difficult to be accepted at
l.oma Linda.

“One reason why I wanted
to attend is that the school
has good doctors and a high
standing,”” he says.

“After I thought over the
Baby Faye heart transplant,
I decided that the far-
reaching effects would be
beneficial.

“The death of the child
was very unfortunate. But
the surgery showed that the
doctors were willing to take

v a chance and pioneer new

may save other lives.”

Dr. Krech says he was
aware of the drug used to
halt tissue rejection after
heart surgery - that this is
something which has been in
use for several years.

The joctor mentions that
Loma Linda is located in a

nadino, about 60 miles east
of Los Angeles. His wife,
Melanie, grew up at nearby
Corona, while Dr. Krech's
home town is in Woodland
Hills, in the San Fernado
Valley.

He describes the Loma
Linda University Hospital
building as being a white
structure nine floors high,
with three towers at the top
connected with walkways.
Each of the floors is
numbered and used for dif-
ferent disclipines or fields of
medicine. There are appox.
600-700 beds in the hospital.

The sevent and eighth
floors are largely surgery,
including the place where
heart surgery is performed.
The ninth floor is unsed for
internal medicine, and that
is where Dr. Krech trained.

“I really enjoyed my stay
at Loma Linda,” the doctor
remarks. ‘‘Although not of
the Adventist faith, 1 ap-
preciated the christian at-
mosphere and positive ap-
proach to medical care. I

omae-impressed by .theris .

dedication to saving lives.

“There is a mixture of
Adventists and non-
members on the house staff,
but overall there is a strong
church influence.”

Dr. Krech has some con-
tact with doctors in the
Cardio-Thorasics Unit, but
does not recall meeting any

operation on Baby Faye.
Loma Linda, he says, is pro-
bably best known in the field
of pulmonary and cardio-
vascular medicine. The
hospital is also noted for its
work in the field of preven-
tive medicine, and Dr.
Krech's studies included
some of that training.

“I believe the hospital will
continue to move forward in
the field of health care,” he
says. *That will undoubtedly
include more transplant
surgery. Perhaps the public
has been made more aware
of the work going on there.”

Volunteer Fire Fighter -
Jack Of All Trades

Most of us have no idea
what a volunteer fire fighter
actually does other than
spray water on an occasional
fire. The volunteer fire ser-
vice is much more than a
group of ‘“‘good ol' boys”
hanging out at the local fire
house and organizing an oc-
casional carnival.

They are building inspec-
tors, construction workers,
fire safety experts, com-
munity leaders and trained
paramedics.

For instance, volunteer
fire fighters regularly con-
duct home inspection pro-
grams to help homeowners
spot common fire hazards
and to stress the importance
of smoke detectors.

During one of these inspec-
tions in Seaside, Oregon, the
volunteer fire department
found that many elderly and
handicapped people were
especially vulnerable to fire.
Consequently, the depart-
ment designed a program to
provide smoke detectors to
those people unable to obtain
their own. The community
wholeheartedly supported
the program. With funds
donated from a number of
service clubs, the first
smoke detectors was install-
ed within months.

Volunteers offer this same
inspection to schools,
businesses, hospitals, chur-
ches and other public
buildings within a communi-
ty.

These inspections save
many lives because the fire
fighters are able to
familiarize the tenants with
hazards within the building,
how to correct them, and
how to evacuate the building
when a fire occurs. Equally
important, the volunteers
have a chance to familiarize
themselves with the building
which enables them to

with a fire inside it.

Butler, New Jersey, has
taken building inspection a
step further. The volunteers
regularly work with ar-
chitects to design firesafe
homes and offices.

““No building goes up in
Butler until we have approv-
ed the plans,” said Floyd
Decker, a Butler volunteer.

In addition to ensuring
that buildings are fire safe,
volunteer fire fighters make
sure that people learn to cor-
rect fire safety techniques.
Departments across the na-
tion have implemented fire
education programs for both
children and adults.

The Butler volunteers
regularly sponsor poster and
essay contests for elemen-
tary and high school
students. The fire fighters
also work with teachers to
include firesafety techniques
along with regular school
lessons.

Volunteers are even seen
on college campuses. Floyd
Decker speaks frequently to
elementary education ma-
jors at a small northeastern
college. These students are
required to learn firesafety
techniques that they will be
able to pass on to their own
students.

“This is a good example of
the growing emphasis on fire
safety in the U.S.,” Decker
said of the college program.

Many volunteer depart-
ments have been successful
in organizing community
fire prevention committees
to assist the volunteers in
delivering their message.

One department in Delta
Junction, Alaska, organized
a committee of local com-
munity leaders and trained
them in fire prevention
techniques. The committee
then assisted the volunteer
fire fighters in presentations
to community clubs on home

The son of Ner, of the tribe
of Benjamin. Abner served
in the army of Saul and his
fighting force sometimes
assumed major proportions,
upward to 200,000 men. (1
Sam. 15:4) Abner was a very
powerful man, but did not
feel himself a match for the
towing Goliath. However, he
stood by and witnessed
voung David demonstrate
his courage. Abner proposed
a contest between a dozen
warriors on each side of the
opposing Kings. The sides
were so evenly matched that
a mutual slaughter resulted.
This provoked a full-scale
war and Abner's forces lost
eighteen men to every one of
Joab's soldiers. (2 Sam.
2:12-17. 30, 31) Joab later de-
nounced Abner as a conniv-
ing spy and tricked him into
a position where he could
kkill him. (2 Sam. 3:20-17)
With Abner's death, any
hoped-for support for Ish-bo-
sheth was assassinated by
traitorous men. With this the
rule of the house of Saul
came to a complete end.

There are well over five
million native pecan trees
along Texas rivers and
streams. Little wonder the
State claims this popular
and productive tree as the of-
ficial State Tree of Texas.

The pecan, whether native
or a named variety, is often
claimed as a good yard or
shade tree. Not only does it
provide shade but rewards
the grower with desirable
nuts as well. The pecan
makes a stately shade tree
and is comparatively fast
growing. It is quick to lose its
leaves come fall and late to
leaf out in the spring, thus
allowing the desired winter
sun more than most other
tree selections.

Winter is pecan tree plan-
ting time. Planting when the
tree is dormant and the
season cool and moist is im-
portant for good livability.

For success in planting
pecans, select and buy
sound, virgorous trees. The
pecan is purchased bare-
rooted, thus, choose Llrees
which are not dried out, and
keep the root area moist at
all times. If there is a delay
in planting, cover the root
area with moist rags or with
moist soil until planting

Select a tree 3 to 6 feet in
height...above the root
line...and prune at least one-
third of the top growth away.
Cutting the new tree back is
often difficult for most
gardeners; yet, pruning the
tree will pay off with faster
establishment of roots and
faster prowth the first
critical year after planting.

locate the pecan planting
in well-drained soil and
where.. there .us ample. sun
and pprowing - FOOM - away
from the competition of
neighboring trees.

The grower must dig the
planting area large enough

to easily accommodate the
tree's root system. Set the
tree at the same depth it
stood in the nursery
row...not too shallow, not too
deep. Replace well-prepared
topsoil around the roots, fir-
ming it well to eliminate
possible air pockets, and
water well after planting.

Do not fertilize the tree un-
til it is well established and
growing. Usually, it is best
for the grower to wait until
the second spring or growth
season to begin a fertilizer
program.

Perhaps the most difficult
and the most important item
in growing pecans is to
choose the proper variety for
one's specific area. New
varieties which are of better
quality and more disease
resistant are replacing the
older and less desirable
ones. The following are
recommended pecan
varieties for Eastland Coun-
ty with some of their outstan-
ding characteristics:

In-shell pecans for retail
sales and home use

CHOCTAW large
pecan of excellent kernel
quality. Choctaw develops a
59 percent kernel and re-
quires 37 nuts to weigh one
pound under optimum grow-
ing conditions.

KIOWA is a brand new
USDA release. Kiowa nuts
look like Desirable. The tree
is more vigorous, produces
larger crops, but is not as
consistent as Desirable

MOHAWK is a large pecan
of fair to good kernel quality.
Mohawk develops a 60 per-
cent kernel and requires 34
nuts to weight one pound
under optimum growing con-
ditions. Mohawk makes an
excellent dooryard tree
because of its diffuse bran-
ching and heavy, dense
foliage. Mohawk is also

IS a

adapted to areas of North
Texas because it matures
pecan early in the season.

MAHAN is a large pecan
with variable kernl quality.
This is an old variety which
has had good market accep-
tance in spite of poor kernel
quality due to its large size.
The Mahan tree has a dark
rich green color and is an ex-
cellent tree for ornamental
purposes.

SHELLING PECANS FOR
WHOLESALE TRADE AND
HOME USE:

SHAWNEE is a medium-
sized pecan of good kernel
quality. Shawnee develops a
59 percent kernel and re-
quires 51 nuts to weigh one
pound under optimum grow-
ing conditions. This pecan is
big enough and attractive
enough to use as a retail
pecan,

SIOUX is a small, ex-
cellent quality pecan. Sioux
develops & 60 percent kernel
and requires 61 nuts to weigh
one pound under optimum
growing conditions.

WICHITA is a medium-to-
large western pecan variety
with very good quality
kernels. Wichita develops a
62 percent kernel and re-
quires 44 nuts to weigh one
pound under optimum grow-
ing conditions. Wichita must
be harvested when mature
and stored properly. The
tree is very productive and
comes into production at an
early age. Wichita requires
zinc management for proper
leaf development and tree
growth. Wichita is not
disease resistant.

CADDO is small pecan of
good kernel quality. Caddo
develops a 63 percent kernel
and requires 57 nuts to weigh
one pound under optimum
growing conditions. Caddo is
very productive and comes
into production in approx-
imately 6 years. The tree is a
vigorous grower, has strong
disease resistance and is a
regular producer. It is pro-
tandrous, pollen first, varie-
.

“THE HISTORY OF
HERBS"

We find herbs in many
places in the Bible; “"Small
rain upon the tender herb.”
-Deuteronomy 32:2; “And
thou shalt eat the herb of the
field." ~Genesis 3:18; “The
greatest herbs." —Matthew
13:31-32; —Eat it with
unleavened bread and bitter
herbs.”” --Numbers 9:11;
*But woe unto you,
Pharisees! For ye tithe mint
and rue and all manner of
herbs." —~Luke 11:42.

The term "*herb'’ is used in
the Bible to describe grassy
plants in general, as well as
to refer to the group of plants
use specifically for scent,
flavor, or medicinal pur-
poses.

The Old Testament men-
tions the bitter herbs which
had to be eaten with the
Passover lamb, but does not
specify any particular plant.
(Exodus 12:8). Tradition
names them as lettuce, en-
dive, and chicory, to which
were added later water-
cress, parsley and others.
Though the herbs
themselves varied with time
and place, the reason for
eating them always remain
clear. They were to remind
the Hebrews of their bitter
experience as slaves in
Egypt. (Exodus). The
Passover feast is celebrated
in the Spring of the year and
its purpose is to recall how
the Israelites were ‘‘passed
over’’ by the destroying
angel when the first born of
the Egyptians were slain.
(Exodous 12:21-28). The Last
Supper is thought to have
been a Passover meal,
though there is some dif-
ference of this since the

fer on the time of events of
Holy Week.

Only in the New Testa-
ment are the lesser herbs
mentioned by name. Mint
was valued for its medicinal
qualities and was spread on
floors to give off its sweet
scent with each footfall. In
food preparation, mint was
served with meat dishes,
especially with Passover
lamb.

Anise is a three-foot high
plant with an oval fruit
which has a pungent taste
and is used to flavor food, as
medidine, and as a healing
wash for cuts. Rue grows to
a height of five feet and is
mentioned only once in the
Bible. (Luke 11:42) Its Greek
name, peganon means
“strong smelling.”” This
plant was used in medicines,
to flavor food, and as a
disinfectant.

Jesus mentioned mustard
twice, calling it the
“greatest of herbs”', evident-
ly a reference to the twelve-
foot height this plant
sometimes attains. Mustard
leaves were eaten as a
vegetable and the seeds
were ground into a powder
used to flavor meat dishes.
In the parable of the
mustard seed in a forceful
saying about faith, Jesus
comapred the smaliness of
the mustard seed and the
greatness of its possibilities.
(Matthew 17:20; Luke 17:6)
The Latin name for the
mustard family is
Cruciferae, meaning
“‘cross-bearing,’”’ because
the four petals of the plant’s
flowers resemble the shape
of the Maltese cross.
