Trustees Will Open Bids

The board of trustees of
the Conrad N. Hilton
Memorial Park and Com-
munity Center, Inc., will
open bids at 2 p.m. Thurs-
day, April 25, for a contract
to restore the Mobley Hilton
Hotel, according to an-
nouncement by President
Eris Ritchie.

The call for bids was
authorized by the board of
directors after meetings
here last Monday and Tues-
day. Gordan Marchant of the
architecture firm of Komat-
su and Associates, Fort
Worth, has plans and
specifications for prospec-
tive bidders, Mr. Ritchie
said.

Bids will also be opened to
award a contract for interior

design and furnishing, ac-
cording to the announce-
ment. Prospective bidders
will be screened to deter-
mine their qualifications and
financial capability, and an
adequate bond will be re-
quired, the announcement
said.

A set of blueprints is on
display in the director’s
room at the First National
Bank and the public was in-
vited to see them.

Mr. Ritchie said the board
hopes to have construction
work underway by May 1
and for the restoration to be
completed in a year. Fun-
ding includes a 1.2 million
dollar grant from the Conrad
N. Hilton Foundation.

The old Mobley, located at

Hilton and 4th Street, was
the first hotel owned by the
late Conrad Hilton, who was
later to become the world’s
No. 1 innkeeper with hotels
throughout tne world.

In the restoration, the
board hopes to obtain part of
the original furniture from
the old Mobley and a com-
mittee was being organized
to help locate suitable fur-
nishings for the structure,
Mr. Ritchie said.

‘‘Needless to say,
members of the board of

trustees are real excited
with developments,” Mr.
Ritchie said. ‘‘Legal details
have been cleared up. Money
will be available to us as pro-
gress is made in the restora-
tion work.”

Plans call for the Mobley
Hilton to be occupied by the
Chamber of Commerce as
the building and property
caretaker. The board has ar-
ranged for the Mobley Hilton
to be dedicated on Oct. 13,
1986, as a part of state ses-
quicentennial program.

The people of Cisco are facing yet another im-
portant battle in an ongoing fight for our
treasured ‘‘small town’ way of life. This is a
fight which may not be apparent to many
citizens.

The economic difficulties which the local
business community has suffered in recent mon-
ths are symptomatic of this fight for survival.
However, residents have the opportunity to do
something to help their community. ‘‘Shopping
at Home'’ may never be more important than it
is this year.

Texas has suffered statewide: business is
down, unemployment is up. Most rural areas and
small towns, like Cisco, have been hard hit and
are fighting for survival.

We can no longer be complacent, Cisco is also
fighting for survival; but Cisco can survive and
more, succeed, but it is going to take the concern
and effort of all its citizens.

Everyone should do as much of their shopping
as possible at home this year, for several
reasons.

First, local sales keep those dollars at home
where they turn over and over again, providing
jobs and income for many persons. Those who
complain about the town needing more jobs and
better pay, and who then shop out of town, are
only contributing to the very problem they’re
complaining about!

Second, the local sales tax comes back into the
city budget to help it provide and maintain essen-
tial services. Shopping out of town decreases the
amount received by the city for use on those
essential services.

Third, a steady volume of local sales helps to
assure that the local merchants will stay in
business and be able to offer a greater and better
selection of merchandise. Shopping away from
home only means they can offer less and less or,
perhaps, close altogether.

Fourth, local prices are generally competitive
with those elsewhere, and usually beat others
when you consider the cost of gasoline and ser-
vice out of town.

Fifth, Cisco is a fine community to live and
raise a family in. One reason is a good school
system. A system supported by tax dollars from
a local tax base. If local businesses close and
property values decrease that tax base will be
eroded and the schools will have to suffer or
taxes will have to increase.

Sixth, lost jobs, sales tax, and tax base can on-
ly mean that the quality of life in Cisco will
decline and our young people will be forced to go
elsewhere as they seek careers and livings.
Studies have shown that 75 to 80 percent of new
jobs come, not from new saviour-type industries
like say, a GM plant, but from expansion of ex-
isting businesses. Building up our local
businesses by patronization should be a number-
one priority.

Cisco businesses are making a real effort to at-
tract and deserve local residents’ patronage.
Seasonal sales, promotions of various kinds,
sidewalk sales and numerous other events are
evidence of their willingness to compete.

Cisco merchants are trying to do their part in
the community’s continuing fight for survival,

to be competitive, trying to be generous,
and trying to be of service. They have long ago
realized the of the local economy to
the quality of life and have invested heavily in it,
in some cases eve they have.

Cisco residents should recognize that commit-
ment to the fight and do their part to help the
town succeed by shopping at home.

The
president was very attentive
to that,” said Stenholm, who

met privately with Reagan
Tuesday on long-term farm
policies.

Farm pregrams for 1986
and beyond are now being
debated in Congress after
the Reagan administration
introduced its 1985 farm bill
into the House last month.

The administration’s plan
would almost eliminate
direct payments to farmers
for price supports and loans
in an effort to make the pric-
ing of commodities more
market-oriented.

Stenholm, who testified on
his own farm proposals
before the House Agriculture
Committee Thursday before
going to the White House
meeting, said he told Reagan

that he could agree with the
president on the need for a
market orientation with the
pricing for such com-
modities as cotton, wheat,
feed grains and wool.

However, the con-
gressman emphasized that
Reagan's requested cut-
backs in agriculture were
far too steep.

‘““What we're saying is that
50 percent cut from an in-
dustry on its knees doesn’t
make sense,” said Stenholm
after the Thursday White
House meeting.

In his testimony before the
Agriculture committee,
Stenholm outlined his pro-
posal to freeze spending for
three years on most farm
programs while cutting 5 to

20 percent out of direct
payments to farmers for
price supports and loans.
‘““The answers to our
agriculture problems lie not

in increasing federal outlays
to farmers, but in long-term
reforms that will increase
farm profitability for the
marketplace,” he told the
committee.

The deer season proposal
would open the season each
year on the second Saturday
in November, instead of the
Saturday nearest Nov. 15. If
adopted, the change would
allow a 58-day season In
1985-86, but would drop back
to the existing 5l-day ar-
rangement during some
vears because of calendar
differences.

The proposal would allow
the deer season to open as

early as Nov. 8 in some
years, or as late as Nov. 14.
The current closing date of
the first Sunday in January
is not proposed to be chang-
ed. If adopted, the 1985-86
whitetail season in most
counties would be Nov. 9,
1985, through Jan. 5, 1986.

In all counties having an
archery-only whitetail
season, the proposed dates
are Oct. 5-Nov. 3, 1985.

Another proposal would
create an additional
antlerless white-tailed deer
tag on the Texas hunting

license to encourage hunters
to take more antlerless deer.
Currently, each hunting
license has one antlerless
(white-tailed o, 1ule deer)
tag, two tags valid for buck
or antlerless mule deer tag.

The change would make it
possible for a hunter to
harvest five deer, not to in-
clude more than four
whitetails (no more than two
whitetail bucks) or two mule
deer in a season. However,
in some 92 counties hunters
are limited to one buck, and
antlerless permit’ iSstance

rates depend upon annual
deer census surveys.

Several changes also are
proposed for turkey hunting,
including an increase in the
bag limit of Rio Grande
turkeys from one gobbler
per spring season to two in
most counties with a spring
season. However, only three
turkeys would be allowed
per person per year and the
bag limit in East Texas
counties which have eastern
turkeys would remain at
once gobbler (spring season
only).'

Pisa
Pisa is an old city of Italy
famed for its marhle

belltower (Leaning Tower of
Pisa). It is often considered
one of the seven wonders of
the world. The tower tips so
far to one side that it looks as
though it will fall. But it has
stood for hundreds of years.
It was begun in 1174 and
completed in 1350. The
ground beneath the tower
started to sink after the first
three stories were built. The
tower began to lean and con-
tinued leaning until it was
6% feet out of line. It has tip-
ped one foot during the last
hundred years. In 1928, the
Italian government started
to give the tower a firm foun-
dation. Cement was forced
into the soil beneath the
tower to prevent further
leaning. It is said that
Galileo made his famous ex-
periments with falling
weights in 1589 from the top
of the tower. The tower, or
campanile, built entirely of
marble, is a fine example of
Romanesque artictecture.
The tower, the Cathedral,
and the Baptistery from one
of the most famous building
groups in the world.

The leaning tower is 179
feet tall. The walls are 13
feet thick at the base and
between 6 and 7 feet thick at
the top. A row of arches,

C.J.C.

resting on 15 columns, sur-
rounds the first story. Each
of the 6 stories is surrounded
by 30 columns. The top story
has 12 columns, and also
houses the bells. An inner
staircase of nearly 300 steps
leads to the top, or one can
walk around the outside of
the tower to reach the top.
One of the men did this, who
was in our touring group. He
said he could really tell the
tower was leaning as it was
like walking uphill to reach
the top.

Medivial walls surround
the Piazza Miracoli (The
Square of Miracles), where
the Leaning Tower is
located.

The baptistery is located
here also, and was started in
1183. The upper stories are
decorated with statues of
humans and animals, heads,
busts of saints and prophets.
The building is marble, as
are all of the buildings in Ita-
ly.

Inside, is the baptismal
font, the large octagonal
bath has its sides decorated
with two rosetts panels, an
extremely delicate work of
intarsia and scuplture. On a
column in the middle of the
font is a statue of St. John the
Baptist. Then there is a
great pulpit made by Nicola
Pisano. The particular
acoustics of the building
creates a multiple echo

All of
the buildings are decorated
with beautiful frescoes and
mosaics.

There are many palaces
and other cathedrals in Pisa.
It lies on both tanks of the
River Arno. It has a univer-
sity founded in 1343 and an
adacemy of fine arts
established by Napoleon.

WICHITA FALLS, Texas -
Michael Victor Briock is one
of those people you don’t
easily forget.

After all, how many people
have the word ‘‘Love” tat-
tooed on each eyelid? And
how often have you seen a
tattoo of a half-man, half-
goat on someones back?

Yet despite these easily
recognizable marks, Briock
has avoided law enforce-
ment officers in two states
who want him on warrants
charging him with theft and
forgery.

Briock, 44, came to the at-
tention of Wichita Falls
police detectives in May,
1984.

According to police
reports, Briock has assumed
the name of Vernon Rippy
and was working at a
business in Wichita Falls.
His is charged with stealing
several checks from the
business, making them out
in the name Vernon Rippy,
forging the business owner’s
name and then cashing
them. Detectives discovered
that the real Vernon Rippy
was not involved in the
forgery.

Briock has been charged
with Theft Over $750. and
Forgery by the Wichita Falls
Police Department. He is
also wanted in Stanton,
Mercer County, North
Dakota for Larceny.

Briock is a white male, 58,
170 pounds, with brown hair
and brown eyes. He usually
wears a mustache and
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beard. He has at least 30
tatoos over his body.

Detectives say he might be
driving a 1973 silver Lincoln
Continental with Texas
license XRU-638. The car is
listed as stolen.

Detective Jim Bernethy of
the Wichita Falls Police
Department say Briock ‘‘has
contacts all over the coun-
try.”

“He is also known to date
and marry topless dancers
and works in a tree trimm-
ing and lawn business,”
Detective Bernethy said.

Investigators belive that
Briock might frequent the
San Antonio area.

This week Briock made
the Texas Most Wanted List.
A $1,000. reward id being of-
fered for information
leading to his capture.

Methamphetamine and
amphetamine are commonly
known as ‘‘speed.”

Hart said the three were
transferred Wednesday to
Taylor County Jail by
Eastland County Sheriff Don
Underwood.

Payne and Reynolds were
arrested about 7 p.m. Friday
in a pasture in northern
Eastland County, about a
mile north of the intersection
of State Highway 69 and U.S.
183.

Two other men fled after
offices swept into the site
where Underwood said the
suspects were ‘‘cooking off a

batch of metham-
phetamine."”
Harrington later was pick-

ed up by lawmen as he was
hitchhiking, and the fourth
man turned himself in to
police in Breckenridge. He
was identified as Melvin
Wayne Duggan, 26, of
Breckenridge.

State drug charges were
filed on all four men, but
Duggan was not named in
Wednesday’s federal com-
plaint.

The phone call from Zim-
babwe inviting Rev. John C.
Jones, pastor of the Greater
Mountain Top Church
(U.P.C.), to preach in the
April Camp Meeting was one
of many international calls
of preaching invitations he
receives annually. This one
was different, for seven days
later the invitation would be
cancelled.

I have been
shot at twice (American mis-
sionary) this week, and
several of our preachers
have been badly beaten.”

New Law Increases

Earned Income

Earned income credit, a
tax benefit for certain low in-
come persons, has been ex-
panded to allow for the effect
of inflation and higher social
security taxes, according to
the Internal Revenue Ser-
vice.

In 1984, qualified persons
were allowed a maximum
credit of $500, which was
gradually phased out as in-
come increased to $10,000.
Beginning in 1985, the credit
will equal 11 percent of the
first $5,000 for a maximum
credit of $550. If income is
greater than $5,000, the
credit continues to gradually
phase out. With an income of
$11,000 there is no benefit at
all.

The credit may be com-
puted only on earned in-
come, such as wages or self-
employment. Since it is
refundable, it may be claim-
ed even though income is so
low that there is no tax
liability. It may be entered
on either Form 1040 or Form
1040A.

Earned income credit is
available to low income per-
sons who provide a home in
the United States that they
share with a child for an en-
tire year. Married persons
must also file a joint return
and claim the child as a
dependent.

If you feel that you may
qualify to receive the earned
income credit, but would like
help with preparing your tax
return, you can get that help
free of charge at any of the
neighboring Vounteer In-
come Tax Assistance
(VITA) centers. For a com-

The Texas Senate, follow-
ing earlier passage by the
House of Representatives,
past a statewide water plan
on February 27, 1985. The
Senate verion of the plan,
however, differs significant-
ly from that passed by the
House. The result of the op-
posing plans is a Conference

members of the Senate
(Senators Santiesteban,
Montford, Truan, Lyon and
Brown) appointed by Lt

The two
sides will meet and attempt
to iron out the differences in
the two water plans and
ultimately come to an agree-
ment on a drastically needed
comprehensive water plans
for Texas.

One of the most significant
and debated differences bet-
ween the Senate and House
versions is the control of
underground aquifers.
Under the Senate version,
citizens of an area who en-
counter a critical water
shortage would have the op-
portunity to vote to create an
underground water district.
If such a proposal failed the
electivon, then the voters
would have another oppor-
tunity, in a second election,
to vote for a distict. If the
voters rejected the district
after two elections, then the
