When Gillette approached 
Arthur Conan Doyle about 
making a play adaptation of 
his famous Sherlock Holmes 
detective stories, Conan 
Doyle was thoroughly fed-up 
with the Holmes character. 
It seems that he had literary 
a sp ira tion s  other than 
writing detective stories, but

the book-buying public was 
only interested in Sherlock 
Holmes, and he had been 
forced out of economic 
necessity to continue writing 
detective stories until he 
loathed them. So when 
Gillette asked if Conan Doyle 
minded his introducing a 
love interest for Holmes, 
Conan Doyle is said to have 
responded “ Fine, marry him 
off, kill him, do whatever 
you want.”

It  should be noted 
however, that Gillette was 
very discreet, and although 
his play is both a comedy 
and a romance, he has 
s tayed  true to the 
characterizations of the 
original stories. In fact, 
much of the humor in the 
play is inherent in the 
origin^ as any Holmes affi­
dando win ten you. It Is a 
stylish kind of humor the en­
tire family can enjoy.

Technically. SHERLOCK 
HOIJVIES presents some ma­
jor challenges for the in­
tim ate ROOF G ARD EN 
DINNER ’THEATRE in that 
there are five different set­
tings. In any other theatre 
this would be challenging, 
but in a theatre created in an 
adapted ballroom with vir­
tually no backstage space, it 
required some very im­
aginative planning.

In man> households, the delec­
table aroma of barbecued chicken or 
grilled burgers is as much a part of 
summer as warm, sunny da\ s.

If you re a (an of tasty outdoor 
fare, but don l ha\e much patience 
tvith reluctant coals, you ought want 
to put together a homemade charcoal 
lighter This handy device, which can 
easily be made from common house­
hold and hardware store items, will 
produce a glowing bed of briquettes 
in about ten minutes —a definite improxement oxer the time required to generate em­
bers XXhen using the more conxentional lighter-fluid method.

The w tirkhorse o f the lighter is simply an k lengt h of (i -diameter smgle-w ailed stove­
pipe Y ou'll also need 1-1 of 116 .\ 1 flat steel for the handle and another 12 or so 
of the same material fer the three legs leach leg measures appro.ximately 3-1 2 I. In the 
charcoal chimney shown in the draw ing. the legs xvere bra/.ed to the inside of the stove­
pipe so that 2 of each leg protruded from the bottom of the eylinifer. ( I f  you prefer, 
you can attach the legs with 1 8 " Pop Rivets or \ o  6 machine screws and nuts.I \  sec­
tion of 1 16 expanded metal screening can be cut to fit the bottom of the cylinder and 
should be fastened by brazing (or with rivets or machine screw s and nutsl. Then attach 
the handle and apply a coat of heat-resistant flat black paint to the burner, inside and out.

U ith that done, your chimney is ready to use. For hot coals in no time, fill the igniter 
with briquettes until it's  about two-thirds full, set it on your outdoor grill, and place 
several sheets of crumpled newspaper underneath the cylinder s metal screening. When 
X40U light the paper, it will ignite the charcoal, and. as a result of the "chimney effect.”  
the briquettes xvill rapidly develop into glow ing coals. When the embers are ready, sim­
ply dump them on the grill and prepare the feast He sure to use a barbecue glove when 
you transfer the coals, as the handle of the igniter is likely to be x-ery hot 

\\ hen you use your charcoal igniter, you'll find that a few sheets of paper can be a 
lot more effective than liberal libations of fossil fuel—and a lot cheaper, since old 
newspapers and other burnables are usually available free for the asking. A s  a bonus, 
you won't hax e to worry about the odor o f lighter fluid, w hich sometimes taints grilled 
foods

So if you ve got a little time on your hands (and yesterday 's paper!, try putting together 
your own version of our charcoal igniter. You might just decide that the igniter is the 
greatest addition to the barbecue since fire.

Is it a elective story? Is it a 

comedy? Is it a romance? 
The answer to all three ques­
tions is a resounding "yes!

It should be 
noted however, that Gillette 
was very discreet, and 
although his play is both a 
comedy and a romance, he 
has stayed true to the 
characterizations of the 
original stories. In fact, 
much of the humor in the 
play is inherent in the 
original as any Holmes affi- 
ciando will tell you. It is a 
stylist kind of humor the en­

Mill
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Capitol Update
By Jim Parker

AUow me to use this col­
umn as a vehicle to give you 
some idea of the frustrations 
encountered by a person at­
tempting to serve as a cons­
cientious member of the 
State Legislature.

My example is a state 
agency caUed the Texas Pro­
secutors CouncU. To a casual 
observer this agency would 
appear to be a good, solid, 
law and order mechanism 
readily deserving of fuU sup­
port.

For the purposes of my ex­
ample let me teU you the 
facts of the Texas Pro­
secutors Council. Prior to 
the establishment of the 
Council in 1977, criminal

justice grants were funded 
directly to a private agency 
caUed the courses and pro­
vide education material for 
Texas prosecutors. The 
system worked very weU.

In 1977, at a time when 
Texas had significant budget 
surpluses, the Texas Pro­
secutors Council was 
established through the 
power of House leadership 
and, just coincidentally, pro­
vided an excellent employ­
ment opportunity for one of 
the friends of that leader­
ship, as executive director of 
that newly created agency. 
The net effect of the new 
agency was monies now 
were funneled from  the

Governor’s office, under the 
c r im in a l ju s tice  grant 
system, not director to the 
Texas District and County 
Attorneys Association, but 
through the Prosecutors 
Council.

The budget crunch of 1985 
brought the agency to the at­
tention of the Budget and 
Oversight subcommittee of 
the Criminal Jurisprudence 
Committee of the House of 
Representatives. That sub­
committee was charged with 
a duty of determining effi­
ciency of state agencies 
within its purview. The 
Budget and Oversight sub­
committee recognized the 
fact that the Prosecutors

Council was simply an un­
needed, bureaucratic boon­
doggle and recommended a 
“ 0”  budget for Texas Pro­
secutors Council. This was 
death number 1 for the 
Texas Prosecutors Council.

The full Committee on 
C rim inal Jurisprudence 
favorably accepted the sub­
committee’s recommenda­
tion and confirmed the “ 0”  
budget for the Texas Pro­
secutors Council. This was 
death number 2.

The subcommittee report 
and full conunittee report 
were forwarded to the House 
Appropriations Committee 
and this committee, that 
oversees spending of every 
state d o lla r  o f Texas 
revenues, fo llow ed  the 
recommendation of the sub­

committee and committee 
and gave Texas Prosecutors 
Council a zero budget. That 
was death number 3.

On May 24, 1965, the last 
day of the 69th Legislative 
session when bills could be 
beared by the full House of 
Representatives for the first 
time, low and behold, there 
on the daily calendar, ap­
pears Texas Prosecutors 
Council. You might say to 
yourself that any agency 
that has been resurrected 
from death three times 
deserves to live. In truth and 
in fact, it deserves to live no 
more than it did on the date 
it was first fatally stricken. 
Again, in truth and in fact, 
and sadly enough for the peo­
ple of the State of Texas, the 
realities are that the “ good.

ole boy,”  mutual back scrat­
ching system will win out in 
Austin 99 times out of 100 and 
merit and value mean little.

1 served on two of these 
committees and I suppose I 
can chalk this up as Lesson 
number 13 in ‘ ‘how to run 
headlong, at full speed, into 
a brick wall.”

On the night of May 24, 
1985 when the Texas Pro­
secutor’s Council’ s legisla­
tion was being heard by the 
Texas House of Represen­
tatives, I was able to raise a 
point of order that was sus­
tained, killing the agency for 
the fourth and hopefully, 
final time. The error that 
caused the ultimate demise 
of this state agency was a 
failure of the drafter of the 
document to properly

underline new , added 
language.

A missing line drawn 
under a few words saved the 
people of the State of Texas

1600,000 plus per year and 
finally eliminated an agency 
that the entire legislative 
process could not otherwise 
eliminate.

Conununity Tree Care Important
Thursday, June 6,1985

Virtually everyone is in­
volved in forestry-at least 
urban forestry. Eastland 
County towns are “ tree 
towns.”

Urban forestry is the 
nuuugement of trees in 
a reas  w here man has 
significantly affected the 
“ natural”  ecosystem by his 
structures or manipulations, 
says a forestry specialist. 
This includes large cities, 
small communities and even 
areas outside of municipal 
boundaries.

Everyone should be in­
terested in urban forestry 
since trees provide many 
benefits, points out Dr. 
Michael Walterscheidt with 
the Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service, The Texas 
A4(M University System.

In the summer, trees help 
moderate temperatures by 
controlling solar radiation. 
They also aid in moderating 
air temperatures through 
évapotranspiration (water 
vapor evaporating from 
leaves). For example, a 
large tree with sufficient soil 
moisture can give off about 
n  gallons of water in one 
day. This is comparable to 
five room-size air condi­
tioners.

In the winter, trees reduce 
wind velocity and create 
sheltered zones. Proper 
planting of shelter belts can 
reduce windspeeds by SO per­
cent for distances up to 20 
times the height of the tallest 
trees, says Walterscheidt.

When planted close to a 
house on the prevailing wind 
side, conifers (conebearing 
evergreen trees and shrubs) 
create a “ dead air space”  
that can reduce heat loss 
from the house. In northern 
areas, this can mean a 23 
percent fuel savings.

Many c<nnmunities in the 
northeastern  and
midwestem United States 
have had active forestry pro­
grams for years, but Texas 
town officials are just now 
realizing the advantages of 
trees, notes the specialist. 
However, tree planting pro­
grams may prove to be a 
future burden if little con­
sideration is given to future 
m aintenance problem s, 
drought resistance, size or 
adaptability to the planting 
site.

To aid in this effort, a 
system of tree management 
has been developed which 
can be used in any communi­
ty, Walterscheidt points out. 
The system involves «m - 
sideration of these ques­
tions:

1. What kind of trees are 
now growing in the com­
munity?

2. How are insect, disease 
and man-caused problems 
affecting these trees iden­
tified and corrected?

3. What are trees worth?
4. Are the right trees 

planted in the right place?
5. What are priority tree 

management plans?
6. What would the com­

munity be like without good 
trees?

D eve lop ing an urban 
forestry program involves 
several basic steps, accor­
ding to the specialist. First, 
leadership must be assigned 
for implementing and ad­
ministering the program. 
This can be done through an 
existing park board or other 
city board or by appointment 
of a tree commission. An ef­
fective ordinance developed 
by the group should establish 
authority over public trees if 
this does not already exist.

Next, existing community 
tree resources should be in­
ventoried since a necessary 
step in management is to 
know the resources. The in­
ventory can be a simple 
listing of species, size and 
condition, or it can involve a 
sophisticated computerized 
list, including location and 
su ggested  m aintenance 
work.

Once the inventory is com­
plete, objectives and work 
plans can be developed. A 
goal should be established 
not to allow any one species 
to make up more than 20 per­
cent of a community’s trees, 
notes Walterscheidt. This 
w ill help avo id  future 
disasters should a disease or 
insect attack a particular 
tree species. An example is 
oak wilt on live oaks in parts 
of the Texas Hill Country.

This includes 
rem oving all dead and 
damaged limbs.

Walterscheidt notes that 
the Extension Service can 
provide assistance in the 
development of community 
tree programs.
