achieve positive results:

(1) Decide what you want
to accomplish in complain-
ing. Do you want to vent
your frustration about high
rates” Do you want your
telephone line fixed? Do you
want to make sure you're be-
ing charged the proper rate?
Be specific in stating your
complaint.

(2) Decide to whom you
want to complain. We have
found that the majority of
successful complainers try
the utility first and obtain
satisfaction. Perhaps the
utility's computer messed up
and charged the wrong rate
or a service representative
miscalculated a deposit. Any
number of things could be
the answer to your problem,
and most utilities will try to
satisfy your complaint as
soon as you contact them.

(3). If.you cannot obtain
satisfaction from the utility
ask-the utility to whom you
should address your com-
plaint (under PUC rules the
utility is required to give you
our address).

What do we do with the
complaints and inquiries we
receive? Much of what we
do depends on the type of

complaint. But we will
acknowledge your complaint
and we will try to get you
some help if you are having
a specific problem such as
disconnected service or an
inaccurate bill.

In most cases, we contact
the utility and ask for a writ-
ten report on its investigation
of your complaint. We want
utilities to respond effective-
ly to complaints, and the
reports help us determine
how well the utility has
responded to your
comglaint.

Last year the Consumer
Affairs Office received and
acted on more than 21,000
complaints and inquiries. As
a result of our actions, more
than $275,000 was returned
to utility customers in credits
or refunds. Hundreds of
Texans obtained essential
utility services that they had
not been receiving. Many
who had given up on having
a service problem resolved
finally got the repairs they
were entitled to. We can't
always resolve a complaint
to your full satisfaction, but
we do listen, and we will do
our best to help make your
complaint count.

So, increase your chances
of making your complaint
effective. Be specific, con-
tact the utility, and then con-
tact the PUC.

Curtis L. Poer, Area
Director for the U.S. Depart-
ment of Labor Wage-Hour
Division, spoke to a called
meeting of the Eastland
County Commissioners at
the Courthouse on Tuesday,
June 4.

County Judge Scott
Bailey presided and in-
troduced the speaker.

Transit Authority case

final ruling on this was Feb.
19, 1985, and it will un-
doubtedly affect the wages
paid to employees by cities
and counties.

Poer, who is stationed in
Dallas, mentioned that this
District covers the area
across north Texas from
Louisiana to New Mexico.

He went into the
background of the Fair
Labor Standards Act, and
the various Supreme Court .
ruling which have inter-
preted it. These ruling§ have
generally. ex.pq,nde'd
coverage of the law across
all sectors of political sub-
divisions.

One decision, in 1968,
seemed to exempt all
Policemen and Firemen, but
the San Antonio Transit case
brought a reversal to that.
Poer defined the criteria of a
law enforcement officer,
gave the definition of
employees, and listed ex-
emptions to the ruling allow-
ed by law.

All elected officials are ex-
empt from the 40 hr. week
Wage-Hour law, and of
course all volunteers. There
are executive exemptions
and some other special ones.
But generally anyone who
perfoms a dufy for pay must
be compensated time-anti-a-
half for work above 40 hrs.

* A person can deal with
any financial institution he
or she chooses, including a
commercial bank, savings
bank, savings and loan
association, Federal or State
credit union, or similar in-
<*itution.

Since banking practices
vary, a person should find
out how the financial institu-
tion handles direct deposits
whether a statement is sent,
about any service charge,
minimum deposits, interest
rates, and special services
provided.

To arrange for direct
deposit, a person should
complete a Form SF-1199,
available at the financial in-

p.m. he had not issued his
ruling to local attorneys.
Judge Wright promised to
contact attorneys on Friday
with his final decision, after
hearing three hours of
testimony on Thursday in his
court room.

The only decision made on
Thursday by Judge Wright
was to leave in effect a tem-
porary injunction by William
B. Wright Jr. to prevent Dan
Wester from fencing 2.64
acres of a former right of
way once belonging to the
old Missouri-Kansas-Texas
(Katy) Railroad Company.

Wester contends that he
purchased the property from
Royce Darr in November
1984. He had the area
surveyed and then began
fencing the acreage.

Darr also testified on
and stated he
bought the property from
John Prickett in 1973 and had
kept the taxes current. Darr
further testified deeds ad-
mitted into evidence by
defense attorney Truman
Kirk traced the ownership
before Prickett to the
railroad company.

Wright, an attorney,
claimed the property belong-
ed to him when Wester and
Darr approached him last
fall to prepare the paper-
work for the purchase of the
property by Wester.

On Thursday, Wright
testified his family had own-
ed the disputed land as far
back as he could remember.
He contends his family is
owner of the property
because it has been in their
possession more than 10
years.

Wright is reported to have
admitted to not having a
deed to the property and
when asked about taxes said,

For those hectic days of planning...

Hints for alleviating pre-wedding stress and anxiety

As anyone who has gotten married can
tell you, the months leading up to a wed-
ding can be a time of stress as well as hap-
piness. There's just so much to think about
and do!

You need to find ceremony and recep-
tion sites, to choose just the right clothes,
to make sometimes touchy decisions about
who will be in your wedding. to furnish a
complete home for vour life after the wed-
ding — and all this while you're having the
inevitable doubts about getting marned in
the first place

While wedding jitters are about as com-
mon as weddings. there are ways to make
sure the anxiety doesn't get out of hand
BRIDE 'S Magazine has these common-
sense suggestions

® Don't be afraid to admut you're upset.
Tell vour partner what's bothering you,
whether 1t's a serious question about your

relationship or a relatively trivial worry
that you'll go blank when it comes time to
$ay your vows.

If you try 10 keep the stressful feelings
1o vourself, vou'll only transfer them to
something else. such as gerting overly irri-
tated at a late train, or a run in your stock-
ings.

Take positive action whenever possible:
Sign up for a pre-marital workshop. Prac-
tice reciting your vows in front of a willing
friend.

* Share the wedding responsibilities. If
vou re the bride. don't assume you have to
do everything yourself. This idea is old-
fashioned. as well as exhausting.

Ask your fiance 10 join you in picking
out a catering hall and ngnstenni for gifts.
He can write a share of the thank-you
notes. handle all the honeymoon arrange-
ments.

* Keep a calendar of evervthing you
have to do. This kind of master plan gives
vou the secure feeling that you re not for-
getting something crucial.

Also gather any business cards, fabnic
swatches or magazine clippings you accu-
mulate all together in one place — either a
wedding planner made for this purpose or
a simple manila envelope. Organization
has the magical effect of reducing anxiety
1o a manageable level.

® Have a system for each task. Say
you're doing your invitations. First, see if
the task can be broken down into steps.
(You have to address the envelopes. stuff
them, seal them. and stamp them.) Then,
decide how vou'll tackle each step: How
long it should take and who will do it.

Next. set a completion date (invitations
should be mailed six weeks before the
wedding). Finally, take action by setting a

time and a place to begin.

e Pace yourself — don't plan to scout
for reception sites the same day you have a
report due at work. You'll make it through
those pre-wedding months if you promise
yourself you won't tackle more than one
major job a day.

® Guard your health. Don't let a hectic
schedule keep you from eating right, or of-
ten enough. You'll feel even more jittery
from the weakness that results from a drop
in blood sugar.

Be sure to get enough rest and exercise
100. Did you know that exercise increases
the body s level of norepinephrine. a sub-
stance that gives you a feeling of calmness
and well-being?

If sleep eludes you at night because you
have too much on your mind, try the time-
:z.ted soothers: A hot bath. warm milk or
a back rub

It’s traditional in the United States for
the parents of the bride to cover the entire
cost of a couple’s wedding. But, according
to BRIDE'S Magaszine, this situation is
changing

For the first time, there's a definite
trend toward the sharing of wedding ex-

nses, says BRIDE'S. groom's fam-

ly, as well as the bride and groom
themselves, are taking on a chunk of the fi-
nancial responsibility.

Changing sttitudes

One reason for this may be the changing
attitudes toward the nature of marriage. In
this era of liberation, a bride’s parents are
o longer considered to be “marrying off™
their daughter.

Rather, the wedding is secn as the join-
ing of two people, and two families, with
everyone contributing to the festivities

A second rcason is frankly economic:
The cost of a formal wedding these days
runs on average around $6,009 (figure
from a 1984 BRIDE'S Reader Profile
Study), but it can go as high as $10-
$15,000 in some urban arcas.

Rather than cut back on their idea of the
perfect celehration, many couples and
their families ar instead finding new ways
to meet the expenses.

Especially where the bride and groom
are on their own and earning money them-
selves (increasingly common as the aver-
age age for marriage goes up), it only
makes sense for them to pitch in.

The actual dividing up of the costs can
be done in several ways. An easy, tactful

method that BRIDE'S recommends is to
seitle on specific expenses in advance,
rather than to just split the cost of the

For instance, the groom's family might
agree 1o cover the flowers, the music snd
the liquor. They would then discuss the
general budget for these items with the
couple and have the bills sent directly to
them. This eliminates the need for money
changing hands or for further talking
about costs between families.

¢ Start your wedding planning early.

Don’t be afraid to tell a prospective ca-
terer, florist or whatever, that you're com-
parison shopping and taking bids. He may
try a little harder to get your business.

Drilling Bits
