Former Ciscoan Named 
Professor Of The Year

Dr. Joseph D. Stamey, 
professor of philosophy at 
McMurry University, has 
been named Texas Professor 
of the Year by on education 
support group.

Bom in Cisco, he is a gradu­
ate of Cisco Junior College 
and holds two bachelor’s 
degrees and a ma.sier of arts 
degree from Southern Meth­
odist University. He earned a 
d(Ktor of philosophy degree 
from Boston University in 
196«.

Stamey, a McMurry fac­
ulty member since 1967, was 
honored by the Council for 
Advaneementand Support of 
Education (CASE) ol Wash­
ington, D.C.

He is the first Abilene uni­
versity profes,sor to be hon­
ored by CASE in the six years 
it has chosen a top Texas 
professor. CASE picks one 
top professor for each of 45 
states, plus a National Pro­
fessor of the Year.

Stamey said letters from 
colleagues and former stu­
dents assessing him as a 
scholor and a teacher were 
crucial in the judging. Bal­
ance among teaching, schol­
arship and service were 
stressed in the competiton.

Asked his secret with stu­
dents, Stamey said he wishes 
he knew.

“Part of it is the subject.” 
he said. “It’s such an interest­
ing subject, I don’t see how 
anyone could fail to be stimu­
lated.”

He and Dr. Jack Weir, 
professor of philosophy at 
Hardin-SimmonsUniversity, 
teach on each other’s cam­
puses, as well as their own, to 
complement each other’s 
specialties and to expose stu­
dents who take several phi­
losophy courses to more than 
one viewpoint, Stamey said.

The author of many schol­
arly articles, Stamey has co­
authored two textbooks with 
McMurry colleagues; Ex­
ploring Religious Meaning 
and Exploring Christianity. 
Dr. Robert C. Monk, 
McMurry professor of reli­
gion, is co-author of both,and

four former McMurry faculty 
members arc co-authors of 
the former book.

Both books have been 
printed in subsequent edi­
tions.

“The selection o f a 
McMurry University profes­
sor reflects on the entire in­
structional program of the 
institution,” said Dr. Paul E. 
J ungmeyer, vice picsident for 
academic affairs.

An ordained minister of the 
United Mcthcxlist Church, 
Stamey served pastorates in 
three Texas conferences of 
the Church.

He is the son of the late Mr. 
and Mrs. O.L. Stamey, long­
time Cisco educators.

Board President Bob Con­
ner said a 50-cciit tax rate is 
needed to reopen the hospital 
whichclo.scd Aug. 25 because 
of last year’s rollback vote, 
ttx) few patients and a stop on 
Medicare payments.

Some 20 opponents began 
signing and passing out roll­
back petitions after a 3-0

hospital board vote to raise 
the disuict’siax rate from 14.1 
cents per SKX) valuation to 
50 cents.

One condi t ion of the grant 
from the U S. Department of 
Health and Human Services, 
according to CcMiner, w as that 
the hospital remain open for 
20 years or the grant would 
have to be paid back with 
interest. The 20-ycar dead­
line was missed by three 
months with the Aug. 25 clos­
ing. The ho.spital opened in 
November, 1970.

Paying back the grant 
would pu.sh the hospital’sdcbt 
to more than $ I million with 
$435,000owed on bonds al str 
used to build the hospital and 
another $300,000 owed in 
operating expenses.

The board transferred E.L. 
Graham Memorial's Hospi­
tal deed from the hospital 
authority to the ho.spital dis­
trict tosati.sfy the bond holder, 
Conner said.

About three weeks ago the 
hospital district signed a 
contract with Preferred Man­
agement Corp. of Shawnee, 
Ok. The board will pay the 
management corporation a 
$100,000 annual fee if E.L. 
Graham Memorial reopens, 
Conner said. The fee would 
include the administrator’s 
salary and management serv­
ices. The contract with E.L. 
Graham Memorial included 
making Administrator Don 
Henry one of the company’s 
employees.

Once you’ve registered to 
vote, some questions may 
remain about the process of 
actually casting your ballot.
It can be a bit confusing, if 
you have never voted before.
I hope the following clears up 
any confusion new voters 
might have.

Methods of Voting:
In addition to the traditional 

paper ballot, there arc three 
types of voting systems cur­
rently used to conduct elec­
tions in Texas. These voting 
systems arc: (1) punch card; 
(2) optical scan; and (3), 
mechanical voting machines. 
The majority of the counties 
in this state conduct their 
elections using paper ballots. 
With a punch card voting 
system,you inscrtacomputer 
card intoadevkeprovided in 
voting booth and use a 
“punch” (stylus) to poke out a 
hole next to the candidates 
and propositions you support. 
You then remove the card and 
place your voted ballot in the 
ballot box.

With optical scan ballot, 
you fill in a “grid” with a 
lead-based marker next to the 
candidate you choose to vote 
for on the ballot. Once you 
have voted, you deposit the 
ballot in the ballot box.

With voting machine, you 
flip levers on the face of the 
machine next to the names 
and measures you want to vote 
for. W'hcn you’ve voted for 
all your choices, you pull a 
lever that ca.su all your votes 
at once. The machines keep 
running tallies of the votes, 
although these totals are be­
hind Itxked doors in the back 
of the machine.The totalsarc 
read after the polls close.

If you have questions about 
how to cast your ballot, any 
election official can explain 
the procedure and demon- 
suate for you. If you need

help in reading or marking 
the ballot, you may request 
assistance or bring someone 
with you to help you vote. 

\|Vhen and Where:
You must be registered at 

least 30 days before an elec­
tion in order to vote.

Polls arc open from 7 am. 
until 7 p.m. on Election Day 
and most arc accessible U) 
handicapped voters.

call your county clerk, 
voter registrar, or elections 
administrator if you cannot 
find the liKation of your poll­
ing place, the telephone 
numbers arc listed in the 
government pages of most 
phone bixrks. Many Texas 
newspapers alsopubli.sh a list 
of polling places.

Absentee Votine:
One of the most conven­

ient methods of voting is by 
the absentee ballot. Among 
the states, Texas has led the 
way in pioneering a simpli­
fied system of absentee vot­
ing by personal appearance. 
Any qual ified voter is eligible 
to vote absentee by personal 
appcaraiKC without having to 
give a reason for doing so. 
The procedure Is now as easy 
as that ased on Election Day.

The period for absentee vot­
ing by personal appearance 
for the Nov. b general elec 
tionisfromOct. 17 to Nov. 2 
I encourage you to Utke ad 
vanuge of the generous pe 
nod of lime allowed for in 
person absentee voting.

A qualified voter may vote 
absentee by mail, but must 
give a reason to do so. Those 
reasons arc absence from 
county of residence on Elec­
tion Day and during the ab­
sentee voting by personal 
appearance period; a disabil­
ity; 65-years of age or older 
on Election Day; religious 
beliefs; or confinement in jail. 
For further information, call 
our loll free election hotline 
at l-8(K)-252-VOTE(8683). 
An application for an absen­
tee ballot my mail must be 
submitted to the absentee 
voung clerk before you can 
receive an absentee ballot. 
The application must include 
your name, signature, perma­
nent address, the address 
where you want the absentee 
ballot sent, and your rexson 
for voting absentee. An offi­
cial application form is not 
required, but probably help 
you make a more complete 
application. Forms arc avail­
able from your county clerk.

TION

Mental R etardation - 
People with mental retarda­
tion are those who develop at 
a below average rate and 
experience difficulty in learn­
ing and social adjustment. In 
terms of l.Q. persons with 
mental retardation usually 
score 70 or below. Mental re­
tardation is not a disease, nor 
should it be confused with 
mental illness. Children with 
mental retardation grow into 
adults with mental a'larda- 
lion, they do not remain 
“eternal children”  They do 
learn, but slowly, and with 
difficulty.

Mental retardation can be 
caused by any condition 
which impairs development 
of the brain before birth, dur­
ing birth or in the early child­
hood years Probably the 
greatest number of children 
with mental retardation have 
chromosome abnormalities. 
Other biological factors in­
clude (but n(H limited to) 
a.sphyxia (lack of oxygen), 
blood imcompalibilitics be­
tween the mother and fetus 
and maternal infections, such 
as rcbclla or herpes. Certain 
drugs have also been linked 
to problems in fetal dcvclop- 
mcnL

Many authorities agree that 
people with mental retarda­
tion develop in the same way 
as people without mental re­
tardation, but at a slower rate. 
Othcis suggest that persons 
with mental retardation have 
difficulties in particular areas 
of basic thinking, and learn­
ing such as attention, percep-

lion, or memory. Depending 
on the extent of the impair- ‘ 
mcnt-mild.modcraie.rervcrc lo 
or profound-individuals will M 
develop differently, in aca- 
dcmic. social, and vocational y? 
skills.

Persons with mental retar- 
dation have the capacity to 
Icam, to develop and lo grow. 
The great majority of these ' 
citizens can become produc­
tive and full participants in 
society. Appropriate educa­
tional services that begin in 
infancy and continue through­
out the developmental period 
and beyond will enable chil­
dren w iih mental retardation . 
lo develop to their fullest 
poumiial. Children and adults 
need the same basic services - 
that all people need for nor- , 
mal dcvckipmcnl. These in- 
elude education, viKalional . 
preparation, health services, • 
recreational opportunities and 
many more. In addition, they ; 
need specialized services for 
special needs.
