Farm Labor 
Shortage To Be 
Worked Out

The Texas USDA War Board 
and the United States Employ 
ment Service, will work together 
to help solve the farm labor 
shortage problem in order to in­
sure the success o f the Food for 
Victory program in Texas.

An agreement concluded by the 
two organizations calls for re­
ports o f labor shortages from 
county USDA war boards, fre­
quent consultations between war 
boards and Employment service 
representatives, both at the state 
and county levels, and expansion 
o f the employment service farm 
placement section in order to 
meet all requirements for farm 
labor.

When either a USDA war 
board or a local representative 
of the Employment service dis­
covers or recognizes the need for 
an expanded service or the ini­
tiation of specific steps to alle­
viate a labor shortage, they will 
report the problem and take the 
necessary s eps to supply labor 
I f  it cannot be solved locally, 
the state groups will undertake a 
solution.

The agreement was signed by j

Farmers And 
Ranchmen Are 
Paying Debts j

Farmers and ranchmen gener­
ally are cutting down debts at 
a more, rapid rate than at any 
time in the history of the land 
bank system, reported H. E. 
Schuster, director of the Western 
National Farm Loan Association 
upon his return from a confer­
ence. of representative directors 
of 19 associations held at L u b­
bock on April 30. «

This group o f directors, meet­
ing with officers of the Federal 
Land Bank o f Houston, reported 
that farmers’ cash is flowing into 
debt retirement and that the land 
bank’s loans are in the best con­
dition in 10 years. In addition, 
they said, a reserve fund o f ap­
proximately $850,000 already has 
been stored up by land bank 
borrowers as a cushion against 
future conditions. The land bank 
pays interest on funds placed in 
the “ future payment fund” equal 
to the rate paid by borrowers on 
their loans.

The directors urged that land 
values be appraised on the nor­
mal agricultural value rather 
than according to market trends. 
This policy helped to preven’ 
wholesale foreclosures during the 
depression and is equally impor­
tant now in times of rising pri­
ces, they said. It was explained 
that a farm or ranch family 
must go through periods o f both 
high and low prices and good 
and bad yields during the years 
it spends in paying o ff a long­
term mortgage; this makes the 
normal production value o f  the 
land based on average income a 
safe guide.

Total land bank and land 
commissioner loans outstanding 
through these 19 associations 
represented at this meeting a- 
mounted to 14,876 for $30,910,- 
851.03.

The stamp must b e  
detached before it is presented

Although the first four stamps 
are for sugar, it was explained, 
no one knows the purpose that 
may be indicated for the o th er 
period. It could possibly be for  
dry goods, hardware, or a n y  
other time that might be ration­
ed.

The war emergency may be 
vised as a smoke screen behind 
which to scuttle basic principles 
of the American patent system.

A bill (S. 2303), on which hear­
ings are now being held, would 
give the President power to seize 
patents, and the government the 
right to license them at royalties 
it stipulated. The bill is osten­
sibly a “war measure," but de­
fenders of the patent system 
wonder why no provision is made 
to limit the major features o f the 
bill to the war or emergency per­
iod.

To informed observers it looks 
like a renewed attack on proper­
ty right in invention, a principle 
generally held to be basic to the 
American industrial system since 
the days of the Yankee tinker.

A  similar attack was made at 
the Temporary National Econo­
mic Committee (TNECi hearings 
a few years ago, and proposals 
for compulsory licensing have 
repeatedly been considered and 
discarded in the last 30 years.

Normal international patent 
agreements which have contri­
buted to the desirable flow of 
scientific knowledge from coun­
try to country in peacetime are 
now held up as acts of treason, 
and the benefits America has re­
ceived from agreements which 
gave us the results of advanced 
research in other countries are 
ignored.

A long list of top-flight indus­
trialists will be called from their 
war production duties at home to 
spend days under cross-question­
ing at the patent hearings. Ev­
eryone agrees that every inven­
tion which can contribute to vic­
tory must be fully utilized in the 
war effort. Industry proceeds to 
produce them, without fanfare 
or headlines

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Congressional observers say that 
the spectre of John L. Lewis is 
the biggest current factor in for­
cing the much ballyhooed labor 
union truce between the CIO and 
.he AFL.

They point cut that both the 
Murray and Green camps fear 
that the third union labor party 
movement of Lewis may draw 
from their own membership and 
that he may be able in time to 
challenge them seriously.

They also fear the objective 
for which Lewis is working—the 
organization of dairy farmers, 
the Inclusion o f all chemical em ­
ployees in this union, and the 
extension of organizing activities 
to many other types of workers. 
They see Lewis building a power­
ful union of workers and farmers 
—in other words, a new Farmer- 
Labor movement on a national 
basis.

In opposing Lewis' new union 
activities, the CIO and the AFL 
have the support o f the American 
Farm Bureau Federation and of 
many other farm organizations 
that also fear what Lewis may 
do to their organizations.

More good news from the pro­
duction front—output of metals 
and minerals in the United States 
set a new high record in 1941, 
according to the U. S. Bureau of 
Mines. Production of domestic 
aluminum, magnesium, zinc, Iron 
ore, gasoline, petroleum and coke 
set new records.

In addition to this, news that 
the automobile, industry Is two 
months ahead o f schedule In 
converting its plants to war pro­
duction is being welcomed here 
as indicating the victory trend 
that Is apparent in American 
factories today.

Further evidence of this trend 
lies In the fact that American 
shipyards have launched two 
cruisers, 18 destroyers, five sub­
marines and 112 merchant ships 
—and all of them since Pearl 
Harbor.

Cox stated. “ As it takes some 
time for the protective treatment 
to be established throughout the 
system, it is wise not to delay in 
having it done. My advice is 
have it done now so that immu­
nization may be complete before 
summer arrives.”

Naval Aviation Selection Board 
officials stressed that the new 
policy Is no departure from pre­
vious requirements as to the high 
type of men sought, but merely 
places Navy wings within the 
reach of high school graduates. 
The young men sought are o f the 
type who would normally com ­
plete two years, at least, o f col­
lege work under peacetime con­
ditions.

Those seeking enlistment In 
Class V-5 must be unmarried 
and in perfect physical condition. 
They may marry after being 
commissioned. Application may 
be made at any Navy Recruiting 
Station or Substation, or by ad­
dressing the Naval Aviation Ca­
det Selection Boards, located in 
the Eighth Naval District in New 
Orleans and Dallas.

When the prospective flier 
presents himself for enlistment 
he must have a certified copy of 
his high school credits, a birth 
certificate, evidence o f  citizen­
ship if he is not native-born, and 
three letters of recommendation 
from persons prominent in his 
community as to his patriotism, 
loyalty and character.

If the applicant is under 21 
years of age, he must provide the 
recruiting officer with the writ­
ten consent o f his parents. A 
50-word resume of the candi­
date’s occupational experience in 
his own handwriting and two 
2>£ by 2 'A inch photographs of 
himself are necessary.

If accepted, the applicant is 
enlisted as a seaman, second 
class, in the Naval Reserve, with 
a monthly pay of $36. After 
months in this grade, successful 
candidates are appointed avia­
tion cadets which carries pay 
and allowances amounting to $75 
monthly.

NEW ORLEANS, La., May 1— 
CoUege graduates and coUege 
seniors may continue enlistment 
in the United States Naval R e­
serve after May 1, despite the 
earlier announcement that be­
ginning about that date this 
class would be closed to all men 
attending college who have not 
enlisted in Class V -l , it was an­
nounced today by Commander F. 
C. Huntoon, Director o f  the O f­
fice o f Naval Procurement of the 
Eighth Naval District.

In addition to seniors and col­
lege graduates admitted to Class 
V-7, all juniors who while soph- 

• omores were not eligible for Class 
V -l service may enlist in V-7, 
as may juniors who became mem­
bers of the. class prior to AprU 
15.

Class V-7 consists o f men stu­
dying officer training in the 
Navy, who are commissioned up­
on the successful completion of 
their training period.

It was also announced that 
those previously eligible for V -l 
training are not eligible for Class 

1 V-7.
Sophomores and freshmen at­

tending college make up Class 
V -l . They may continue their 
college education at least until 
the end of their sophomore year, 
and in many cases stay in school 
until graduation.
