“New factors are entering the sit-
tation more and more every day,
which are proving embarrassing to
the delinquents. In the first place,
claims are being filed by persons who
‘have attained the age of 65 and who
have rendered service in a covered
employment since the law went into
effect, and by the beneficiaries of
employees who have died since Jan-

iaries of such persons become en-
titled to three and one-half per cent
of the total earnings of the deceased
When such;

Se-
curity Board, listing the place or
places of employment of the deceased
and approximate earnings, such
claims are then compared with the
reports filed by the employers of
such deceased persons. When there
are no such reports, or when the re-
ports fail to include the name of
the deceased, then my field deputies
are called to contact such employer,
collect the delinquent tax and obtain
an explanation of why the tax has
not been paid. When a plea of ignor-
ance of the law can no longer be ac-
cepted, it is probable the delinquent
will have to do his explaining to a
higher authority.

“In the second place, my deputies
report that occasionally they find in-
stances when an employer agrees
with his employees that they will not
pay the tax because the employees do
not want its benefits and because
they do not know that it is. compul-
sory. Such employers do not realize
that in doing this they are virtually
putting their necks in a noose, so to
speak, with the employees holding the

covered employment.

employees, becoming disgruntled or
quitting their jobs, are in position to
report the employer’s falure to file
returns. Many such reports are now
coming in, and these are given prompt
attention.

“] wish to make it clear in this
statement that there are no volun-
tary features under Federal Social
Security Act.

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Tiger Skeleton Is' :
Museum Addition

Canyon—Old razor-tooth, posed
snarlingly in the annex to the Pan-
handle Plains Historical Society mus-

eum, is a favorite to visitors this
month.
His scientific name is Smilodon

Californicus. He’s a saber toeth tiger.
Every bone is there, dark colored as
it came from the famous asphalt beds
of the Rancho la Brea. The tiger was
huge, larger than the modern Bengal
tiger, and stronger, and he is believ-
ed to have been the only animal that
ever lived which  was strong enough
to kill the huge Imperial elephants.

The skeleton, one of the few avail-
able anywhere, was donated to the
museum by the University of Califor-
nia because of the courtesies and fa-
vors given University research work-
ers by West Texas State College and
Panhandle citizens. Prof. R. A. Stir-
ton and associates of the California
institution have done much work in
this section. :

Sharing in interest lately is Equus
Scotti, a fine skeleton of an extinct
horse which lived a million years ago.
It was as large and well developed as
average Texas cowpony, but had the
head of a draft horse.

The skeletons were assembled and
mounted by Harley Goettsche of Hig-
gins, student assistant in paleontology
under the direction of Prof. C. Suart
Johnston, head of the department.
The horse was unearthed on the Me-
Daniel ranch in Briscoe county by
workers on a WPA scientific project.

AGRICULTURAL BRIEFS

BY THE BRISCOE COUNTY AGENT

War! War! War! War!

War is a horrible word, but some-
thing just had to be done so the
farmers and ranchers of Briscoe
County just up and declared “war”
on the grasshoppers.

Paul Revere did his part to alarm
the early colonists of the dangers of
the Red Coats, so we take this op-
portunity of spreading the grasshop-
per alarm. Of course it will not be
necessary for any one to grab the
powder horn and musket to stop the
invasion of these grasshoppers but it
will be necessary for the farmers and
ranchers to grab the poison buckets
and begin spreading poison bait or
else the hoppers will make this coun-
try look worse than Georgia looked
atfer Sherman got through with it.

The Federal Government is co-op-
erating with the state and local gov-
ernments in an effort to hold hopper
damages to a minimum this year.
It’s up to the local farmers and ran-
chers to do their part in this fight

|for after all it is our crops and our

grass that these hoppers will destroy.

The Federal Government is fur-
nishing 40,000 pounds of bran and
400 gallons of poison as its share of
the ammunition in this hopper war.
It is up to the farmers and ranchers
to furnish an additional 40,000
pounds of bran or cotton seed hulls
or sweet feed to match what “Uncle
Sam” is furnishing.

Brisoce County citizens have never
been “slackers” and they wpn’t be
slackers in this war either. A ‘Tight-
ing” company has alr been or-
ganized under the able leadership of

Captain D. H. Davis. These men went

to Amarillo this week and had a “Big
Bertha” made that will mean. death
to more grasshoppers than Japan’s
Air Fleet has meant to China’s help-
less women and children.

“Big Bertha” is a poison spread-
ing machine especially made to
spread death and destruction to
grasshoppers. Captain Davis expects
to put “Big Bertha” into operation
before this goes to press. What we
need now is more companies and
more individuals putting forth an or-
ganized effort to destroy this hopper
army. ‘

The “Armory’” for Briscoe County
will be located at Silverton.
All ammunition for free distribution
will be in this “Armory”. Farmers
and ranchers who want poison bait
will be required to furnish one half
as much bran as they want bait. In
other words if you think it will take
400 pounds of poison bait to feed
your hoppers, you must bring in 200
pounds of this material.

Spring Time

Spring has finally made its arri-
val in these parts. Cotton and feed
have been being planted in a big
rush the past week. Many of the
farmers report a good stand of feed
and cotton. Still there are some far-
mers who haven’t planted yet Don’t
know just what they are waiting on
unless it is that “Big bad rain” so

that they won’t have to plant over.
They forget that crops can’t make it
in this country until they are planted
at least twice. Lots of cotton has al-
ready been planted the second time
and it is up.

Part of the funds for the contra;vct' )
costing around $5,000 already are on

hand. More is in sight and it is
hoped to complete the final amount
through an auction sale of registered
Hereford bulls which will be held
following the afternoon rodeo per-

formance on July 5. Four bulls have i

been donated for the sale by prom-

inent West Texas cattlemen and it is

expected that others will be given be-
fore the date of sale. Entire pro-
ceeds of the sale will go to the buil-
iding fund. Bulls have been donated
thus far by John Gist of Odessa;
Jack Frost, Sweetwater; the Arledge
Stock Farms, Seymour;
Swenson, Stamford.

The bunkhouse is the property of
the Texas Cowboy Reunion Assoeia-

tion which has a membership of 3o

600 pioneer cowboys who saw service
on the ranches 35 or more [years ago.
The present part of the building wRs

erected in 1934 but funds have not

been available to complete it. Itis
now being finished along the design
originally drawn by the architect
threugh the addition of east and west
wings to the central part of the
structure. Floor space will be in-
creased by 2,000 feet, more than
doubling the present size. Part of
concrete terrace of the present build
ing will be roofed and wood floor laid
over the concrete,

The new part of the building will
be of rock veneer, blending with the
older part. Scores of cattle brands
are carved in the stones of the older
part of the building, a feature which
makes the bunkhouse unique.
brands were carved in appreciation
of original donations made to the
building fund, each person giving
$15 being entitled to a brand. Ad-
ditional brands will be carved for

Besides serving 'as headquarters
for the oldtime cowboys, the bunk-

house is the scene of the cowhboy
square dances held each night dur-
ing the Reunion.
