The daily bag limit on geese and 
brant is five in the aggregate of alf 
kinds, and the possession limit has 
been increased to lO in the aggregate. 

As was the case last year, water- 
fowl and coot may be hunted in sea-< 
son from 7 a. m. to 4 p m.

Not more than two days' bag limit 
o f  lawfully taken and lawfully pos­
sessed ducks and geese may be trans­
ported in one calendar week. Trans­
portation last season was limited to 
one days' bag.

Chief restrictions in this year's 
federal regulations that have beert 
continued from last year are:

Baiting of waterfowl and the use 
live duck and geese decoys in hunting 
waterfowl are not authorized regard-* 
less of the distance between the bait 
or the decoys and the shooter.

The three-shell limit on repeating 
or automatic shotguns, in effect the 
last three seasons, is continued. Jlun- 
ters mays shoot waterfowl with shot­
guns only, not larger than No.10’ 
gauge. Ross, geese, wood ducks, and 
swans are still protected.

On Nov. 16, one day after the open­
ing of the season is ducks and geese 
comes the grand opening of the 
state's deer and wild turkey seasons, 
which run concurently through Dec­
ember 31.

'Many countries have special laws 
governing deer hunting. Sportsmen 
are advised to consult their game 
wardens, or a digest of the hunting 
laws before taking o ff for the field. 

Wild turkeys, also found in most 
abundance in the hill country, are re­
ported more plentiful than at any 
time since 1931. The bag limit on 
wild turkeys is three gobblers a sea­
son. Many counties have special laws 
on wild turkey shooting.

When the new is beginning to wear 
o f f  of the waterfowl, deer, turkey and 
bear seasons, sportsmen will be stir­
red to further activity by the open-J 
ing of the cpxail and chachalaca season 
on December 1. The season continues 
through Jan. 16, 1939.

Quail and chachalaca may be shof; 
with rifles if sportsmen desire. If 
shotguns are used, they must not be 
larger thon No, 10 gauge, and must 
be permanently plugged to a three- 
shell capacity. The bag limit on quail 
is 12 a day and not more than 36 a 
week. The possession limit is 36. The 
bag limit on chachalacas is five a day 
and not more than 10 a week. The 
possession limit is 10.

The dove .season in this area closed 
October 31.

Git along little dogies!
The time of year has come when 

the little dogies must say good-bye 
to their mamas and journey to some 
far away home. But it's their mis­
fortune and none of our own. In fact 
it’s quite good fortune to the man 
who sells them. Practically all of the 
1938 calf crop in this section has been 
sold, most of it going as feeders to 
northern states. A few herds remain 
unsold as yet, but early sales are ex­
pected. Near 2000 head of calves have 
gone from this particular area to 
feeder lots in the north, principally 
to the com  belt states, where an in­
crease in cattle on feed is predicted 
for this season.

Many northern buyers make yearly 
trips to this section o f the country, in 
lieu of purchasing feeder calves. Roy 
Haigler, of Washington Court House, 
Ohio, has bought the Matador Ranch 
calves for thirteen consecutive years. 
This year he also bought the O W 
Stroup calves, which consisted of 
about 150 head of heifers and steers.

J W  Taylor sold 330 steers and 
heifers to F H Arnold, of Emporia, 
Kan.

J B Russell sold about 150 head to* 
Kansas buyers.

J C and W E Burleson, Whiteflat, 
sold 400 head of steers and heifers.

A. L. McMurtry, Silverton sold 240 
mixed calves to Barrick and Norris, 
Amarillo.

J H Burson, Silverton sold 218 head 
to a Denver, Colo., buyer.

Other local ranchers who have 
made recent sales are Bert Hawkins, 
Mrs Nora Bolton, P C Hamilton and 
J H Vaughn.

Some amusing, though possibly 
serious incidents transpired during 
the recent round-ups. 0  W Stroup 
having a steer which had defied all 
attempts to c orral Jam, decided to use 
some of his cal^ioping skill and 
bring the animal in. The result was 
that the steer escaped with the rope 
around its neck and was not found for 
several days. In the meantime Mr 
Stroup had all the neighbors looking 
for the fugitive steer. Various ones 
who joined in the hunt tracked the 
animal with the dragging rope over 
several sections, and even to the top 
of the plains. It was finally found by 
Ray Persons, and the calf was load­
ed in a trailer and brought home. 
These old cowboys ain’t what they 
used to be, eh ?

Jim Taylor raised such fine sturdy 
calves that it took all the king's 
horses and all the king's men to herd 
them. When turned out of the corral 
on the plains the calves ran all the 
way to J B Russell’s where they 
"went over the scales.” The cowpun- 
chers had to prove themselves real 
cowboys. When the day’s work was 
done every man and horse was ex-

Most of the calves in this area sold 
at remarkably good prices, bringing 
as much as 7c and 8c per pound. Local 
producers have come out of the 
"dumps” so'mewhat.j *

After a winter of heavy feeding, 
these yearlings will top the northern 
markets and will inevitably reach the 
slaughtering pens. Afterwards they’ll 
be found gracing the tables in , the 
form of juicy steaks, for which the 
northern people pay sixty cents per 
pound.

There's one lamentable fact about 
the beef situation here in the south. 
We just don’t keep enough of it at 
home. W e raise our fine calves, ship 
them to the north, and keep the scrubs 
at home to eat. Too often the beef 
we get at the home market is the kind 
that is chucked under the side of 
one’s plate after despairing of the 
effort to masticate it. There ought to 
be "a  law agin' it.” Of course no one 
blames the producers for selling to 
northern buyers when that is the best 
market, but can’t the South use some 
of its own first class beef?

How about the organization of a 
Beef Consumers Protective Associa­
tion (BCPA to be in style) to insure 
us aginst inedible beef.

ELECTION VERY QUIET
Tuesday’s election went off very 

quietly in Quitaque, 89 votes being 
polled. The voting strength of the 
local box is about 450 thus showing 
the interest manisfested. From a 
monetary standpoint it cost better 
than two-bits per vote to hold the 
election in Quitaque.

HOW can one make the dining 
room more pleasant?

With the cotton harvest nearing 

completion, we farmers will have timd 
to look back and and. make a few ob­
servations on what happened this 
year.

The most outstanding observation 
from a dollars and cents standpoint 
is the fact that these boys who plant­
ed long staple cotton have netted 
from $5 to $7.50 per bale more for 
their cotton than we fellows who 
planted half and half cotton. W4 
note also that the boys who planted 
long staple cotton got as good a yield 
per acre or better, than the ones who 
planted half and half—and their cot­
ton opened as early too.

There might be many other ob­
servations that could be made regard^ 
ing the difference in long and shortj 
staple cotton— all of which would bd 
in favor of long staple cotton.

The moral to this little story is, wq 
should all plant a better staple seed 
next year. There's one place for half 
and half seed—the oil mill. The 
sooner we run out of half and half 
seed the better off the cotton industry 
will be.
