is in Japan, to his grandmother j 
Mrs. W. I. Hulsey and relatives 
here:

Yokosuka, Japan, Jan. 2—Dear 
Grannie and All: Just a few lines 
tonight as I haven’t much time. 
How’s everything at home by now? 
Hope everyone is well and had a 
swell time during the holidays. I’m 
still ok myself.

Did the kids have a good time 
Christmas? Sure hope so. I sup­
pose Homer and family came over 
didn’t they? Sure wish I could have 
been there too. I probably won’t 
be able to recognize anyone when 
I do get back.

Everything was pretty quiet over 
here over the holidays. That is, 
compared to last year. As usual, 
almost everyone was drunk but 
there wasn’t too much trouble, I’m 
happy to say. They took up all the 
guns a couple of days before 
Christmas so there wasn’t too 
much fireworks. Just a few stray 
shots now and then.

Here lately it’s been too darn 
cold to get out and see what 
changes have been taking place in 
Japan. And there have been quite 
a few changes made in the past 
four months.

I ’m taking to the Japanese 
language like a duck to wuter. I 
can carry on a sensible conversa­
tion in Jap now and can ask for 
practically anything. The only 
thing that gets me mixed up is 
the similarity of Jap and Spanish.
I took a course in Spanish while I 
was on Guam. I ’ve almost forgot­
ten it now though.

So you couldn’t find any .25 am­
ino, eh? Well'Grannie, don’t worry' 
about it. I have another gun now 
with about 70 rounds of ammo. A 
Jap ‘gave me the gun. It’s really 
ok. It’s a Browning automatic cal. 
.32.1 may sell my .25 now. I can get 
$100 for it easy. A small gun out 
here is almost priceless. They cost, 
but heavy.

Speaking of guns, I mailed a 
Jap rifle and a shotgun home the 
other day, also a Jap bayonet. 
Grannie, don’t let anyone try to 
shoot either of them. They aren’t 
too safe with American ammo.

I took five rolls of film into Ha- 
makuo a couple of days ago to get 
them developed. Sure hope they 
turn out good. I have a darn good 
camera now. I should get some 
good pictures writh it.

So the kids like school this year, 
eh? Swell! Just keep on liking it 
and make some swell grades. I 
have been thinking very seriously 
about going back to school when I 
get back. I know I need the edu­
cation. There are a few things 
that kind of make things discour­
aging though.

Well, Grannie, I have to go to 
work now so bye. Take care of 
yourself please and stay in out of 
the weather. Write when you can.

Jan. 29—Dearest Granny and All: 
Will try to write a few lines to­
night as the barracks is pretty 
quiet for a change.

Sorry I haven’t written lately 
but I’ve been pretty busy. I’m a 
Honsho in the NCO mess. A Jap 
pusher, in other words. I keep 
pretty busy, I’m sorry to say.

Gee, I’m glad Faye and Jo are 
making good grades in school. 
Just keep up the good work. I don’t 
know how I’m going to make out 
but I wouldn’t be surprised too 
much if I don’t make such good 
grades when I first start back to 
school. I ’m a little rusty on school 
subjects just now.

So Ollie and Wanda are home 
for good. Swell, I’m glad for them. 
I hope to be home before long my­
self. Tell Loyd not to be too onery 
until I get home. I can teach him 
a little meanness I think.

Tell dad that one’s conduct is­
n’t going to shorten a cruise over 
here, but my conduct is fair now 
(brag, brag) . I’m sticking pretty 
close to the barracks. If nothing 
happens I ’ll be on my way to the 
States by the 4th of March. I’m 
keeping my fingers crossed until 
then, though.

I’m glad dad is keeping my guns

For your information: The Government has just passed new 
regulations restricting lumber, doors, windows, frames, finish, 
trim, brick, tile, wall boards and a number of items used in 
building houses for the construction of homes for GI’s. These 
regulations require dealers to sell only to veterans, at ceiling 
prices, any of the items mentioned in the regulations, purchased 
after January 15, 1946, on permits issued by the Federal Housing 
Administration (FlIA).

Any item of merchandise mentioned above that was purchas­
ed and received by a dealer on and after January 15, 1946, must 
be held in his place of business for 60 days and at the expiration 
of 60 days, if the dealer has not been presented any permits is­
sued by the FHA then the dealer is permitted to sell that mer­
chandise to any one to be used for any purpose.

We have not found anywhere in these instructions where 
steel products, builder’s hardware, cement and such items come 
under these restrictions and you are permitted to sell anything 
in this line as you have herjetofore. These items may be put un­
der restrictions at any time but we will notify you as soon as 
possible.

These restrictions do not affect any merchandise that you 
had on hand on January 15, 1946, and you are to sell them the 
same as you have heretofore.

FORMER QUITAQUE BUSINESS 
MAN DIES IN NEW MEXICO

Wm. H. Sharer, 75 years.of age, 
died at his home in Hot Springs, 
N. M., on January 25, 1946. He had 
been in ill health for the past few 
years and died of a stroke of apo­
plexy suffered the day preceding 
his death,

Mr. Sharer was engaged in the 
banking business in Oklahoma and 
New Mexico for several years and 
at the time of his retirement had 
been in the mercantile business in 
Mountainair, N. M. He had made 
his home in Hot Springs since 1937.

Mr. Sharer was born in Bowling 
Green, Ky., on September 3, 1870 
and received his college education, 
also a degree in law in that city. 
He came to the West in 1895 and 
went into the mercantile business 
in East Texas. From there, he 
came to West Texas where he own­
ed and operated a ranch on the 
Palo Duro River, north of Amarillo.
