EVERYDAY RELIGION
“WKilT ABOUT THE REVISED STANDARD 

NEW TESTAMENT?”
By Rev. E. B. Thompson

That question has been asked this scribe no little re­
cently, now that publishing companies are offering the 
New Translation of the New Testament for sale. The ques­
tion c'omes from honest hearts, who just seem never to 
have gotten the whole idea of what the matter of transla­
tion of scripture is. There is always the thought back of 
these questions that somebody is “tampering with the Bi­
ble” when a revision of scripture is made.

Stated simply the problem is this—translation is nec­
essary because we can’t all read Greek and Hebrew. If we 
could all do that, no translation would have ever been nec­
essary for us. But because we could not all read those lan­
guages, such men as WTlliam Tindale, John Wyclif, Miles 
Coverdale and the seventy scholars • appointed by King 
James, brought the scripture over from the ancient origi­
nal languages into current English. That is—the English 
that was spoken on the street and in the homes of the day.

Revision, and retranslation of the Bible into present 
day usage in no way reflects upon the earlier works, but 
rather strives to do exactly for us what the scholars of 
yester-years did for their people—^namely to bring the text 
of the Bible over from the original language into as near 
the same meaning as can be expressed in the English lan­
guage which the people speak familiarly.

Additional manuscript discoveries which shed light on 
difficult passages, plus the ever changing aspect of the 
English languarge itself are but two reasons revisions are 
considered wise from time to time. This latest revision of 
which we speak, “The Revised Standard New Testament” 
was begun eight years ago under the sponsorship of more 
than forty denominations comprising the Federal Council 
of Churches, and just as sure as is the scholarhip. and 
character of such men as Dr. James Moffat (who died two 
years ago). Dr. Edgar Goodspeed, Archibald T. Robertson, 
Andrew Sledd, Kyle M. Yates, and many others who have 
worked on this great task, high and noble, just that sure 
you can be that this latest Bible Revision is trust-worthy 
and worthwhile.

We have today every reason to believe that our Bibles 
contain as nearly the same thoughts and expressions that 
were written by the original writers, as those of any gen­
eration of English speaking people. For that fact we should 
take courage and study our scriptures with gratitude and 
high hope.

News Letter From 
Congressman Worley

The average American generally 
doe.s not have time to keep well 
iniormed on what happens m och­
er countries over the world. We are 
naturally more interested in local, 
state and national mal-ters than we 
are international. But in the brief 
span of a few years we have fought 
in two World Wars and both wars 
have come from things that hap­
pened overseas.

The greatest effort in history to 
prevent wars has come with the 
creation of the United Nations 
Organization. Senator Tom Con- 
nally of Texas, Chairman of the 
Foreign Relations Committee, and 
Senator Arthur Vandenberg of 
Michigan, a Republican, were the 
tw'o Delegates from the United 
State Senate. This week Senator . 
Vandenberg presented to the Sen­
ate his reactions from the first 
meeting of this organization in 
London which has just concluded. 
His remarks are particularly im­
portant in view of his leadership 
in the Republican Party and like­
wise of great importance to every 
American who wants to stop wars.

Among the highlights of his 
presentation, the following is quot­
ed from the Congressional Record 
of February 27, 1946.

“I return with no illusions that 
automatic peace awaits the world 
just because the machinery of the 
United Nations is now in gear. But 
I return also with—a conviction 
that the world’s only hope of peace 
and security is inseverably linked 
with the—destiny of this United 
Nations Organization. I return in 
the belief that it can succeed un­
less Russia, Britain, and the United 
States, individually or collectively, 
make it impossible. The amazing 
thing is not that at London there 
were areas of disagreement but 
that the areas of agreement were 
so vast and so significant.

“—The United Nations must be 
made to succeed if we are to avoid 
unspeakable catastrophe in this 
atomic age when war may be wag­
ed in minutes instead of years and 
w'hen the first casualty list may be 
the last.”

He goes on to say that in 37 days 
the United Nations turned from a 
blueprint into a going concern and 
that the complete machinery for 
the General Assembly, Security 
Council, Court of International 
Justice, and the Social and Econ­
omic Council was organized. He 
states there was healthy rivalry 
and equally healthy agreement, 
and in athletic parlance the team 
was learning to play ball. Fifty- 
one nations of all races, colors, 
creeds, languages and traditions 
had to concur and they did in 
nearly all respects.

Later on in his report, he dis­
cussed Russia and her intentions 
in plain language. It is no secret 
in Washington and elsewhere in 
this country that a large number 
of people are wondering just what 
Russia really has in mind. He 
handled that puzzle as follows:

“I trust I am not in also con­
fessing that it seemed to me the 
distinguished Soviet Delgate—one 
of the ablest statesmen I have 
ever seen in action—seemed to be 
less interested in helping Lebanon 
and Syria than he was in baiting 
France and Britain— l̂ess interest­
ed in peace at this point than he 
was in friction. I am certain it 
posed the same question in all our 
jninds which I am now finding 
almost every day, in one form or 
another, in every nsv/spaper I read 
—“What is Russia up to now?” It 
is of course, the supreme conun­
drum of our time. We ask it in 
Manchuria. We ask it in eastern 
Europe and the Dardanelles. We 
ask it in Italy where Russia speak­
ing for Yugoslavia, has already ini­
tiated attention to the Polish le­
gions. We ask it in Iran. We ask it 
in Tripolitania. We ask it in the 
Baltic an dthe Balkans. We ask it 
in Poland. We ask it in Japan. We 
ask it sometimes even in connec­
tion with events in our own Unit­
ed States. “What is Russie up to 
now?” It is little wonder that the 
answer—at London and every­
where else—has a vital bearing on 
the destiny of the United Nations. 
And, Mr. President, it is a question 
which must be met and ansv/ered 
before it is too late.”
