times as large as Childress, not 
counting the flood flow," Ord said. 
“It is estimated that Quitaque 
water would serve Childress until 
it exceeds 50,000 population."

Ord and Charles Damron went 
to Washington to discuss with of­
ficials the status of the Childress 
Army Air Field and the feasibility 
of securing Quitaque water.

“Reliable engineers have esti­
mated that the water can be se­
cured for $1,500,000 and even at the 
RFC interest rate of four percent 
revenue bonds would pay for the 
project in 35 years," Ord said.

“It is possible that a lower rate 
of interest can be secured from 
bond buyers, and this would make 
the project better, but the RFC 
has agreed to finance the bonds at 
four percent," he continued.

“The study of water on Quitaque 
also included quality tests. These 
tests were started last year and 
have proved the water to be of ex­
cellent quality. The engineers also 
report there is no gyp in the water 
shed and the quality of water will 
improve with rainfall."

From an engineering standpoint 
the project is feasable, Ord report­
ed. The Bureau of Reclamation, 
who has been studying the project 
for two years, state the water 
would flow gravity and is a sound 
engineering project.

lawn grasses. Permanent destruct­
ion of perennials has also been ac­
complished through the method. 
Sections of large dandelion fields 
treated with the chemical in 1945 
were not only freed of all dandelion 
growth for the season, but devoid of 
any signs of them this spring, al­
though the usual dense growth of 
the perennial reappeared on all 
sides. Explanation for this is that 
the chemical travels to the very 
roots, thus preventing regrowth.

The new discovery will also kill 
ragweed, responsible for about 90 
per cent of the nation’s hayfever. 
During a recent weed-control con­
ference, Dr. Gaylord Anderson, di­
rector of the University of Minn- 
sota School of Public Health’^and 
former Chief of the Army Medical 
Intelligence Division, stated: “The 
preparation of 2, 4-D offers more

promising means of attack upon 
ragweed than does WPA relief pro­
jects. For the first time there is an 
effective liquid weapon in reducing 
human suffering and disability 
from the diseas.”

HOW TO JUDGE QUALITY 
WHEN BUYING A RUG

Judging quality and wear in new 
rugs may be a problem to rhany 
homemakers, a^ccording to A. & M. 
College specialists in home im­
provement, and she has several 
suggestions to prospective buyers.

The amount of wool in the rug, 
the construction of the rug, and 
the quality oi the wool itself deter­
mine quality and wear in the rug.

Assuming that the wool is of 
good quality, the rug with a great­
er amount of wool will be a rug of 
higher quality. A label will usually 
tell whether the wool used is wors­
ted or woolen. Worsted rugs wear 
well, but the initial cost is apt to 
be high.

Both sides of a rug should be 
examined to check on construc­
tion. A high-pile rug will wear 
better than a short-pile rug of the 
same density. But a rug with a 
short dense pile is preferable to a 
loosely woven high-pile rug.

Tightly woven foundation yarns, 
called “ filling” are important in 
,the wear of a rug. These are usu­
ally cotton or jute. Tightness of 
weave in the “filling” of a rug 
can be tested by shifting the rug 
back and forth in the hands. If 
the back of a rug feels sleazy or 
thin, it lacks formness, or shifts 
readily, it probably is not a high 
quality rug.

Weave itself does not necessarily 
mean quality and durability. There 
may be high, medium and loW- 
priced rugs in any well-known 
■'Weaves.
