All School Age Children During Census

Supt. of Schools Johnny Mason re­
minds everyone in this school dis 
trict that it is very important that 
their children of school age be list­
ed on the current school census 
that is being taken.

If you have a child that will be 
6 and under 18 years of age be­
fore September 1, 1962, then that 
child should be listed on the census.

Supt. Mason stated that little 
trouble is encountered in the census 
where a family has children al­
ready in school since the blanks are 
sent home by them for their parents 
to fill out. There are some families 
however, who will have children 
of school age for the first time 
this next school term. They should 
contact Mr. Mason, and not later 
than Wednesday, January 31, when 
the census must be completed.

The state pays the local district 
$80 per pupil listed in the school 
census. Even if a child should be 
sick or unable to attend school, or 
even if the child quit school, the 
school district still would get the 
$80 in aid. Mr. Mason says that he 
will be more than glad to help any 
one viath questions concerning their 
children.

Mr. Mason also reminds parents 
that next Wednesday, January 31. 
is the day for the Teacher In-Serv­
ice Training, and the buses will 
run at 2:45 instead of the usual 
time.

Panthers Take Tourney
1962 Feed Grain Sign-Up Period Set

Revision Proposed For U. S. 
Standards For Grain Sorghnm
College Station, Jan. 24 — Be­

cause of the change in character of 
the grain sorghum crop diie to the 
adoption of new varities, the U. S. 
Department of Agriculture has an­
nounced a proposal to revise the 
Official Grain Standards of the U- 
nited States for grain sorghum*.

The proposed changes include 
the elimination o f the class Red 
Grain Sorghums and all the sub­
classes in the classes o f Yellow 
Grain and White Grain Sorghums 
Since the new varities and hybrids 
are heavier than the old ones, it is 
nroposed that the test weight per 
bushel be raised from 55 to 59 
pounds for No. 1, from 53 to 56 for 
No 2, from 51 to 54 for No. 3 and 
from 49 to 51 for No. 4.

Also, in order to provide for bet­
ter keeping quality, a proposal has 
been made to lower moisture con­
tent from 14 to 13 percent for No. 1, 
from 15 to 14 for No. 2 and from 16 
to 15 for No. 3. It is also proposed 
to eliminate dockage and substitute 
a factor for fine foreign material 
in the grade table. Alternative pro­
posals provide for dockage as now 
applied and a special grade ‘Tough 
instead of moisture as a grading 
factor.

Informal public hearings to con­
sider these proposals have been 

^scheduled for Lubbock on January 
29 at 1:30 p.m. in the MacKenzie 
Terrace, 407 E. Broadway and Jan­
uary 31 at 9:30 a m., Continental 
Hotel, Kansas City, Missouri.

College Station, Jan. 24 — Pro­
ducers who wish to comply with the 
1962 feed grain program will sign 
up between February 5 and March 
30, reports C. H. Bates, extension 
farm management specialist.

Provisions of the 1962 program 
are very similiar to those for 1961, 
One change is that idle and fallow 
and for the years 1959 and 1960 will 
be considered in the soil conserving 
base for farms. This will give less 
flexibility in the use of land divert­
ed from feed grains, explains Bates 

Payment ratesi for diverted acres 
will be in line with those for 1961 
because support prices for feed 
grains have been set at identical 
levels. The rates are again based 
on the normal production of the 
farm times the county support rate. 
The minimum acreage reduction 
(from the 1959 - 60 base) is 20 per­
cent, which will earn a payment 
based on 50 percent of the local sup­
port price. For diversion of between 
20 and 40 percent the payment will 
be figured at 60 percent of the local 
support price.

Barley, which was not included in 
last year’s program because of late 
passage of legislation, is included 
in the 1962 program. A producer 
having barley plus grain sorghum 
or corn can participate in barley 
reduction independent of the: other 
crops. If he wishes to comply on 
barley alone, however, he must 
stay within his 1959 - 60 base on 
com  and grain sorghum if he wants 
to receive price supports. On the 
other hand, if he wishes to comply 
on the corn and grain sorghum he 
must not exceed his base acreage 
for barley.

Cooperating farmers will be eligi 
ble for price supports on their 1962 
crops of corn, grain sorghum, bar­
ley, oats and rye, subject to the 
base yield limitations. Bates con­
tinues. Also, they are permitted to 
draw one - half of their total diver­
sion payment at the time of their 
sign - up.

Non - cooperating producer will 
not be eligible for price supports on 
feed grains, but they will receive 
the market price for them. Since no 
acreage will be diverted they will 
not receive payment for any addit­
ional conservation use.

Grain producers should study 
carefully their individual alternativ­
es in these programs. Decisions 
should rest on the estimated out­
come for each operator, based on 
the goals he is seeking, says Bates.

Producers having questions about 
the effects of varying levels of com­
pliance on their 1962 operations 
should contact their local County 
ASCS office manager or their local 
county agent.

Under regulations for 1961 and 
earlier crops, skip - row cotton 
planting was permitted provided 
the skips left idle or planted to oth­
er crops were equal in width to the 
four rows of cotton. If the skip rows 
were any narrower, the entire acre­
age was counted as planted to cot­
ton for acreage allotment and mar­
keting quota purposes. Under this 
arrangement many growers plant­
ed a four - and - four pattern — 
four rows to cotton and four left 
idle or planted to other crops.

The change. Secretary Freeman 
said, will provide the cotton grow­
er with more latitude in planning 
and carrying out his operations. 
Under the new system, only land 
actually planted to cotton will be

the pattern best suited to his opera­
tion. It is expected that many will 
shift to a two - and - two pattern, 
that is two rows of cotton and two 
rows left idle or planted to other 
crops.

*1110 decision to end limitations on 
the skip - row planting is in line 
with recommendations of the Cot­
ton Advisory Committee and many 
members of the cotton industry, 
USDA officials said, and is expect­
ed to result in improved income for 
cotton growers through increased 
efficiency in production.

The January 2 announcement 
applies only to cotton and does not 
change skip - row determinations in 
effect for other crops. Details on 
the new regulations are available 
at local ASC committee offices.

AUSTIN, TEXAS — Substontial 
pro-gress has been made by the 
Legislators toward enactment of 
Gov. Price Daniel’s program.

Lawmakers seeking re - election 
this spring are diligently at work. 
They want to be home by the filing 
deadline . . . February 5.

Loans: House of Representatives 
sent a much-amended loan regula­
tory bill to the Senate. Bill wotild 
set up tight supervision over those 
who lend in amounts less than 
$1,500. Exceptions are banks, cre­
dit unions, savings and loan associ­
ations and various kinds of cooper­
ative credit groups.

Those erempt from the regula­
tory law would be limited to 10 
per cent interest per year. All loans 
over $1,500 would likewise be held 
to 10 per cent.

House bill allows a 3 per cent 
month charge on loans under $100 
. . . iy2. percent on the part of the 
loan from $100 to $200 . . .  2 per 
cent on $200 to $500 . . . and 10 
per cent on the part of the loan 
between $500 and $1,500.

When interest on a loan over $20 
is less than $4, the lender can 
charge $4 in lieu of interest.

Rural Roads: Senate passed the 
proposal by Sen. Neville Colson of 
Navasota to cut the spending on 
farm-to-market road construct-im- 
prov'ement by $17,500,000 a year. 
This amount will be used for con­
struction of secondary and primary 
highways.

A House rural bloc on the Agri­
culture Committee favored reduct­
ion. 'They preferred a ten year 
graduated cut . . .  to reach the goal 
set by Governor Daniel, Texas 
Farm Bureau, the County Judge 
and Commissioners Association and 
the Texas Good Roads Association.

Tourism: Large crowds turned 
out for the Senate and House com­
mittee meeting on these bills: (1) 
to appropriate $300,(X)0 for adver­
tising for tourists; (2) for expan­
sion of the Juvenile parole system; 
(3) and for repairs to the San Ja­
cinto Monument.

Opposition came largely from ad­
vertising i>eople who felt the High­
way Department isn’t the proper

supervisor of an advertising pro­
gram.
ATTORNEY GENERAL’S 
RACE BEGINS :

Former Secretary of State Tom 
Reavley of Austin was the first can­
didate for Attorney General to pay 
the $1,000 filing fee at State Demo­
cratic Executive Committee head­
quarters.

This is Reavley’s first state-wide 
race. The former Nacogdoches 
County Attorney was appointed Sec­
retary of State in 1955 He now prac­
tices law in Austin.

Waggoner Carr of Lubbock, two- 
term Speaker of the House of Rep­
resentatives, already has announ­
ced' as a candidate.

Although Carr lost the 1960 race 
to Will Willson, he lulled a half 
million votes.

The Lubbock lawyer says his 
platform h a s  o n e  basic plank, 
“ strengthening our legal frame­
work where needed, and more vig­
orous enforcement of those laws, 
once enacted.”

Les Procter of Austin, who re­
signed his office of District Attor­
ney, isi expected to make a strong 
bid for the Attorney General’s job.

ing the individual samples from 
which the composite sample win 
come.

Take a composite sample from 
each soil type in the field. For 
example, take a sample from th 
level ridgetop and another from 
the slope. In getting the composite 
sample, from 10 to 15 individual 
samples should be. taken from over 
the area. These should ibe collected 
in a clean container and thoroughly 
mbced before the soil for the com­
posite sample is placed in the 
sample box. In taking the random 
samples, f i e l d  depressions, old 
fence lines or unusual areas with­
in the sample area should be avoid­
ed. Too, separate sample should be 
taken from areas that have been 
cropped differently.

In numbering sample boxes, 
make sure the box number corres­
ponds to the number shown on the 
information sheet and keep a rec­
ord of the sample numbers and the 
area from which it was taken. The 
soil sampling sheet — its avail­
able from the local fertilizer dealer 
and the county agent — should be 
filled out as completely as possible. 
The samples along with the infor­
mation sheets may be mailed to the 
laboratory at College Station or 
community leader for transporta­
tion to the laboratory. The test re­
sults should be back in 3 weeks.

GOOD soil SAMPLES 
MAKE SOIL TEST BETTER
The use of fertilizer on Texas 

crops and pastures will pay big 
dividends in the areas where plant 
food is needed to boost yields. The 
cheapest, easiest an best method 
for determining fertilizer needs is 
to test the soil. But, the soil test 
is no better than the soil sample 
from which the test is rnade,

In fact, chemical tests based on 
poorly taken soil samples may act­
ually be misleading. Here are sug­
gestions from the chemist on how 
to take a good soil sample.

A spade, probe or auger can be 
used for taking the soil sample. 
Sampling should be done to a depth 
of six inches. If a spade is used, 
dig a V-shaped hole to the six inch 
depth and take a half inch slice 
from the smooth side of the hole. 
Then cut away all but the center 
one inch of the slice and place it in 
the container being used for collect-

TEST SOILS TO DETERMINE 
FERTILIZER NEEDS
An ample supply of plant food, 

in the proper balance, is the key 
to maximum production at the low­
est cost, says Briscoe County 
Agent, Clarence Kerns.

Since the growing crop will

draw its total plant food from the 
s o i l  and from added fertilizer, 
these two sources must be com­
bined or matched so as to give the 
plant just what it needs, he points 
out.
Soils vary in the amounts of plant 
food they will furnish, and only a 
soil test wiU teU how much. With 
this information, the amount of fer­
tilizer needed can be determined.

Proper fertilization of all crops 
is being given special emphasis in 
this county now, the county agent 
stated, as a step in increasing farm 
income next year.

Never has it been so important 
that ever possible effort be made 
to produce higher yields, the county 
agent said, and farmers can in­
crease their incomes very substan­
tially by following a program of 
soil testing and improved fertil­
ization.
