The United States could liquidate 
its $300 billion public debt by sell­
ing, if enough well-heeled buyers 
were found, the real and personal
property of our governm ent--------

stock and barrel. No one, I ’m 
re, would advocate that we do 

.xiis. No one would want to sell the 
White House or the Capitol or our 
nuclear submarines or our great 
national parks or even very many 
of the equestrian statues that dot 
Washington.

"  But I ’m convinced that this gov­
ernment owns far more real estate-
land and buildings------ than we
really need. A good round of auc­
tion sales, following a  thorough 
audit and study, would help the 
nation’s financial position. If the 
proceeds of these sales were proper­
ly applied, the national debt could 
be reduced.

I have introduced a resolution 
(House Resoluton 68) in this new 
88th Session of the Congress asking 
that a nine-member House commit­
tee be' appointed to investigate the 
government’s real property hold­
ings and to prepare a complete in­
ventory. The purpose would be to 
formulate recommendations as to 
which property we’d keep and 
which we’d sell. The committee al­
so would establish property man­
agement policies after determining 
what policies are now in effect. 
Sales would follow.

We have built up in this nation a 
stockpile of land and buildings 
every bit as extravagant as that 
exposed in last year’s Senate in­
vestigation into the stockpiling of 
strategic materials. We’ve accumu­
lated heaps of unwanted chromite, 
tungsten, lead, nickel, feathers and 
other substances, all in the name 
of preparedness. President Kennedy 
is expected to ask soon for author­
ity to sell surplus stockpile items, 

j I believe we should carry this ap- 
I proach a  step farther by investi- 
i gating and arranging to dispose of 
i part of our real estate stockpile.
I This is the eight-year history of 

-  Gur mounting accumulation of real 
and personal property: 1955, $207.- 
9 billion; 1956, $235.4 billion; 1957, 
$249.1 billion; 1958, $262 billion; 
1959, $264.5 billion; 1960, $275.9 bil­
lion; 1961, $282.9 biUion; 1962, $213.- 
3 billion.

The House Committee on Govern­
ment Operations has released its 
annual inventory report of govern­
ment holdings, real and personal. 
It is an excellent report, but it does 
not constitute the item-by-item list­
ing I ’d like to see. Some agencies 
have provided better information 
than others; a committee staff 
member told me, “ This year we 
have information from the Defense 
Department that never was avail­
able before.’ ’ According to the 
committee, the Treasury Depart­
ment was fully cooperative. I  think, 
however, that because the job is 
so immense a special committee 
slhould be assigned to it. That my 
resolution seeks to accomplish.

For the first time in recent his­
tory, this year’s report shows the 
total value of government holdings 
to exceed the national debt total. 
Had we sold everything as of last 
.TuTv 1 for the listed value, the 
’ United States could have liquidated 

A real and personal holdings for a 
total of $299.4 billion. On that date 
the debt was $298.2 billion. We’d 
have been in the clear by 1.2 billion 
hut we’d miss those B-52s and the 
Canitol.

The dollar values listel in the re­
port are deceptively low. Much of 
the property was entered at acquisi­
tion cost. ’The 18 acres' of land sur­
rounding the White House are off­
icially valued at only $1,000. The 
government’s total real estate 

Idings of 772 million acres - - an 
area four and a half times the size
of T ex ^ s ------are valued at only
$86 billion!. Although Amarillo Air

SAVINGS BOND REPORT 
FOR MONTH OF DECEMBER

December Savings Bonds sales in 
Briscoe County were $1,934.00 ac­
cording to Mr. Perry Whittemore, 
Chairman of the Briscoe County 
Savings Bonds Committee. During 
1962 the citizens of this county pur­
chased $96,788.00, Which represents 
121% of the 1962 sales goal of 
$80,000.00.

Sales in Texas during 1962 totaled 
$143,146,965 which is 86.7% of the 
state goal of $165,100,000.

U. S. Treasury records disclose 
that the number of individual bonds 
issued during 1962 set a five-year 
record with over 73 million individu­
al bonds issued during the year. 
The number of $50 bonds purchased 
was the highest amount since the 
war years, and the sale of $25 
bonds was at a five-year record.

“ The increased sales of the small­
er denomination bonds are a direct 
result of the Freedom Bond Drive, 
when over one million American 
workers enrolled in the Payroll 
8avinrs Plan for bond buving. 'This 
was a 15% increase over 1961,’ ’ 
Chairman Whittemore reported.

The temperature was hovering 
around the zero mark recently 
when your reporter dropped by the 
Johnston Drilling Company for a 
visit with W. O. Johnston.

HI-PLAINS HI-LIGHTS
Research information coming out 

of experiments conducted on date- 
of-planting grain sorghum at the 
High Plains Research Foundation 
indicates that May 15 is the best 
planting date. Hybrids planted on 
May 15 have produced higher yields 
with less damage from the sorghum 
midge and birds than hybrids plant­
ed earlier or later.

A Grain Sorghum Date of Plant­
ing test was initiated in 1961. The 
purpose of this test was to deter­
mine the effects of planting dates 
on yields of early, medium and late 
maturing varieties of grain sor­
ghum. Despite the early planting 
damage from birds, and the late 
planting by midge, the results clear­
ly demonstrate some of the advan­
tages and disadvantages of the vari­
ous planting dates.

Six hybrids, two each of early, 
medium and late maturing types 
were used in the test. The planting 
dates for all six were April 25, 
May 15, June 5, and June 25, at a 
seeding rate of 10 pounds per acre 
for each. The entire test received a 
sidedressed application of 100 
pounds of nitrogen per acre on 
June 26. The April 25 and May 15 
fields received four irrigations 
totaling 15.63 acre inches. The June 
5 and June 25 fields were watered 
three times for a total of 12.68 in­
ches.

Bird damage on the plots of the 
first two dates of planting was 
heavy because there was no source 
of food for birds in the area. This 
amount of damage would not occur 
is large fields so can be discounted.

The midge infestation started a 
week earlier than the 1961 season 
with greater damage than 1962. 
The June 25 planting received the 
largest midge damage in 1962 as it 
did in 1961.

The May 15 planting had fewer 
plots damaged by either birds or 
midge and produced the highest 
yields. The late maturing hybrids 
produced the best yields which were 
also highest for the entire test.

The date of planting test was con­
ducted by Delbert Langford, Associ­
ate Agronomist for the Foundation. 
Full details on the test have been 
published in Research Report No. 
52, which has been mailed to all 
supporters of the Foundation's 
private enterprise research pro­
gram.
