Congressman Rogers Thinks Farmers Misread Mood of Congress

The majority of the nation’s
wheat growers, by their resounding
“no’”” vote in the Wheat Referen-
dum last week, have turned thumbs
down on high wheat prices through
rigid, federally enforced -contols.
Will wheat prices be depressed ser-
jously? Will a wheat glut develop?
These questions remained to be
answered. The farmers had the
choice of programs. If the alterna-
tive they chose works satisfactorily
—and I believe that, in view of the

~ vote by the farmers themselves,

it deserves a fair trial—and no fur-
ther wheat program will be neces-
sary.

In advance of Tuesday’s refer-
endum, I made it clear to farmers
in our district that they should
study all the facts before making a
decision. I also notified them of my
belief that no interim wheat legis-
lation could be expected from Con-
gress this year should the referen-
dom fail to carry.

Already, some of those who
strongly opposed a ‘‘yes’” vote in
the referendum are saying they be-
lieve Congress will provide new
wheat legislation before this Ses-
sion ends. I'm afraid they’ve mis-
read the mood of the Congress,
which had set up the enabling legis-
lation under which the defeated
program was proposed to the wheat
growers, and also the primary
political orientation of most Mem-
bers of Congress.

Most Congressmen are from ur-
ban areas. My Texas colleague in
Congress, Bob Poage, the Chair-
man of the Livestock and Feed
Grains Subcommittee of the House
Committee on Agriculture, esti-
mates that not more than 6 percent
of Members of Congress are from
major wheat producing areas. That
Congress is so heavily weighted to
urban areas reflects the dramatic
shift in our population over the

last few years. The powerful
“farm bloc”’ of the 1930’s has been
succeeded by a strong “big city
bloc”. Its power to control the
course of legislation is growing
stronger.

A study last year showed that
300 Congressional districts are ur-
ban, 137 are rural. By sections, the
breakdown is as follows: South, 58
urban, 62 rural; Milwest, 84 urban,
45 rural; West, 49 urban, 10 rural:
East, 109 urban, 20 rural. As you
can see, farm legislatios must have
the support of city Congressmen in
order to win approval. Such is their
strength in numbers, in both par-
ties. I've discussed the situation
with colleagues from big city dis-
tricts. They are not now inclined to
support any new wheat legislation
this year. They say that if farm
income suffers drastically and sup-
plies of wheat become excessive,
the Secretary of Agriculture is ob-
ligated to take action. He is requir-
ed to establish a marketing quota
for wheat and call a new referen-
dum for no later than June 13, 1964,
to establish the program for the
1965 crop.

City Congressmen realize, how-
ever, that it is an obligation of gov-
ernment to help prevent economic
calamity. If the approval of a pro-
gram calling for loose controls and
low price supports threatens dis-
aster for a subtantial portion of
rural America, I feel confident that
these Members of Congress will be
receptive to corrective proposals.
It may well be thatt the next few
months will find Congress engaged
in a serious re-examination of
wheat production controls and sup-
port prices.

Those of us who represent major
wheat production areas will watch
the situation very closely. We will
do al we can to see that injustices

COTTON PLANT EXTRACTS
REPEL AND ATTRACT

BOLL WEEVILS

College Station — Scientists of the
U. S. Department of Agriculture
have extracted from the cotton plant
a substance that repels boll wee-
vils. It is the third substance ex-
tracted from the cotton plant with
potential value for controlling the
most destructive of all cotton in-
sects, the boll weevil.

The first substances were an at-
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tractant that draws weevils to cot-
ton plant and a feeding stimulant
which makes the plants appetizing

to the insects. The three substan-
ces were found by scientists of
USDA'’s Agricultural Research Ser-
vice working in cooperation with
the Mississippi Agricultural Experi-
ment Station at the Boll Weevil
Research Laboratory, State College,

+ Miss.

The repellent was discovered in
connection with work with the at-
tractant. When the attractant was
warmed to room temperature, part
of it vaporized or degraded. The
part remaining proved repellent to
boll weevils. A procedure was then
developed for extracting the repel-
lent from cotton squares (flower
buds) and seedlings, the same part
of the plant containing the attract-
ant.

The scientists listed these pos:i-
bilities for the substances. Plant
breeders could conceivably develop
cotton varieties either with a high
content of the repellent so plants
would repel weevils or with such
a low content of the attractant that
the plant§ would not attract wee-
vils. :

The discovelry also introduces
the prospect of starving boll by
driving them away from the kind
of food they need. In laboratory
tests, weevils were kept away from
cotton squares, bolls and seedlings
for 5 to 12 hours even when they
had no other food to eat. When

other food was available, the
weevils left the treated plant parts
untouched for 36 hours.

Other possible uses for the at-
tractant include the luring of wee-
vils to a trap or simply to an area

away from the cotton plants. The

feeding stimulant does not attract
weevils from a distance, but offers
the possibility of forcing them to
starve on the wrong kind of diet.
Research is continuing on the sub-
stances and cotton strains are be-
ing checked for their content of
them.

15 to 18 inches of rainfall that is
normally recorded on the High
Plains. Early winds and sand dam-
age will be considerably decreased
by the shorter, thicker stalk and
leaf. Even though early experi-
ments indicate that this hormone
may be invaluable in the future
of High Plains agiculture, Dr.
Gohlke points out that this hor-
mone is an experimental compound
and is not approved or available
for commercial use.

Dr. Earl Collister, Director of
the Foundation, said in comment-
ing on this new reseach project
“We hope that this research project
will provide information that will
enable our farmers to produce a
better quality of cotton with less
water.”’
