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CONGRESS MUST RETAIN
ITS POWERS

Congress is to the government
what a board of directors is to
a large corporation. Congress
yuides the actions of our govern.
ment by passing laws and by
determining whether or not they
are properly administered. In a
similar way, boards of directors
set the policies of corporations
and check to see that their decis-
ions are executed by manage.
ment.

In both government and busi.
ness, policy.makers must be ex.
tremely careful lest they delegate
to people on the managerial level
powers that should be retained
at the top. This, as I pointed
out in last week’s newsletter,
has occurred too often in the
Congress with the result that the
authority of Congress, the direct
voice of the people in their gov.
ernment, has been sapped. Just
as stockholders in a corporation
would object if the directors
they elected shunned the respon.
sibilities by passing too much
power to appointed management
so American citizens are protest.
ing that Congress has let too
much power slip away to bu.
reaucrats who man departments
of the government’s adminis.
trative branch.

Now ' before the Senate is a
bill that, I am convinced. would
further strengthen the power of
the administrative branch in
overseeing the functions and
practices of the quasi.judicial
regulatory agencies of govern.
ment. The bill, S. 1664, would
establish what some have termed
a ‘‘super agency’’. It would
have watchdog authority over
the efficiency. adequacy and
fairness of administrative pro.
cedures followed by the regula.
tory agencies. The Administra.
tive Conference of the United
States, as this “‘super agency’’
would be called, would be head.
ed by a full . time chairman

appointed by the President
(with the advice and con.
sent of the Senate) and

include an 11 . member Council,
including agency heads and law.
yers, and a larger Assembly con.
sisting of other government of.
ficials and citizen specialists.
This is a well.intentioned bill.
I applaud its purpose — which
is to see that unfair and capri.
cious treatment of citizens is
prevented as they deal with these
agencies, whose power is in part
legislative and in part judicial,
and to provide for appeals pro.
cedures where none now exist.
I object, however, to the phil.
osophy of government lying
behind the proposal — that
watchdog authority over these
agencies is not properly a funct.
ion of the Congress, that it be.
longs in the bereaucracy. It cer.
tainly is incumbent upon the
departments and agencies to ad-
minister the authority given to
them in a responsible way, but
the ultimate responsibility as
to whether or not this is being
done rests with Congress. In
my view, Congress should set
to work to restore to itself auth.
ority passed along over the years
to the regulatory agencies. In
stead of laying down the broad
forms of legislation that have
characterizeéd past delegations of
authority to the administrative
branch, Congress should be
more specific in enacting policies
these agencies are to follow.
In the past few years a num.
ber of bills have been introduced
in the Congress delegating to
government agencies measures
of authority which taken singly
seem insignificant. Some of these
bill have been enacted, some
have been defeated by th cnmu.
lativ effects of those that have

acting laws to provide for bet.
ter appeals machinery, by con.
ducting a thorough inquiry into
the vast realm of agency.exer.
cised powers — these things
would help. Also helpful would
be a re.examination by the Con.
gress of its own role in govern.
ment, a study that might go
far to restore the emphasis of
Conaressional activity to legis.
lative business.

dresses.

“Each
handling slows the process of
mail dispatch and adds to the
opportunity for human error.

“With the ZIP Code, a clerk
needs only to glanc at the code
to know immediately to what
national area, state and post of.

up to 24 hours off the time be.
tween deposit and delivery.”

Mr. Bogan said that when
ZIP Code is in full swing, the
United States will have ‘‘the
most modern system of mail
distribution and 'delivery in ex.

charter amendment to Lockney
General Hospital. The hospital
began active operation in 1948.

In 1954 the hospital wos sold
to Dr. W. J. Mangold, who at
that time was chief of medical
staff. Dr. T. L. Glen has since
become a partner.

The hospital was originally

approved for 11 beds with clin.
ical faciljties which included
state approved laboratory and
x.ray. In 1955 and eight bed
ward was added, making a total
of 19 beds.

In 1956 a total of almost
16,000 patients were seen in the
clinic with 853 patients, ex.
cluding newborns, being admit.
ted to the hospital.

Need for expension to care for
patients was felt again in 1957
and an addition for seven more
beds was provided and clinic
facilities expanded.

In 1962 there were 29,701
patients registered in the clinic
with 1,328 patients admitted
to the hospital, excluding new.
borns which numbered 306 for
the year. Again it was deemed
necessary to expand the hos.
pital’s facilities and consequent.
ly the present construction was
begun.

The hospital disburses some
$18,000 to $20,000 in the com.
munity each month. There are
35 employees on the regular pay.
roll.

Boating Tips...

The boater’s most common use
for line is tying up to a dock.
To do the job like a real “salt”,
learn these two simple hitches,
suggest Mercury outboard auth-
orities: use the upper knot in
the illustration to tie up to a
cleat, Pass the line around the
cleat under both horns, then
diagonally across the top of the'
cleat and under the first horn.
Tuck the loose end under the line
where it passes across the top.:
The more pull by the boat, the
greater the holding power of the
hitch—yet it can be loosened
easily by tugging at the free
end. Use the other knot, the
clove hitch, to tie up to posts or
piles. It consists of two loops
with the free end tucked under.
Don’t use this hitch for perma-

nent fastening, since it may
eventually slip.

LONE STAR AGRICULTURE

PROPER INSECT
CONTOLR

Killing crop insects is a lot
like a marriage proposal. A little
thought beforehand may pre.
vent a pack of grief afterwards.

Fortunately, farmers. can learn
from their previous errors in
insect control and making the
same mistake twice can usually
be prevented. And the Texas
Department of Agriculture en.
tomologists are under presseure
now for some quick changes to
our pest problems.

The most common error is
spraying the right chemical at
the wrong time. Application of
pesticides too early or too late
in the season has two inevitable
results—wasted money and an
insect damaged crop. This error
can be avoided by checking with
your county agent or a Texas
Department of Agriculture of.
ficial—plus following the di.
rections of correct application
issued by the chemical company.

There are some insects against
which current products on the
market offer little defense. The
pink bollworm must be con.
trolled primarily by planting
and plow up deadlines in Texas.
Late planting cuts down the
time for a destructive buildup of
the bollworm population and a
good, eatly cleanup of the stalks
in the field destroys the winter
nesting place. ’

The grasshopper is an annual
visitor to Texas crops and can
be dealt with effectively most
of the time. But some seasons,
he gets completely out of hand
and emergency measures are ne.
cessary. The more we can learn
about the causes of the rise and
fall in numbers of the grass.

Research information already
obtained indicates that flame
cultivation can reduce the cost
of producing crops by means of
reducing the hand labor costs
of weed control. Flame culti.
vation is a completely mechani-
cal means of weed control. Plan
to attend the Field Day, and see
this cost saving method of con.
