Defense Appropriations
Ailfter 2 days of debate, which 

one would characterize as 
 ̂ rited, the House recently 

^assed the major 'defense appro, 
priation measure for the next 
fiscal year —  a bill calling for 
expenditures totaling $47 bil. 
lion. The sum represents more 
than half of all money to be 
spent by the government in the 
year which began July 1. After 
cuts were made in Apptppri. 
ations Committee sessions and 
on the floor during debate, the 
appropriated amount was $1.9 
billion less than the President 
had requested in his budget mes­
sage and $1.25 billion under the 
actual similar expenditures for 
the fiscal year just ended.

The vote on passage in the 
House was 410 to 1. That the 
debate was so routinely conduct, 
ed and the final vote overwhelm, 
ingly bears out what every 
American knows anyway: That 
there is simply no way around 
the Nation's vital need to main­
tain its military forces at un. 
equalled strength. The^e is no 
alternative if we are to preserve 
our sovereignty.

As my colleage from the South 
Plains, George Mahon, said as 
the debate opened: “All the bills 
which Congress passes are im. 
portant to somebody. The bill 
before us today is important to 
everybody— to everybody in the 
United States, and to all the 
peace-loving people of the entire 
world. This is true, because this 
is the legislation which, more 
than any other, enables the 
United States to maintain its 
position of military superiority 
over the Soviet Union.”

Congressman Mahon said: 
“Our military strength will not 
necessarily insure peace, but in. 
sofar as military strength can 
avert and deter war, this Gov. 
ernment has what it takes.” 

During the debate, one Con­
gressman presented the 1962 
Department of Defense payroll, 
military anl civilian, and De. 
partment of Defense total ex. 
penditures for each state. The 
figures spell out just what mili­
tary spending means to the Tex- 
as economy.

In Texas, the military payroll 
totaled $778,798,000 and the 
payroll of civilian workers for 
the Defense Department was 
$361,742,000— for a combined 
total of $1,006,253,000. To. 
tal Defense Department expen­
ditures in Texas were $2,146,.
793.000. Only one other state 
exceeded the Texas totals. Cali, 
fornia, with its heavy concen­
tration of aircraft manufactur. 
ers,, had a combined Defense 
Department payroll of $1,709.
585.000. and that figure coup­
led with the enormous sums 
spent in California for procure, 
ment sent the total of Dfense 
Department expenditures in 
that state to a staggering $7,.
702.829.000.

Military installations were 
placed in these states and mili. 
tary procurement contracts as. 
signed to manufacturers there 
for good reasons. No one would 
argue that the economics of Tex. 
as and California do not bene­
fit greatly from this situation, 
spent by the federal government 
in these two states— for defense 
purposes only— as is taken out 

jin total taxes. The taxes paid 
'^ i n to  the federal treasury from 

Texas, for example, totaled ir 
1962 $3,329,247,00 on de 
fense payrolls and contracts.

Researd) Foundation

Midge Threatens Grain 
Sorghum In Texas

Delbert Langford, Associate 
Agronomist of the High Plains 
Research Foundation, located on 
the High Plains of Texas, an. 
nounced that Midge is now in­
festing grain sorghum through, 
out the area. Langford has alert, 
ed farmers to take measures to 
protect their crops. This insect 
can completely eliminate a grain 
sorghum crop.

Midge infestations have in­
vaded the High Plains Research 
Foundation. July 9 is the first 
this insect has put in an appear, 
ance here this year. The adult 
Midge itself will not ’do any

damage, but will lay eggs in the 
bloom of the grain sorghum 
head. As the larva grows, it cats 
the grain; thus leaving only an 
empty hull.

Control of Midge can best be 
brought about by spraying with 
insecticides prior to and during 
the blooming stage. The first 
application should be made 
about two days after the head 
emerges from the boot. Some of 
the chemicals recommended for 
spraying are Endrin, Sevin, and 
Toxaphene. Farmers should con. 
tact local dealers for application 
rates and methods.

In years past with plantings 
of May 15, and earlier, there 
has been no damage to grain 
sorghum by Midge due to an 
early blooming date, anl hav­
ing the crop into a hard grain 
stage by the time Midge arrived. 
Some farmers have planted early 
this year in the attempt to get 
the grain sorghum past the 
Midge. The present infestation 
is about one month earlier than 
in 1962. ,

Langford says the infestaton 
will keep building up anct gain, 
ing momentum until the last 
grain has bloomed.
