The Army Answers 
Your Questions

Q If I put in a clai for the so­
cial security benefits o f my hus­
band who died while in the army, 
will my pension or insurance be 
affected in any way?

A. No.
Q. We had four sons in the serv­

ice. One was killed in action and 
another is a prisoner of war. Would 
you explain the Army’s “remain­
ing son” policy for us?

A. There has been a change in 
this policy. Now, (when two tor 
more members of a family group 
serving in the armed focres die or 
are listed as missing in action or 
as prisoners o f  war, the afmy and 
the Navy on request will transfer 
all remaining members of the group 
to non-hazardous duties. I f only one 
son remains, he will be assigned to 
permanent service ift the United 
States. Cases under this policy must 
be brought to the attention of The 
Adjutant General (in the case of 
the Army—by the immediate fam ­
ily o  fthe service ma nor by the 
service man himself. I f application 
is made under th sipolicy, be sure 
all possible information on names, 
grades serial numbers, last organi­
zation and station and available 
information on death, capture or 
missing status is included.

Q. Will a regular Army soldier 
who was discharged to be an officer 
revert to his former status when 
the war is over?

A. When he is released from  act­
ive duty as an officer, he will be 
giv nean opportunity to re-enlist 
in his former permanent grade in 
the regular army.

Will Feature Tile Tells a Farm Story

A U STIN - Homes of tomorrow In 
Texas will continue to be built of 
wood, but much hollow tile and 
gypsum plaster will be used .and 
Interior finishings will be different.

These predictions are made by a 
University of Texas chemical en­
gineer.. Dr. W. A. Cunningham, 
who has made a study o f gypsum 
plaster and other materials.

Plastic and magnesium alloys will 
be used for window trimmings, door 
trimmings, for certain household 
Appliance, and plastic will even 
be used for screens, he says.

"Hollow tile is especially good 
for  homes because the outstanding 
production is in Texas, it has ex­
cellent insulating values, and it is 
adaptable to air.conditioning."

Another important feature of the 
homes o f  the future, according to 
Walter T. Rolfe. chairman of the 
department o f  architecture is th a t1 
homes will be built to take advant­
age of sunlight. The use o f glass 
to permit sunshine both summer 
and winter simplicity of lines, and 
utilization o f natural environm ent! 
will mark the new homes, he says.

Rural Teachers 
May Get A Break

AUSTIN— Rural school teachers 
o f  Texas came in for their share 
o f  educational appropriations from 
the House of Representatives this 
week, when the House passed a 
$29,000,000 rural aid bill by a  vote 
Of 108 to 10.

The bill is some $1,200,000 more 
than the Senate-approved measure, 
and $11,200,000 more than was ap­
propriated last i session. The bill 
provides a base pay o f $135. a 
month for nine months for teachers 
in rural <*chools, and additional 
compensations for college training 
and number of years spent in 
teaching.

Championed by R. L. Proffer of 
Denton, chairman o f the rural aid 
sub-committee, and Joe Humphrey 
o f  Abilene, the bill as passed pro ­
vides additional pay of from $4 
to  $20 a month for college training, 
and from $2 to $20 extra for each 
year o f teaching experience.

Farmers Plan Greater 
Buys In War Bonds

In spite of an "off”  season so far
as income is concerned, farm War 
Bond leaders are now making prepa­
rations for selling more bonds ta 
farmers during the Seventh War 
Loan than in any previous drive, 
according to M. L. Predmore, Chief 
of the Agricultural Section. War 
Finance Division, Treasury Depart­
ment. With the help of country bank­
ers they’ re out to convince the men 
who till the soil that they should 
convert their expanded bank ac­
counts into bonds.

“ Farmers, like all Americans, 
have been building up bank deposits 
and currency holdings ever since the 
war started,”  Predmore said. “ On 
January 1, 1920, agriculture held cur­
rency and bank deposits totaling 
slightly over 4 billion dollars. The 
1945 figure is not available, but it is 
expected to be in excess o f 10 bil­
lion.”  -

With larger operations and in­
creased costs farmers must have 
more operating capital than in 1940, 
but they don’t need 10 billion, in 
Predmore’s opinion. He believes 
farmers can and will put a substan­
tial portion of these cash reserves 
into War Bonds.

When they go out to sell War 
Bonds to farmers in the Seventh, 
War Finance Committees throughout 
the nation will stress personal solici­
tation. A survey made following the 
Sixth War Loan showed that 57 
percent of the farmers who were 
oerronally solicited bought bonds.

In desperation, 
the War Finance Committee turned 
to the students of the town's two 
high schools and one grammar 
school. "If the adults won’ t do it, it’ s 
up to you,”  the County Chairman 
told them. Accepting the challenge, 
within a week boys and girls had 
sold $25,000 worth of bonds, and be­
fore * e  close of the Drive, Penns 
Grove s 6,485 citizens had topped 
their E Bond quota by $17,000. "Let’ s 
chuck that worriment about youth 
talcing responsibility into the ash 
can,”  said the local weekly news­
paper.

In Michigan, public schools sold 
$23,750,560 worth of bonds in the 
Sixth War Loan, with Detroit schools 
contributing almokt a third of this

figure. One school in the heart of 
Detroit averaged sales of $233.60 per 
pupil; another, in a weaitnier dis­
trict. tallied up $W9 for each of its 
800 students.

Through special promotions staged 
by the schools of the small town of 
Laconia. New Hampshire, whose 
pupils manned booths, recorded the 
Drive’s progress in downtown de- 
partmeir. store windows and can­
vassed all the town’ s fourteen dis­
tricts, E Bond sales amounted to 
$341,334 against a quota of $272,300.

In the state of Washington, the 
80,000 school children in . King 
Countv sold 27,763 E Bonds in one 
day—$1,182,281 worth.

And in Kings County, New York, 
elementary and secondary school 
children tallied up $4,137,435 through 
the sale of 41,253 E Bonds during 
the Sixth War Loan.

On Pearl Harbor Day in a remote 
Virginia county, school pupils can­
vassed the neighborhood and sold 
$18,000 worth of Bonds; their total 
sales for the last drive amounted to 
$46.000—eight per cent of which was 
estimated to be “ new”  sales.

Preparing fellow townspeople for 
solicitation by the pupils of Fair- 
mount School, Hackensack, N. J., the 
principal wrote: “ You may feel that 
we are placing an unusual responsi­
bility on our children, but they are 
unusual children, living in unusual 
times They are sincere in their be­
lief that the future of America de­
pends upon our continued support of 
every man in the line of battle.”  His 
pupils sold bonds worth more than 
$1,000,000 in the Sixth War Loan.

A grateful Nation has girded It­

self for the Mighty Seventh War 
Loan for 14 billions of dollars, half
of which has been assigned as the 
Individual sales quota. According to 
reports from state chairmen reach­
ing Ted R. Gamble, national di­
rector of the War Finance Division 
of the Treasury in Washington, the 
Nation is ready for the hufce task.

Mr. Gamble was enthusiastic about 
results. He said ‘ ‘W e're prepared to 
do the best job in the 7th War
Loan.”  Mr. Gamble sa id  th at

Secretary of the ^ 8
Treasury Henry 
Morgenthau said 
seven billions of 
dollars has been 
assigned as the quota for individual 
investors and that the major 
emphasis throughout the drive will 
be placed on the quota for individ­
uals. The individual quota is the 
highest established in any of the 
previous drives, the secretary said.

The E Bond quota alone is 4 bil­
lion. The 7th War Loan seeks near­
ly as much in the one drive as was 
asked in the first two drives of last 
year which were held up to this 
time. The two drives of this year, 
therefore, will seek nearly as much 
as was sought in the three drives 
of 1944.

The Secretary stated that there is 
every evidence that Federal ex­
penditures are going to remain at 
a high level for some time to come, 
and that the Seventh War Loan pro­
gram was designed to obtain maxi­
mum funds necessary to prosecute 
the War from non-bank investors.

The securities, which will be sold 
under the direction of the State War 
Finance Committees, are as follows; 
Series E, F and G Savings Bonds, 
Series C Sa' inrs Notes, 2%% Bonds, 
2V*% Bonds, 1%% Bonds, %% Cer­
tificates of Indebtedness. The VA% 
Bonds will not be offered in the 
Drive to corporations.

The Drive for individuals will ex­
tend from May 14 to June 30. How­
ever, an intensification of activities 
in the sale of Series E bonds began 
April 9, when millions of persons on 
payroll savings plans throughout 
the country were asked to enlarge 
their participation as a part of the 
Seventh War Loan. All Series E, 
F and G Savings Bords and Series 
C Savings Notes processed through 
the Federal Reserve Banks between 
April 9 and July 7 will be credited 
to the Drive.

During the final phase of tbe Drive 
which will cover the periooi from 
June 18 through June 30, subscrip­
tions will be received from all other 
non-bank investors for the 2Vi% and 
2 marketable bonds and the cer­
tificates of inde£:cdness.

Hasty Purchase ol Dwellings

W ith the current high prices o f  property, w ar veterans 
may seriously encum ber themselves with bad investments 
unless they consult com petent advisers before borrow ing 
money from  the governm ent under the G1 Bill o f  Rights, in 
the opinion o f  Miles L. ( olean, form er A ssistant Federal 
H ousing A dm inistrator.

Caution against undue haste in taking advantage o f fed ­
eral loans fo r  veterans is urged by M r. Colean in an article 
in the May issue o f  House Beautiful magazine in which hr 
explains in non-technical language ju st what home loan bene 
fits our veterans are entitled to.

Mr. Colean point* oat that 
•rans who want loans under the 
GI Bill of Rights do not even 
have to deal with the government 
direct, but may transact their 
business through their local mort­
gage companies.

In warning against hasty and 
perhaps ill-considared investments 
mad* with such loans from the 
government, he says in part: •

“ In many part of the country, 
now is a dubious time for either 
buying or building. The selection 
is limited and ths prices are high.
A liberal loan and a low interest 
rata won’t taks th* curse off an 
tnflatad price. There ia every rea-

Although the Gl Bill of Rights 
stipulates that applications for 
such loans must be made within 
two years after an honorable dis­
charge or two years after the "ter­
mination of the war,” whichever 
is the longer period, Mr. Colean 
points out that this provision 
should be no cause for undue haste 
in applying for a loan.

"Fear of missing the advantage 
provided by the law should not be 
made an excuse for haste,” he 
states. “Terminating a war, even 
after hostilities cease, is apt to b« 
a lengthy business. It may be re­
called that while hostilities
