crop should be sown to pro-
vide temporary protection from
erosion and to protect grass
seedlings.

It is best not to ‘graze a
cover crop.

When a waterway is shaped
too late to plant a dead litter
crop, cotton burs or other mulch
material can be used. At least
three tons of burs per acre should
be applied. Two and one_half
tons of fine stem hay would
provide adequate cover. Barn.
yard manure mixed with hay or
sttaw could be wused. Mulch
material should be applied just
before planting.

It is best to use native grass-
es when seeding a waterway.
Weeds should’ be shredded or
sprayed to protect young grass.
