GINNED IN MOTLEY COUNTY

H 8 H Gin of Flomot has
ginned the first bale of cotton in
Motley County, the cotton be-
ing produced by Claudie Mat-
ney of Whiteflat, according to
Wayne Hunter. The first bale
was ginned last Friday, August
28.

According to Mr. Hunter the
2200 pounds of seed cotton
brought in by Mr. Matney pro-
duced a 570 Ib. bale and 850
1bs. of cottonseed.

Mr. Hunter said that the gin
will buy the bale of cotton and
will pay Mr. Matney 40 cents
per pound for the cotton. In
addition, ginning' and wrapping
of the bale was free.

Mr. Matney gathered the 2,
200 pounds of seed cotton from
5 acres, which was planted in
April.

SIGN-UP FOR BOLL WEEVIL SPRAY PROGRAM
STILL FAR FROM COMPLETE

County Agent Leon Gros-
didier said Wenesday that ap-
proximately 75 perncent of the
cotton farmers in this commun-
ity have signed up to take part
in the giant spray program de-
signed to prevent overwintering
of the boll weevil in this area.

This is the only sure way
known to halt the spread of
the dreaded pest.

Some farmers have stated that
they will not take part in the
program. Some of these who do
not plan to take part in the pro-
gram say that they are afraid
of the spray and what it might
do to livestock.

According to information re-
ceived here 2t The Tribune. the
chemical that will be used in
this fall’s program is Technical

malathion, one of the safest
pesticides known. Malathion, is
commonly used in flea powders
for dogs. in livestock sprays,
etc. Properly handled it is as
safe as the fly spray used in
homes.

The $1.000,000 Federal ap-
propriation to match the High
Plains money has been approved
and contracts are being let to
aerial applicators. One BIG job
remains—ALIL. farmers in the
control zone must sign spray-
ing permits if the program is to
have maximum effect.

If you have not signed a spray
permit, get one from the County
Agent, ASC office, Bank, or the
Department of Ariculture.

Permission to spray your
farm is essential to the complete
success of the program.

Micronaire reading, a
measurement of fineness and
maturity of cotton, would have
been made at the same time a
bale sample was examined by
Agricultural Marketing Service
cotton classing offices to deter-
mine grade and staple of fiber.
The farmer would have paid six
cents per bale for this service.

This micronaire provision pro-
vided for a loan premium of
65 cents per 500-pound bale,
for cotton in the most desirable
range, with discounts applying
to cotton with high or low mi-!
cronaire readings. Schedule of
these premiums and discounts
will continue to be applied on
loans disbursed through Aug.
29. Thereafter, micronaire read-
ings will not be considered.as a
quality factor for cotton offered
as collateral for loan.

The value of cotton under the
loan program will be established
as in 1963 and prior years, on
basis of grade and staple as de-
termined by AMS cotton class-
ing offices in accordance with
regulations issued pursuant to
the Cotton Standards Act, with
discounts on wasty cotton,
spindle twist cotton and cotton
containing extraneous matter.

T he voluntary micronaire
reading service offered through
AMS cotton classing offices will
not be affected. Classing offices
will continue to supply micro-
naire readings to ginners who
have applied for the service as
long as their applications re-
main in effect. Ginners now re-

MOTORISTS URGED TO DRIVE
WITH CARE DURING HOLIDAY

Austin — Col. Homer Gar-

rison, director of the Texas De-
partment of Public Safety, an-
nounced today that “‘Operation
Motorcide,”” the grim tabulation
of Labor Day traffic deaths as

they occur, will go into effect
at 12:01 a. m., Saturday, Sep-
tember 5. The Department has
estimated that 36 persons will

be killed on Texas streets and

highways during the 72 -hour
holiday period, which will last
until 11:59 p. m. Monday, Sep-
tember 7.

Garrison called upon the driv-
ing public to join in a ‘‘crusade
of common-sense driving to less-
en the toll of tragic holiday
deaths caused by motor ve-
hicles.”

“The heaviest concentration
of moving vehicles is during
holiday periods,”” he pointed
out, ‘“‘and it is during these times
that drivers should exercise cau-
tion to the utmost.

“There is always a chance
that estimate of traffic deaths
can be proved too high if ali
motorists put forth a concerted
effort toward holding the line
against accidents by staying es-
pecially alert to the added dan-
gers of holiday travel.”

The DPS Director said Labor
Day this year comes at a time
when traffic tragedy appears to
be outstripping that for 1963,
when an all-time high of 2,729
deaths were tabulated. He report-
ed that more than 1,700 persons

Slow down -and be able to
cope with all existing conditions
and circumstances.
