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THE REAPPORTIONMENT
ISSUE '

Prospects seem improved, at
this writing, for approval by
Congress this year of a Consti-
tutional amendment to permit
one of the two houses of a
State legislature to be based on
representation factors other than
population. A two-thirds vote
of ‘each House of Congress
would be necessary to send a
Constitutional amendment to
the States, where ratification by
three-fourths of the States’ legis-
latures would be necessary be-
fore it could become part of the
Constitution.

As I have stated before, no
Federal action in recent years
poses a greater threat to sound
State government than does the
June 15 decision of the U. S.

_ Supreme Court requiring that

both Houses of the State legis-
latures be structured on popu-
lation grounds, in accordance
with the Court’s “‘one man, one
vote” dictum.

It is estimated that in our
State of Texas, carrying out the
intent of the Court decision
would concentrate 17 of the
State Senators in only five of
the 254 Texas counties. Similar
concentrations would occur in
State after State. It is easy to en-
vision under such circumstances
an absence of responsiveness in
State legislative halls to all prob-
lems save those in which big
cities have a direct stake.

I have commented before on
trends that have occurred in the
national legislature, the U. S.
Congress. sapping the strength
of what was once known as the
‘farm bloc.” The ‘farm bloc’ was
a cohesive force of representativ:
es from rural and semi-rural
constituencies who~ banded to-
gether in the 1930’s to advance
programs returning America’s
agricultural economy from the
grip of severe devoression. They
were the men who best under-
stood the problems of Ameri-
ca’s farmers. small towns, and
small cities and were able to
bring an end to vear of punish-
ment America’s farmers had
suffered at the hands of other
segments of the U. S. economy.

There is no longer a ‘farm
bloc’ in Congress because of the
fact that America’s population
shifted to urban and suburban
areas and representation' in Con-
gress has generally: followed
this shift. It is now estimated
that seven out of ten members
of he U. S. House of Represen-
tatives come from primarily ur-
ban areas. In order to obtain
these so-called city members for
farm legislation, they have re-
auired steady salesmanship to
know that a sound agricultural
economy is essential to a sound
national and non - agricultural
economy. But it is becoming in-
creasingly difficult to obtain
supnort from city members on
needed farm legislation.

I cite two examples in this
88th Congress: One is the so-
called ‘“‘bracero” program by
which seasonal farm labor is
brought to the United States
from Mexico to assist in har-
vesting highly perishable crops.
I ast year the program was ex-
tended by a narrow margin. Ob-
taining another extension is be-
ing made extremely difficult be-
cause of city opposition. An-

~other problem reflecting the

weakened voice for agriculture
is that involving allocations of
the U. S. sugar suppnlv. A sub-
stantial allocation to Ametican
farm-~rs of the rioht t~ nroduce
additional sugar for American
tables would provide a helpful

stimulus to the U. S. farm econ-
omy. However, interests aligned
against permitting domestic ex-
pansion possess great strength
in Congress.

Congress is concerned, in the
main, with two prime national
responsibilities: national defense
and national economic vitality.
The states have sought many
forms of assistance from the
Federal government, including
help in the form of grants-in-aid
for specific programs. The
States desire to administer. these
programs themselves. Handling
grants-in-aid has become one of
the functions of State legisia-
tures and State administrative
agencies. Should State legislative
power be concentrated through
“boss rule’” in a few areas, it is
easy to conceive of situations
in which deicions on grant-in-
aid programs could become tools
for solidifying political monop-
oly, and no effective counter
voice could be raised from areas
where representation is shatter-

ed.

Revival ﬁegins '
October 4 At
Local Mission

The Mission Point (Latin
American Baptist), Quitaque
will conduct evangelistic services
at the church September 27
through Oxtober 4, as part of a
state -- wide Crusade aimed at
reaching 2% million unevangel-
ized Latin American people of
Texas with the Gospel.

About 400 Latin American
churches and missions through-
out the state are participating in
the widespread effort called
Cruzada Bautista Nueva Vida
(the Latin American Baptist
New Life Crusade.)

Patrol Report

The Highway Patrol inves-
tigated five rural traffic acci-
dents in Briscoe County during
the month of August, accord-
ing to Sergeant W, E. Wells,
Highway Patrol Supervisor of
this area.

‘These wrecks accounted for
three persons injured, and an
estimated property damage of
$4,380.0C

The rural traffic accident
summary for Briscoe County
from January through August
shows a total of 21 crashes re-
sulting in no persons killed, 12
persons injured, and an estimat-
ed property damage of $17,050.
00.

The statistics compiled as a
result of these accidents and
their consequences are very
alarming. However, they are in-
creasing and more people are be-
ing killed or injured each year as
a result of someone’s inadequate
driving procedures. In addition,
crimes of all kinds including
murder, rape, armed robbery and
burglaries are increasing at an
alarming rate nationally as well
as in our own state of Texas.

In order to try to save some
of the lives lost each year and
help combat the increasing crime
rate, the Patrol Sergeant requests
everyone to encourage eligible
young men to inquire about a
position with the D P S as a
law enforcement officer.

According to the Sergeant,
there are over one hundred va-
cancies in th Patrol Services of
the Department and a training
school is scheduled to start in
November. Men between the
ages of 21-35 years who have
a high school education and de-
sire more information about a
career in law enforcement are
invited to contact any member
of the D P S for the additional
requirements as well as job bene-
fits and an application form.
