ter than any Communist. Castro 
is fujly  ̂ familiar witfi our coun­
try, our government, our phil­
osophies, our principles, a n d  
most of all, our people. He has 
enjoyed the great luxuries that 
have been made possible for 
mankind through the ingenuity 
of our people in this great coun­
try.

We could name others in 
Communist countries or* in bor­
derline countries who are always 
ready, able, and willing to 
downgrade, to poor mouth, con­
demn, vilify, castigate, and to 
eventually destroy us and what 
we stand for. Yes, I can under­
stand these people wiho are 
either misguided or acting with 
malice aforethought. They feel 
that they have something to 
gain.

But what I cannot under­
stand are t h o s e  Americans 
among us who leave no stone 
unturned tdi cast every suspicion

People who, in many 
instances, are living in the lap 
of luxury, enjoying every con­
ceivable benefit that has yet 
been produced by man. Some of 
whom have not even had to 
work for the riches they now 
enjoy and many of whom/ have 
received the richest blessings of 
God and their fellowman, and
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who, because of their material 
wealth could h^ip measurably 
in the solution of many of the 
ever-present problems of man. 
I can not believe that they 
would consciously contribute to 
the cause of those enemies of 
freedom who constantly seek our 
destruction. I would hope that 
they would re-evaluate their po­
sitions, their activities, and their

attitudes, and realize that an un­
intentional dis-service is as dam­
aging as if it were intentional, 

Our country, its institutions, 
its resources, and all of its peo­
ple need these other Americans 
for a united front in the further­
ance of the basic philosophy of 
the freedom and dignity of man 
as an individual, the bedrock up­
on which this country stands.
